and after a Gentleman had audibly pronounced--
WESLEY ABRAHAM—he was solemnly baptized im th
Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost. The Christian Part of the Congregation then
atood round him, and joined in singing a Hymn of
Praise which he had prepared; and which has 'sinee
been published in Tamul and ﬁnglish, and sought for
by thousands of Natives. Three editions in a'
could not satisfy the demand. Every one wanted a
copy. They were carried far and wide by the Na-
tives, and sung in the streets and roads, even by the
children, until the spirit of the Heathen was excited
to opposition: they sent out some verses in writia
against us; but those productions were too mean, an
too filthy, to have any names attached to them.
the other hand, many Christians were encouraged to
come forth in defeml::d of tl;le 'l)xew convgrh; and séversl
compositions appeared, which successfully contrasted
the g::«:llency a% morality of the Sacred Writing
with the folly and immorality of the Heathen Gods. *
