He may be compared toa
sparrow chirping upon the bedge, rather than to
the lark ascending towards heaven and filing
the air with artless, deligbtful melody.

There are no fugues nor quavers in this noble
tune. Cursorily viewed in the book, it is a sim-
ple, uncompromising composition, a lot of dull
minims and semi -breves; but there is a pathos
and an elevation in it which render it a universal
favorite.

THE WORD OF GOD ON NEW ZEALAND,

Acts xvii: 11. They received the word ~'th
all readiness of mind, and searched the S¢r.p-
tures duily whether thcse things were so.

On the arrival of the first printing press, i
1833, upon the island of New Zealand, the
printer to the Mission wrote hack to England :
“ When it was explained to the people that 1
had come to print books for them, they were be-
side themselves for joy. No hero of the ancient
times could have been welcomed by his soldiers
with greater rejoicing. The 2d of January, 1835,
was the memorable day in the annals of New
Zealand, when the first printing press reached
the country, I was obliged to take every thing
apart on the beach to explain the matter to them.
They danced, they screamed, they threw them-
selves into the water, they gave went to the
wildest expressions of joy. Great excitement
prevailed over the entire island. From remote
tribes they came to procure teachers and books.
I myself have seen them joyfully bringing heavy
loads of potatoes to get a single book.”

The great desive for books to read and as a
means of self-instruction, is for the most part
aitogether peculiar to this mission. The Mis-
sionaries often found schools and chapels in dis-

Since
both joyfulness apd sobriety are good spiritual
habits, one who has a patural bias toward the
former is justified in beiag generally joyful, and
one who has a natural bias toward the latter is
justified in being generaily sober. As the eye
dwells with equal pleasure on the lights and the
shades in a landscaps, 8o it is hard to tell wheth-
er gravity or mirthfulness is the more beautiful
grace. If due regard be paid to symmetry of
character, the sober will cultivate cheerfulness,
and the cheerfu!l will cultivate soberness. But
why attempt to adjust for any man the propor-
tion of these spiritual traits? * For what man
knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of
man which is in him ?”

Outward gravity is often misconstrued as de-
notirig a gloomy disposition. With equal in-
justice gayety of manner is often regarded as
significant of frivolity of heart. A cheerful de-
portment often vails deep concern. When 8
young man, off for the war, bids his friends good-
by, it is not strange if he wills to forget, for the
moment, the fears and the regrets which would
swell his breast and stifle his voice.

but dangerous thelogical work, which had been
offered bim for his library. * It 1s not,” said he,
« that I fear its effcets upon my own miod, but
only lest it should hurt and unsettle others o!
1he household who are less fixed and decided iu

heir views.”

Seneca calls books bis friends, and hints some-
where that we should be alike careful in ou
chioice of the€m as in choosing our most intimats
companione. While Piutarch teils us with much
quain:ness, * that we ought to regard books as
we do sweetmeats, not wholiy to aim at the pleas-
antest, but chiefly to respect the wholesome;
not forbidding sither, but spproving the latter
most.” Milton has call-d a good book “ Lne
precious life-blood of & master spizit.”

To have dangerous books lying oa our tables
is like leaving so much poison about ; while good
books are God’s messengers. Servants are apt
to look into the books which are left in their way.
Visitors take them up in idle moments—while
waiting for dinper, or on wet days—and are
struck, perbaps, by some line or passage which
God brings home to their hearts with the light-
ning flash of conviction. Many a one has traced
his or her first eerious thought about religion to
a book thus accidentally, or rather provideutially
taken up and read. On the Sabbath day we
should be especially careful not to leave any temp-
tation to break it in the way of others, and have
nothing on our tables but Babbath books.

A young christian, speaking of the day when
she first seriously resolved, by God’s help, to re-
nounce the world and give herself wholly to Je-
sus and to his service, writes thus: * On the
afternoon of that ever to be remembered Sab-
bath I was left alone, and feeling very restiess
and unhappy, looked around for amusement. A
litle paper * On Eternity’ lay on the chimney
piece ; I read it and felt I must pray.” In the
evening, sad and unsettled, she again bad re-
course to a book ; this time it was the “ Life of
Brainerd.” Had she been able to fiad any other
bocks about she would doubtless have read them
in preference ; but she Lived in & pious family,
who were very careful sbout these things.

Management cf the Sick.

Next to the professional tyranny of over-dos-
ing, we would set that which seems to take de-
light in placing the unfortunate patient under
excessive restraint in matters of diet and regi-
men. There is a class of physicians, bappily
growing smaller every day, who seem to think
that the moment a man gets sick, all his natural
tastes and appetites must be put in the closest
hondage. Bickness being an abnormal condi-
tion, of course the normal demands of the sys-
tem must be opposed to bring the whole opera-
tion of the machine into consistent working.
The food must be eutirely different from that
which is palatable at other times, and the in-
genuity of friends and attendants must be taxed
to provide substitutes for the usual beverages of
health. We think we are speaking to the expe-
rience of every physician when we say that very

Notbing can
produce a stronger dislike on the part of an in-
telligent patient, than such a display of profes-
sional authority, Well do we remember the
vehement expressions of a sufferer from such
severity of discipline, when describing a series
of such “ slips between the cup and the lip” by
which he had been made to feel the suthority of
bis medical adviser while recovering from a se-
vere surgical operation, He was fully possessed
with the idea the interdict was merely an exer-
cise of urbitrary power, ard bhis experience in
one instance, when the prohibition came too
late, only confirmed this impression.

