DID NOT WANT TOZeppelin

London, June 16.—A Zeppelin air­
ship visited the northeast coast of 
England last evening and dropped 
bombs. ,

Fifteen deaths arc reported from 
the district in question and 15 per­
sons were wounded.

Some fires were started by the pro­
jectiles from the Zeppelin, but by this 
morning they had been overcome.

Beginning with the German air 
raid on the municipal area of London, 
May 31, in which four persons were 
killed, the past sixteen days have 
brought reports of a number of aerial 
attacks by both sides, all of which in­
dicate a determination to force the 
fighting from the clouds.

For instance, yesterday morning 23 
aeroplanes delivered an attack upon 
the German city of Karlsruhe, killing 
persons to the number of 19, and 
wounding 14, and inflicting material 
damage. The raid on England men- 
lows this onslaught well within 24 
hours.

The most important acriil engage­
ments of the past two weeks, over the 
continent and England, are as follows:

Aeroplanes of the allies attacked the 
headquarters of the German crown 
prince, June 3, and two days later a 
German aeroplane dropped explosive 
bombs on the French seaport of 
Calais.

On the 6th of June a Zeppelin air­
ship visited the east coast of England 
and five persons on the ground below 
were dead before it sailed away. It 
was on the 7th of June that Warne- 
ford, the young Canadian aviator, 
destroyed a German Zeppelin in an 
air duel over Belgium. From his 
aeroplane he wrecked the dirigible 
and caused the death of her crew.

Address by Premier Asquith, Britain’s Expenses 
Will be $15,000,000 a Day Hereafter--Heavy 

War Credit Voted by House of Commons.

London, June 16.—The House of 
Commons yesterday afternoon voted 
another credit of £250,000,000, mak­
ing with previous sums a total of 
£862,000,000 already allowed for war 
purposes. Introducing the measure 
Premier Asquith remarked that from 
April 1 to June 12 the expenditure had 
been at the rate of £2,660,000 daily. 
He estimated that the total daily ex­
penditure during the currency of the 
new credit would be not less than 
£3,000,000, for the reason that, as the 
war extended its area, Great Britain’s 
financial" obligations to the allies 
would increase.

In the course of the debate on the 
new credit Reginald McKenna made 
his maiden speech as Chancellor of 
the Exchequer. The keynote of his 
remarks was the necessity of econ-

struction of the Government. He de­
clared he would not have been justi­
fied in taking the course he did in 
this regard under the pressure of out­
side influence, or because of tempor­
ary embarrassment. The task was as 
unwelcome as could fall to the lot of 
any man.

After paying a tribute to his late 
colleagues, Mr. Asquith claimed both 
for himself and his new colleagues 
the staunchest adherence of their re­
spective political parties. He admit­
ted the word coalition had not a 
pleasant flavor in the vocabulary of 
British politics; previous departures 
from the British system of party gov­
ernment had been found wanting in 
dignity and success. Up to the last 
moment he had not been without 
doubt as to how he could best respond 
to the call of public duty.

“The situation was without parallel 
in our history,” the Premier said. 
“The demand which it would make 
upon the energies of the nation and 
upon the patience and foresight of the 
Government and the confidence felt 
by the one in the other could not be 
measured by any precedent. But our 
national policy remains unchanged— 
to pursue this war at any cost to a 
victorious issue.”

The increase in the insurance funds 

during the year amounted to $375,- 
295.34, this increase being the second 
largest in the Order’s experience, and 
only some $5,000.00 less than the larg­
est increase in any one year, which 
occurred in 1912. The standing of this 
fund at the end of the year, after the 
payment of 599 death claims, amount­
ing to $613,890.12, showed funds on 
hand of $4,740,368.01 ; the amount at 
the present time being $4,844,441.13.
The yearly revenue derived from the 
investments of the Order now con­
stitute a very substantial amount of 
the annual income. Interest earned 
on investments of insurance 
during 1914 amounted to $223,761,64, 
and paid 36.44 per cent, of the total 
claims on the Order.

