Graham Bell, of 
telephone fame, a gentleman deeply inter 
eeted in deaf mutes, does not hold the same 
view of the subject as does Mr. Mathison. 
In a newspaper interview he is credited 
with taking that “ the custom of deaf 
mutes marrying deaf motes, their deaf 
mute children marrying other deaf mute 

- children, is, 1 find, steadily increasing the 
“ per cent of the deaf mute population. Bo 

serious has the question grown that 1 have 
recommended tne Census Department to 
pay particular attention to the collection of 
deaf-mute statistics. In 1888 there were in 
round numbers 34,000 deaf mutes in this 
country. I find that outside of deaf mute 
families one person in every 1000 it born 
deaf. That is the per cent. If deafnees is 
no more common among the offspring of. 
deaf mates than in the other popn ation,the 
total number should not be nearly so large. 
It is evident, however, that the per cent, of 
deafness among the children of deaf mutes 
is greater in the ascending ratio. The fact 
that a deaf mate nearly always marries a. 
deaf mute is the cause of this increase. 
Oar plan of collecting deaf mates together 
in institutions, taking them away from 
their English-speaking friends and bring­
ing them dp in the society of deaf mutes, is 
responsible for this.” Mr. Bell is now west 
vieil iog the deaf and dumb institutions 
there. The one to Omaha is said to 
tixteeen per cent, of its inpnetee, end, turns 
them out hearing mutes by what is known 
as the auricular method.

Arehblahop Fabre IniUtuUs m Crusade 
Against Abuses in Cemeteries.

A Montreal despatch says: Archbishop 
Fabre has issued a circular letter on burial 
abuses, which enacts that " no one mast 
take from coffins or caskets any ornaments 
or mountings ouoethey are within cemetery 
gatts." The custom has been introduced 
vl stripping coffins of their ornamental 
"mountings before final interment, and the 
eputis are taken home as sonveniere. The 
archbishop also forbids people to rent 
coffins and ornaments, as has frequently 
been done. The bodies were removed from 
one casket to a less pretentious one at the 
grave. As an instance of the abuses of un­
dertakers the archbishop cites a oaae where 
aman, having lost a young child, was 
unable to attend the burial himself, but 
relied upon an undertaker whom he gave 
#10. A few days later the father called 
upon the cemetery authorities to be sure 
that the ohUd was properly buried 
was no euuh entry on register. —' 
then called upon the undertaker and forced 
him to produce the body of the child. The 
coffin ot a grown np person was opened and 
there the little corpse was found serving as 
a pillow to the body of a woman with 
whom it had been buried.

The New York Legislators has before it
BUI providing for t^e weekly payment of 

wages. According to the Rochester Herald 
the employees whom the proposed law ie in­
tended to affect have, ae a rule, 
no capital from 
irovisions and clothing while wail­
ing for their wages, and being forced 
to bay on "tick" they are confined to one 
or two stores, and each has to pay bis pro- 
wrtion of over-charge that is always made 
or the risk in extending credit. Bat the 

real iniquity of the situation is found in 
certain localities where large corporations 
have established stores for supplying their 
employees, and where a regular account is 
opened with each man. These "company 
■tores," ai they are called, are calculated to 
absorb the whole of a workingman's wages, 
and they generally fulfil their mission. A 
month or so ago the New York World de­
scribed the condition of things at Ansa bis 
Forks, where the Rogers Iron company owns 
nearly everything, where the men are paid 
in orders on the company's store, and the 
uniform charge at the store is one-fourth 
more to employees who present these 
orders than to cash customers. The state­
ment ie no fiction, for on the orders them­
selves is printed—“20 per cent, off for 
oash." Few of the employees thus bound 
down in slavery could be induced to talk, 
but one man named Pool, who had worked 
for the Rogers Company forty years, had 
at last succeeded in getting a statement ot 
his account from the company’s store and 
it showed that he was #600 in debt to the 
company. This man had worked Iorly 
years with never a pay day, never any

A Montreal despatch saye ; Archbishop 
Fabre hae iasued a circular letter on burial 
abuses, which enacts that " no one most 
take from coffins or caskets any ornaments 
or monntiDgsouoethey are within cemetery 
gates." The custom has been introduced 
uf etrippiog coffins of iheir ornamental 
'mountings Defore final interment, and the 
spoils are taken home as sonvemers. The 
archbishop also forbids peopl 
coffins and ornaments, aa hae it 
been done. The bodies were remo 
one caettet to a less pretentious one at the 
grave. As an instance of the abase» of un­
dertakers the archbishop cites a case where 
aman, having lost a young oiiiid, was 
unable to attend the burial himself, but 
retied upon an undertaker whom he gave 
110. A few days later the father called 
upon the oemetery authorities to be gpr* 
that the child was properly burled. There 
was no each entry on register. The father 
then called upon the undertaker and forced 
him to produce the body of the child. The 
coffin ot a grown up person was opened and 
there the lutie corpse was found serving ae 
a pillow to the body ot a woman with 
whom it had been burled.

