Chinese Smuggled
Chicago, April 23.—Customs In­

spector O’Gallagher has seized two 
Chinese in a box car in the Wa­
bash freight yards and turned 
them over to Chinese Immigrant 
Inspector Plummer. The prison­
ers will be given a hearing next 
week. Inspector Plummer began 
&n investigation at once, in an at­
tempt to discover the smugglers 
sending Chinese immigrants across 
the Canadian boundary.

The two prisoners came in a 
sealed car of merchandise from 
Windsor, Canada. They were well 
provided with food and water, 
and were found complacently 
lunching when the car was opened.

FLORENCE KIN RADE IS 
ONL Y WITNESS TO-NIGHT

BROKE FAITH 
WITH THEM.

Manufacturera Complain of Treat­
ment by the City.

At the Board of Works meeting last 
night W. H. Yates, President of the Lon­
don Machine Tool Company, charged the 
city with breaking faith with his firm in 
failing to fix up the road on Lottridge 
street leading to the factory. It was in 
such a terrible state, he declared, that it 
was impossible to get teamsters to drive 
over it. Former Assessment Commis­
sioner Hall had promised the company 
a good iuad to the factory, and that was 
one ui tile inducements that caused the 
firm u> decide to come here. Mr. \ates 
showed tin- aldermen pliologrivplts of 
wagons stuck to the hubs in mud, and 
declared that the railway cartage com- 
panics would nut let their teamsters go 
do a n there.

Chairman Allan said there was no 
money for the work, and he would op­
pose anything that would create an over­
draft.

The aldermen agreed that if the manu­
facturers and pro|H?rty owners on the 
street- would pay 00 per cent, of the 
cost, the city would contribute $1,000.

A deputation from Delaware avenue, 
headed by D. S. Gillies, was on hand to 
demand that some repairs lie made to 
that street. Chairman Allan said he 
could spend half a million dollars on 
the streets without wasting any money. 
He wanted to know how much he could 
do with $32,000. Streets in Hamilton 
that, had been opened twenty years were 
as badly in need of rejiairiug as Dela­
ware avenue. Some repairs will be made 
to the avenue later in the year.

The improvements asked for on Aber­
deen avenue, between Queen and Garth 
streets, by property owners, will not be 
made at present, in view of the fact 
that the Hamilton & Dundas Railway is 
contemplating some changes on that ave-

Uncle of Hon. Mr. Ayleiworlh Dies 
at Belleville.

(Special Despacth to the Times.)
Belleville, Ont., April 23.—The death 

occurred here last evening of William 
Brock Aylesworth, one of the city's best 
known citizens, after years of illness.
The deceased way an uncle of Hon. A.
B. Aylesworth. Since 1894 he had been 
county clerk of Hastings. He was war­
den of the county on two occasions, 
reeve of the village of Deseronto for 21 
years and a resident of this city for lti 
years. He was 77 years of age. and 
was a candidate in the Reform interest 
for the Commons in East Hastings, but 
was defeated. He was Provincial land 
surveyor, was on the commission of the 
Trent Valley Canal, aiul acting Indian 
agent for many years, and was on the 
Trustee Board of Bridge Street Church.
The late Mr. Aylesworth was considered 
the best informed municipal authority 
in theH*rovinee. He was the son of the 
late Job Aylesworth, and came of U. E. j and ma<j, 
Loyalist stock.

To-night's session of the Kinrade in­

quest promises to be dramatic and sen­

sational. Florence Kinrade and her 
mother, whose absence last night inter­
fered with the Crown’s plans, have been i 
subpoenaed to attend. Should they fail 
bench warrants will be issued, but the 
Crown authorities do not anticipate that 
such drastic action will be necessary. 
They believe that Mrs. Kinrade and her 
daughter, acting perhaps on instruc­

tions, took advantage of a legal techni­
cality, and staved away last night. It 
is not expected that they will refuse to 
obey the subpoenaes.

For some reason the authorities yes­
terday sought to convey the impression 

that it was not the intention to call 
these important witnesses last night. 
Early in the week Crown Attorney 
Washington wrote to T. L. Kinrade, the 
father, and notified him that the pres­
ence of his wife and daughter would be 
required at the inquest last night. Pro­
vincial Detective Miller repeated this re. 
quest in person on Wednesday night. 
The officer did not see Florence, but he 
did see Mr. Kinrade and his wife.

