REPORTS
Of the Visitors of Schocle for the Western and
Eastern Sections of Prince Edward Island,
for the yecar 1861-8. Published pursuant to
the Act 26th Vic., Cap. 5.
Minute of the Bosrd of Education—Adjourned
Meeting, March 2nd, 1868.

The reports of the School Visitors for the past
year were considered, pursuant to the order of
last monthly meeting ; when the Board agreed.
1. That extracts of the report of the Visitor for
the Eastern Sectioa, together with his statistics,
be laid before the Legislature ; first climinating
from his returns the quotations from reports of the
Rev. Dr. Ryerson, on military drill in the Schools
of Canada, together with other paragraphs relat-
ing to Schoolmasters’ associations and ‘‘ Trustees
reports,”’ and also some details of a proposed sys-
tem of grading schools in the city—of no imme-
diate practical utility.
2. That the Report, including the statistics of the
School Visitor for the. Western section, be also
transmitted to the Legislature for their infor:ia-
tion, but the Board deems it unadvisable—in view
of the expensc—to publish in the newspapers in
detail, the statistics of either Visitor, cxcepting
such tables of figures as represent a summary or
‘‘ totals’’ for the year.
The Board finds the School accommodation to
be very defective as regards both the male and
female District Schools of the city, and believes it
vain to look for results in any degree commensu-
rate with the contributions of the citizens to the
public educational fund, under existing nrmngc-!
ments.  With two exceptions, the Schoolrooms of
this city arc wholly unsuitable for the purpose, if
not positively injurious to the health and comfort
of the children. A more clearly defined and sys
tematic gradation of common schools,—culminat-
ing in an intermediate school, the want of which
latter is much felt at present—would be among
the first:results of improved school accommoda-
tion for all classes in the community.

The Board is of opinion it would prove bene-
ficial, if the duties and efforts of the School Trus-
tees in Chrrlottetown were centralized and com-

providing for the election of Trustees at the
periods prescribed for the election of city Coun-
cillors ; or, if deemed preferable, by enacting that
the latter should be ex officio Trustees offall the
city Schools. This provision might further have
a beneficial tendency in directing tho attention
of the city authoritics, if thus brought into more
immediate contact with our educational system,
to the paunper children especially, whose educa-
tion is wholly neglected, together with not a few
others of better condition, who are to be seen in
our streets and places of pablic resort, during
those hours which ought to be devoted to school
instruction.

On the subject of Grammar Schools :—Sceing
that the applications for the establishment of these
institutions arc on the increase, the Board is of
opinion that the districts secking for the supcrior
privileges of this class of schools ought to be
called on to put forth corresponding local efforts,
conditional on the establishment of such, by pro-
viding supcrior Schoolhouses, together with a
cottage for the teacher and a few acres of land
sufficicnt to graze a cow and plant an orchard, at
least. Plans of improved Schoolbouses may be
scen at the office of thy Secretary. The Board is

pics one, and has twenty-five scholars, six of
whom learn English. Miss Lilias Arsencau keeps
a School in the St. James District, and has thirty-
one scholars, but she does not understand that
language. 1 did not, of course, examine these
Schools, as the Teachers are not under the direc-
tion of the Board ; but I have no reason to doubt
their competency, cxcept so far as regards the
English language, which, being the business lan-
guage of the country, should, I think, be taught
as generally as possible. In one Schoolhouse,
(St. Nicholas) no school had been held for nearly,
or quite four years, and in the Egmont Bay Road,
I found a very competent Teacher from Montreal.
I submit, therefore, that the inhabitants of these
districts have now redeemed their character in
respect of indifference to the education of their
children, and as I at the time reported the actual
state of things in the several localitics I visited, I
rejoice to find that from whatever cause the
remedy may have arisen, the cvil I then com-
plained of no longer exists.

GExTLENEY : —

I regret that I have to report a diminution in
the number of scholars attending the Summerside
Grammar School on my last visit, there being only
fifteen on the Journal, and twelve in attendance
on the seventh of June last.

