Minute of the Botrd of Etlucaiion—Adjourned 
Meeting, if arch 2nd, 1868.

The reports of the School Visitors for the past 
year were considered, pursuant to the order of 
last monthly meeting ; when the Board agreed.

1. That extracts of the report of the Visitor for 
the Eastern Scctioa, together with his statistics, 
be laid before the Legislature ; first eliminating 
from his returns the quotations from reports of the 
Rev. Dr. Rycrson, on military drill in the Schools 
of Canada, together with other paragraphs relat­
ing to Schoolmasters’ associations and “Trustees 
reports," and also some details of a proposed sys­
tem of grading schools in the city—of no imme­
diate practical utility.

2. That the Report, including the statistics of the 
School Visitor for the Western section, l»e also 
transmitted to the Legislature for their infur. ta­
lion, but the Board deems it unadvisablc—in view 
of the expense—to publish in the newspapers in 
detail, the statistics of either Visitor, excepting 
such tables of figures as represent a summary or

totals" for the year. „
The Board finds the School accommodation to 

Im very defective as regards both the male and 
female District Schools of the city, and believes it 
vain to look for results in any degree commensu­
rate with the contributions of the citizens to the 
public educational fund, under existing arrange­
ments. With two exceptions, the Schoolrooms of 
this city arc wholly unsuitable for the purpose, if 
not positively injurious to the health and comfort 
of the children. A mure clearly defined and sys­
tematic gradation of common schools,—-culminat­
ing in an intermediate school, the want of which 
latter is much felt at present—would he among 
the first-results of improved school accommoda­
tion for all classes in the community.

The Board is of opinion it would prove liene- 
ficial. if the duties and efforts of the School Trus­
tees in Chrrlottctown were centralized and com­
bined to a greater extent than at present, by 
providing for the election of Trustees at the 
periods prescribed for the election of city Coun­
cillors ; or, if deemed preferable, by enacting that 
the latter should ho cx officio Trustees of%lt the 
city Schools. This provision might further have 
a beneficial tendency in directing tho attention 
of the city authorities, if thus brought into more 
immediate contact with our educational system, 
to the pauper children especially, whose educa­
tion is wholly neglected, together with not a few 
others of better condition, who are to he seen in 
our streets and places of public resort, during 
those hours which ought to he devoted to school 
instruction.

On the subject of Grammar Schools :—Seeing 
that the applications for the establishment of these 
institutions are on the increase, the Board is of 
opinion that the districts seeking for the superior 
privileges of this class of schools ought to lie 
called on to put forth corresponding local efforts, 
conditional on the establishment of such, by pro­
viding superior Schoolhonses, together with a 
cottage for the teacher and a few acres of land 
sufficient to graze a cow and plant an orchard, at 
least. Plans of improved ScnoolhouscB may be 
seen at the office of tin Secretary. The Board is 
sensible that the subject of School architecture 
has not yet received that attention whicn its im­
portance inflation to the health, manners, morals 
and intellectual progress of the children so very 
much demands.

pies one, and has twenty-five scholars, six of 
whom learn English. Miss Lilias Arscnoau keeps 
a School in the St. James District, and has thirty- 
one scholars, hut aho does not understand that 
language. I did not, of course, examine these 
Schools, as the Teachers are not under tho direc­
tion of the Board ; hut I have no reason to doubt 
their competency, except so far as regards the 
English language, which, being the business lan­
guage of the country, should, ! think, ho taught 
as generally as possible. In one Schoolhouse, 
(St. Nicholas) no school had been held for nearly, 
or quite four years, and in the Egmont Bay Road, 
I found a very competent Teacher from Montreal. 
I submit, therefore, that the inhabitants of these 
districts have now redeemed their character in 
respect of indifference to the education of their 
children, and as I at the time reported the actual 
state of things in the several localities I visited. I 
rejoice to find that from whatever cause the 
remedy may have arisen, the evil I then com­
plained of no longer exists.

