conducted for the purpose of deter-
mining the possibilities of converting
aicohol into industrial products. Some
of these, such as the making of var-
nishes, etc., may still be carried on,
but these sink into insignificance as
compared with the new diseovery.
One of the greatest problems of
all European nations has been to ob-

mobile tires, so it was with more than
keen interest that experts watched
the investigations c¢onducted by the
famous chemist Ostromisslenski, of|
Moscow, in the making of rubber with
aid of alcohol. Upon careful exam-
inaticn it was found, not only that
his experiments were absolutely suc-
essfud, bu} that the gubber could
be manufactured from certain veg-
etable oils, such as hempseed oil and
rupe-seed oil, and <iat the vodka
could be used to procure the large
amount of alcohol neceded as a sol-
vent in the process.

The department of finance, keenly
alive to the possibilities in this dis-
covery, which not only solves the
problem of the disposal of spirits,
but also relieves the famine ir ub-
oer, has decided to begin the manu
facture of the rubber by this process
as soon as satisfactory arrangements
can be made with the inventor. An
experimental factory mnext to cne of
the many wine warehouses is now in
course of construction.

Synthetic or artificlal rubber has
been a dream of chemists for many
years, as the demands upon the na-
tural article have been enormous,
both for automobile and electrical in-
dustries. It has never been deemed
successful. Six months ago it was
aunounced in’ Germany that a syn-
thetic rubber had been produced, and
that while it was of poorer grade
still could be used. The details of the
Russian process have not been made|
public, but it is one of the variations|
of thie productions made by the nxlds-i
tion or “blowing” of heavy vegetable|
oils. The reports from the Moscow
chemist tell of a rubber equal, if not
superior, to the natural article.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH.:
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any
mecle over 18 years old, may home-
stead & quarter-section of avallable
Domfnion iand in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan or Alberta. Applicant
must appear in person at the Do-
minfon Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the District. Entry by proxy
may be made ot any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency,) on cer-
tain conditions,

Duties.—Six months residence up-
on and cultivation of the land in each
of three years. A homesteader may
live within nine miles of his home-
stend on a farm of at least 80 acres,
on certain conditions. A habitable
house is required except where resid-
ence is performed in the vicinity

Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain coditions.

In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing may preempt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead. Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties.—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning
homestead patent; also 50 acres ex-
tra cultivation. Pre-emption patent
mey be obtained as soon as home-
stead patent, on certzin conditions.

the British forces in France have
been directed during the past few
months. The British War Office did
not zo to work and “start some-
thing” until théy knew that they
were fully in a position to carry it
thrcugh successfully. The events of
the past few days have shown very
fully the wisdom of this policy.

A gzood dezl of criticism has been
Leaped upon the British army
pecple who probably did not stop to
think, that that army was appareit-
‘ly doing nothing to cssist the French
i the desperate fighting on the Ver-
dun front. It has now been publicly
announced thot this apparent inacti-
vity was simply part of a plan prepar-
ed by the allied Generzls. Accord-
ing to this plan, the British conserv-
ed their trcops, accamulated supplies
and waited the word for the grand
ofiensive, in which they were to play
their part with the Russians and
Italians, as well as the French. Na-
turally, therefore, there was no ex-
citing news to be givem out; for to
have done so would have endangered
the success of the whole arrange-
ment.

The Germans, recognizing all along
that the British were the main oppon-
erts they kad to meet, made exten-
sive preparations before the British
front, piling up reimfrocements there,
while comparatively neglecting the
more southern section dominated by
the French. Anticipating the British
move, the Germans have brought up
great forces, much of which consists
of independent units called mosquito
battalions. armed with only light ma-
chine guns. It is these battalions
which have inflicted the heavy Brit-
ish losses.

Commenting on the British ad
vance, an officer holding high com-
mand in the British forces says:

“On the whole, we are well satis-
“fed with our advaunce. We will
“continue our artillery preparation,
“as we have no intention of butting
“our head ageinst a stone wall. The
“human factor must be considered,
“and this factor presents some unex-
“pected problems on the German side
“since the enemy has something to
say of the progress of any offen-
sive. We are mecting strenuous op-
porition. Our progress will certain-
Iv be deliberate. Any places like
Fricourt will be taken cnly after over-
coming dcsperate opposition.”

