At
I dey, 16 miles from Augusta, an
nake destroyed the milldam and
the water washed away the roadbed.
A train dashed into the flood, and the
engineer and fireman were drowned.
In New York there was considerable
alarm, and in Albany there were four
distinet shocks. In Pittsburg dishes
were thrown from their shelves ; at St.
Touis the hotel guests were badly
frightened : large buildings were shaken
to their foundations at Milwaukee, and
windows were broken and pictures foll
from the walls; in Cleveland high
buildings swayed. A large portion of
the cornice of the Dennison Hotel at
Indianapolis was dislodged. In the
Virgina prison at Richmond the prison-
ers became unruly. The militia were
called out and much excitement pre-
vailed.

The streets of Loaisville were
filled with frightened people, and
windows and lamps were broken; in
Knoxville,Tenn. there were three shocks.
At Raleigh, N.C., buildings rocked, bells
were rung, walls cracked, floors broke
lose from their fastenings, and chim-
neys fell. At Wilmington, N. C., the
shocks were very severe and came near
wrecking several buildings.
