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Mr. Foster on Civil Service

The Dominion Government’s
treatment of the civil service, par-
ticularly in reference to reclassifioa-
tion under the new Oivil Seryice act,
was reviewed at some length and
with great vigor in ‘the House of
Commons by Mr Foster, on the
motion to go into supply. After s
preliminary tribute to the import=
ance of the civil service of Canada,
the former finance minister proceed
ed to deal with the recommendations
of the civil serviee commission, and
the methods by which the govern=
ment bad thwarted the commiesion's
efforts at civil service reform.

As to the inside service, he said,
the idea of appointment and pro-
motion upon merits and sscertain—
ment of that merit by examination
was adopted by the government, but
instesd of carrying out commission-
er's recommendation, when it came
to classification the government
adopted the simple mechanical rule
of basing it upon present salary.
The ne'er-do-well had been given
the same chapoce as Lhe indastrious
and ambitious official and thus, also,
88 to the outside men brought into
inside service, the mechaniosl system
was applied and 1577 were added
to the 1,228 salready in the service
without a diseriminating olassifics~
tion. This had induoced an uodigoi-
fisd anod miechievous principle of
pull snd baul in order that relative
advantage might be had in the new
arrangement, the result being dis:
satisfaction throughout service, It
wag not fair play that maoy of these
outside-iuside employes should have
had their ealaries inoressed just
before September 1s*, when the new
act was to come into force. But it
was done by several ministers in
order that favorites might be entered
in a high class with the best oppor-
tupities for fortner inoresses. Ib
the militia department, of 70 who
had been taken into the inside
service, the minister said not one
had had ap inorease within the year,
and Mr Foster believed this was
correct, So with the postmaster
general’s department and with a few
exceptions, in the department of
railways and oanals also the out-
siders even brought in on September

1st under the same salaries. ;

But a differont principle, or want
of principle, bad been adopted in the
department of pablic works, By
order in Council paesed in May the
mirister advanced the salaries of 174
temporary, or outside employes by
an sggregate sum of $202,404 a
year. Then oo August 6 b, 8 were
appointed at salaries sguregating
$7,350, but dating back to April,
1908, and g:ven 56 epecial increases
totalling $4,300. Oan August 3let,
the very day bgfau the vew olassifi.

~oalion - went ipto “¢ffeot -fubrenses
amounting to $7,150 were given to
60 ~ffoisla. In all, the mioister bad
thus snddenly added $24500 in
increased salaries to the cbosen onea
of his outside force, the additions
runcing from $50 to $350 per man.
It was taking the 174 who ocould
get the ear of the minister or his
deputly and sdvancing them over
all tbe others no! so fortunate in
respect to inflaence. Neither was it
fair (o those ministers who bad taken
tbe correct ground that there should
be no epecial increases in advanoe of
the reclassifioation,

Summarizing, Mr Foster showed
that in the three -departments of
public ~works, agricultare and
tnterior, there had been 146 new
appointments at a combined salary
of $104,237; while there bad been
503 inoreases aggrégating $71,890,
[0 pearly every case the boost had
made the recipients eligible to the
$160 flat® inorease beginnoing April
1st last,

This disorimination in favor of
outside employes was not playing
fair with the permanent officials who
bad been years in the service.
“ They,” satd Me Foster, * received
the bitter pebamee of a right with—
beld unless they voted right,” This
giving to thim who hath, was not
jast, and ‘the “‘prime minister would

“The man who is oulside of the
service and who has been boosted by

been spared the nauseating details
complained of by thé& Lord Chief
Justice and Mr, Justice Gorell Barnes
Lord Alverstone, in_his remarks bow-
ever did oot stop hére in his consider
ation of “ The Evils of Publicity,”
He went on to speak of the craving of
people to have their names appear in
the papers as baviog been at a part-
icular gathering or as baving worn a
particular dress, or as baviog dined at
some particular restaurant,  Instead
of quiet reunions, they now had os-
tentatious gatherings of people who
seemed to think the aim and object
of life was that they should be amongst
those whose names were recorded in
the newspapers. He did ot criticise
the newspapers or their publishers.

