HAY.

Dear Signal.,—Probably I should have 
attended to the last communication of 
“ A Ratepayer” before this time ; but 
there are certain seasons, in a climate like 
ours, When even the ravings of Demagogues 
or office seekers must lay in abeyance.

A Ratepayer” still maintains that Mr. 
Wilson offered to perform the duties con­
nected with the offices of Clerk and Trea­
surer for $130 and he might make the 
same excuse as lrôfore, that ho consider­
ed his information reliable, , but the blame 
of publishing a false statement either will­
fully or ignorantly, must still lay with 
him, as Mr. Wilson’s offer was $140 ; and 
all the big talk about the loss of $20 to the 
township, comes down to $10. A very 
small matter, wln-n the convenience of 
the Treasurer’s office to the great majority 
of the people, is taken into consideration. 
But it is well known in thisneighborlmod, 
that the loss of $10 or 520 to the town­
ship is not the real grievance, that “ a 
ratepayer * only uses that as an excuse for 
venting his spleen on the Council for not

fotting the office he has coveted so long.
[e says when the men who now form the 

mojority of the Council of Hay, came into 
power, they began to talk gravely about 
the difficulties the township mightget into, 
that it was contrary to the spirit of the law 
&c., &c. With respect to the offices of 
Clerk and Treasurer being in the hands of 
ono person, and as there is only one man 
in the Council at present, who was there 
when the change xvas made first, namely : 
(whefi Mr. Yauthier got the office of 
Treasurer,) the ratepayers will see how 
much they will get enlightened by the 
communications of a “ Ratepayer,” he had 
much more cause to find fault at the time, 
the change was first made, as the. salaries 
were nearly 20 per cent higher then than 
they are now ; but I believe lie was in pos­
session of a'good office himself at the 
time, which accounts for his silence, he 
has also given us a short analysis of the 
past, and it would have been exceedingly 
refreshing, if he had given us some infor­
mation how a certain ratepayer got into 
the office of Assessor, with tho expectation 
of a salary of $60, and how ho managed to 
squeeze 890 out of it. It must be a great 
consolation to the Council, to hear that 
“a Ratepayer”considers the present officers 

.all competent men, and that the charge of 
favoritism so boldly thrown out, did not 
result in appointing incompetent mon. 
I have no doubt that had the Council made 

political matter of it, the claims of a cer­
tain gentlemen to a certain office would 
have been canvassed in something like 
this, that he had always been a reformer, 
and had taken an active part in 15 or 20 
elections in Canada, was considered pretty 
smart with the quill and fond of it, 
(although the spelling was not first rate,) 
and that a Tory clerk in a Reform town­
ship was not the thing, bat the Council of 
Hay have never brought politics to bear 
on any of their actions, and it is much 
more to their credit than if they had 
acted in a partisan spirit, and although it 
is said “ every dog has its day,” I think 
“ A Ratepayer,” will, almost begin to 
question the truth of that saying ; he has 
been waiting long, and there is no appear­
ance of tho dawn of his day yet. I am 
glad to hear that ho has his pleasures 
withal, and that such good fortune attend­
ed his piscatorial efforts, and if he only 
understood the method of extracting the 
oil from the whale, his satisfaction would 
have been complete, as my excuse for 
using such sharp weapons. I may say

Of all the monstrosities boro of human 
pasaion in our day «re regard Fenianiem as 
the most remarkable. It is illogical, blind­
ly unreasoning, and mischievous to the
last degree. Professedly originated to 
secure the independence of Ireland es a 
distinct nationality, its promoters seem 
actually to think that by a secret meeting 
here, an explosion of gunpowder there, 
and an assassination somewhere) else, 
the power of the greatest and wealthiest 
nation In the world can be destroyed.— 
Tlie delusion is not confined to the igno­
rant messes, because we know that many 
men who lay claim to intelligence are 
amongst its most ardent advocates. That 
such should be the case is simply astound 
ing, for any man who has read history 
should know that no 
ever conquered by sud 
people elevated to reel or 
liberty by an instrumentality ao de­
moralising. What a vast amount of 
treasure and bldod it cost to subdue the 
Southern States, and, we would ask how 
long it would hate taken Ku-Klux-Klan- 
ism or any of the secret societies which ap­
pear to be indigenous on American soil to 
accomplish what it took, we way say, 
millions of Americans, Irish, Germans, and 
Canadian» to do f The thing is preposte­
rous.

The action of the Military authorities 
murdering the volunteers to hold them­
selves in readiness for active service has 
been, no doubt, well considered.

In Goderich we can lay claim to having, 
always, the latest and fullest, if not the 
most teracUmt intelligence relating to what 
is going on in the outside world—from 
Abyssinia to Fort Erie or Malone. This 
fact was well illustrated yesterday morn­
ing (26th). It seems that a report was 
circulated on Sunday evening late that at 
leas! 30,000 Fenians had crossed the fron­
tier at or near Malone, that a large gather­
ing had taken place at Buffalo, the volunteer 
under anus in Toronto on Saturday night 
and Sunday, &c. The only truth in all 
the stores circulated was that the gunboat 
Prince Alfred waa ordered to leave Gode­
rich for Forie Erie on the morning of the 
26th and the Cherub to patrol she St.
Clair. There is, of course, an evident 
gathering of Fenians on the border, and 
we are happy to see that our Government 
is on the qui vive. Below we give an arti­
cle from the Olnbe on this subject, and we 
promise, should any trouble arise to give 
our readers the latest telegraphic particu­
lars — ,

“The story which comes from New York 
through the Agentof the Associated Press, 
that O’Neil is to send 16,000 furious, fieiy 
Fenians against Montreal, and 6,000, via 
Buffalo, and 3,000, eut ’.Detroit, against 
Toronto, leaving a reserve of 10,000 men, 
must be taken with very considerable al­
lowance. That O’Neil would like to have 
his followers believe that 30,000 men can 
be had to invade Canada is very probable.
That he can obtain so many is nearly im­
possible, and if he could enrol them, his 
8250,000 would hardly suffice to pay their 
railroad fare to the frontier much lessequip 
them for war and supply provisions for a 
campaign.