Cold water is an innocent fluid—of late years
it has had its extravagant admirers even—and
set how common it is for patients to be unduly
restrainec in the uze of it! How many unfor-
tunate infants, gaspicg for it in the parched and
fevered lieat of scarlet fever, are cumpelled to
swallow suffron tea instead! In such cases we
know the fear of nature’s refreshing daught is
much more apt to be on the side of the parents
and friends than the physicians. And yet this
is not always so. Nt loag since we saw a pa-
tient, an aduit, suffering from severe pneumouia.
Some Gieesfection” on the part of the patient
led her to cuil in another pracutioner.

“ Doctor,” said she, ‘ is there any objection
to my drinking culd water ?”

* Certainly not,” was the answer,

“ Why,” said the patient with a look of the
greatest satisfaction and refief, * Dr.
wouldn’t let me touca a drop of it.”

The nurse then joined the colloquy, and con-
fessed that sbe had “unbeknowst” to the doc-
tor, given it to her, but it was under s fearful
sense o! the responsibility.

In conclusion, then, let us bear in mind that
natura duce should be our motto in matters of
treatment. To most of our readers we know
that such a suggestion is superfluous, and almost
demanding apology. That thirsty sufferer, then,
must be our excuse; we trust it is a sufficient
one.—Boston Medical and Burgical Journal.

It is said of the three most influential mem-
bers of the Convention that formed the Coasti-
tution of the United States, that in all the de-
bates of that body mot one of them made a
speech of n.ore than twenty minutes.

But that which gave to our Conference its
Tighest point of interest, was the evidence 8o de-
lightfully sfforded, that the presence of Christ,
in fulfiment of His own promise, was with his
Ministers. In elevating snd directing the tone
of our Session and our religious services, we
are, under the blessing of God, much indebted
to the deliberative skill, the gentlemanly courtesy
and the truly christian spirit of our honoured
President, the Rev. W. L. Thornton, A.M. The
appointment of this eminent Minister to this po-
sition, was hailed with joy by our connexion. We
expected to derive much benefit therefrom, feel-
ing that as the youngest of the affilisted Confer-
ences, the bond of union between us and our
fathers at home would be much strengthened,
and our views of connexional work matured by
Mzr. Thornton's presence. Our expectations have
been more than fulfilled. Never shall we forget
the measure of divine power realized during
the addresses and ministrations of the President,
and also of his travelling companion, ouor much
esteen-ed brother, the Rev. Robinson Seott, of
Dublin. The Ordination charge by the Presi-
dent, an outline of which our reporter bas fur-
nished, was the finest we have ever been privi-
leged to hear, and was attended with an unction
from on high which cannot be described. We
are glad that Mr. Thornton has consented at the
request of the Conference, to furnish a copy for
publication.

The feelings of the Conference of gratitude to
God for His goodness to us during the session,
and also of our appreciation of the benefits de-
rived from the presence and help of these dis-
tinguished Ministers and brethren from across
the wide waters, are expressed in the following
resolutions adopted unanimously by the Confer-
ence, and expressed by a standing vote :—

“ That the Conference gratefully recognises the
goodoess of the Lord, in the gracious measure of
holy influence shed down upon the Ministers, and
upon our public assemblies during this session ;
and trusts that the results thereof may be felt
and seen in the revival of the work of God
throughout our Connexion during the ensuing
year.

That we largely attribute, under the divine
bleseing, the delightful and profitable character
of the session, to the godly wisdom and invalua-
ble councels of our beloved President, the Rev.
W. L. Thorrton, A. M., to whom we beg to ten-
der our cordial thanks—whose presence among
us has given us the highest pleasure, and whose
great christian courtesy, able presidency, and
public ministrations, have stirred our hearts, and
shall be cherished by us in fondest remembrance.

That the Conference begs to present to the
Rev. Robinson Scott, of the Irish Conference, its
grateful thanks for the valuable suggestions of-
fered by him on various topics during this ses-
sion ; and to assure him that this opportunity of
christian fellowship with him has afforded to us
very great satisfaction, and that our hearty sym-
pathies are with the Irish Methodist Connexion
in its interesting and important sphere of chris-
tian enterprise.”

Of the Rev. Robinson Scott the Guardian
says :—The visit of Mr. 8coTT was exceedingly
agreeable to our Confe , and his llent
sermons made a deep impression on all who
heard them. He is a man of transparent sim-
plicity and honesty of purpose, of wise and faith-
ful spirit in promoting the cause of God, a deep
and perspicuous preacher, a kind and sffectionate
friend whom to know is to love.

Though the Irish Wesleyan Connexion is com-
paratively small, yet it has been wonderfully
successful in promoting the general cause.

John J. Colter, Richard Pratt. These brethren
were piesented for ordination by the Rev.Dr.
Richey, who reminded the coogregation thst ail
persons presented for ordination in our cburch
are required to give evidence of conversion to
God. He stated that these young men had given
such evidence, and that baving been variously
examined they were regarded by our Conference
as suitable for our work. He referred also to the
fact that nearly thirty-nine years since,he himself
had been set apart to the work of the ministry
by the imposition of hands and prayer.