In respect to the matter of invest­
ments, it is interesting to know that 
the Order confines the investment of 
its funds to the purchasing of muni­
cipal and school debentures of the 
Dominion of Canada. During the last 
two years, with an exceptional mar­
ket in such direction, from the in­
vestor’s point of view, the Executive 
Committee has been able to take very 
extensive advantage of the situation.

The Sick and Funeral Benefit Fund 
shows a larger net increase than that 
experienced in any previous year in 
the Order's history, the increase for 
the year being $55,071.58. Interest 
earned on investments of Sick 
and Funeral Benefit Funds (these

Besides the ordinary benefits from 
its Life Insurance and Sick and Fun­
eral Benefit Departments, special pro­
vision is made under the constitution 
of the Order, for assistance to those 
of its members suffering from tuber­
cular trouble of any kind. A special 
grant is made extending over a period 
of six months, with a view to assist­
ing to defray the cost of treatment in 
any of a number of sanitaria in Can­
ada, making a specialty of such cases, 
and the membership is urged to take 
advantage of such treatment in the 
incipient stages of the malady.

It is gratifying to note after a peru­
sal of the reports of all the officers, 
the far-reaching benefits that are be­
ing derived by the membership in the 
various directions in which this So- 
cety endeavors to be of assistance to 
the individuals composing same. Since 
1879 about ten and a half millions of 
dollars have been paid out in benefits 
by this Society, and, in fact the whole 
record of the Order, as submitted in 
these reports, is well worth the peru­
sal of those who perhaps have been 
skeptical regarding the permanency 
and stability of fraternal insurance 
concerns. These reports furnish evi­
dence of careful management 
conduct of the Society’s affairs, and 
reflect credit on its administration.

A point of general interest, as indi­
cating proper selection of risks, is the 
death rate. This for 1914 was 6.54 in 
the thousand, and the average deatn 
rate since the inception of the Order 
over a period of nearly 36 years, is 
5.31 per thousand.

In looking into the report of the 
Superintendent of Organization, we 
find he has been able to report the 
institution of forty-two (42) new 
Courts, demonstrating that the Order 
continues to establish agencies as new 
fields for the prosecution of its busi- '

London, June 16.—A Rotterdam 
despatch to the Daily News says:

Count Reventlow, the German naval 
writer, is apparently getting very 
angry with the Germans, who in in­
creasing number are asking whether 
it is worth while endangering rela­
tions with America by a continuance 
of submarine warfare. Admiril Von I 
Tirpitz has throughout found in Re­
ventlow his warmest supporter of 
the war on helpless seamen. He says.

“The effects of the war are so clear 
and simple that those who cannot see 
them and appraise them of their right 
value show themselves not so weak 
in understanding as in character and 
will force. For the sake of peace we 
may remark that to be weak of intel­
lect cannot be looked upon as a re­
proach.

* “It must be recorded that 
than ever the German authorities are 
carrying out the policy of hiding the 
losses from the people. The Germans 
have yet to learn the result of Lieut.

In the eastern arena of the fighting 

the Russian forces still are slowly and 
stubbornly retiring. The latest official 
report from Petrograd admits the 
withdrawal of Russian troops 
the Galician frontier into Russian ter­
ritory from Czernowitz, at a point be­
tween the Dniester and the Pruth. The 
same report sets forth that fresh Ger­
man forces, brought up near Jarous- 
lau, under cover of heavy artillery fire, 
compelled the Russians to retire for 
some distance on the right bank of the 
River San, after three days of desper­
ate fighting.

On the remainder of the eastern 
front the Russians apparently are con­
tenting themselves with repelling the 
attacks of the enemy, excepting on the 
left banks of the Tismenitza and Stry 
Rivers, tributaries of the Dniester, 
where they claim to have taken num­
erous prisoners and machine guns and 
to have recaptured villages wrested 
from them by the Austrians.

Little news comes to London from 
the Dardanelles, with the exception of 
the official intimation that the Tur­
kish forces are showing a sensible 
weakening.

On the western front, the fighting 
during the past 24 hours has been in­
decisive. According' to Paris the most 
important activity has been confined 
to the artillery, but a wireless despatch 
from Berlin relates the complete fail­
ure of a violent French infantry attack 
to the north of Arras.