“ PLUCK-MB." STOKES.
Tha New York Legislature has before it 

a Bill providing for the weekly payment of 
wages. According to the Rochester Herald 
the employees whom the proposed law ie in­
tended to affect have, ae a rule, 
no capital from which to buy 
jrovisioue and clothing while wait- 
ng for their wage», and being forced 
to buy on "tiok" they are confined to one 

■tore», and eaoh hae to pay hie pro­
portion of over-obarge that ie always made 
: ot the risk in extending credit. But the 
real iniquity ot the situation ie found in 
certain localities where large corporations 
have established stores for supplying their 
employees, and where a regular account ie 
opened with eaoh man. These “company 
etorce," ae they are called, are calculated to 
absorb the whole of a workingman'» wages, 
and they generally fulfil their mission. A 
month or eo ago the New York World de- 
eoribed the condition of things at Ansable 
Fork», where the Rogers Iron company owns 
nearly everything, where the men are paid 
in orders on the company's store, and the 
uniform charge at the store ie one-fourth 
more to employees who present these 
order» than to oaeh ooetomere. The étale­
ment ie no fiotion, for on the orders them- 
■elves ie primed—"20 per oent. off for 
oaeh." Few ol the employee» thus bound 
down in slavery oonld be induced to talk, 
but one man named Pool, who had worked 
for the Rogers Company forty years, had 
at last edcoeeded in getting a statement of 
his aoooont from the company’» store and 
it showed that he wae 1600 in debt to the 
company. This man had worked forty 
year» with never a pay day, never any 

y—no return except what he got 
from the store. " The superintendent per- 
son ally told me," said the World reporter, 
“ that there wae not a man in his employ 
who wae not in debt on the boofce ol Ihe 
company.”

Mme. Bigida was flogged under the 

orders of Lieut.-General Baron Korff, the 
Governor General of the Province of the 
Amoor. The orders directed that tbe secret 

^ edict of March, 1888, signed by Galkin 
Vraeskoy, Director General of Prisons for 
the Empire, should be m.flinuhingly en­
forced. This edict required that political 
convicts should be treated by prison 
officials in the same manner na criminals 
condemned for common 1 
Political offenders were thos made liable 
to flogging for breaches of prison discipline. 
In what way Mme. Bigido transgressed 
the prison rules ia not n.a io plain. Bat 
floggings sensitive and cultured woman to 
death for any breach ot prison discipline, 
Mr. Btepniak thought, would impress the 
Western world with profound horror.

An Ottawa despatch saj s : "As chair- 
mm: of the oommidsiouers ot tha Victoria 
Niagara Bark,” says Col. Gzowski, " I am 
in negotiation for the use of Niagara Falls 
to generate electricity in sufficient quantity 
and power to bo transmitted to Buffalo, 
Luockport, Rochester, Hamilton and lo- 
zouto, thuru to be used as a motive pewer 
for workiog stationary engines at a greatly 
reduced cost per hor*e power. The project 
is to drive a tunnel under tho Falls at a 
point about 1G5 feet below the upper level 
of tho river, and at its termination excavate 
a large chamber for piaoiog water wheels 
and n>n»mos, the supply of water to be 
from pipes leading into the tunnel, with a 
fall of about 160 feet. That an almost un­
limited electric power can be generated by 
the nee ot Niagara Falls is not doubted.”

“PLUCK-**.” STOKES.
The New York Legislature has before it 

a Bill providing for the weekly payment of 
wages. According to the Rochester Herald 
the employees whom the proposed law Is in­
tended to affect have, as a role, 
no capital from whioh to buy 
provisions and clothing while wait- 
ng for their wages, and being forced 
to buy on "tiok” they are confined to one 
or two stores, and each has to pay bis pro- 
tor Iron of over-charge that is always made 
or the risk in extending credit. But the 

real iniquity of the situation is found in 
certain localities where large corporations 
have established stores for supplying their 
employees, and where a regular account is 
opened with each man. These "company 
stores,” as they are called, are calculated to 
absorb the whole of a workingman's wages, 
and they generally fulfil their mission. A 
month or so ago the New York World de­
scribed the condition of things at Ausable 
Forks, where the Rogers Iron company owns 
nearly everything, where the men are paid 
in orders on the company» store, and the 
uniform charge at the store is one-fourth 
more to employees who present these 
orders than to ossh customers. The state­
ment is no fiction, for on the orders them­
selves is printed—“ 20 per cent, off for 
rash.” Few of the employees thus bound 
down in slavery could be induced to talk, 
but one man named Pool, who had worked 
for the Rogers Company forty years, had 
at last succeeded io getting a statement of 
his account from the company's store and

Yesterday (Mondoy) Mr. Arch. Kin­
caid, of this village, saw a large blue 
crane flying over the yillage. He was 
standing near the weigh scales and 
the crane flew between where he stood 
and the residence of Thos. Berney, go­
ing in a southerly direction. He was 
that close to the bird that he says he 
could not be mistaken as to the 
species. This is a most unusual occur 
ence and were it not vouched for by a 
person Of Mr. Kincaid's reliability, 
would seem incredible. The crane is 
one of the most tender of birds and 
does not usually put in an appearance 
in our northern climate until about th 
first of May, and no reason can be as 
signed for its early appearance. Can 
any of our contemporaries give an in­
stance where cranes have been seen in 
localities as far north as this in the 
month of February.

Those interested should 
move in the matter and at least ascer­
tain the difference in cost between the 
old system of coal oil and incandescent 
lamps. If the village expects to keep 
abreast of the times, it will shortly 
have to place a few lamps in some of 
the most frequented localities, and it 
would be unwise not to put up the 
cheapest, as well as the best kind of 
light. We are satisfied from recent 
enquiries that we have trade touching 
this matter that if a sufficient number 
of parties could be induced to use the 
incadesoent light, to make it an object 
for a company to put it in the village, 
that the coat would be found cheaper 
than ordinary coal oil. The users 
would also have a cleaner, more con­
venient and better light, which would 
apply equally ae weu to private resi­
dence» aa public buildings.