It is understood that such notice is 
not sufficient to compel the attendance 
of witnesses. The usual course in trials 
and inquests is for tlie presiding judge 
or coroner at the adjournment of each 

session to notify the witnesses that

Florence Kinrade, it is 
said, will be the only witness 
at the inquest this evening. 
From what can be learned 
there is every probability 
that she will be under fire 
for four or five hours. She

I 
alive to the economic foily of tariff ob­
struction and that they appreciate that 
"in the dealings of the Republic with Can 
ada in the pa-t. an^uniteighborly ami 
fatuous policy has followed. Mr.
J. A. Macdonald, of the Globe, who was 
one of the speakers yesterday, was verv 
frank in setting forth the Canadian atti 
tude ou tin- question. Ile is quoted as

“L tell you plainly that the one cer­
tain way for you to secure for your 
people Letter trade relations with Can­
ada is to secure a more reasonable 
tarift against Canadian goods entering 
your country. Von must learn for 
yourselves, and y.■ u mu-i teach vour 
people, that trade ., ,ti. k with" two 
ends. \ ou cannot do Ini.-dness with 
a man unless he can do business with 
you. lour people need not. expect freer 
trade with the people in Canada so 
long as yon keep vour tariff so nearly 
prohibitive against imports from Can­
ada. It may lx- economically absurd 

• for our people to meet tariff with 
tariff, but it was from you they learn­
ed the habit. When your McKinley 
tariff suddenly kitk-d Canadian trade 
in important lines serious injury was 
inflicted on many Canadian industries. 
But what did our people do? Thev 
did what your tier,pie would have 
done. Your markets were closed to 
them; they sought markets elsewhere. 
Formerly they traded south: now thev 
trade cast and west. They have prov­
ed themselves, tla-ir strength, and 
other resources. They arc no longer 
dependent on any one market. And 
certain it. is that- never again will re­
presentatives go from Ottawa to Wash­
ington to negotiate a reciprocity treaty. 
It is your move.

That is a lucid and forceful presenta­
tion of the facts —facts which are not 
creditable to this age and civilization. 
Mr. Macdonald bluntly told the confer­
ees that there was still an uncivilized

The object of the ordinance is. of 

course. to give the people as low fares 
as justice to the investors will permit, 
lit this respect it differs radically from 
the systems which Toronto ami Hamil­
ton have adopted. We take all we can 
get of the gross receipts, leaving the 
companies to make what profit they can 
by scrimping the service, or endure 
what loss they may in trying to give 
the l*est possible. We divert into the 
city’s treasuries a large stun in revenue 
— the more passengers, the greater 
amount—ami make no reduction from 
tile fixed fare. The Cleveland arrange 
ment contemplates that the street car 
patrons shall be the only ones who pro­
fit by the increase in the traffic. We do 
not think that arrangement is a just 
one. Perhaps our system errs in the 
other direction: perhaps not. Obvious­
ly, however, the franchise—the use of 
the street-. is a porpertv owned by all 
the people, not merely by those utilizing 
the cars, and it is quite proper that to 
the people as a whole, entirely apart 
from their tirage of the ears, some value 
for this franchise would accrue. It 
seems to us that the system of Hamil­
ton and Toronto is preferable, as a mat­
ter of simple justice, to that of Cleve­
land: although it is conceivable that 
some reduction in fares might lx- done in 
certain circumstances.

In explanation of the method intro­
duced in Cleveland, it is said:

The fare designated as “F,” that is, 
three cents and one cent for a transfer, 
shall be in effect for at least eight 
months front the time the ordinance be­
comes operative, and. in any event, for 
three full months after 450 pay-as-you- 
onter ears have been placed in use on 
the city lines.

To determine the rate of fare to be in 
eifict after the first experimental per­
iod. a barometer is created and the 
readings of that barometer prescribe 
automatically how much the patrons 
must pay. A* might be expected, the 
fluid in that barometer whose expansion 
or contraction supplies the readings is 
hard cash. The sum of $500,000 is to be 
set aside as a fund to be known as the 
“interest fund." Into this sum that re­
presents. to put it concisely, the not 
revenues are to be placed, and from it 
interest i- to 1h* paid on approximately 
$25.000.000 of traction securities.

Whenever the interest fund, less ac­
crued liabilities on it. is diminished be­
low $500,000 by an amount reaching 
$200.000, it is to he accepted as prima 
facie evidence that the rate of fare next 
higher than the one that happens then 
to be in force shall lx- put in effect.

Any time the interest fund, less ac­
crued liabilit-ies. shows a surplus of 
$200.000. it is to be accepted ns evidence 
that the rate of fare next lower than 
the one then in force shall Ik? put into 
effect.