There is, however, a progressive and very satis-
factory improvoment in such of tis pupils as were
cxamined on a former visit.

George Warburton rendered into English an
Ode of Ioraco with casc, and had commenced the
study of the Greek language very respectably.
Banncrman Warburton and James McNeill, con-
strucd,and parsed passages from Cwmsa:’'s Com-
mentaries, with accuracy and readiness, and all
those 1 have named acquitted themselves very

scholars appeared to be well grounded in the
scveral branches in which they were respectively
receivin®; instruction, and the conduct of the
School scems to be in every respect satisfactory.
I have, however, again to call the attentjon of
the Board to those appliances, a good sct of Maps
and a Terrestrial Globe, which a Grammar School
ought to possess. A play ground for the boys
‘s very cssential, cspecially in such a place as
Summerside, and if the Government would allow
the plot of ground sct apart for the Volunteers, to
bo used«for this ?)nrpo-e, when not required by
them, it would, T think, obviate one of the pre-
sent objections to the School, and not materially
interfere with its use for military purposes.

T am glad to find that Mr. McRae purposes to
take a few boarders into his house.

In my examination of the Cavendish Grammar
8chool, I was assisted by the Rev. I. Murray,
when four of the scholars, George Laird, John 8.
Murray, Ewen McKenzic, and Cyrus Crosby, ac-
q;littvd themselves very well in Geometry.  The
three first named were also examined in Algebra,
and in Cesar's Commentaries. The teacher, Mr.
L. Millar, appears to bestow the utmost attention
on his pupils, and the progress they mako roflects

engagement which expires in January next.
There is little to nprt in addition to the par-
ticulars-of each school given in the Schedile. It
is too soon to ascertain the effect of the School
Act passed in the last session, but as far as I can
form an opinion, I think the vacant schools are
being filled up, and that on u:.e whole, it will ope-
rate favourably qn the educational interests of the
Island.

If it were possible to bring about a more regular
attendance of the scholars, their progress would
be more marked. In almost every report, I have
had to notice the general neglect of parentsin this
t, and to lament the indifference too often
shown by them to the best interests of their chil-
dren. The Trustees of the several Districts, might
do much to remedy this, and wherever do
interest themselves warmly in the progress the
scholars, by periodical cn.min‘nhonl or w,
I find a spirit of lation excited g the chil-
dren, and a greater interest evinced by the teacher.
In New Brunswick, there are, I am informed,
County examinations, when a certain number of
pupils are selected from cach Diatrict School, who
meet at the County Town, accompanied by their
teachers, when small prizes are given to those who
acquit themselves most creditably in the several
branches of instruction. )

I have heard, also, that a plan somewhat similar,
has been adopted in Nova Scotia, where the Logis-
lature has ordered copics of Marshall’s Histo
of that Province to be offered as prizes to the schol-
ars of the District schools.

It may be worth consideration, whether some-
thing of this sort might not be advantageously in-
troduced in this Island,—dividing the Counties
and grouping the schools 8o as to lessen the ex-
pense of the conveyance of some few selected
pupils from each school.

‘ic examinations should be as public as possible
and the attendance of the parents invited. Cou
led with this, libraries might be established, receiv-
ing an allowance from the Government, in pro-

portion to the contributions of the rcople.

As the subject of Education will probably en-
gago the attention of the Legislature in the next

GENTLEMEY : —

The past quarter of the ycar, always unfavorable
for attendance at the achools, or for their inspec-
tion, has been renderéd still more so by the stormy
and cold weather we have cxperienced after
autumnal vacation. Somc time invariably elapses
before the children resume their regular attendance
and it often happens that when the cold weather
scts in carly, J:oy arc unpreparcd with shoes and
sufficiently warm clothing. @wing to these causes,
I have only visited fifteen schools since my last
quarterly report, at three of which there were no
scholars. The statistical tables at the foot contain
full details, but the number of scholars in all is
much short of that I generally find in the schools
The total number of visits made in my first circuit
of this year is onc hundred and sixty. In two

Book kecping, Algebra, Geometry, and other
branches of an important practical character, with
an additional rtment in which such as are de-
sirous and cap of becoming teachers, may get
instruction in studies and methods to qualify them
for efficient instructors.