Gentlemen :—
Tho state; of tho roads in the early spring, ami 

the intervention of the vacation, have prevented 
me from visiting more than forty-six schools since 
my Last report ; six of those are vacant. Full 
particulars of each will be found in the Schedule 
annexed to this report, ami I have hut few obser­
vations in addition to submit to the Board.

New aSchoolhouses are in progress at North 
Bedequc, and at the Platte District. There arc 
others which require repair, especially those at 
IiOwer Bedequc, Summer.sidc, ami Crapaud West. 
Maps are totally deficient in Summcroide, ami 
those of tho Island are not to he found in 
several, notwithstanding the late stringent order 
of the Hoard. I have given notice to all, that in 
case of any further default, this order will lie 
strictly enforced.

In most of tho Schools, the senior scholars ap­
pear to l»c well instructed in the ordinary branches 
of education ; and where av.y deficiency exists in 
this respect, I think it in owing, in a very great 
measure, to the irregularity of attendance, and 
to die apathy and indifference too often found 
among many of the parents—an indifference per­
fectly inexcusable, when the advantages offered 
by tho Legislature of tho Island are fully con- 

. Book-keeping is not so generally taught 
as I would wish. The lato alteration in tho mode 
of payment to the Teachers will, I hope, secure the 
continuance of many who would otherwise have 
devoted themselves to other pursuits, hut its ef­
fects cannot yot bo ascertained.

My attention Has boon particularly drawn to 
the state of tho Schools in Lot 15, and the imme­
diate neighborhood. In tho summer of 1865, I 
found no less than six Schoolhonses in this dis­
trict destitute of Touchers, not would I discover, 
on the most diligent inquiry I could make, who 
were the Trustees of tho several districts, or that 
any steps were taken or contemplated to supply 
these deficiencies. On my arrival in Charlotte­
town, I waited on tho Catholic Bishop, when his 
Lordship kindly promised to use his infli 
promote the education of the children thr 
those localities, and in 1866,1 found twv w. 
Schoolhonses occupied by licensed Teachers, and 
in one other a female Teacher not licensed. On 
my recent visit to those districts, I was agreeably 
surprised to find every Schoolhouse occupied 
cepi one, (St. James) which I believe is ini— 
venicntly situated, and which has been converted 
into a dwelling house. The female Teacher I

Gentlemen :—
I regret that I have to report a diminution in 

the number of scholars attending the Rnmmerside 
Grammar School on my last visit, there being only 
fifteen on the Journal, and twelve in attendance 
on the seventh of June last.

There is, however, a progressive and very satis­
factory improvement in surh of tin pupils as were 
examined on a former visit.

George Warburton rendered into English an 
Ode of Horace with ease, and had commenced the 
study of tho Greek language very respectably. 
Banncrman Warburton and James McNeill, con- 
stniedi and parsed passages from Cæsa.’a Com­
mentaries, with accuracy and rç.idiness, and all 
those I have named acquitted themselves very 
creditably in Geometry and Algebra. The junior 
scholars appeared to l>e well grounded in the 
several branches iq which they were respectively 
rcceivii*: instruction, and the conduct of the 
School seems to be in every respect satisfactory.

I have, however, again to call the attention of 
the Board to those appliances, a good set of Maps 
and a Terrestrial Globe, which a Grammar School 
ought to possess. A play ground for the hoys 
;s very essential, especially in such a place as 
Snmmcrsiflc, and if the Government would allow 
the plot of ground set apart for the Volunteers, to 
bo used fer thin Tmrpose, when not required by 
them, it would, 1 think, obviate one of the pre­
sent objections to the School, and not materially 
interfere with its use for military purposes.

T am glad to find that Mr. McRae purposes to 
take a few hoarders into his house.