It is perfectly clear therefore that
the blaMe which has been heaped on
the British for not going to the aid
of the French befcre Verdun was
quite undeserved, inasmuch as the
British were doing exactly what Gen-
eral Joffre requested them to do; and
when he gave the word they sprang
to the attack, in which they have suf
fered greviously. However, they real-
ise it is now their turn to bear the
brunt of the battle. The British peo-

ple have every reason to be content|

with the way in which their represen-
tatives are performing their part in
the great gemeral allied

vhich already has proven that the in-
itiative so long in their hands is now

lost to the armies of

the Central
powers.

Tried in N. S.
for High Treason

An Austrian Sent Contribution to
His Mother Country’s War

Loan

At the sittings of the Supreme
Court in Sydney, N. 8., last week,
Gaber Faber, a native of Austria-
Hungary, was committed for trial on
a charge of high treason. It appeared
that Faber addressed a letter to T.
Kisi Emil, » banker at 133 Second
avenue, New York, enclosing $500
subscripticn to the Austrian war
loan.

The letter was Intercépted by the
provost marshal at Sydney. The man
was committed and the Grand Jury
indicted him, bringing in a true bill
of high treason.

The case came up before Justice J.
A. Chisholm, who fixed the date of
trial for July 27th at Sydney.

The Canadian Criminal Code pro-
vides death as the sole penalty for
high treason.

This dis-
ease was more general than usual,
account of the wet se.ason‘ The
possible potato crop for 1915 in New
Erunswick was reduced approxi-
mately 25% or 3,000,000 bushels ow-

ing to these conditions, and unless
|pctato  growers practise thcrough
spraying, a still greatem loss is like-
ly to occur during 1916 if the present
(heavy rainfall continues. Undcubted-
1y the heavy rains of June will also
encourage the disease, even though
fine weather should prevail from now
on.

Late Blight is an infectious dis-
ease, caused by -~ fungus which at-
tacks and destroys the foliage, and
also causes a very destructive rot of
the tubers. The spread and develop-
ment of this organism may be held
in check by spraying with Bordeaux
Mixture, five or six times during the
growing season.

Last season, demonstration spraying
e.periments were conducted on farms
in different sections of the Province,
which showed that the yield could be
more than doubled, by spraying to
nrevent foliage disenses.

Now is the time to adopt prevei-
tive measures if the best results are
to be obtained: indeed, if the potato
crop is to be benefited to any great
extent, growers should start spraying
immediately, or when the plants are
frcm six to eight inches high. Good
results can be obtained by spraying
later, but “the earlv bird gets the
worm.” Spraying should be contin-
ued at intervals of ten days or two
weeks, until five or six applications
have been made.

Peveral strengths of the solution
have been recommended, -but either
of the following have given good re-
sults:

4 Ibs. of Copper Sulphate,

4 Ibs. of Lime, (freshly slake].)
40 gallons water

Or the same formula, using six
pounds of Copper Sulphate, has bzen
reccmmended by some experiment-
ere,

Separate stock solutions of the
lime and copper sulphate will keep in-
definitely and may be made up at the
beginning of the season, but the
Bordeaux resulting from the mixture
of the Lime and Copper Sulphats,
will not keep and should be made
up only as needed.

Stock solutions:

(A)—Dissolve considerable Copper
Sulphate, (sufficient for the season)
at the rate of one pound in a gallon
of water.

(B)—Slake the lime, and add water
to make a milk of lime, equal to one
pound in a gallon of water.

To make the required mixture, di-
lute four gallons of the Copper Sul-
phate solution up to twenty gallons,
and four gallons of the milk of lime
(after stirring up) to twenty gallons
and mix these diluted solutions in
the spray tank. Apply at the rate of
one to two barrels per acre, depend
ing on the fincness of the spray and
the size of the tops.