It had become almost a-disease with
with some people. that “their doings
should be pablished, and that was
the publicity he objected to. He
should like to cultivate a higher taste
among the people, who could, so to
speak, guide and lead thought, and
among those who could guide and
lead society.

It is to be feared that Lord Alver.
stone bas obosen a rather difficalt
field to work. He will find sym-:
pathizers in plenty, but they are
mostly people who, while willing to
admit it is ridiculons that the doings
of Brown, Smith and Robinson
shon'd be ohronioled, regard their
own presence in the public prints as
a matter of course; andif it is not,
they have a grievance, At the
same banquet at which Lord Alver-
stone made the remark noted above,
another speaker was Mr A C Plow-
deo, K C. In bis younger days Mr
Plowden was one of the law report-
ers of the London Times. In his
speech he told of attendiog court one
day when Lord Ohief Justice
Coleridge delivered judgment in a
case of considerable public interest,
As customary, Mr Plowden sent a
pote to the Liord Chief Justice asking
if he might bave the judgment for
publication, TheLord Chief Justice
took no notice of bis rcquest, and a
friend suggested that he should retire
aod put oo his barrister’s robes,
Thbis Mr Plowden did, and a few
minutes after his return to court he
was handed a pote from the Lord
Chief Justice reading: * Dear Mr
Plowden, I hope you will acquit me
of discourtesy, but I make it a
practice never to give my judgments
to any newspaper, however consid=
erable.” The desired judgment
accompanied the note. There are
lots ‘of people like the Lord Chisf
Justice. They would never request
publicity from a newspaper, but if it
oan ke obtained in any other way
they are not in the least averse to
embraciog it. But it this yearning
for publioity is a disease, it becomes
an epidemic from the readers’ point
of view. On this continent some of
the most suocessful newspapers
finanoially are those which have
catered most strenuouely to the
pablic taste for the revelation of the
private sffairs of their neighbors,
Just how much the Amerioan
stomsob, for ivstance, oan stand of
this 861t of tblo‘mdmvn s eonple
of years ago in tbe osse of & young
womap, closely related t'o 8 person-
age th in authority, who was about
to be married. Years ago Amerioan
willionaires were accustoméd to flee
to the other side of the Atlantic for
refuge from this sort of thing. It
apparently followed them acrass the
sea, and one can trace its develop-
ment in the British pewspapers and
periodicals. That it is a good thing
for those portrayed or for those who
delight ip reading the stuff, is open to
discussion. - That it cap be checked
is open to doubt. The most that can
be hoped for is that the better class of
newspapers will continue to deal with

| the question, as in the past, with dis-

cretion.

An Age of Extravagunce.

Prioce von Buelow, the German
Chaucellor, has endeavored to assign
the financial disturbance to social and
economic causes. He has read bis
countrymen g lessop op their extra,
vagance which has attracted wide-
spread attention He pointed out
that the Empire will hardly be able to
draw tweoty millioas of fresh revenue
jrom lts taxpayers unless thelr own