THE QUEEN'S BIRTHDAY.

In Goderich the celebration of Her 
Majesty’s Birthday, which was appointed 
for Monday, 25th, was conducted under 
many disadvantages; but still, we may say 
that the day passed off very well. The 
attendance of our country friends was 
quite large, and, as far as our observation 
extended, they enjoyed themselves well. 
At daylight there was a miscellaneous 
salute from regular artillery guns or 
blacksmith’s anvils—a point which heavy 
sleepers have not yet discovered. At six 
o'clock a salute of six guns was fired by a 
party of the volunteer artillery company of 
Goderich. Shortly afterwards a wagon 
appeared on tlie streets, occupied by four 
or five Calithumpians. ThU portion of 
the celebration was pronounced by the 
irreverant to be a “humbug.” The two 
volunteer companies paraded at eleven 
o’clock, and at noun a royal salute and 
feu de joie was fired at the point from the 
big gun and by tho volunteers. The races 
in the afternoon, we are told, were not 
brilliantly successful, owing to various 
circumstances over which the managers 
had no control.

Buffalo and Lake Huron Railroad.

The report of the directors of this com­
pany states that the revenue of the Grand 
Trunk of Canada showed for the 
half-year ending the 31st December a 
gross revenue of £704,379, working ex­
penses, including £6,174 for finest Sarnia 
£458,470, leaving £256,209. Freni this 
is deducated £85,819 for renewals, £39,- 
335 for loss on American currency, and 
£6,777 for Montreal and Champlain rent, 
leaving a de visible balance of £118,923, of 
which 16jpercent., or £18,429, was due 
to the Buffalo and Lake Huron Company, 
not £12,284, as printed in the Grand 
Trunk of Canada statement. The report 
states that the diminution of profit on the 
Grand Trunk was £45,836, as continued 
with that of the corresponding half of 
1866, making a difference to the Buffalo 
Company of upwards of $7,000. Since 
the commencement of the lease, on the 1st 
of August, 1864, the Buffalo and Lake 
Huron Company had contributed to the 
extra renewal fund $77,549, and the pro­
portion of loss on American currency had 
been £44,111, together £121,660, or at the 
rate of £37,760 per annum. The ordinary 
working charges had increased from £495 
per mile per annum in 1863, the year 
previous to the lease being signed, to £644 
per mile in 1807. The directors state that 
the difference between these sums had 
diminished the proportion of revenue to 
this company by £30,000 per annum ; 
that oil all sides the Buffalo Company had 
been damaged to an extent never contem­
plated, and that it was a matter of regret 
that the line was ever leased to the Grand 
Trunk Company. The report further 
alleged that the company had virtually no 
control over the expenditure of the Trunk 
Company, although interested to the 
extent of about one-sixth of the entire 
revenue, and had no voice in the election 
of the Board of that company. The direc­
tors believed that the prosperity of the 
Grand Trunk Company was alone to be 
worked out by a most careful supervision 
and economical expenditure of the large 
revenue of about £1,300,000 per annum.

“On to Magdala !” has been shouted as 
loudly by some of the English papers 
during the last six .months as “ On to 
Richmond !” was shouted by some of the 
American p&i>ers in the early days of our 
late war. Gen. Napier, however, who ia an 
old East Ihd i à campaigner, paid no attention 
to these cries. He planned his campaign 
deliberately, and with a thorough know­
ledge of all' its conditions ; he wrought out 
his plans carefully, and without any show 
of heat or haste ; and now in due time, by 
one or two brilliant strokes, he reached 
the climax of his remarkable campaign, 
and brings the war to a victorious 
termination. So far as we have been able 
to form an opinion of the conduct of the 
operations, it has indicated consummate 
military skill.— New York Time».

•‘The commencement of this struggle 
was due entirely to the follyand barbarism 
of Theodorus. Folly and barbarism have 
again, and in a very emphatic manner, 
been taught at what level toplace them­
selves in the modern world. The supposed’ 
impregnable fortress of Magdala has been 
captured, the prisoners are at liberty, and 
Theodorus, the fool and the tyrant, is no 
more.

All the world rejoices that the prisoners 
are free ; few regret that Theodorus has 
perished, and fewer still have sorrow that 
the original objects of the expedition have 
been ao easily accomplished.

Sir Robert Napier has, meanwhile, won 
golden opinions, and has proved himself 
not only worthy of the illustrious family to 
which he belongs, and worthy of his day 
and generation, but worthy, too, of a first 
place in the front ranks of the military 
commanders of all times. He has proved 
himself a master of the grandest of all 
economies—the economy of human life.— 
New York Herald.