The President referred to the necessity of find-
ing evidence of conversion to Ged in the case of
those who are set apart to this work, and ssid,
that for the satisfaction of the penple of God, he
would ask certain of those young brethren to give
80 aecount of the dealings of God with them, to
tell especially the circumstances connected with
their conversion and call to the ministry.

ALFRED W. TURNER, said :—I was bornin a
Wesleyan Methodist family, educated at a Wes-
leyan Methodist School, and smong Wesleyan
Methodists I have lived all my life to this day. 1
cannot tell when God's Holy Spirit began to
work within my beart ; but this I know, 1 did
not at that time recognize His working. When
I felt many fears on secount of my sins, and earn-
est desites to be a disciple of Christ, 1 regarded
these feelings as the natural movements of my
own heart. I well remember in a season of ¢x-
tensive revival kneeling down in the pew, and
where no eye could sec me, weeping before uod.
Yet I did not weep directly from a sense of sin
and danger, but because | could not find in my-
sclf that mental agonv and deep contrition which
I observed in others, and this seemed to place an
insuperable barrier between me and the salvation
of God. 1 went home,—I did so frequently,—
beavy in beart, despairing, hardened. I could
not, nor can I now, apart from my interest in
Christ thank God for my creation and preserva-
tion. The former 1regarded, if I may so speak,
as an unutterable misfortune, an incalculable in-
jury ; the only result of the latter seemed to be
that it sugmented from moment to moment the
sadness of my eternal destiny. I thank God 1
was not left in that state of mind. God who
commanded the light to shine out of darkness
shone in my beart. [ may say humbiy and
thankfully, I have geceived not the spirit which
is of the world, but the spirit which is oi God,
that I may know the things that are freely given
to me of God. I know that Jesus Christ came
into the world to save sinoers ; and I know that
coming to Him with all my guilt, and with no-
thing to recommend me to His notice, I am not
cast out. The blood of atonement,in which alone
I trust, spenks peace to my soul. Asto the mi-
nisterial work, it has often been tome a joy to
preach the Goepel, and st other times I bave felt
as if the burden of the Lord were too heavy for
me, and my sense of insufficiency has made me
desire some other calliog. 1 am here to-night,
not because I have a natural bent towards the
ministry, but because I wish to have the satisfac-
tion, when my last hour is come, of looking back
upon s life spent after God's order. May He
help me !

J. R. HART said :—1I feel that this is the most
solemn bour of my life. Looking back over all
the way the Lord hath led me, and knowing that
goodness and mercy have followed me all my
days, I feel that ali the times of my life coutcrge
to this point of time when I stand before you,
asking to be recognized as a shepherd to feed
the flock of Christ,which He has purchased with
His own blood.

I feel that it is a matter of special thanksgiv-
ing that I am the child of pious parents, who
early directed my attention to the Lamb of God
who taketh away the sins of the world. Led by
the Spirit of God, when quite young, I was made
the subject of converting grace, experiencing
peace with God through Christ Jesus our Lord.
With the very first dawnings of spiritual light,
there came to my heart an earnest desire to
preach the gospel of the grace of God, and this
desire grew with the increase of this light. Ien-
joyed a sense of the Divine favor for about two
years, and then being removed from home, influ-
enced and placed amid temptations to evil,l un-
fortunately yielded to these temptations, and lost
my peace and joy in the Holy Ghost. Then “ the
pains of hell got hold upon me, and I found
trouble and sorrow.” I have reason, great rea-
son to thank God that I was prevented from
yielding to the fearful temptation at that time so
powerfully presented, to put an end to my earth-
ly existence. During this time of anguish | was
visited by one well known to most of you, the
Rev. Ephraim Evans, for I was at the time ill in
body as well as distressed in mind. The influences
of the Spirit attending his godly counsels and
fervent prayers, led me agsin to the cross of
Christ, and enabled me to say, ** Father, I have
sinned against heaven and in Thy sight, and am
no more worthy to be called Thy son, make me
as one of Thy hired servants.” God again spoke
peace to my soul, and since that time He has
wondrously opened my way ; I may say truly,
« | have been led in a way that I knew not.” A
litle more than four years since, by the advice
of some who had long preached the glad tidings
of salvation, I offered myself as a probationer to
this work. Accepted first by the Quarterly Meet-
{bg, and subsequently by a District meeting, I
have been for four years engaged in this delight-
tul work of proclaiming the things of God. 1
have not been left during those years without
tokens of the Divine presence, and now I feel the
love of God abundantly shed abroad in my heart,
by the Holy Ghost given unto me. I feel assur-
ed that I must meet with difficulties and trials in
this work ; “ but none of these things move me ;
neither count 1 my life dear unto myself, so that
I might finish my course with joy ; and the min-
istry which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to
testify the gospel of the grace of God.