Germany is showing considerable 
bitterness, judging from despatches 
reaching London over the air raid yes­
terday on the city of Karlsruhe. The 
press is demanding retaliation. On 
the other hand Paris reports officially 
that this raid was a reprisal for the 
dropping of bombs by the Germans on

Petrograd, June 16—The following 
official statement was issued last night 
at the war office :

“Fighting continues in the Shavh 
district without substantially modity- 
ing the situation.

“During Monday night the enemy 
delivered a futile attack in the direc­
tion of Nyszynict and tiakh as well 
as several isolated attacks in the dis­
trict north of Przasnysz, all of which 
we successfully repulsed.”

“In Galicia the Germans made good 
their losses by bringing up fresh 
troops not before seen or. this front, 
and they resumed the offensive in the 
Jaroslau district on the right bank of 
the San, supported by a strong ar­
tillery fire. After three days of hard 
fighting we yielded some ground to 
the enemy on the right banks of the 
Lubazowka and the Wysznia, a tribu­
tary of the San.

“On the Dniester on Sunday we de­
livered a successful counter-attack on 
the left banks of the Tismenitza and 
the Stry Rivers. Here we made 1,200 
prisoners, including 29 officers, and 
captured 7 machine guns. The same 
day the Germans attacked in the sec­
tor south of the bridgehead of Jidat- 
cheff, taking the village of Rogouhzno. 
At dawn of the following day we de­
livered a counter-attack and recaptur­
ed the villages of Rogouhzno and Jou- 
ravkoff. We secured also a gun with 
its equipment and several artillerymen. 
In this engagement the Germans hois­
ted a white flag and treacherously op-

Berlin, via London, June 16—Com­

menting on the aeroplane attack upon 
Karlsruhe, Paul Becker, assistant chiei 
editor of The Tages Zeitung terms it 
‘ A nefarious and senseless act” tor 
which “unscrupulous retaliation is 
demanded.” He declares Germany 
hitherto has retaliated for bombard 
ment of defenseless unfortified cities 
only by the bombardment of military 
localities, but that an example now 
should be made. Herr Becker sug­
gests that the best step would be, a 
bombardment of the western portion 
of London. He thinks the retaliatory 
measures should be extended also to 
other departments of warfare.

Count Ernst Von Reventlow, the 
naval expert of the same paper, re­
turns this morning to the attack upon 
the article of Eugen Zimmerman, gen­
eral director of the Lokal Anzeiger in 
favor of efforts towards a German 
American understanding. In an ar­
ticle headed “German propaganda for 
deliveries of weapons to Germany’s 
enemies” Count Von Reventlow says 
the defence by German newspapers of 
these weapon deliveries, is one of the 
most incredible things which has oc 
currcd during the war! He attacks 
Vorwaerts for its approval of the Lo- 
kal Anzeiger’s proposal and again as­
sails the latter paper for declaring 
there was no occasion for indignation 
at the attempt of England to starve 
out Germany, which was held to be 
legitimate warfare.

The count says the press of the 
countries opposed to Germany will re­
joice to learn that its own views are 
held and furthered by a portion oi 
the German press. He argues that it 
the Lokal Anzeiger approves Eng­
land’s starvation plan it therefore dis­
approves of the submarine campaign.

His 
references to the introduction of a 
coalition ministry were in excellent 
taste and no one can doubt either the 
earnestness or the integrity of his 
purpose in the inauguration of such a 
step. Asquith possesses two out­
standing qualifications—his skill as a 
party tactician, and his ability to pre­
sent any side of an issue in most clear 
cut and comprehensive terms. He 
never seems to use a word too much 
or too little. Without doubt the main 
strength added to him by the cohesion 
of forces will be found in the services 
of Balfour, the ex-Premier, and Con­
servative leader.

Over the Courier leased wire to-day 
there comes the announcement that 
the Russians are once more in retreat 
on the Galician front. Lack of am­
munition in comparison with the 
abundance held by the enemy has 
again proved the determining factor.