The Detroit Committee of Fifty is 
giving some attention to the Cleveland 
ordinance, and may find something at­
tractive in it. It. certainly possesses an 
elasticity which enables it to be adapt­
ed to a variety of conditions and cir­
cumstances. One great fact, however, 
which the public, too often prejudiced 
by ignorance and socialistic fallacies, 
must learn, is that an efficient and sat­
isfactory street car service is an expen­
sive matter, and that it can only be ob­
tained* by placing the system in the 
hands of careful and experienced men.

The New York Sun, which the other 
day reported that a year or so ago Ennis 
& Stoppnni. the. defunct brokerage firm, 
had been fined $10.000 by the New York 
Stock Exchange for doing a biicket shop 
busmens, now says its statement was 
based on misinformation.

WHAT CARELESSNESS COSTS.

Running an Elevator Back After Pass­
ing a Floor Means Half a Cent.

Even tlv- elevator passengers and the 
opvtuti»i enn throw away mom* ytor 
i in- .«xvnev id a building. Not counting 
the weni and tear on the machinery.
• aide* and other equipment, the expense 
"1 tunning a car hack to a floor which it 
iniil passed a few inches has a noticeable
• rivet nn tin* monthly cost sheet. When
• n -leetiie elevator starts up or down, 
empli nr loaded, the first four seconds 
lifter throwing tin* lever cost as much 
money as traversing three floor* after 
lull speed is attained. Reducing this to 
figures fin a large size passenger ele­
vator. it is safe to say that it costs half 
a cent to start it.

lake n twelve storey building with 
five elevators. Assume that in each trip, 
hut Ii up and down, two errors were 
initde, partly owing to the passengers 
and partly to the operator. 'Ilius lor 
every round trip of each elevator there 
will lie four erorrs made in bringing the 
ear to the proper level. Assuming these 
to cost half a cent each there will be a 
loss of 10 cents in tho time required

for all the elevators to make one round 
trip. In an office building with five ele­
vators running continuously for eight 
hours at twenty round trips an hour 
or 160 round trips a da)- each, the added 
expense would lie $16 a day.

This in a building where traffic is 
heavy all day, as in those of the finan­
cial district, where messengers are con­
tinually going in and out of the build­
ings and the cars are large, it can be. 
seen that this item is to l>c seriously 
considered. With 300 working days a 
year this loss, counting wear and tear, 
could easily amount to $4.000 if elec­
tricity were paid for at 10 cents a kilo­
watt hour. The more rapid depreciation 
of the controller, magnets, contacts, 
motors, cables and power transmission, 
such as the steel worm and the bronze 
gear wheel, arc all items which it would 
be difficult to measure accurately.

Storing the Winter Furs.

it is higli time now to think about 
putting away the winter furs.

Moths lay their eggs early in the 
spring, and it is then that the harm is

The first step in the treatment of 
furs, before putting them away, is a 
half-day or more of sun and air.

To dislodge the dust, they should be 
well beaten with a small rattan carpet 
or cushion beater.

To clean dark fur, warm new bran in 
a pan, taking care not to burn it. Rub 
it into the fur with the hands, several

Limes, then bush out thoroughly with a 
clothes brush.

Long-haired furs should be combed 
out. lor which use a comb with blunt

Light furs, white fox, ermine, chin­
chilla, etc., must be cleaned before thev 
can be put away. First brush them well 
with n dean, soft whisk. Spread them 
out and rub them with bran, moistened 
with warm water, and applied with a 
piece of soft flannel. Rub the furs until 
they are dry, finishing with dry bran.

After the bran process, the furs should 
be wiped with magnesia until they are 
perfectly clean.

When putting away, sew in muslin 
bags and wrap tightly in ’ newspaper, 
which is the best preventive against 
moths, and put in a trunk or chest.

Camphor, if it. comes in contact with 
the fur. is likely to turn yellow.

A cedar chest is an invaluable addi­
tion to every household.

The absence of the members of the 
Kin rade family, whom it was intended 
to recall last night, was not as start.- ;

it is understood that they had express­
ed a disinclination to attend. It is not ; 
expected, however, that they will re- 1 
fuse to obey the new subpoeanas, which 
were issued last night, for service to- !

That interest in this sensational rays- ; 
tery has not waned during the five 1 
weeks lapse since the previous session of ) 
the inquest was evident by the crowd : 
that sought admittance to the court 
room in old No. J police station last j 
night, notwithstanding the fact that 
the Attorney-General's department carl- ' 
ier in the day issued an order barring 
the public, and despite the instructions j 
to the police to ignore passes issued by j 
the coroner before the new arrangement 1 
was entered into. It had been annouuc- ! 
cd that only the lawyers, jurors, wit- j 
nesses and bonafide newspaper writers 
would be admitted, but fully 130 peo- ' 
pie. many of them prominent citizens, 
who would have a hard time proving 
any connection with a newspaper, oc­
cupied the back benches when the pro­
ceedings began last night. Coroner An­
derson, after the adjournment, protest­
ed to the police about this, but the of­
ficers on the door declared that only 
those with tickets got past them.