In a former report, 1 alluded to the cxpedienc
and practicability of founding afemale high u(‘huuf’_
At present, boys enjoy a monopoly of the privilege
of imstruction in the highest branches of education,
and it is a question worthy of cousideration
whether the time has not grrived for the establish-
ment of evening classes for the benefit of youths,
adults, and apprentices who catnot attend the day
schools,

Certainly, the claims of persons unacquainted
with the rudiments of knowledge, and anxious to
learn, but who, amfortunately, cannot attend the
day schools, should be seriously considered ; in
such cases, it is right and reasonable to provide a
remedy ; in the winter scason, classes might be
advantageously opened for theipexclusive benefit.

The formation of special departments for m=sic
and military drill has been prominently represent-
ed in former reports.

There is no Legislative provision to farnish
schools with maps, globes, school-librarics, and
other essential appurtenances, but the deficiencies
in these and other requirements are so well under-
stood that a lengthened discussion of them is un-
necessary.

In the meantime, I merely present an outline of
the elements of the municipal é¢heme suggested, em-
bracing alteration, that, in my opinion, would im-
prove our school system. Minu'e details may be
afterwards given, if the Board eudorses the proposi-
tion, and submits it for the approval of the Legis-
Iature.

The City Government should have legal power to
raise and appropriate money to provide school ac-
commodations, and defray the costs of all repairs
aod alterations of school premises—f{urther, the
several schools should be under the control of one
Board of Trustees, who would, of course, be invested
with ample authority to manage all matters relating
to instruetion in the Primary Schools.

This plaa is moro extensive than that vow in
.operation, aad will necessarily be more expensive ;
but the Legislative Grant now allowed, with a
moderate seale of quarterly fees, will be sufficient to
pay the salaries of ** the teachiog staff,” which should
chiefly cousist of females competent to conduet the
Subordinate Departments.

The Schools in this city. when considered to-
gother, are nearly the same now that they were five
or six years ago, especially in method and discipline,
with the exception of the *‘ Pownal.”” Mr. Roche—
famed for his ability and aptitude—had formerly
large classes in the higher branches; bLut latterly,
when his pupils attain a certain stage of pro-
ficiency, they remove to private semibaries, so that
his classes are now rudimentary ; however, at pre-
sent, there are boys who have made creditable pro-
gress in commercial arithmetic and book-keeping.—
Mr. J. B. McKenoa,—the assistant—has had maoy
years success{ul experience in the profession.

Mgr. M. Douglas has succeeded Mr. E. Amos in

rather than attempt to give a mioute detail of each.
There is an unavoidable repetition of terms that
would require a compendium of synonyms to avoid
the recurrence of ** set words and phrases,” in giv-
ing a special description of each school in my cireuit.

I have, therefore, decided to speak ouly in general
terms of the condition of the several schools, making
no comparisons, and abstaiving from personal
criticisms of teachers.

The old method might seem to benefit teachers in
general by practical suggestions, and might waken
the ambition of some to make an effort to obtain
popularity ; but there are several se rious objecttons
to this custom—there is pot, in reality, any appre-
ciable advantage to be gained.
persons are subject to such an aunoyance—clergy-
mea and physicians wonld shriok from such an
ordeal. Teachers, * worthy of honorable mention,”
will willingly forego the gratification of personal
listinetion above their young, and inexperienced
brethren.

No important changes have recently occurred in
the m wagement of the municipal, or the rural dis-
trict schools. The * System” is, in its promioent
features, stereolyped ; certainly there is a very per-
ceptible difference in the efficiency of several schools.
Such as are under the control of experienced teachers
aod active trusteesare in a gratifying condition;
still, defects and deficiencies aré'too notprious, and
chiefly attributable to adverse, local influences.

Maoy of the more experienced and accomplished
teachers in the country are employed in the Eastern
Section. These gentlemen are well known, and
proverbial for zeal and faithfalness ; but there are
few who are not gilted with professional aptitude ;
therefore, they are not * in the right place.”