In my examination of the Cavendish Grammar 
School, I was assisted by the Rev. I. Murrav, 
when four of the scholars, George Laird, John S. 
Murray, Ewcn McKenzie, and Cyrus Crosby, ac-

auitted themselves very well in Geometry. The 
ircc first named were also examined in Algebra, 
and in Cteear's Commentaries. The teacher, Mr. 

L. Millar, appears to bestow tho utmost attention 
on his pupils, and the progress they make reflects 
credit on him and on themselves.

Gentlemen :—
Since the date of my last report, 1 have visited 

105 Districts, of which 22 were either vacant, or 
the teachers were absent. I have, therefore ex­
amined 83 schools, full details of which will be 
found in the Schedules hereto annexed. Several 
of these vacancies have, I hear since, been filled 
up.

The new .School in tho Platte District, and in 
North Bedequc, arc approaching completion, ayjd 
arc of ample size, hut I am sorry to report that 
nothing has been done in the Nine Mile Crook 
District, Lot 65, and I recommended that an inti- 
matipn be given to tho Trustees, that unless some 
steps he forthwith Liken towards the erection of 
a new building, the teacher's 8.ilary will not he 
allowed after tho completion of Mr. Morrison’s

little to report in addition to the par­
ticulars-of each school given in the Scheèrelt 
is too soon to ascertain the effect of the School 
Act passed in the last session, hut as fer an I can 
form an opinion, I think the vacant lohooh are 
being filhnl np, and that on the whole, it will ope­
rate favourably qn the educational interests of the 
Island. - '

If it were possible to bring about a more regular 
attendance of the scholars, their progress would 
be more marked. In almost every report, I have 
had to notice the general neglect of parents in this 
respect, and to lament tho indifference too often 
shown by them to the best interest» of their chil­
dren. Tho Trustees of the several Districts, might 
do much to remedy this, and wherever they do 
interest themselves warmly in the progress of the 
scholars, by periodical examinations or otherwise,
I find a spirit of emulation excited among the chil­
dren, and a greater interest evinced by the teacher. 
In Now Brunswick, there are, I am informed. 
County examinations, when a certain number of 
pupils arc selected from each District School, who 
meet at the County Town, accompanied by their 
teachers, when small prizes are given to those who 
acquit themselves most creditably in the several 
branches of instruction.

I have heard, also, that a plan somewhat similar, 
has been adopted in Nova Scotia, where the Legis­
lature has ordered copies of Marshall’s History 
of that Province to he offered as prizes to the schol­
ars of the District schools.

It may be worth consideration, whether some­
thing of tliis sort, might not he advantageously in­
troduced in this Island,—dividing tho Counties 
and grouping the schools so as to lessen the ex­
pense of the conveyance of some few selected 
pupils from each school.

The examinations should he as public as possible 
and the attendance of the parents invited. Coup­
led with this, libraries might be established, receiv­
ing an allowance from the Government, in pro­
portion to the contributions of the people.

Ah the subject of Education will probably en­
gage the attention of the Legislature in the next 
session, I respectfully submit the above suggest­
ions for yonr consideration,

Gentlemen :—
T^e past quarter of the year, always unfavorable 

for attendance at the schools, or for their inspec­
tion, has been rendered still more so by the stormy 
and cold weather wc have experienced after the 
autumnal vacation. Some time invariably dapaes 
before the children resume their regular attendance 
and it often happens that when the cold weather 
sets in early, they are unprepared with shoes and 
sufficiently warm clothing. t° these causes,
I have only visited fifteen schools since my last 
quarterly report, at three of which there were no 
scholars. The statistical tables at the foot contain 
full details, hut the number of scholars in all is 
much short of that I generally find in the schools1 
The total number of visits made in my first circuit 
of this year is one hundred and sixty. In two 
instances, Albcrton and Mount Pleasant, Lot 4, 
evening schools for youths have been opened, and 
so far as can bo ascertained at present, they ap­
pear to he well attended.