persanal expenditpre js  purtailed,

And very considerably curtailed the
Chancellor—himself, by the by, an
extremely wealtby man—helieves it
should be, He pointed out that the
greatness of modern Germany was
built up by the old German virtues of
industry and thrift, The heroes,
thiokers and writers of the Fatherland
lived with a plainness that sounds
fantastic to their descendants. The
great Moltke speat less than £200 2
year on his bousehold expenses when
he was at the height of his fame ard
one of the most celebrated persons in
Europe. Great soldiers and distin~-
guished statesmen lived on salaries
which would not satisfy a head cleik
in a commercial office ; great philoso
phers lived in garrets on a pittance ;
prosperous business men aod manu-
facturers saved their money, and were
content with bourgeois simplicity of
bousekeeping. What a change there
has been in the past few years! Berlio
bas become one of the most expensive
cities in Hurope—perhaps ihe most
expensive. In hotels, in restaurants,
its theatres, its music-halls, its millin-
ers’ and jewellers’ shops vie in luxury
and costliness with those of New
York. The rich people rival the
Ametican millionaires in‘wild extra-
vagance, with their diopers at  two
pounds a cover, and their seven
shilling cigars. But the taste for
profusion and wasteful self indulgence
is not confined to the platocracy.
Middle class people are consumed by
the same thirst for enjoyment and
ostentation, and are profuse and
pleasure-loving as their forefathers
were laborious and careful. Luxury
and the love of pleasure are weaken=
ing the fibre of the nation,

So say Prince Von Buelow and
other censors of the German people.
Possibly the indictment errs on the
side of severity ; bat it has a basis of
truth, and everybody is aware who
koew Germany twenty years ago and
knows it today. It is a proof, at any
rate, as fiscal reformers insist, that
Protection has no more impoverished
Germany than it has impoverished the
United States. Both countries have
been paassing through the stage which
Britain experienced some forty years
ago when our own industrial prosperity
wag at its height. A community
which has rapidly passed from agri-
cultural conditions to urban, in which
peasants and farmers have been cone
verted ioto well-paid artisans and
wealthy manufacturers, tends to alter
its babits, and is very likely to break
out into various forms of extravagance
Nor is the evil limited to the Father—-
land. It is visible everywhere, more
particularly in the great capitals,
where those who have made money
quickly congregate, in order to spend
it freely. Such luxury as there is at
présent, not merely in Berlin, but in
New York, Chicago, London and
Paris, in eating aod drinkKiog, and
other amusements, has probably not
been witnessed siace the fall of the
Roman Empire, W.l! civilization
perish by ““its own too much ?”’ Wil
the expensive and luxury=loviog Occi
dental find himself beaten in the in
dustrial race by the still -bardy and
peourious Asiatic? Or will all this
display and dissipation shelter the
social fabric by provoking a tremen~
dous upheaval of the * disinherited
classes.” These are the vital ques-
tions which all the Western pations
may bave to put to themselves,

Saving The Daylight.

It is not surprising to learn that the
the 8o called * Daylight Saving ” bill
has passed its second reading in the
British house of commons by a vote of
130 to 94. When it was originally
proposed the idea was ridiculed by
short gighted people for no particular
reason except that no one seemed to
have thought of it before, and that it
involved a change, which is always re

voltiog to British ideas.

When you bave gotten up very early
io the morning did you ever notice
how long the day seems? Well that
embodies the Idea that is behind the
Daylight Saving bill. Nature intend-
ed that people should sleep during
darkness, and be awake during day-
light. Instead of that we sleep away
in summer about three hours of dsy

light in the morning and remaigup
corresponding period during the wight

'For instance, if people got up at four

o'clock in summer time they would
bave sixteen hours of daylight; and
taking the eight hour day as the aver
age time of en.ployment, eight hours
would beleft for recreation. 'Tostead
of that the most beautiful and health
ful period of the day is speat in sleep
and people sit up until late into the
night. Itis a well known fact that
every hour of sleep before midnight is
worth two after midaight. In addit-
jon to this a certaio amount of saving
ean be effecteed jn the cost of artificial
light, While the latter may not seem
important o the face of it, in the ag.
gregate the amount saved by say oo,
ooo people on their electric light bills
would be very large, through cu'ting
off say three hours of light each
evening.

While the change would sppear to
be revolutionary in its character, as a
matter of fact it could be effected with
out the slightest dislocation ot bus-
iness. The Citizea ventures to pre.-
dict that in less than one week af er
the chsnge was made everything
would be runoing as smoothly as if it
bad always been the case. When our
troops go into military camp each year
this same chapge in the mode of life