Jo» SHENTON said :—Upon this most
solemn moment, in looking back over life, mem-
ories pleasing and happy crowd upon me. For
one hour of life the 8pirit did not cease to strive
with me. Early was I dedicated to God, and
trained by pious parents in the fear of the Lord.
Around me the world never threw its charm. 1
was drawn to give myself to him who loved me
and gave himself for me. Just as the year was
drawing to its close, with the departing hour
peace flowed across my soul. Then my happy
beart rejoiced, and gratitude said, “ O Lord I
will serve thee.” In this state I continued for
some time, but owing to certain associations, I
lost in & measure the clear sense of acceptance
and favour. Soon light again broke over my
darkness and I was happy sgain. With child-
like sorrow I bowed at the cross, with child-like
trust I rested upon Jesus and was saved. Under
the powerful appeals from a returned missjonary

After further examination of the candidates in
accordance with the prescribed form, the Presi-
dent read the office for the ordination of elders.
The candidates then kneeling were solémuly or-
dained by the imposition of hands, and were
each presented with a copy of the Holy Secrip-
tures with the usual formula.

ORDINATION CHARGE.

The President then addressed the newly or-
dained brethren in substance as follows :

My dear young brethren, I wish to direct your
altention to & passage from the last charge given
by St. Paul to Timothy his son in the gospel ;
from a chapter which is supposed to be the last
be ever wrote, which was penned as he waited
in the dungeon of the Mamertina for the sum-
mons to death, The psssage then to which 1
shall call your attention is that contsined in 2nd
Timothy iv. 5 6, “ But watch thou in all things,
endure afilictions, do the work of an evangelist,
meke full proof of thy ministry. For | am now
ready to be offered and the time of my departure
is at hand.

You will not fail to remark that in this voice,
breaking from the grave of the departed saint,
that you are exhorted first to watchfulness,in the
second place to fortitude, in the third place to
activity and diligence in the work committed to
your care, and finally to perseverance in that
work in order to the consummation of your
great calling. Every word of the text is most
solemn, every word is most weighty. In the
first clause you are exhorted to that watchfulness
which procures sobriety, which induces absti-
nence from every thing which would entangle the
minister of Christ in his work. Against such
entanglements it is for you to watch. I need
not remind you of the words of the inspired
Apostle, * No man that warreth, entangleth him-
self with the sffairs of this life that he may please
him who hath chosen him*to be a soldier.” But
these words imply much more. They teach—
« Watch thou with all diligence, let there be no
slumbering, leot there be no sloth, but Jet all the
powers of the mind be given to this work.” The
work of watching and prayer are closely ailied,
I need not remind you how prayer allies itself to
watchfulness of spirit ; prayer is the language of
a holy confidence in which we are found looking
to God our souls to keep. Watch therefore in
this confilence of prayer. However great the
diflicultics of the work of this ministry which
you have received by the imposition of our hands,
remember those worthies who have gone before
you, who inscribed on their banner “ Out of
weakness, made strong.” Watch when you do not
apprehend difficulty or trial, watch whea you are
applauded by others, watch when seas are
calm and skies are clear, watch diligently, lesg
coming suddenly Christ should find you sleep-
ing, oh pray daily and hourly that you may
be kept from falliig—oh if after such a fall the
soul should be just saved, snatched as it were
from hell, what = Joss to have failed in the use-
fulness which only deep piety can secure—oh
how many instances are there of even the ser-
vants of Christ who would gladly recall opportu-
nities which bave been lost, would gladly pur-
chase their return with the wealth of the Indies if
they could command it. There is a peculiar sig-
nificance as it applies to the ministers of Christ in
the twelith chapter of St. Luke. There after our
Lord had by a variety of teaching exhorted to
great watchfulness, Peter asks “ Speakest thou
this parable to us cr even 1o all ?” and the Lord
answers, *“ Who then is that faithful and wise
steward whom his lord shall make ruler over his
household to give them their portion of meat in
due season.” If it behoves sll the people ot God to
be found faithful, how much more the stewards
of God, the ministers of Christ. If the trum-
pet give an uncertain sound who shall pre-
pare himself for the battle—what a scene is
called up by that word ; some awful crisis is st
hand, the note of warning is needed, but the
watchman is careless and through his negligence
the opportunity is gone for ever, the hosts of the
besiegers rush in, the towers fall, the tears of
beauty are shed, the blood of the noblest flows
freely, and the man thus neglectful sinks in ruin,
and his last sorrow is that all is through his neg-
ligence. But that is an earthly sorrow. You are
placed where you can sound the note of warning
in the ears of those exposed 1o a greater ruin—
s0 that all may hear; but if you are neglectful,
how great the ruin, how great the consternation.
I wonder not at the solemn words of an eminent
divine at the ordination of some young men
recently. After referring to the peculiar neces-
sity of faithfuiness on the part of the ministry
he exclaims, * Pity us, oh ye people, pity us oh
Christian believers, pity us who cannot fall alone
whose condemnation cannot be 8 common con-
demnation, who, if we fall at Jast, must not only
be condemned by the Judge of all but by those
also who have been misled by us.”

It is remarkable that the Apostle goes on to
enjoin—endure afflictions—these are the lot.of
all, but through the grace of God these may be
made occasions of joy, and the operation of this
grace is a blessed alchemy which turns all to
gold. But I apprehend that the Apostle here
refers to the peculiar trials of the ministry ; and
there are peculiar trials in this work, as my bre-
thren around me very well know ; but when these
trials become greatly oppressive does not the
Master put His arm of power around us. Read
the lives of those servants of God who were
eminent for usefulness, and you will find that
they bave been led through the deepest trials,
and allow me to say that there never were great
characters without the discipline of afliction.
There are to be endured trials in a variety of
ways, and some of these it may be your lot to
endure, but do not wonder at the mysteriousness
of these. Mjstery is but anothe: word of God’s
wisdom. Sometimes the night whose hours are
darkest produces the most bright and glorious
day.