The Germans are greatly incensed 
over the fact that Karlsruhe, an open 
town should have been bombarded by 
French airships. It is all right, of 
course for them to do the same kind 
of thing and others, but a dastardly 
action for the Allies to repay such 
devilments in kind. To all of which 
it may he remarked that the sooner 
they do more of the same kind of 
thing the better.

new ONTREAL and Qttebee were easily recognized by the early French as ideal starting points for interior development and trading. Bold adventurous 
traders with their Indian guides sought the pelts in the land of the setting sun. They soon explored their routes through the St. Lawrence into 
the Great Ijakes, by river and stream to Lakes Winnipeg and Winnipegosis, and thence by water routes and arduous portages they nosed

The Lilies of France seemed to have taken firm root in the soil of the new continent, when Charles 

II of England, with a stroke of his pen set into motion an organization which, probably, as much as any other one factor struck the Union Jack into 
American soil to stay forever. '

To the “Governor and Company of Adventurers of England Trading into Hudson’s Bay” he gave by Royal Charter “the sole trade and commerce 
of all those seas, straits, bays, rivers, lakes, creeks and sounds, in whatsoever latitude they shall be, that lie within the entrance of the strait com 
monly called Hudson’s Straits, together with all the seas, straits, bays, lakes, rivers, creeks and sounds aforesaid, which are not now actually possessed 
by any of our subjects or by the subjects of any other Christian Prince of State.” One of the conditions of the charter was that the Hudson s Bay 1 om 
pany would seek the Northwest Passage. Keen rivalry followed between the French and the English led to hostilities and bloodshed. The Indians 
were drawn into the conflict, which waged with bitterness for years.

After the French were vanquished trading posts were established throughout the Dominion and gradually these became settlements. British 
customs, religion and. life were rigorously enforced in these posts. It was, indeed, the seed of patriotism that has blossomed so gloriously in the times 
of today and yesterday. The Great Lakes were the centre of the routes which extended in all directions. Hudson’s Bay was still more or less the 
centre of the Hudson’s Bay Company's activity. Moose Factory and Fort Albany were big distributing points. Lord Strathcona, then plain Donald 
Smith, from Scotland, typical of a great many traders in the employ of the Hudson’s Bay Company, had tramped all over Canada and the northern 
part of the United States. He, like the others, knew all of the trails and the water courses, which, of course, were the shortest that practice and 
experience had taught were practical.

The Montreal merchants had, in the latter part of the eighteenth century banded themselves together under the title of the Northwest Fur Com­
pany. They hired French-Canadians and Indians to do their trading and offered co-operative inducements to their head men at trading posts They 
threatened the very existence of the old established Hudson's Bay Company. Their men pierced still further into the wilderness and scaled the moun­
tains carrying the interests of the trade still farther into the unknown lands, the result being that much of the exploration of the country was done bv 
the fur hunters, Colonists followed quickly, broadening the trails and fencing in the acres to cultivate them. The trading posts sprang into villa-es 
and grew to towns. The rivers were cleared and the portages were made into canals, so that in a few years complete water routes existed between 'Hunts 
on the St. Lawrence River, the Great Lakes and St. Ix>uis.

The adveiit of the railway as a means of connecting up the trading posts—now grown to cities—was a virile stimulant that induced renewed effort 
along colonizipg lines. Vancouver was connected to Montreal by rail on November 7th, 1885, and Donald Smith, then Lord Strathcona, drove the last 
5pike in the Canadian Pacific Railway at Craigellachie. He saw the actual trails and water.routes he had many times threaded in moccasins transformed 
into a broad highway of commerce. He-saw the' paths ancMrails worn towby -rooccaeins indelibly established in. the ■ steel. of. c LiJiv.titi um-’s-, -pa ih Tii«
Canadian Pacific followed, then as now, the trails of the fur hunters and connects up the cities of the Dominion—then trading posts-_in a continuons
chain. From east to west, barring those established within the last twenty-five years, the cities of Canada, like those in the northern portion of the 
United States, found their beginnings interlocked with the fur trade.

When this 
bomb was dropped from the airship 
it exploded at a calculated distance 
from the ground and with incredible 
rapidity sent out a fog which abso­
lutely shut out the Zeppelin»' from 
view. It was thus protected against 
attacks from guns and aeroplanes, 
and would be able to get away in 
comparative safety.