All eyes 
turned to the entrance to the couit 
room, but there was no movement in 
that direction.

It 
was our wish that they should be here 
and we had no notification to the con­
trary. 1 shall liuve to ask you to ad­
journ these proceedings until the Crown 
can take such steps as may lie necessary 
to enforce tiicir attendance.”

The most interesting bit of evidence 
contributed lust night was the statement 
made by Miss Erskine, a milliner, em­
ployed in an uptown department store, 
who swore that she saw Florence Kin­
rade at the blouse counter on the morn­
ing of the murder.

DETROIT MAN SHOT.

Harry Norrey Fatally Weroded at 
Windier.

Windsor, April 22.—A fatal shooting 
affray occurred in the roller rink here 
shortly before 11 o'clock to-night, the 
victim being Harry Norrey, a young 
Detroit man. Two bullets from a Colt’s 
revolver were fired into Norrey’s body 
at close range, and he is dying. Peter 
Shea, manager of the Wayne Roller 
Rink in Detroit, is locked up at the po­
lice headquarter* charged with the 
shooting. The men had indulged in a 
hotter quarrel, in the course of which 
Shea was knocked down by Norrey.

A struggle followed. Suddenly Shea 
pulled his weapon and fired two shots 
at Norrey in quick succession. Blood 
spurting from his wounds, Norrey fell 
to the floor gasping. Medical assist­
ance was promptly summoned, but it 
was of no avail. Norrey is bleeding 
fast internally, and his death is a mat­
ter of but a short time, the physicians

NIGHT OXBRIDGE.

Train Load of Pasiengrri Had a 
Trying Experience.

Montreal, April 22.—Incoming trad ns 
were seriously delayed to-day, owing 
to the severity of last night's storm. 
The storm blew so fiercely across Lake 
Champlain that the Rutland & Central 
Vermont bridge at Jiousse’s Point was 
seriously in danger of being blown to 
pieces. Driven by the terrific south 
winds, the waves were running fifteen 
feet high, pounding against the bridge 
with tremendous force, and plunging 
several feet over the tracks,

A at 8.30 last night two Central Ver­
mont passenger trains attempted to 
cioeis. but were caught in the centre of 
the bridge, the wind and waves pre­
venting them from moving back or 
forward, the track being washed out on 
each side. There they remained all 
night, the water splashing up to the 
carriage windows, and the frightened 
passengers crouching together in fear 
the whole night, till the storm abated 
and daylight brought relief from their 
hazardous position.

New York, April 23.—A score of men 
were clubbed and twelve persons were 
arrested in a raid made early to-day 
by the police on the CXirlisle Athletic 
Club, iu Brooklyn. The police have 
been active recently, suppressing boxing 
m these dubs, which, they assert, are 
not conducted in accordance with the 
law. The numerous raids by the police 
are believed in many quarters to fore­
cast the end of the fighting game in this 
city. Three bouts had already been 
fought in the Carlisle Club when the po­
lice rushed in with their night sticks 
and clubbed many of the spectators. 
Twelve were taken into custody.

The managers of the club yesterday- 
obtained an injunction from Justice 
Can- restraining the police from raiding 
the club as long ae athletic contests 
were held in accordance with law.

MELTING AWAY.
The Soi Eating Hole» in Niagara’s 

Big Ice Jam.

Youngstown, N. April 23.—The 
situation throughout the entire length 
of the ice jam in the lower Niagara 
River is this morning believed to be 
under control.

At Lewiston the water has dropped 
about 12 feet from the time blasting 
began until this morning, and ice kept 
the downward pace with the surfais1 of 
the water. In spots where the cake was 
weakest holes to the depth of 20 feet 
arc now visible. Of course the rugged 
borders of drift ice which threatened i.o 
demolish half the village of Lewiston 
are still anchored high on shore, and will 
probably require a week of warm wea­
ther before they will slide back into the 
stream.

Between Lewiston and Youngstown 
half a dozen boles of noticeable diameter 
peeped through the ice during the night, 
and from some of these water is pour­
ing and rotting the surface of the ice 
below.

THE POLICEMEN.
How Men Are Trained For London 

Police Force.

What They Hare to Go Throigh 
Before Chosen.