The imperfections in our educational machinery
| earaot be effectually rectified without the services of
earnest, skilful teachers, who make feaching a busi-

urriculum,

ad vilam aul culpam. *In this connection, I think I
may, with propriety, introduce a guotation from
distinguished authority. How are funds to main-
tain a good system of instruction, to be raised? In
answer to this important question, Dr. E. Ryerson,
the eminent Canadian Educator, says : —

* Every year's expericuce strengthens my con-
viction as to the truth and wisdom of the principle
on which our Public School System is founded, the
only true priociple, I thiok, fer'the edocation and
advancement of a free people, ior the Government,
(not to assume the task of educating the people,) but
to aid them in every possible way to educate them-
selves; not to rwle and do for them, bnt to counsel
and assist them ; not to supersede local exertion, but
to develop and encourage it—to habitnate and train
the people to rely on themselves, to learn how to
maoage their own affairs, and to work out their own
destinies.

¢ Under the influcoce of such a school system, in
conpection with onr free system of Constitutional
Government, and by the Divine blessing, I believe
the destinies of our country will harmonize with the
| highest aspirations of patriotism amd Christianity.

It is the decided opinion of eminent education-
| ists, that efficient inspection is more essential to
| the proper organization of schools and more indis-
| pensable to their advaucement than all other agen-
| cies combined.
| The continued multiplication of schools, and the
[consequent expansion 2of this sphere of habour,
| require an increase of agents in this department,
for there is ample opportunity and cal! for more
1wnrk in this direction than any one man can ac-
complish. My remarks apply, of course, to the
Eastern circuit, which should, in my opinion, be
divided into three sections, with a sub-inspector
in cach.
A superintendant should be appointed for the
| circuit, who would devote time to the study of
educational literature, to familiarize himself with
| the most recent methods, and the suggestions of
| the best cducators, in order to make his acquire-
| ments available in the discharge of his dutics ; and
i he should also give public lectures in central lo-

|

pcalities, to awaken popularsympathy with the ob-

ject of his vocation ; he should, especially endea-
vour to prompt and encourage teachers, and im-
press and excite additional interest among the
parents and guardians of youth.

The policy persued in other departmeats, should
be strictly observed in that of Edueation ; official
appointments should be conferred on carnest and
cxrcricnccd teachers.

f auxiliary branches of the B. of E. are estab-
lished in each of the Counties, in that case, the
claims of teachers to a fair share of patronage in
their own profession, should not be disregarded.

FEMALE TEACHERS.

The number of males desirous of making teach-
ing a profession, is comparatively few. Females
have a tact, skill and readiness in imparting the ele-
ments of knowledge which, with few exceptions,
male teachers do not possess, but there is an ob-

apt| jeation to the employment of females that arise

from mistaken prejudice ; it is said they cannot
govern, as the larger scholars will not respect nor
obey them. To,say that of any school, is a stigma
upon the characters of#he parents and trustees.

I am convinced of the propriety and advantages
of employing, in our primary schools, (especiall
as they are now maintdined) when prac e
female teachers. From observation, for several
years, I know that not only instruction, but gov-
ernment of schools taught by females has been as
satisfactory as that in schools taught by males,
ndllgdi:y knows no distinction of sex, they
MH, N mpﬂl to on-penuﬁon, nearly on a
par with males. y:

Some of Mr. McLeod’s pupils are now acquitting
themsclves creditably as teachers, and several of
both sexes from his school are now students in
the Normal School.

The school in Seal River district, Lot 50, lately
established under the mastership of Mr. Enman,
has nunpicimml_v commenced, and already shows
symptoms of a generous spirit of rivalry with the
Pinette Scminary.

The memorial from the people of Brackley Point
| Road district, asking the privilege of ostablishing
"a Grammar School, should be complied with. The
situation is central —within the reach of pupils
from other scttlements.

Permit me to direct your attention to a trans-
| eript on military drill inschools, which I have ad-