I have still to complain of the deficiencies in 
Maps, Black Boards, &c., hut trust that many of 
the schools will soon be supplied with these neces­
sary helps to Education. The fault resta with the 
Trustees of the Districts, and 1 have endeavoured, 
in all cases where I could meet them, and by 
entries in the Trustees’ Books, to draw their atten­
tion to these wants, and to induce them to raise 
the necessary funds.

The Grammar and larger District Schools ought 
to possess Maps of Europe, the British North 
American Provinces, and of the United States.

As it will probably lie your wish that I should 
prepare a report of my proceedings up to the Slat 
of January next, I shall defer any further obser­
vations for th.' present, and in that report I will re- 
capitulate the suggestions I have made during the 
past year. ',w"^

Gkxtlkmkx :—
I have now to‘report generally on the progress 

of Education, and the state of the District and 
Grammar Schools in the Western Section of the 
Island, from the 16th April, 1867, the date of my 
last printed report, to the present time.

ïn doing so, 1 will refer you specially to my 
.quarterly report, dated the 26th June, the states 
incuts and rccouimendations in which I fully cou­
dra from the results of my more recent visits.

I have snlwequently made some suggestions 
with the view of producing 4 more regular attend­
ance of the children at the schools, and Hi ns re­
moving the greatest obstacle to their progressive 
improvement. One of these suggestions, my re­
port of 26th Sept., is the estahlisliment of County 
or District examinations of » 11 unitor of pupils 
Selected from the several schools and attended by 
any of the Trustees and parents dis|K>scd to do so, 
and thereupon the award of prizes to the most 
deserving, either by their progress in their studies, 
or their regular attendance.

I think some such measure, after the exa nplc 
of New Brunswick, would create a spirit of emu- 

, lition, not only among the scholars, hut also with 
*h» touchers, and would have a favorable effect 
.on the parents* inducing tlicm to make greater 
A'fforts to keen tlieir children regular at school.

Much, under any circumstance, de|>ends on 
the parents, and they cannot Ik* Uni strongly ex­
horted U> attend, as far as may Ik? in their power, 
ti the education of tlieir children. There are 
mauy impediments to regular attendance in this 
Aîlimate, but I have known instances of girls walk­
ing bare-footed to school. two miles over the show, 
•tu of others attending in very inclement weather 
w*ith very thin clothing. Those who evince so 
quitch anxiety for improvement, should Ik* encour­
aged, hut at the same time, every core should lie 
taken that tlieir health may not suffer, and on this 
account the 11th rule of the new regulation should 
b * strictly enforced.

In the Schedule Ui my report, I have particular­
ized the condition of the schoolliouscs, many of 
which arc cold ami unlit for winter use. To 
r«*mody this effectually, would require mote power 
than is at present possessed by your Board, as the 
suspension of its school is the only penalty that 
can lie inflicted on any District that may allow 
its schoolhouse Ui liecomc dilapidated, and I know 
of one instance at least, when? this has produced 
no good effect. While I ant on this subject, I 
may jierhaps he allowed to quote the words of an 
eminent British statesman, who has recently o!>- 
served that, “ if a parent did not educate his child, 
0|c was committing not only a sin against that 
child, hut a positive offence against society."

Next to the parents of the children, we should 
look to the Trustees to promote Education in 
t'ieir respective Districts, and much more depends 
on them, than on any of the other authorities. The 
.office is one of great importance, and its duties 
Are too often neglected, or inefficiently |H*rfonned. 
In many cases, however, all of which 1 have noted 
in the Schedule, some of the Trustees have taken 
a warm interest in tlieir schools, and wherever 
this is the case, good effects arc* invariably pro­
duced, both on the teacher and the children.