KEndure sfflictions ; the Christian character is
not one of apathy, of stoiciem, your Master who
went before felt and suffered as man never felt,
but it is yours to arm yourself with the same
mind which was in Christ, that like him you may
endure.

See how the treasures of this blessed word are
‘drawn out by ten thousand preachers each sab-
bath day, see how by this instrumentality these
treasures are brought out for the wants of the
multitudes. This part of your duty is feitly
stated in a former part of this chapter—* Pieac!
the word, be instant in seascn and out of seascii,
reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long-suffering
and doctrine ;" presch the word, and what is
the word but this book whici' I hold in my hand,
whieh is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for
correction, for instruciion in righteousness ?

Everything in the Bible is true, but the doc
trine of Christ crucified is of especial importancr,
L pray that you may never preach without preach-
ing Christ crucified, may never spend » Sabbath
without proclaiming that blessed doctrine. He
is the grest centre of the doctrine of the Bible,
He is the Alpha snd Omega of its teachings, the
Sun of righteousness shining with healing in His
wings. Christ crucified is the subject of the
preaching of the apostles, of all the early preach-
ers, of the early fathers of Methodism, and let
our pulpits crumble rather than that this gospel
should not be preached in them ; yea if an angel
from heaven should preach any other gospel let
him be anathema. This is the gospel to be pro-
claimed on the banks of the Indus aud of the
Euphrates, on the banks of these American
rivers and to the polar regions, and this gospel
all pawerful still, as mighty to-day as wher the
Apostles preached it, the power that subdued
me can subdue all men to Christ.

Preaching is expounding the word of God, and
he is the best prégcher who most clearly explains
the word, and most powerfully applies it. Be
instant in season, out of season, each moment is
more golden than gold, therefore employ it dili-
gently in making known the things of God ; pro-
claim the doctrine of God our Saviour, enforce
it with Scripture. Robert Hall says * the min-
ister who founds his doctrine on the Scriptures,
is like the angel of the Apocalpyse who stands in
the sun ;” thus study and preach and you shall
stund as in the very sun of the moral universe.
Neglect no part of your woik. Seek in deepening
piety new evidences in your own heart that you
are called to this dear work. The man who is
determined to meke full proof of his ministry
will have no time for schemes of a worldly char-
acter, not even time to wander very widely in the
fields of intellectual endeavour. The Bible must
be a constant companion ; our fathers in the gos-
pel were mighty in the Scriptures, let not their
sons be less so.

Paul the aged is about to
be removed. My own miud has often been deep-
ly afflicted, as I have seen in the parent laund,
old men tottering on the platform, and standing
before young men who were just going out into
their great work. I have felt as though these
aged servants of Christ were saying, ** Oh make
full proof of your ministry, for I am now ready
to be offered.” My dear young brotbers, some
to whose instructive words you have formerly
listened, have gone home to heaven, and others
here are drawing near to their rest ; these rever-
end fathers sround me will have the greater joy
in their last hours if they are persuaded that you
will lift high the banner given you. We have a
noble ancestry in our own ministry ; it is delight-
ful to think of those who have passed away from
this mortal state—tha: they may be often near us,
that they may be near us now. Would not some
of the beloved fathers who have recently passed
away from our midst, love to linger‘over a scene
like this to-night ? Perhaps I mlay be allowed
to recite the words of one of olr aweet singers,
the late Mrs. Bulmer, written on visiting one of
the churches in London, where she was wont to
worship, after s time of severe affliction in which
she had lost several of her friends.

The Chronicle states that on Sunday last the

of that vessel, and had one of his legs broken and
was otherwise seriously injured.

A terrible accident occurred on Wednesday
morning last on the Grand Trank Railroad at St.
Hilaire, about nineteen miles from Montresl.
An immigrant train of cars, with 354 German
immigrants, went through the Beloyd Bridge,
into 10 feet of water. At latest accounts 34
desd bodies, and 80 or 40 badly injured, had
been taken from the wreck.

American States.

The work of carnage in Virginia still goes on,
and with little prospect of immediate termination.
The Federal forces huve been badly whipped in
several battles, but bravely and obstinstely pur-
sue their work of death. The Confederates have
of course suffered very heavily, but have nobly
resisted the invading forces, and have maintain-
ed their positions well. 'The gains of the North
have been 8o small and their reverses so greet,
as 10 afford _very slight hope of success in the
great object of the campaign, the taking of Rich-
mond. The union papers speak of war matters
hopefully, as some extracts we give will show,
but the rate of gold up as high as 270, tells a
different story. Witbin s few days, it has fallen
considerably and may be brought down to 200 ;
not as the result of victory, but owing to the
passage of a bill in Congress, the operation of
which is to restrict Banking speculationa. We
esnnot but think that the Northern people, with
the exception of those who are getting rich by
the war, would greatly rejoice if they now could
see how to get vut their hobble, and would glad-
ly let their * wayward sister depart in peace,” to
which we would heartily say, Amen.