Xlly Special Wire to The Courier.
London, June 4 (by mail)—The cao- 

ture of some of the Canadian troops 
during the last w-eL of April, pre­
sumably at Ypres, is described by 
Sergt. Thomas Jones, of the 80th bat­
talion of the 90th Winnipeg Rifles in 
a letter to a brother in London. He 
writes from a German prison camp in 
Westphalia as follows :

“The trench we occupied with two 
platoons, was practically isolated dur­
ing the daytime owing to the ground 
at each end being open to rifle and 
machine gun fire.

“On the 23rd of April we lost two 
out of the thi'ïe officers, one killed, 
and the other two badiy wounded, 
besides numerous casualties in other 
ranks. I was practically in command 
from then onwards. There was stiil 
Lieut. Ball left, and late on in the 
afternoon of the 25th we were joined 
by a captain, another lieutenant and 
other non-coms, and men from dif­
ferent parts of the line, but I was the 
only one who had the real experience 
necessary to maintain the situation 
intact. The last two days may be de­
scribed as “hell.” Shells seemed to 
come from all directions, front, flanks 
and rear. Our artillery was' silent, pos­
sibly removed to some distant part of 
the line. Our supports also seemed 
to have gone. Telephone communica­
tion was broken. We repulsed two at­
tempts at attack by opposing infantry. 
Finally, just about dusk on Sunday— 
we had intended to retire after dark 
if no information as to reinforcements 
was received—we found the Germans 
had broken through the line and com­
pletely surrounded us. Against my 
wishes the officers decided to sur­
render.

“I cannot tell you a great deal 
owing to censorship by German and 
British officers.”

Equal interest is manifested at the 

state department in the sudden recall 
to Washington of Nelson O’Shaugh- 
nessy from Vienna. Mr. O’Shaugh- 
nessy, it is believed, was sent to the 
Austrian capital as a Red Cross agent 
but he is known from his service in 
Mexico to be a very careful and ob­
servant diplomat. It is expected that 
he will be able on his return to Wash­
ington to give inside information 
about conditions in Austria-Hungary, 
and probably the Balkan states and 
Greece. Mr. O’Shaughnessy’s work 
was not confined to Vienna, but it is 
said he had what might be called a 
roving commission such as that of 
Duval West in Mexico.

OTHER AGENCIES BUSY.
In addition to Ambassador Gerard, 

Minister Van Dkye, Minister Whit­
lock, Mr. O’Shaughnessy and Colonel 
Listoe, who has semi-diplomatic rank, 
the president has ether agents at 
work.

Meyer Gerard, who had a personal 
interview with the president and with 
the German ambassador at Washing-1 
ton, has landed in Norway and is 
pushing on to Berlin to report to the 
German foreign offices. Mr. Gelder- 
meeter, who came to the United States 
from Holland, a close personal friend 
of Queen Wilhelmina, visited Wash­
ington and got the international at­
mosphere in ways that have not yet 
been revealed. Undoubtedly, however, 
his visit had official sanction and will 
be attended with important conse­
quences.

The state department and the White 
House have frequent opportunities of 
information from Ambassador Page at 
London, but the most valuable infor­
mation the president wants, and is 
getting, should come from other cap­
itals than that of Great Britain.

President Wilson’s hope that the 
United States may yet play a large 
part in restoring peace to the world 
is most sincere. To this end he is un­
doubtedly using every means that he 
can command. He believes emphatic-1 
ally that a peaceful settlement of the 
issues that have arisen between Ger­
many and the United States might 
prove the first step in the process of 
restoring Europe to normal condi­
tions.