In view of the talk of reorganization 
of the Hamilton police force, the follow­
ing from the Ixmdon Morning Leader 
may be of interest:

London's policemen are admired and 
envied by all nations. From Germany, 
France and even India policemen and 
officials have been sent to find out how 
the city policemen manage London's 
great crowds so skilfully.

The men are the pick of the country, 
for some hundreds aspire to join the 
famous force for every ten who can be 
taken on.

Men desirous of joining must present 
themselves at the chief offices in Old 
Jewry, where an inspector glances over 
the applicants, dismisses those who ob­
viously do not eoçie up to the required 
physical standard and arranges for like­
ly men to come up for examination of 
character, eye testing and measuring.

When the aspirant has passed these 
teats he is handed over to Dr. Gordon 
Browne, the medical chief of the police 
and their hospital, for examination.

The lucky few who have survived the 
sifting so far are drafted into school at 
Snowhill, where they, are trained for a 
couple of months in every conceivable 
duty. Classes are held in common law, 
writing and reports, marching and salut­
ing, while from time to time the men 
are sent into the gallery of the. Ontral 
Criminal Court, to watch and study the 
methods of tin: courts and the ways of 
giving evidence.

The geography of the city must be as 
an open hook to the ixdiceman, and the 
young men are sent to walk around the, 
domains they will have to help guard, 
and note the boundaries of the city.

After a short time, the recruits arc 
sent to the stores in Moor lane V) lie 
measured and fitted with the coveted 
uniform, and thereafter drills are car­
ried out in these clothes, so that the re­
cruit becomes at ease in hi* new garb.

Throughout the whole time the men 
are at school they arc put through ex­
tensive gymnasium courses, and are 
taught the holds and grips by which the 
city policeman is prepared to tackle a 
violeht prisoner.

While the officers have been training 
the recruit in how to do his work and 
look after himself. Dr. Gordon Browne 
has been teaching both the recruits and 
the officers who have been on the force, 
some time how to aid and attend the 
injured. With stretcher classes, liandag- 
ing classes and limelight views of every 
conceivable human injury, he teaches 
the. men how to aid poor broken human­
ity until he almost makes doctors of 
them all.

After from two to three months’ 
schooling the men are put on night duty 
until they become accustomed to their

SHOOTING WHALES.

Modern Whalers Use a Cannon and 
an Explosive Harpoon.

Whaling with modern methods iu 
Alaskan waters is an exciting game, 
especially for those who are new to the 
business.

The modern whaling steamer is a little 
vessel almost round on the bottom, 
which enables it to be turned and man­
aged with the greatest ease. Mounted 
at the bow is admail cannon that shoots 
a harpoon weighing more than 100 
pounds and having an explosive head, 
called the bomb.

If the shot is good and the harpoon 
is planted squarely behind the fin, says 
the London World’s Work, the bomb 
crashes into the lungs, killing instantly; 
if not, the struggle may last for several

After a w^iale has been killed the car­
cass is brought alongside the boat aud 
inflated so that it will float. A long coil 
of rubber hose one end of which is at­
tached to a pump and the other to a 
hollow spear pointed tube of steel, with 
perforations along its entire length, is 
used for this purpose.

The spear is thrust well down into the 
whale’s side, the air pump started and 
the body slowly filled with air. When 
inflated enough to keep it afloat the 
tube is withdrawn, the incision plugged 
with oakum and the carcass cast off. A 
buoy with a flag is attached to the body 
and it is then set adrift to be picked 
up at the end of the day’s hunting.

The whaling station is a group of 
buildings situated in a bay or cove near 
enough to the feeding grounds to allow 
the steamer to come iu each night with 
the day’s catch. The whales are anchored 
ed at a bury in front of a long, inclined 
platform, upon which they are drawn, 
tail first, by means of a steam winch.

The saying that every part of the pig 
but the squeal is now of market value ie 
also a fact with the whale. Not a par­
ticle of the animal is wasted. After the 
skeleton is stripped of flesh it is disarti­
culated and the bones chopped in pieces.

The blubber is tried out for oil aud 
the meat and bones are boiled for the 
same purpose. Later the flesh is artifi­
cially dried and sifted, making a fine 
guano, and the bones are ground up for 
fertilizer. Even the blood is boiled and 
dried with the flesh, and the water iu 
which the blubber has beeu tried out 
makes excellent glue. The fins and tail 
after being sliced into thin strips are 
salted and barrelled and shipped to 
Japan as an article of food.

How to Tell Clean Milk.