AVJth regard to the teachers, I can safely report 
that most, if not all of them, un* well qualified, 
pa far as regards their own attainments in the 
several branches of instruction usually taught in 
tlw District Schools. If I might presume to make 
pay suggestions, it would Ik*, that pn*viously to 
granting tl#c certificate, some little time should 
be devoted to the actual teaching, under su|K*riii- 
fcndancc of some school or large class. And 
further, that English composition should be made 
a prominent subject for examination. If a third 
class of teachers, consisting of such as should lie 
willing to submit to a higher examination, to lie 
^regulated by yonr Board, were instituted, with àn 
increased salary, it would, 1 think, tend to raise 
the general tone of Education throughout the Is­
land. I must re|>eat what I have tofon* said as 
to the deficiency in Black Boards and Maps, and 
also the frequent want of Trustees Books. It will 
Be fbr your'Board to enforce the orders you have 
made on these subjects, which do not appear in 
the printed regulations.

During the summer circuit, ! have visited one 
hundred and sixty aehools. sad in the winter, up 
to this time, sixty-eight have been ins|»ecte«l, 
making! wo hundred and twenty-eight since March, 
1867 1 hare attempted, in the Schedules, to give
an adequate n*|iort of tin* state of each school, but 
it should l»e remembered, that only a small pro­
portion of the scholars present during the summer 
attend during the winter season. It will bo seen 
that tin* senior classes generally read ami spell 
well, and I have endeavoured to ascertain by 
questioning them on the subject of their lessons, 
whether they understood their general meaning, 
and I have paid particular attention to their pro­
gression iu Arithmetic, notes of which, as well as 
tin* results of the examination in other branches, 
will Ik* found in the several columns of the sta­
tistical Schedules.

I presume that, in asking reports from your sul>- 
ordinates earlier than customary, it was not your 
intention to order tin* reiteration of the facts and 
HUggestiuns detailed in tin* usual quarterly com­
munications rogularlv submitted, as reouiml bv 
law.

As I interpret yonr injunctions, you wish your 
officers to furnish at the time specified, the com­
plement of statistics and a supplementary report 
stating succintly, observations bearing upon the 
improvements desirable in our school system, and 
in the present organization of the; schools. that you 
may have time to ravise tlieir suggestions, and 
select sih*Ii as you approve of, to In* included in 
your report to the Government and the legislature.

In deference, therefore, to yonr supposed desira 
and expectations, as well as in accordance with my 
own conviction of duty, I respectfully comply with 
tin* requirement of your resolution.

The Schedule of statistics is similar in form to 
the authorized school registers. The aggregate 
of the Ini^'h and girls, and also of the pupils in the 
live reading classes, corresponds with the numtor 
enrolled. The accompanying synopsis exhibits a 
reliable summary of statistics. The entries on 
registers in sclmolsarc remarkably accurate, which 
can he ascertained by inspection and comparison 
of the columns to which 1 have now referred.

The recent amendments in tin* School Act in 
relation to tin* payment of salaries, has satisfied a 
large majority of teachers, especially the fathers 
ill tin* profession, hut the difference in the salaries 
of old and young teachers is considered, by those 
classified probationers, as an illiberal and unfair 
distinction. They maintain thtt they entered and 
attended tin* Normal School to ho trained in the 
art of teaching, and have received license from Un­
it. of K. without any invidious conditions.

The necessary condition for tin* prosperity of 
schools is, the interest and sympathy of tin* people : 
hut tin* immediate agents in effecting efficiency 
must Ik* g.Hid teachers. To supply these is the 
object of tin* Normal School.

The theory of Normal Schools requires that they 
should he strictly professional, that those who en­
ter them should be thoroughly acquainted with tin 
several branches they propose to teach, and the 
instruction in them should Ik* confined to the art 
of teaching. When our Normal School was estab­
lished, however, iiothinglikv this could Im* realized. 
But as all our teachers, except a few, have Ihh*ii 
trained ; the instruction in our schools should now 
Ik* so exact ami thorough as to make the pupils 
really know, as teachers should, the branches 
to lx* taught. so that the art of teaching alone 
would remain to Ik* learned ; consequently, tin 
present work in the Normal School should In* hu- 
|H*rseded, being a perversion of its legitimate func­
tions.