PerinseURG ATTACK.—The failure of the
sttack on Petersburg by Gen. Smith is described
thus by correspondent to N. Y. Times : ** When
early on W ednesday morning, the Second corps
had effected tl.e passage of James River at Wind-
mill Poigt, Gen. Hancock was met by a despatch

from the Commanding General, directing him
that, if provisions had arrived, he should ration
his men before proceeding towards Petersburg.
Just at this time he received information, seem-
ingly reliable, and conveyed, I believe, by an
engineer officer who had just come up from the
poatoon bridge, to the effect that the

Lad arrived with supplies. This fact Gen. Han-
cock communicated to the CommanJling General,
stating that he would soon begin issuiug rations,
and would then move forward as directed. The
information proved to be a mistake—a lamenta-
ble mistake—the transports had not arrived.
Yet thiis simple error caused a delay in the move-
ment of Hancock’s corps of five hours and a
balf. His column joined Gen. Smith’s troops at
1 o'clock on the morning of Thussday. But had
be been up earlier by the difference noted of five
and a half hours, he would have reached the
front at 7.30 on the evening of Wednesday,
which was precisely the moment at which Gen.
Smith made his attack ! Thuisday morning re-

was preparing in the meanwhile, and which, con-
staatly strengthened during the interval that has
since elapsed, stands between us and the desired
point as formidable an obstacle as we have yet
encountered. This line was assaulted along our
entire front, on Saturday last. The sttack was
Sanilar in character to that made on the lines of
the Chickahominy on the 3d inst. It resulted
like that, in serious loss of life, and its issue was
& 4 similas kind—that is we failed to our
point. A like untoward fortune s the

vernment supplies in the Arke 10as river, 25 miles
above Fort Smith. The rebels had a battery of
three guns. Cooper, with a large force, occu-
pied his old position on the Arkansas river.

HEADQUARTERS OF THE AKMY OF THE Po-
TOMAC, June 22.—As an instgnce of sharp prac-
tice between pickets, a man, yesterday, desiring
to stretch himself, and not daring to stand up,
put his feet out past the works, when he was in-
stantly struck by a ball in the ankle. Many are
wounded dsily whileJgoing from their pits for
water.

The Sacitary Commission are busy issuing
fresh vegetables to the troops, which sre very
gratefully received, and will prove of great ben-
efit.

June 28 —12 M.—Quite a severe engagement
took place on Saturday between our calvary and
a force of the enemy, consisting of cavalry and
mounted infantry, at the Chickahominy river.

The rebels had followed Gen. Sheridan from
White 1{ouse, in expectation of being able to cut
off part of his waggon train. It was here they
made their attack. Gen. Torbett’s division was
detailed to protect the waggon train, while Gen.
Gregg's division was placed in position to resist
an attack on the roads which the rebels were
known to occupy.

At an early hour skirmishiog commenced and
was kept up until near noon, when the rebel in-
fantry which had been dismounted, made a des-
perate charge on the lines. Although our men
dismounted and fought them gallantly for a time,
they were finally compelled to retire, suffering
considerably.

Toe FrREMONT MEETING.—The meeting of
the Fremonters in New York on Monday evening
was somewhat urmtiou- and very diversified in
its expressions of approbation and condemnation,
but not at all equivocal in its condemnation of
“ Uncle Abe” aud his Cebinet family. Dr.
Brown's speech was the cream of the affair. The
Times report him as speaking as follows : —

He said : The thing nearest his heart was to
save the nation. For that object he was ready
to support any party or any man. (A Voice—
“ Horatio Seymour.”] Yes, or Vallandigham.
{Immense a} plause.] Yes, or Fernando Wood—
any man who caa defeat the re-election of Abra-
bam Lincoln. I am ready to join hands for this
object with every American citizen, shoddy or no
shoddy dependants of the administration. [A
voice—* What is the meaning of shoddy ?”] Ask
Lincoln’s friends !—they can teli you. He knew
not nor questioned the political sentiments of the
audience : he believed them to bs Americans
who love their country. He had supported the
Administration ever since it was inaugurated so
far as he felt it necessary to do so in order to
support the Government. But he had never
considered Mr. Lincoln as a suitable man for the
Presidency. In July, 1860, he wrote his rebuke
to the Republican party on the nomination of
such a man, that it would dampen whatever
hopes he might Lave had for the future of the
country. One reason why he opposed the re-
election of Lincoln was that he bore the soubri-
quette of honest. Whenever you find that as a
soubribuette, you may rely upon it the man is
foxy. He ssid nothing against Wm. H. Seward.
He did not like Mr. Chase’s financial system.
He feared more the danger from that than he
did trom the arms of the rebels. He had tried
to think be would get through the ordeal with-
out a financial collaspe, but it is contradiction all
his principles of finance and currency. He did
not believe in r money, especially when the
Becretary is driven to have n or sixteen
kinds of it. He held the President responsible
for the waste of treasure and the waste of human
life. [Applause] The people wanted a man who
had sympathy with the people, who could kindle
by his magnetism the souls of others, and direct
it against the rebellion ; if that had been so the
rebellion would have been put down in 1861. We
have had scarcely a single military success. He
recently paid a visit to Washington fuli of ardor
and enthusiasm, and came away as though an
iceberg had been thrown upon his heart. Wash-
ington was enough to dampen any patriotic
man. [Voice—How about Fremont ? Give him
a hit.] He declined, as he was not a doctor of
that sort. [Laughter.] There were many thinge
in the Baltimore platform that be liked. In one
of its resolutions it denc d the President
when it said that any man that did not hold its
principles was not worthy of publie confidence.
iiu knew that the President did no hold to the
principles.  You know that Mr. Lincoln has
ever conformed to the Constitution if it was in
his way. We have heard something about the
war power. He asserts the war power, and that
he can do whatever he plesses. He has there-
fore been acting as an arbitrary sovereign—
yes, more arbitrary than any Autocrat of Rus-
sia would dare to be, and far more so than the
Emperor of France. The cry has been raised
that Lincoln was an anti-slavery man. But not
one step has he taken in the right or wrong
against slavery, unless by outside pressure that
he has not dared to resist. As for lhe.rrocluu-
tion he would not give a fig for it : no slave could
defend his liberty in a court of justice by setting
that up as s plea. He (the speaker) was one of
the first to advocate the fncdgm of _llt:e -lav:d’ as
a mili necessity, as given by a military order.
For in:rnynec, in t.h{ cngl of Fremont freeing the
alaves of Missouri. Did Lincoln sustsin him ?
No; he suspended the order and relieved Fre-
mont from his command. So also in the case of
Hunter ; his order was suspended, and relieved
bim from his command. Beeause Lincoln would
have no man do wythinitho glory of which
would not rebound upon himeelf ; and also be-
cause Mr. Lincoln no policy. Events coa-
trolled Mr. Lincoln ; we want a man in times
like these, who control events—a man that com-
mands citcumstances, and that can combine he-
roic and noble energies cf every man in favour
of truth, liberty, God and humanity.