When the steel passenger car was 
introduced into American railway sys­
tems, the immediate object was to 
diminish loss of life in collisions. The 
replacement of equipment will have 
cost the railways approximately $650,- 
000.000. and incidentally has consider­
ably increased the cost of operation, 
as heavier locomotives are required to 
haul the trains. The President of the 
Chicago and Great Western Railway 
says:

These heavier locomotives, 
heavy steei equipment behind them, 
running at high speed, in case of acci­
dent become more destructive than 
any of the trains in the days of the 
wooden car; in fact, we have records 
of the complete destruction of steel 
sleeping cars in rear-end collisions, 
and it will be impossible to build a 
steel car that would resist the shock 
of a rearend collision from a train 
running fifty or sixty miles an hour. '

The substitution of steel for wood­
en cars has also dealt a serious blow 
to the lumber industries of the Pacitlc 
North-West and has increased the 
danger of forest fires. Car material 
provides a market for the common 
trades of lumber and the elimination 
of this market has meant a large 
proportion of waste left in the woods. 
Waste left in the woods means in­
creased forest fires hazard, and great­
er difficulty in clearing land for agri­
cultural development, so that in the 
opinion of the Pacific Coast lumber­
man the cost to Uncle Sam has been 
much more than $650,000,000—indeed, 
it would be more like a billion dol­
lars—all of which has ultimately to 
be paid by the public.

examination of Alfred A. Booth, 
chairman of the board of the Cunard 
Steamship Company. The attorney- 
general, Sir Edward Carson, asked 
Mr. Booth why it was that the Lusi­
tania was economizing by using only 
19 of her 25 boilers at the time she 
was torpedoed.

“So far as submarines are concern­
ed, there is no difference between 21 
and 24.5 knots,” Mr. Booth replied.

Mr. Carson then asked whether 
there was any difference between 18 
knots, the speed at which the Lusi- 
tanit was proceeding when attacked, 
and 21 knots. Mr. Booth replied that 
no steamer making more than 14 
knots was known to have been struck 
by a torpedo from a submarine until 
the Lusitania was hit.

The witness said the Cunard Com­
pany was unable to communicate with 
the vessel by wireless except through 
the Admiralty, and therefore had 
given no wireless instructions to Capt.
Turner. General instructions to be 
given previously covered the closing 
of the watertight compartments, the 
swinging out of boats on entering the 
danger zone, and an order not to slow 
down to take on a pilot or to lie off 
Liverpool fer the tide. 1^ was left 10 
Captain Turner’s discretion to arrange 
the time of the vessel’s arrival. He 
said that all he knew relative to warn­
ings issued to intending passengers 
was what he had read in the English 
newspapers, having received no de­
spatch on this subject from the New 
York office of the company.
Booth was cross-examined by an at­
torney representing survivors as to 
whether the company “took any steos 
to prevent the Lusitania from doing 
what she did do, namely, entering the 
war zone on schedule.”

The witness replied he did not 
know what schedule time meant, but 
Captain Turner had the entire dis­
cretion.

Mr. Booth said he received no word 
from Captain Turner during the voy­
age. On the morning of the day the 
Lusitania was torpedoed, the Cunarl 
company asked the admiralty to com­
municate with the ship concerning 
threats against it.

The attorney for the survivors as­
ked Mr. Booth why he had stated the 
Lusitania was being run for reasons 
of economy, merely to pay expenses.
The witness said the bookings of first 
and second class passengers 
nearly normal, but that the number of 
steerage passengers was only one- 
third the normal, which occasioned a 
loss.

Donald MacMaster, representing the 
Canadian Government,
Booth whether there had been install­
ed on the Lusitania an apparatus for 
the detention of submarines, 
witness responded he had no know­
ledge of any workable devices of 
this sort being installed. Mr. Mac- 
Master then asked whether by call­
ing out both watethes all the boilers 
could have been worked, as it was ad­
mitted the Lusitania had sufficient 
supply of coal. Baron Mersey, presid­
ent of court of inquiry, interrupted:
“What difference would the speed 
make?” He pointed out that the tes­
timony thus far taken indicated that 
a speed of 18 knots might have been 
regarded as ample to escape a sub­
marine. Mr. Booth said no instruc­
tions had ben sent to the Lusitania to 
run at full speed through the danger 
zone. He also said that on account 
of the war there were many poorly 
trained men in the crew.

Championshipforecasts.
Moderate to fresh south, veering to 

west winds, fair and warmer to-day.

Rome, June 16.—Serbian forces are 
reported to be advancing south along 
the Albanian coast on Durazzo and 
Alesso, while a Montenegrin army is 
preparing to attack Scutari. The for­
ces are armed with rifles and guns 
captured from the Austrian forces 
which are in disastrous retreat.