(.lean milk ha« no distinct flavor— 
simply a sweet, pleasant taste. If any 
flavors are present they are artificial. 
A test for the sanitary condition of milk 
is as follows: Take a pint of milk as 
it is received from the milkman, pour 
off a few spoonfuls, to facilitate shak­
ing. and place in a panful of warm 
water, 95 to 100 degrees: when thor­
oughly warm throughout, add one rennet 
tablet which has previously been dis­
solved in one spoonful of water, and 
shake; then set away in a warm place 
for a few minutes. When curdled, cut 
the curd thoroughly with a knife, to 
let out the whey. IjcI stand for a few 
minutes, draw off all whey possible, and 
continue to pour off the whey ns it ac­
cumulates. There will then be a lump 
of compact curd. Cut this in two with 
a knife, so that it will fall out. The 
character of this curd will show very 
clearly the sanitary quality of the milk. 
If spongy and full of numerous holes, 
undesirable forms of bacteria, particu­
larly those that produce gas, are pre­
sent. This class of bacteria is consid­
ered by authorities to be one of the 
causes of epidemic diarrhoea. If firm 
and smooth, with few or no holes, the 
milk is clean and lias been handled in 
a sanitary manner. This test may be 
continued further by placing the curd 
hack in the bottle and filling half full 
of water. If the curd floats it indicates 
tint! the milk is unclean; if it sinks, tlm 
milk is reasonably clean.— Woman’s 
Home Companion.

WILL PAY 25.
Ennis & Stoppant Creditors Had 

a Noisy Meeting.

New York, April 23.—Three hundred 
of the Ennis à Stoppani creditors met 
yesterday at 165 Broadway and wran­
gled with Receiver Russell and hi» coun­
sel for nearly an hour over their rights, 
after listening to a hopeful statement 
of growing assets. Receiver Russell 
was able to give the creditors the hope­
ful news that Thomae A. Ennis, the sn- 
ior partner, had turned over to him 
practically everything he owned, includ­
ing his house, yacht and automobile, 
and blocks of stock, adding, at. a conser­
vative estimate, about $75.000 to the 
asset# of the firm. With the funds al­
ready in sight, the assets are almost cer­
tain now to reach $375,000, which would 
allow a dividend of approximately 25 
cents on the dollar.

BATHS AND THE HEART.

Hot Baths Diminish Its Size, 
Baths Increase It.

The effects of warm and oold baths 
upon the size of the heart have been dis­
cussed a great deal by physicians and 
lately the method of measuring the 
dimensions of the heart proposed by 
Maritz has enabled observers to de­
termine changea in this respect quite 
accurately.

Rudolph and Beck have studied by 
this method the changes produced in 
healthy and diseased persons by the ad­
ministration of cold and hot bathe and 
their findings are reported in the Médi­
rai Record. All patients subjected to 
these experiments had the size of their 
hearts measured immediately before the 
bathe and the operation wan repeated as 
soon after the bath as circumstances per­
mitted ,the time between the end of the 
bath and the estimation of the changes 
in the heart not exceeding two or three 
minutes.

The results obtained were quite uni­
form. The effect of the hot bath was to 
diminish the size of the heart, the am­
ount of the change being quite consider­
able in most cases. In one case the 
heart remained unchanged in size.

The effect of the cold bath was to in­
crease the size of the heart, no change 
being noticed in one case only. The 
diminution in the size of the heart after 
hot. baths was accompanied by an in­
crease in the rapidity of the pulse and 
in the supply of blood to the skin, phen­
omena which are of course commonly 
observed after hot bathing.

Cold baths, on the other hand, were 
followed by increased pallor of the skin 
and diminution in the frequency of the 
pulse. The limited number of cases ex­
amined does not allow final conclusions 
to be drawn, but the uniformity of the 
results obtained speaks for the correct­
ness of the findings.

One morning, Leo Claretie writes in 
Le Gaulois, oi l’a ris, in a cafe which, 
served as a saloon to the hotel 1 was 
staving in at Belgrade, 1 made a sign 
to a waiter and asked him in German 
where the tombs of Alexander and Dra- 

| ga could be found.

these accursed names. He made no re­
ply, but fled. 1 was more fortunate 
with one of his colleagues, who spoke a 
little French.

BteLdlng may pre-empt a quarter-sect 
alongside hie homestead.

Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the titre required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A humeeleeder who ha* exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts.

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AWAITED DEATH IN A GRAVE.

Japanese Youth's Attempt to Bury
Himself and Die Afterward.

A youth of Kobe, Japan, who sought 
to commit suicide by burying himself 
alive and paid nn accomplice 25 cents 
to spade the earth upon his coffin, 
achieved some degree of notoriety, even 
in Japan, where new things are happen­
ing every day. He foiled of Iris original 
purpose, however.