In this connection, I refer to my commun lent ion 
of the 27th November ult.. in case you wish to re­
vert to the questions you then pnqmsed.

My conviction of the defects and deficiencies of 
our system urge me to recommend tlie establish­
ment of a few special schools.

An intermediate Seminary is much required for 
the instruction of pupils not qualified to enter the 
Grammar School, and who are too old and too 
large loin* placed with the children in the primary 
schools. This school should combine in its scheme, 
classes for instruction in the English classics,

I have, therefore, decided to speak ouly m general 
terms ol the condition of the several schools, making 

comparisons, and abstaining from personal 
criticisms of teachers.

The old method might seem to benefit teachers in 
by practical suggestions, and might waken

ciable advantage to bo gained. No other class ol 
persons are subject to such an annoyance—clorgy- 
mco and physicians would shrink from sucli an 
ordeal. Teachers, 11 worthy of honorable mention/* 
will willingly forego tho gratification of personal 
listinction above their young, and inexperienced 
brethren.

In a former report, 1 alluded to the cxncdicacy 
and practicability of founding afcmalvliign hcIiooI.
At preacni, Both cqjoy a monopoly of the orivilegc 
of instruction in the highest branches of education, 
and it is a question worthy of consideration 
whether Uic time has not arrived for the establish* 
ment of evening classes for the benefit of youths, 
adults, and apprentices who cahnot attend the day 
schools.

Certainly, the claims of persons unacquainted 
with tho rudiments of knowledge, and anxious to 
leant, but who, jin fortunately, cannot attend llic 
day schools, should he seriously considered ; in 
such cases, it is right and reaaonaide to provide a 
remedy ; in the winter season, classes might be 
advantageously opened for tlioiff exclusive benefit.

The formation of special departments for in**sic 
and military drill has been prominently represent­
ed in former reports.

There is no Legislative provision to furnish 
schools with maps, globes, school-libraries, and 
other essential appurtenances. but thn deficiencies 
in these and other requirements arc so well under­
stood that a lengthened discussion of them is un­
necessary.

In the meantime, I merely present an outline of 
the elements of the municipal scheme suggested, cm' 
bracing alteration, that, in my opinion, would im­
prove oor school system. Mintre details may be 
afterwards given, if the Board endorses tho proposi­
tion, and submits it for the approval of the Legis­
lature.

The City Government should have legal power to 
raise and appropriate money to provide school ac­
commodations. and defray the costs of nil repairs 
and alterations of school premises—further, the 
several schools should be under the control of one 
Board of Trustees, who would, of course, be iovested 
with ample authority to manage all matters relating 
to instruction in the Primary Schools.

This plan is moro extensive than that now in 
.operation, and will necessarily bo moro expensive ; 
hot the Legislative Grant now allowed, with a 
moderate scale of quarterly fees, will bo sufficient to 
pay the salaries of44 the teaching staff," which should 
chiefly consist of females competent to conduct the 
Subordinate Departments.

The Schools" io this city, when considered to­
gether, sre nearly the same now that they were five 
or six years ago. especially in method and discipline, 
with the exception of the 44 PownaL4* Mr. Roche— 
famed for hie ability and aptitude—had formerly 
large classes in the higher branches ; but latterly, 
when bis pupils attain a certain stage of pro­
ficiency, they remove to private somibarics, so that 
his classes are now rudimentary ; however, at pre­
sent, there are boys who have made creditable pro­
gress in commercial arithmetic and book-keeping.—
Mr. J. B. McKenna,—tho assistant—has had many 
years successful experience in the profession.

Mr. M. Douglas has succeeded Mr. E. Amos in 
.the mastership of the School in Temperance Hall,
—he is well known for his tact as as a teacher.