Fremont has never deserted the Aunti-Slavery
cause; he was earlier in the field than Lincoln.
He (the speaker) was a strong Anti-S8lavery man.
In Charleston, in 1856, be was applauded for ad-
vocating Anti-Slavery. He must say that he had
found more genuine abolition in the South than
he bad found in one Northern State, or all the
Northern States put together. The only way to
rid of slavery is by constitutional smendment
that abolishes it. There are higher d:ties thao
freeing the slave. He held the Union as more
important than slavery. [Cries of good.] When
the agitation of the slavery question endangered
the Union, he opposed it. " In his heart the Un-
jon question was first ; for, if the liberty of the
white man is lost, you lose the liberty of the
black man whose liberty is to be asserted. He
liked the Cleveland platform with a few excep-
tions. Its resolutions are sincere and honest.
As for the candidates, he was ready to .uspon
any man who could defeat Mr. Lincoln. [Great
applause.] He did not think s party in this
country was strong enough to defeat him that
did not contain a of the Democracy.

To Crystalize Flowers.

The experiment is simple and can be tried,
without difficulty. Dissolve eighteea ounces of
pure alum in a quart of soft spring water, (ob-
serving proportion for s greater or less quantity,)
by boiling it gently in s close tinned vessel over
a moderate fire, keeping it stirred with 8 wood-
en spatuls, until the solution is complete.

When the liquor is almost cold, suspend the
subject that is to be crystalised, by means of a
small thread or twine, from a lath or small stick
laid horizontally across the sperture of a deep
glass or earthen jar, as being bezt adapted for
the purpose, into which ths solution must be|
poured. The respective articles should remain
in the solution twenty-four hours; when taken
out they are csrefully to be suspended in the
shade until perfectly dry.

W hen the subjects to be crystalized are put
into the solution while it is quite cold, the erys-
tals are apt to be formed too large; on the oiber
band ehould it be too hot, the crystals will he
smzll in proporticn. The best temperature is
about 95 deg. of Fahrenheit's thermometer.

“Drink” and Crime.

A week £go lzst Saturday, a poor blind man
of seventy, was, at Woodstock, C. W., eentenced
to ve hanged on the 16th of December next, for
the murder of his wife. Throughout the trial he
manifested a very great deal of stolid indiffereace,
and, on receiving the fatal sentence, was com-
paratively calm and impassive, while the Judge
was moved even to tears. 8o far as we heard,
all that the criminal said was simply, that “ had
it not been for ‘ drink’ he never would have done
it!” or words to that effect. Yes! but in saying
that, he said a very great deal, and what has to
be said in connection with almost nine-tenths of
all the crime committed in the country. It would
be an interesting though a most mournful work
to tiace out the connection in most criminal cases,
between the offence and intoxicating liquors. In
some, no doubt, it would be found that there was
no connection : that intoxicants had nothing di-
rectly or indirectly to do with the matter. But
how small the per centage which could be hang-
ed under such s heading! On the contrary, are
not Judges telling us that, but for intoxication
their work in eriminal cases would be nearly at
an end.—And, are not criminals, in every variety
of tone, saying the same thing? Are we not
keeping up a stafl of criminal officers in every
country, building gaols and police offices, em-
ploying Q. C.’s almost without Lumber, bringing
honest yeomen from their fields, and merchants
from their stores, as jurymen, with all other et
ccteras of modern civilization, down to the hang-
man, simply to obviale in some small measure
the wretched effects ot the liquor traffic? We,
in our wisdom, license men to make a livelihood
by the vices of their fellows ; we organize a vast
series of criminal factories, and, b s
few thousand dollars may thereby be secured to
the revenue, we keep up this expensive machin-
ery to do something, however imperfect, in the
way of counteraction. In ordinary cases, what-
ever is thought injurious to the public welfare is
indicted as a nuisance, and summarily put down.
The individual, it is said, must always give way
to the general interest ; but, in the matter of in.
toxicating liquors, it is apparently quite different,
and society is quite willing that a large portion
of the community should be beggared and made