It is reported here that Serbia has 
delayed the occupation of Durazzo be­
cause of an understanding that Greece 
was to move on Berat, farther south 
in Albania, at the same time. If such 
a programme has been prepared be­
tween Greece and Serbia it is thought 
likely that complications may arise, 
although the allies have agreed to 
consider Albania as a side issue for 
the present, expecting to reach a so u. 
tion of the Albanian- question at the 
end of the war.

According to reports received by 
the Italian general staff, Austria is in­
directly encouraging Serbia in her Al­
banian plan, the nature of which is 
indicated by the recent incursion of 
Serbian trops into that country. It 
is reported here that Serbia and 
Greece have reached an agreement 
respecting the partition of Albania, 
trusting once it is accomplished that 
it will be ratified by the peace con­
ference.

What appears unusual in the situa­
tion is that Austria, whose ultimatum 
to Serbia resulted in the war, instead 
of seizing the present opportunity to 
resume the offensive against Bel­
grade, now that part of the Serbian 
troops arc engaged in Albania, has 
removed some of her forces from the 
Serbian front to face the Italians.

a 27t LONDON, June 15.—The following 
announcement concerning operations 
at the Dardanelles was given out offi­
cially to-day.

“The situation on the Gallipoli Pen­
insula has developed into trench war­
fare. After our success on the 4th 
inst. the Turks have evinced a great 
respect for our offensive, and by day 
and night they have to submit to cap­
tures of trenches.

“On the night of the llth-12th of 
June two regiments of a British regu­
lar brigade made a simultaneous at­
tack on the advanced 
trenches, and after severe fighting, 
which included the killing of many 
snipers, succeeded in maintaining 
themselves, in spite of bombs, in the 
captured position.

“On the morning of the 13th a 
counter-attack was made by the Turks, 
who rushed forward with bombs, but 
coming under the fire of the naval 
machine gun squadron, were annihi­
lated. Of the fifty who attacked, 20 
dead bodies were counted in front of 
that part of our trenches.

“The situation is favorable to our 
forces, but progress is necessarily 
slow on account of the difficulties of 
the ground. The Turkish offensive 
has sensibly weakened.”

NOT YET, BUT SOON.
There have been so many rumors 

recently that the Allies had forced the 
Dardanelles that Sir James H. Dalziel 
asked Premier Asquith this afternoon 
in the House of Commons if there was 
any truth in such reports.

“None whatever,” was the reply. 
The Premier said that it was not in 
the public interest to say anything 
now about the Dardanelles, 
operations are of the highest import­
ance,” he added, “and they will be 
pushed to a successful conclusion.’’

Addressing Sir Edward Car- 
son, Baron Mersey said he desired to 
know where the danger zone began 
and whether arrangements could not 
have been made for the ship to trav­
erse this zone in the dark.

Able Seaman Quinn, who was in 
the crow’s nest of the Lusitania, when 
she was struck then took the stand. 
He said he saw the torpedo coming 
and he expressed the opinion that the 
Lusitania could not have escaped, 
even if she had been “going a hundred 
knots an hour."

Naval Commander Anderson, who 
followed Quinn, dwelling upon the 
importance of speed to avoid sub­
marines, declared that if the Lusitania 
had made 21 knots and taken a zig­
zag course she could still have reach­
ed Liverpool at the earliest possible 
moment for crossing the bar, and that 
she would have had a much greater 
chance to escape the submarine.

“Yesterday the open town of Karls­
ruhe, which is far from the theatre of 
operations, and not in any way forti­
fied, was attacked with bombs drop­
ped by hostile airmen. So far as it 
now known some eleven citizens were 
killed and six injured. Military dam­
age could not have been caused. One 
aircraft of the enemy was brought 
down by one of our military airmen 
and the occupants were killed. An­
other enemy aircraft was obliged to 
land near Schirmeck.”

Karlsruhe is on the Rhine at a dis­
tance of about 75 miles from the 
French frontier. It has a population 
of about 100,000 and a number of 
public buildings of importance.