A policeman was strolling along the 
hank of the Minaloguwa River outside 
of Kobe one day last month when he 
happened "to spy a joint of bamboo pipe 
sticking a few inches above a mound of 
fresh earth. Being a Japanese and also 
a policehis curiosity wna especially 
keen. He looked down the bamboo pip-.-, 
but could see nothing.

Then he began to dig around the pipe. 
He had a considerable wrench put on 
his nerves when a voice came out of the 
end of the pi}** right at his ear:

“Honorably condescend to go away 
and permit me to die peacefully.”

But the policeman did not go. He dug 
some more and finally unearthed a pine 
1x>x, the length of a man’s body and 
about three feet wide. The Ivunhoo pipe 
led through an opening into the box. 
The policeman pried off the cover of the 
box, securely nailed down, and dumped 
the self-appointed corpse out.

Ynmnda Katsutaro, the man who 
would thus have died, told the prefect 
of police that he had wanted to die in 
a seemly fashion because he was out of 
work. The lack of food had suggested 
to him the practicability of starving him­
self to death, bv< in order to be sure that 
he should accomplish this purpose, he 
had determined to bury himself in a 
securely nailed coffin and await the rav­
ages of hunger. Ho didn’t want to suf­
focate first, hence the bamboo pipe.

The day before t-he policeman dis­
covered him, Yamada said, he procured I 
the box and the services of a coolie. Then I 
he dug the hole out in Egeyama and j 
after giving the coolie his obi and fifty j 
sen, his last h't of money, he was nailed J 
up in his coflin, lowered into the grave 
and covered under six feet of soil. i

Yamada promised never to try burying j 
himself alive again and the police let 
him go.

FIGHT WITH DEVILFISH.

Experience of a Fishing Party on a 
Mexican River.

A party of English fishermen had an 
unusual and most exciting experience in 
the Panucn River yesterday with a large 
sting ray or devilfish. It is very rarely 
that these fish are seen in the river, for 
they are supposed to confine themselves 
to the sea, although they are often en­
countered near the coast along the south 
Atlantic and in the Gulf of Mexico. Oc­
casionally a small devilfish is taken by 
fishermen near the. coast of Florida, but 
their appearance in the Panuco River is 
something unheard of before.

The party of fishermen in question 
consisted of Capt. A. Paget, Opt. Moly- 
neaux, Sir Charles Cost. Maor Ramsden, 
Capt. Robt. Duff and Lady Juliet Duff, 
who were out in small boats in quest of 
tarpon when three of these monster rays 
were encountered. One of the boats be­
ing supplied with a small harpoon, 
threw it into the nearest, ray. The other 
boats came to the assistance and made 
fast in an effort to keep the first boat, 
which was being fast towed seaward by 
the monster devilfish, but the five boats 
and a launch which had come up in the 
meantime were towed down the river 
with as little effort as if they had been 
mere toys invented for the playthings 
of this queer shaped monster. After gev- j 
eral minutes of the wildest excitement 
which has ever been experined by fish­
ermen in the Panuco, they succeeded in 
dragging the monster into com pa native ly 
shallow water, and were cmgralulating 
themselves on the probable capture of 
the great fish when the monster gave a 
mighty flop that threatened to engulf 
all the small boats, dashed under the 
launch, almost capsizing it., and succeed­
ed in tearing out the harpoon, and thus 
escaped. This fish is said to measure at 
least eighteen feet from tip to tip of its 
wing shaped fins, or flippers, while the

SULTAN SAID 
TO BE CRAZY.

His Brother to Succeed Him on the 
Throne.

Decree Deposing Abdul Hamid U 
Already Signed.

Ma:edonian Army Will Enter the 
Capital of Turkey To-day.

Constantinople, April 22.—The whole 
fleet and the Sultan’s yacht have left 
the Bosphorus and gone to San Stefa.no 
to fraternize with the Macedonians. The 
Sultan is reported insane.
DECREE OF DEPOSITION SIGNED.
Constantinople. April 22. The Sul­

tan's escape is impossible as his yacht's 
officers and crew and the whole fleet 
have now publicly declared for the 
Macedonians. All the naval commanders 
made a pilgrimage to-day to the Mace­
donian headquarters to humbly offer 
submission. The Sultan will probably 
be deposed in a few days. The decree of 
deposition has been already signed. His 
successor will lie Iris brother, Reohad 
Pasha. Parliament met to-day at San 
Stefano under Macedonian protection. A 
tremendous ovation was given Ahmed 
Riza, the president. The. Senate has 
also been invited to Sun Stefano. Both 
houses will probably unite in deposing 
the Sultan.