In the Hillsborough, Mr. Morrow has n compli 
cation oi difficulties to encounter. This school, in 
respect to eccommodations and appointments, is in 
a most disgraceful condition, considering the cir­
cumstances of tho people interested in it.

In all the Schools there.is a uniform mode of 
teaching the branches of the established course, and 
the attendance has always been so irregular and 
fluctuating, that a proper plan of classification has 
been impracticable.

The female Schools have been, in character and 
condition,—lor tho period which this report covers,
—substantially the same as in previous years ; no im­
portant changes have occurred.

Tbe School in Kent Street had to be removed to 
Trowan*s Hall, Clark St eel, a larger room being 
required to accommodate the scholars.

In this connexion, I may with propriety refer to 
the Western Bog School, taught for many years by 
Mies Sarah Harvie. There are 71 pupils enrolled,
84 boys and 37 girls ; average attendance for the 
yeas, 41. In the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Reading Classes,
84,14, and 23. In Writing, 28—25. In Ari/u- 
enetic, 20—4; Grammar, 18; Geography. 18 
Dietation, 10 ; Scripture, 23 pupils. Considering 
the variety of the ages, studies and circumstances

nk>'* Grammar, should lie superseded by Currie's 
publications, which are considered peculiarly adapt­
ed for teaching according to the modern methods 
recommended by educationists. They are text­
books in the P. W C. Grammar School.

Professor Anderson has introduced McKay’s 
Geographical text-books, which are also deemed 
unrivalled in that department of claw books.

A revised edition of the History and Geography 
of the Island should lie published. Our book­
sellers have exhausted their stock ; a new supply 
is much needed.

GRAMMAR SCHOOLS.
The Institution in Pinetto, Belfast district, con­

stitutes an important past of our system of public 
Instruction. From the day of its estaldisemcnt, 
this school has been one of remarkable excellence. 
Some of Mr. McLeod’s pupils arc now acquitting 
themselves creditably ns teachers, and several of 
both sexes from his school arc now students in 
the Normal School.

No important changes hare recently occurred io 
tho m magemeut of the municipal, or the rural dis­
trict schools. Tho 44 System" is, io its prominent 
features, ttcreotyped ; certainly there is a very per­
ceptible difference in tho efficiency of several schools.
Such as are under the control of experienced teachers 
and active trustee* are io a gratifying condition; 
still, defects and deficiencies are too notorious, and 
chiefly attributable to adverse, local influences.

Many of the more experienced and accomplished 
teachers in the country are employed in the Eastern 
Section. These gcutlcmen are well known, and 
proverbial for zeal and faithfulness ; but there are 
few who are not gilted with professional aptitude ; 
therefore, they are not 44 io the right place.”

The imperfections in our educational machinery 
cannot he effectually rectified without the services of 
earnest, skilful teachers, who make teaching a butf- 
ftess, and whose tenure of office should be permnoeut— 
ad vilam aut culpam. *In this connection, I think I 
may, with propriety, introduce a qnotation from 
distinguished authority. How are funds to main­
tain a good system of instruction, to be raised ? In 
answer to this important question, Dr. E. Ryorson, 
the eminent Canadian Educator, says :—

44 Every year’s experience strengthens my con­
viction as to tho truth and wisdom ol the principle 
on which our Public School System is founded, tho 
only true principle, I think, forth* cd"cation and 
advancement of a free people, for the Government,
(not to assume the task of educating the people,) but 
to aid them in every possible way to educate them­
selves ; not to ndc and do for (hem, bnt to counsel 
and assist them ; not to supersede local exertion, but 
to develop and encourage it—to habituate and train 
tho people to rely on themselves, to learn how to 
manage their own affairs, and to work out their on n 
destinies.

44 Under the influence of such a school system, in 
connection with onr free system of Constitutional 
Government, and by tho Divine blessing, I believe 
tho destinies of our country will harmonize with the 
highest aspirations of patriotism ami Christianity.