membered that this is only one case; and that
these whiskey selling places are, day after day,
maléing just such criminals as poor Cook; have
them in all stages of advancement ; and are ever
and anon making the country run up just such
bills, for what has its origin in nothing better
than a tavern brawl. It may have taken fifty
years to make Cock a murderer; and, no doubt,
he would one day have been as indignant as any
had it been hinted that it would ever come to
this, and that he would ever lié, as he now lies,
in Woodstock gaol. It Aas come, however, just
as, very likely, before twenty years, it may come
with some who are this day saying: “ We shall
never be either drunkards or murderers.” 8o-
ciety puts a rope about this man’s poor old neck,
and cuts off abruptly the small remainder of his
miserable life ; and has society nothing to say to
those who put a thief into his mouth to steal
away his , and as well? Has
society nothing to say to those who lived by do-
ing all they could to make him and others the
stolid, indifferent, and reckless sinners they have
been and are? It would seem not.—Canada

Selection of Fruit Trees.

Let the person wishing to purchase fruit trees
first settle it in his own mind that he must pay
a fair marketable value for them. Badly grown
moses-covered trees or trees with broken, dried
up roots may be bought at a low price, but in
the end they will be found a very dear bargain.
A late number of the Counfry Gentleman con-
tains some useful suggestions on this subject :

It is not the largest or finest looking trees that
are the best. In fact, the eagerness to procure
big trees at the expense of a full proportion of
roots, which it is impracticable to take up with
such trees, often results not only in the loss of
the trees themselves by death, but it frequentiy
requires years for them to recover and regain
their thrifty state. Neither is it necessary that
the tree be as straight as a candle, for a few
years’ growth fills up the erooks in a trunk, and
makes it as straight, or nearly s0, as any other.
The three great points are: To have healthy
trees—to take them up with as perfect roots as
possitile—and to keep these maist and uninjured
till they are set out again. These three requi-
sites cannot be easily secured by taking large
trees, while those of moderate or rather small
size will readily furnish them all. Small trees
are easily dug without mutilating the roots ; they
are packed for transportation safely and with
facility ; the labor of digging and packing and
the cest of trancportatior are much less than
with large trees ; and they commence giowing
immediately, with little check in their vigor ;
and, if well cultivated, make the largest as well
as the best trees ot the end of five years. The
late Dr. Keunicott, who was a euccessful nurse-
ryman ae well as orchardist, ail that of the
trees which he sold to his customers, the full-
sized symme:-ical ones never grew so well cs
the smaller ones, possessing less beauty of form.
The reason was a curious one—he couid never
succeed in pereuadiug the owners to thorlen-in
the heada of the handsome trees, while he could
induce them to prune or cut back the others
according to any directions he migh: give.

To sum up—procure amall, healthy, well-dug
and well-packed trees of the best proved sorts
orly {rom reliable navscrymen ; let them be weil
set out and well cuitivated for successive years,
and they will afford profitable as well as eatis-
laciory results,

Mowing Pasture.

We have ofien spoken of the advantage of
keeping pastures free from the dead gras, wkich
were the crop is not fed off will accumylate.
After grass is gone to sced, it is refused by stock,
and the patehes where it lies will be left, even
after a pew growth is started. The old grass
makes the new sour and unpalatable. To keep
the grass sweet the pasture should be smoothly
cleared off at least oncea year. On alate visit
to the farm of the Rev. C.C. Sewall, of Med-
field, he ealled the attention of the writer and
other persons to some hay which he had cut in
the pastures. Finding, after many years’ expe-
rience, that during the flush of feed in the fore
part of the season, his cows would leave certain
places almost untouched, which were, conse-
quently, about lost o far as to yielding any re-
turn, he mowed them, obtained a considerable
quantity of hay. This was done last year; and
finding a decided advantage from the operation,
he has repeated it the present season. The hay
obtained in the pasture is of good quality, con-
sisting in a great degree of the Kentucky blue-
grass, (Poa prelensis) with a mixtare of early
species. Mr. Sewall finds that by mowing the
grass, the cows feed off the succeeding growth,
aud all the pasture is kept smooth and clean. By
this means the cows actually get more feed than
they would otherwise, as the rejected spots would
bave remained untouched if the growth had not
been cleared off. The same thing might be done
with the same advantage in thousands of other
cases.—Beston Cultivator.

Rusks.—Beat eggs well, and mix with baif a
pint of new milk, in which have been melted
four ounces of butter ; add to it a quarter of a
pint of yeast and three ounces of sugar, and put
them by degrees into as much flour as will make
a very light paste, rather like a batter, and let it
rise before the fire half an hour ; then acd some
flour to make it a little stiffer, but not stiff,
Work it well, and divide it into small loaves or
cakes, about five or six inches wide, and flatten
them. When baked, and cold, slice them the
thickness of rusks, and put them into the oven
w bmvp_ulh.dn. The cakes, when first baked,