ABDUL THE SMOOTH.
London. April 22.—A Daily Mail spe­

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GOT PARDON
After Being Nearly Twenty Yean 

in Penitentiary.

“Now I’ll See Trolley Cars,” Says 
Man Whose Hair is Now Gray.

Detroit, April 23.—“Am 1 pardoned? 
Well, now I’ll have a chance to see a 
trolley car!”

With these words Alexander Killen, a 
convict in the Western penitentiary, yes­
terday received the news that his sen­
tence of life imprisonment would end in 
a few days. He has been shut in behind 
the prison’s high stone walls and barred 
doors and windows fur 19 years, three 
months and 21 days. He paid this pen­
alty for the murder of Mrs. Paul Rupert 
on Christmas Eve at the door of her 
store in Tarvntum 20 years ago. But 
Killen always protested his innocence.

Killen was aged 33 when he entered 
the penitentiary, and will co^fe out at 
the age of 53. fiis hair has turned grcp, 
but he has borne his long imprisonment 
well. He hits been a “trusty” for 15 
years and never was known to break a 
prison rule. He always was even temper­
ed, and worked along with the guards 
jovially.

“He was one of the most useful men in 
the prison,” said a guard last night. “He 
is in good physical condition, and does 
not look more than 53. He always show­
ed great interest in modern inventions, 
such as the trolley car and automobile, 
and be is eager to see them. At 4 o'clock 
we went to his cell and shouted the good 
news of his pardon to him. His face 
lighted up with the dawn of a new life, 
and he said cheerfully, ‘Now I’ll have a 
chance to see a trolley car.’ It may he 
a day or a week until he is released.”

The opening of the prison doors to 
freedom for Alexander Killen comes af­
ter a long fight. He was c0llv''lJç$e%r , 
murder in the first degree jilt I Ï
tenced to lie hanged in November. 1890* 
but Attorney Thomas M. Marshall up11 
pealed to the Pardon Board.

CASTRO HEARD OF.
St. Nazier, April 23. The steamship 

Vervailles, with Cipriano Castro, the 
deposed" president of Venezuela, aboard, 
arrived here at daylight.

Befor Senator Castro left his cabin he 
sent for a newspaper correspondent and, 
sitting up in bed with a night cap on 
his head he delivered a long and ramb­
ling harangue. His remarks were direct­
ed principally against the United States 
for “playing into the hands of his en­
emies in Venezuela, and in sending war­
ships to follow his movements.” He 
declared that Venezuela was lost if tho 
people submitted like slaves to foreign 
meddling.

The people, mostly fisher folk, 
arc poor and ignorant, yet they speak 
the ancient -tongue of their hind with 
such purity and perfection that scholars 
fro mtlie great universities go to learn 
of them. An illiterate lad of fourteen 
was recently the quite competent in­
structor in Gaelic of a distinguished 
German professor.

A recent sojourner in one of the isles 
discovered that there were upon it but. 
three wedding rings; but no prospective 
bridegroom was ever discouraged be­
cause he could not buy a ring. He need 
simply go to the nearest of the three 
happy matrons who were ring wearers 
and borrow her ring.

Pulled proudly from her work-worn 
finger, it went into his pocket until the 
ceremony ; afterward the new bride, wore 
it until tin» end of the honeymoon, when 
she returned it to tin» owner.

An Aran bride, however, knows little 
of honeymoons. It is common, the day 
after the wedding, to sec her staggering . 
up the beach under a creel of fish so 
heavy that a man of a race less hardy 
might hesitate to lift it.

Negotiations for a marriage arc made 
with a girl's father and a dowry is ex­
pected. Businesslike as this sounds, 
Aran lovers can be impetuous. Late one 
evening it occurred to a «certain young 
man that lie would like to marry a cer­
tain colleen, aud to do so the next day. 
He hastily gathered a few cousins and at 
midnight they knocked at her father’s 
door. Every one was abed, hut the old 
man flung 011 something and opened; 
the robt ol the family, hurriedly dressed, 
presently joined him.

The matter was arranged and early 
the next morning the priest was sent 
for, but there had been a storm and the 
sea was rough. He was delayed but the 
festivities were nut. Into the midst of 
the convivial crowd came a messenger 
an 110x1 living that ais reverence’s boat 
was in sight: they decided to wait till he 
landed. Word came that lie had landed; 
they waited for him to climb the path. 
He did so, but still they lingered, àml 1 
only an imperative message that lie-was 
actually waiting in the chapel broke tip 
the ante-nuptial jubilation.
