The Red Light in the Sky. —For the 
past threeor four evenings a phenomenon 
has been noticed in tho shape ef a red 
light which illuminated the western sky 
as though a great conflagration was 
throwing its glare over the heavens. 
Meteorologists say that this light is pro­
bably the reflection from a stratum of 
decomposed vapors-in the upper atmos­
phere. Electric storms in tho sun and 
in our atm 'sphere have produced this 
decomposition. This opinion i« based 
on experiments reported by Professor 
Tyndall of the reflective properties of 
vapors decomposed by electric action on 
a strong sunlight. To show the extent 
of country over which this phenomenon 
prevails, it may bo mentioned yuat 
despatches have been received from a 
number of places in Canada aiut tha.

To the Editor of The Signal.
Gentlemen,—As the following is a 

purely no-iarty matter, but one in which 
I know many of both of your reader» 
will take a lively‘interest, I now take the 
liberty of addressing you simultaneously, 
and would respectfully solicit your sup­
port in the cause of justice to old set­
tlers, or their families. I may, perhaps, 
as well at once explain my reason for 
putting myself forward in this matter. 
At the organization of the militia in 
Huron, I think a year or two before the 
rebellion, Doctor Dunlop, ai colonel, 
appointed me senior lieutenant ; and on 
the outbreak in 1837, before starting for 
the St Clair, he named me as quarter­
master—a position which I can assure 
you was no sinecure in those days when 
there were no droves of fat cattle ever 
seen passing our doors, as we now see

nor arms, and oftentimes scant-of food 
in spite of our utmost endeavors to pro­
cure it.

Mr. Gilpin, in the above, offers to give 
particulars if rewired ; now, as we can­
not expect any one personally unac 
iiuamted with tin matter, efficiently to 
plead our cause, either in ParlianJsut or 
elsewhere ; I purpose in another com 
munication to send you as particular 
and minute an account of the natures of 
our troubles as I can remember. In my 
own case I think'I can show you that I 
had sundry providential escapes from 
death, and gives you some proof of the 
same ; but, in the meantime, I merely 
wish to call attention to the subject, and 
would beg of your contemporaries, es­
pecially in Clinton and Sçgfopth, for the 
sake of many of their readers, to take 
some "notice of the same. I would also 
respectfully beg of the reeves and deputy- 
reeves, as a favor to at least some of their 
constituents, to collect, the names of such 
parties as may be in their several neigh­
borhoods having claims under the above

every week or to. The only other com 
missioned officer of that,’period in Huron, 
now in existence, is our townsman, Mr. 
George Fraser, then lieutenant and ad­
jutant ; and from whom I have received 
much assistance in refreshing my memory 
on the subject. I now, therefore, deem 
it my duty us the seni ir officer of the 
time now alive, to make my old friends, 
whom I know to have suffered so much, 
aware of the promise made to them in 
the name of our Gracious Queen in the 
first year of her reign, but yd unfulfilled !

In the Toronto Mail of 31st March 
last, there appeared a long letter from ft 
Mr. Gilpin, of Port Hope, under the 
above head, wherein he begins with a 
quotation from a previous Issue, as fol­
lows : “The Queen has been pleased to 
approve of a medal being granted to all 
the officers, non-commissioned officers 
and men of Her Majesty’s forces, in the 
recent operations in Egypt. Her Majes­
ty has also approved of an issue of a 
clasp, inscribed ‘ Tel-el-Kebir,’ to those 
troops who took part in the night march 
from Kassakin." He then, indignantly 
exclaims, “What a commmentary on the 
attitude assumed by the authorities in 
this country with respect to the loyal 
survivors of the Canadian Rebellion !'
-I shall now, with your permission, give 

some lather extensive, quotations from 
this gentleman's letter, to show your 
readers the feeling of the people in other 
localities upon this subject. In speaking 
of the rebellion, lie says : “It is now- 
more than forty-five years since the 
Canadian Rebellion broke out in Lower 
Canada ; Lieut. Weir was murdered and 
a great many atrocities ire re committed. 
As the rebels fur a brief period were suc­
cessful in various localities, the alarm 
became general in many quarters that 
they might succeed, with the assistance 
of the sympathisers across the border ; 
besides, the formidable organization cal­
led “Hunter’sL nljes,” inside the United 
States line, was a very considerable 
source of anxiety, and the absence of a 
sufficient body of regular troops to quell 
the disturbances awoke in the loyalists of 
Upper Canad i a desire to assist the Gov­
ernment to the utmost of their power.” 
As to the march of the Cobourg, Port 
Hope and Cavan volunteers to Toronto, 
he says: “They marched over fearful 
roads, braving incredible hardships they 
were not accustomed to, sleeping at night 
on bare boards in their clothes, often­
times without fire are sufficient food, and 
suffering everything but death. The 

^Royalists rose everywhere in the hour of 
danger, to defend the country from 
traitors at home and sympathizers abroad, 
and had it not been fer those devoted 
patriots no doubt the land would have
KEEN LOST FOREVER TO THE

ence ; always bearing ill mind that if we

of the man armed and equipped with 
every modern invention, and feeling that 
he ii shoulder to shoulder with men as 
thoroughly trained as himself, than in 
the man suddenly called from the plough 
or chopping axe—his bread-winners for 
the ensuing season, and the dead logs of 
his winter's work on his newly purchased 
fcrm—to sleep night after night for weeks 
or months together, anticipating almost 
hour after hour some such raid from 
across the river of such a horde as poor 
Green suffered from, but quite uncertain 
as to how many of his comrades might 
of a sudden be relessed from the frozen 
ground to join him in his hour of need, 
with their only wespvn, a twelve foot 
pike-pole in their hands.

There is yet another point of view in 
which I would place this subject ; sup­
posing that each of those then out on 
the St. Clair, over 300 men, h id then 
received their promised hundred acres 
of land, the whole would not have 
amounted to within 4,000 acres of the 
size of Colborne, the smallest township 
in Huron ! And, alas, whst will it be 
now 1 not nearly one-third ; s mere 
speck in the North-west ; and yet I have 
been told that the French will never al­
low U ! But now, in conclusion for the 
prerent, I am glad to inform all loyalists 
of 1837, in whatever locality they may 
have served ; that our County Council 
through the warden and clerk have 
kindly granted us the use of the court­
room for a consultation as to whether we

done so, double that amount or more ; a i,hail g0 fartheT in the matter and up- 
sum of some importance to any family, point a committee to act for us, or give 

ould be very sorry that any one [t up altogether 1and X would 
should be overlooked.

It is much to be regretted that this 
promise was not known in Huron at the 
time it was given, when the most indis­
putable evidence of our hardships and 
claims could have been given. But, it 
would seem, that because we were so far 
from the centre of operations, and our 
quarters so inacceesable.that the General 
Order referred to by Mr. Gilpin had 
overlooked us. Had we known of it at 
the time, I think the matter would have 
been up long before this. As I am quite 
unable, however willing, to do more in 
this matter than to bring it before the 
patties interested, I take the liberty of 
suggesting to them the appointment of a 
corresponding «committee, (say of three 
members) to communicate with our three 
Dominion representatives on the sub­
ject, whose assistance in this plaim for 
justice, of so long standing, cannot be 
doubted ; and to communicate also with 
parties in other localities wherever the 
militia had been called out ; and, if pos­
sible, . to organize a united appeal to 
Parliament, from every quarter, at the 
coming session, for the fulfilment of the 
promise of Her Majesty’s representative 
in 1838 ; and, failing the receipt of some 
satisfaction in that quarter, I would at 
once memorialize His Excellency the 
Governor General on the subject, or per­
haps do both at the same time ; for, I 
feel perfectly certain that no British 
nobleman will willingly see Her Majes­
ty's good name soiled in her old age by 
the non-fulfilment of a promise of so 
paltry an amount made in her name, just 
as she stept on the Throne. But, since 
1 have begun this movement 1 have been 
told that the French party in the House 
of Commons will never allow “Dominion 
lands” to be granted for such a purpose ! 
Now, just let us look at this idea ef the 
Frenchmen of Lower Canada having the 
power at the present day to forbid our 
receiving what was promised us in our 
Queen’s name, half a century ago, for 
the sufferings we endured in saving this 
very Dominion to Her Majesty’s Crown 
from these very Lower Canadian French­
men ! for, as Mr. Gilpin has truly said,

I 
met on the 7th of Deg., the anniversary 
of the breaking out of the rebellion in 
Upper Canada, by accident, seven veter­
ans of 37, decrepit |"ld men, who had 
fought in different parts of the country, 
and 1 took occ.isi :i to question them on 
this subject, and I f nuul that all remem­
bered Hie ciutnii.stance distinctly. If 
such a promise was made, and there jn no 
doubt whatever about tb.it fart, why has 
it not been fulfilled Why should a na­
tion, or its representatives, ok the suc­

Clair, and the hard»: ips and privations 
they underwent for over two months on 
Its bleak banks in midwinter, lying at 
night on the bare door, whether of wood 
or clay, hiving only a single Nanket 
over them, or, perhaps none at all ; they 
had ' neithei mads nor bridges, clothes

Canada ; they fought the 
First Royals at St. Eustace, wuundirg 
Captain Markham and killing a number 
of his men : they intercepted Lieut. Weir 
with some dispatches at St. Dennis, mur­
dered him, and, in the words of my in­
formant, (within the last few weeks), all 
hut chopped him into inches, throwing 
the ipieces into the river Chambly ! 
Could the must heathen of savages have 
done more, unless they had broiled and 
eaten him ? But, by this fiendish act, 
they gave the example to the ruffians 
and loafers of Detroit and neighborhood, 
at a later period ; when some fifteen 
hundred of them surrounded the house 
of our old friend, Refer Green, then in 
Windsor, aroused him and his family 
from their slumbers at three o'clock of a 
December morning, by repeated volleys 
of musketry through and through 
his • house, shooting him through the 
ancle, and on hii attempting to get his 
youngest child out of the house, stabbed 
him through the hand in warding off a 
bayonet-thrust aimed at the infant on 
his other arm. They then unfortunate­
ly got hold of Doctor Hume of the 34th 
regiment, murdered him ; and, in 
French fashion, chopped his legs and 
arms off with an axe found in a wood 
shed. Just as if they supposed that the 
slaughter of a few infants, and the mutil­
ation of two- or three British officers 
would ensure them the possession of 
Canada !

THE BEGIN SING OF THE END.
All along the line the opinion is fast 

igatning ground that the present Tory 
Government at Ottawa has about “reach- 
rd Uu; end of its string." Sir John Mac­
donald, when in Opposition, was never 
tired id attributing the hard times and 
the coœeercial depression to the “mis- 
yuje qf the Reform Government," as he 
was pleased .to term it. A favorite ex­
pression of Lie, it the political pic-nice, 
was, “Prv.videace is against, the Grits 
another was, “The potato bug and the 
weevil came in with the Grits," and 
waiting, as any other fakir would wait, for 
the laugh to subtile, which his impudent 
sally had brought forth, he would then 
proceed to lay to the charge of the Gov­
ernment every ill that had overtaken the 
country. If iu a by-election the Reform 
majority was reduced, the political har­
lequin pointed out that a great reaction 
had set it ; if a vacant constituency was 
captured by the Igÿies, he declared the 
heather iras on lire, and the tocsin had 
sounded eut the death knell of the Re­
form Government ; if the crops were 
short, the shrinkage had been brought 
about by Cartwright’s policy ; if the sea­
son waa dry and rain was wanting, upon 
Mackenzie’s shoulders was laid the 
blsme ; and so on.

To-day, if we measure Sir John’s 
chances by his own words, what are the 
signs of the timss f Unfortunately for 
our country, we are now experiencing a 
depression of trade ; a shrinkage of crops 
has overtaken a Urge portion of our ag­
ricultural districts ; the exodus has in­
creased to an alarming extent since the 
N. P. was introduced ; the population 
of all our towns and villages, as well as 
miny of our cities, are either stationary 
Or have decrease! ; our workmen are not 
•ujoying ths blessing of good wages ; our 
workshops, mills and factories are closed 
or running only part time ; the balance 
of trade Is against Canada to the extent 
of 830,000,000 : our credit with foreign 
capitalists has g me down, if we are to 
take the latest loan as a criterion ; the 
prices of our produce have fallen; and 
other calamitous events are our portion. 
We do not sav that all these lamentable 
occurrences are due to the action of the 
Government. Got Sir John Macdonald, 
timeymd again, during ths campaign of 
1878, stated so, and sake! that an ad­
verse verdict be given Mackenzie for 
that reason ; and the adverse verdict was 
given.

But inciting the public to arise against 
the powers that be is not a profitable 
speculation for a would-be statesman. ' 
Governments have their ebb and flow

ill up in year» and subject at any 
moment to the penalty which Nature 
holds itf store for those on or about 
th.reeyscore and ten years, it can be seen 
easily that the “great majority’’ at Otta­
wa is held together by a rope of land, 
liable to be sundered at any moment

Jn any event the present venal majori­
ty in Parliament is doomed, and no 
power can avert the disaster. In 1873 a 
strong Tory Government fell, and in 
1884, a Tory Government, is destined to 
see a yet more powerful following fade 
away like mist before a gale.

Sir John Macdonald foresaw the 
calamity which is now hanging over tire 
Conservative parly, and endeavored to 
avert it by forcing the general election a 
year ahead. Had the election taker 
place in 1883 instead of in 1882, despite 
the gerrymander, nothing could have sav­
ed the Tory party. The fateof 1873 would 
have overtaken the Tory party in 1883, 
and we therefore look for a repetition in 
1884 of the Reform victories at the 
pulls in 1874.

The above is not prophecy ; it is a 
solid deduction, founded on facts that 
speak louder than words.

THE MINISTEU OF EDUCATION.
Mr. G. W. Ross, of Strathroy, one of 

the foremost educationists of Ontario, 
has been selected by the Government of 
Ontario for the position of Minister of 
Education, vie; Hon. Adam Crooks re­
signed. The choice is a good one. For 
some years past, Mr. Crooks ha* been in 
failing health, and at times had been 
forced to entirely relinquish the duties 
of his office by reason of the malady from 
which he Buffered.

23.—There iu much 
excitement caused in Sandwich last even­
ing n hen it became known that Qreen- 
w™ <1, the condemned murderer, Phipps, 
the wife murderer, and another prisoner 
had eaci'ped from the jail. Greenwood 
and Phipps were in the same ward and 
bcisme Intimate, but when watched did 
not converse and generally sat apart, 
in the room were a number of prisoners, 
including one named Steers, convicted 
at the last assises and sentenced to two 
mom lie’ imprisonment for stealing oats. 
Nothing unusual occurred in the ward 
durng the day. Greenwood occupied his 
usual place in the ward with his head 
tied in a handkerchief, complaining of 
headache, said nothing. Phipps who 
had Ijeen quite a well-behaved prisoner 
since his incarceration appeared in hie 
usual spirits, and occupied his time 
in reading novels. The remaining

grisoners behaved in their usual manner, 
ut. as subsequent developments showed, 
evidently knew of the attempt that was 

to be made to get out by Greenwood and 
Phippe. Yesterday afternoon when their 
meals were brought to Greenwood and 
Phippe, they took them without sa] ' 
anything, and when the jail officers 
thpy had

ear bowk to zat.
The turnkey and hia assistant went into 
the corridor to get the dishes at 4.40 
o'clock and did not go in again until 6.46 
o’clock. A bailiff of the Central Prison, 
Toronto, called at the jail in the after­
noon to get two prisoners sentenced to 
that institution, and at the last mention­
ed hour the turnkey went in to get the 
two out. They were confined in a separ­
ate ward from Greenwood and Phipps, 
and just as the iron door leading into the 
corridor was opened the prisoners ia the 
Utter ward shouted that Greenwood, 
Phippe and Steers bad escaped. The 
new > fell on the officers like a thunder­
bolt. They lost no time in getting into 
the yard outside, hot could find no 
tracts of the flown birds, who, they 
found, had scaled a fourteen foot wall 
surrounding the building, and - disap­
peared in the darkness. Investigation 
showed that one of the bars of a window 
looking into the yard had been cut, and 
an opening made sufficient to let one 
man out at a time. The bunks in the 
cells are of frame and a leg was found to 
have been wrenched off one of them. A 
blanket and sheet had been torn into 
strips end the leg tied in such a manner 
that it would support a man in getting 
from the wood pile in the yard to 

roe tor or roe wall.
The thing was cleverly done. The fact 
that there was outside assistance was 
shown by the whole manner in which 
the escape was carried out A boat was 
found to be missing soon after the case 
was reported. The owner had given no 
one permission to take it and the fact 
was soon established that the prisoners 
had crossed the river in it. They rowed 
across to Spring, ell, Detroit, where they 
were seen in a saloon. The three enter­
ed together and called for a drink. A 
man who happened to be in the place 
recognized Greenwood with whom 
he had been well acquainted, and 
spoke to him. Greenwood was sur­
prised, and said, “Do you know 
me Î" to which the former replied that he 
did. Greenwood then told him to keep 
his mouth shut, and with Phipps and 
Steers went out and started toward the 
eity, which was

THE LAST SEEN OF THEM 
The prisoners in the ward 4|Mmed that 
both Greenwood and Phippe had pistols 
and knives, and threatened their lives if 
they opened their mouths. The prison­
ers are still at large. When the escape 
was announced it was currently reported 
that Hardinge, who was convicted with 
Greenwood, had also escaped, but this 
proved to be false. Hardinge had been 
separated from Greenwood since their 
arrest. He heard the shouts of the pris­
oners that his companion had fled, and 
became very reatiesa, although he said 
nothing.

A large reward will be offered by 
Sheriff McEwan for the recapture of the 
prisoners. Greenwood is a heavily built 
man, about six feet high. Phipps is a 
man of smaller built and had a red mous­
tache with thin whiskers of recent 
growth. The Detroit police believe the 
prisoners utilized the opportunity while 
in Spring Wells to take a tram at the 
junction. Tho execution of Greenwood 
and Hardinge was set for Dec. 12. 
Phipps’ trial was continued at the assizes 
until June next on application by the de* 
fence. Hardinge was in a separate ward 
to Greenwood.

The name of Rattenbury has been 
familiar in this section of the county for 
the last years, the old gentleman first 
coming into the Huron tract in 1835. 
He landed in this country in 1831, first 
working at his trade of blacksmith in 
Little York, now known as Toronto, and 
in the following year moved to this 
county. The journey, which can now be 
dune in a fuw^houvs, tnuk eight days, 
and" was attended by a great deal of 
hardship, such âs people now have no 
idea whatever of. For the last twenty 
miles of the journey it was imposable to 
ride in a waggon, and Mrs. Rattenbury 
was obliged to walk, carrying in her 
arms her first-born, now Mrs. Thomas 
Ranee. For the first year of his resi­
dence here lie worked the farm now 
owned hy the Averys, and {subsequently 
moved to Goderich, where he lived for 
8 years, being superintendent for the Ca­
nada CodTpany in building the new pier. 
During his residence on the farm lie was 
called away to serve his country durim. 
the rebellion of 1837, and the duties of 
farm life devolved oil Mrs. Rattenbury. 
In 1844 he moved to thus 'ice, which 
was then known as Vande» va s corner, 
and has resided here ever ci- *.e He was 
the one who gave this place . name of 
Clinton, in honor of Lord Clinton, win.m 
lie worked for in the old country. At 

•the time of 'his moving here the place 
consisted "f one hotel, one store, and 
one or two shanties, the balance of the 
town bvi^ ' a solid bush, in which wild 
animals r.-mn- d at their own sweet will.

Djiimr all the time of the wonderful 
changes since then, the old couple have 
remained in <-ur midst, enjoying goad 
health,„and the celebration of their gol­
den w.vd-’.iii-' is an event long to be re­
membered. Members of the family from 
London, Lucmii, Myth and other places, 
were in attendance, and over fifty7 of the 
family sat down to supper.

A huge and beautiful collection of 
presents were showered on the good old 
c niplc, who have jointly fought the bat 
tie -f life f.»r fifty long years—a period 
which wry few couple have pleasure of 
doing.

ANNIHILATED.
The False Prophet Slays Ten 

Thousand Egyptains.
Flick» rn»fc. am* Nlar Other British •■> 

< rr- Amoaa the stale — The Khedive 
Ad« i-rd to Abandon the Sowdnn.

Cairo, Noy. 82.—Hicks Pasha’s army 
lias been destroyed by the forces of the 
False Prophet. ïhe fighting continued 
from the 3d to the 15th mst., and result­
ed in the complete annihilation of the 
Egyptians. It is stated that a European 
artist is the ohly person that escaped. 
El Mehdi's forces are estimated at 200, 
000 men and include Dervisches, Be­
douins, Mulattoes and regulars. The 
battle occurred near El Obeid. El 
Mehei first sent forward Dervisches de­
claring they would vanquish the enemy 
hy divine aid, but euhsequentiy the 
regulars - ined the attack and the en­
gagement became general. Hicks Pasha's 
army, early in the battle, was divided 
into two bodies, but subsequently re­
united- and formed a square, which the 
forces of the False Prophet broke after 
throe days’ desperate fighting Hicks 
Pasha had 25,000 men. There were ten 
British officers. O’Donovan of the Lon­
don Daily N»tea and an artist con­
nected with the Graphic accompanied 
him. It is understood that Sir. Evelyn 
Baring has advised the Egyptian govern­
ment to adandon Soudan and establish a 
strong frontier line from Khartoum to 
the Red sea. It is reported that orders 
for the evacuation of Egypt by the Brit­
ish have been countermanded, and they 
will remain to fight El Mehdi's forces. 
An extra detachment of British troops 
will probably be sent for at once. Let­
ters written by military correspondents 
show that Hicks Pasha had only about 
10,000 men. Three thousand were to 
he detailed to keep up the line of com 
manication. The False Prophet had 
twenty thousand, although in a pronun- 
cia.flonto issued by Shieks in September 
it was claimed that lie had two hundred 
thousand, that they had Remington guns 
and rockets, which they had taken from 
the Turks, but that the Prophet had for­
bidden their use, as only spears and 
swords were to be used by his fighting 
men. Among Hicks Pasha’s troops was

The Nile valley ia now, 
it says, open to victorious fanatics. There 
is nothing to prevent garrisons and popu­
lations at advanced posts from yielding

For water the army was 
dependent on the surface pools, The 
enemy had swept the country bare of 
cattle. Nothing had been heard of the 
army by the outside world until rumors 
of victory were followed by news of the 
disaster.

Capt. liueston, who was with Hicks’ 
forces and escaped i.i the disguise of a 
dervisch, says on his way from the hit- 
tie field he counted 150 survivors wound­
ed. Among these was a European artist 
named Power,

Khartoum, Nov. 20.—The most trust­
worthy sheiks in the service of the 
government who arrived atJBeuen yester­
day report 11,000 men, irççluding Hicks 
Pasha, the governor general and his 
entire staff, were annihilated in a defile 
at Ka<*iigatc, whether they were led by 
a treacherous guide on the morning of 
Nov. 1. Hicks and his entire army 
marched from Milbar. The guide led 
them to a rocky wooded defile, which 
was without water and where a;i am­
buscade had been prepared by the rebels 
who were armed w.th rifles and artillery. 
Hicks was unable to use his guns. For 
three days the army, worn by thirst, de­
fended itself, but on the fourth day it 
was annihilated to a man.

Col. Custlegan, who was with Hicks 
Pasha, has sent a telegram from Khar­
toum to General Wool, commander of 
the British troops, confirming the reports 
of the disaster. He says the whole 
country has riser. The Egyptian Govern 
inuit has asked Baker Pasha to send 
1,000 gendarmes from .Suakim to help 
to clear thé desert, but Baker refused, 
thinking, that the troops were reqirred 
in Upper Egypt. It is stated Turkey 
has offered to send twenty thousand 
troops to re-establish Musselman author­
ity in the Soudan. Intense excitement 
prevails everywhere in Egypt. The 
country is not safe above the second 
cataract of the Nile. The .Khedive has. 
ordered the evacuation of military posts 
of the Blue and White Nile. Troops 
will be massed at Sennaar and Khartoum 
Three principal officers at Khartoum 
have been ordered to consult and adopt 
defensive measures. If necessary Sen­
naar is to be abandoned, and troops aie 
to bo massed at Khartoum* All recog­
nize the necessity of immediately re­
opening the road between Suakim and 
Berber.

Power, the European artist with Hicks 
Pasha’s expedition, telegraphs from 
Khartoum that the first attack by the 
Egyptians was successful. It was not 
until the enemy was believed to be routed 
that Hicks accepted the guidance of the 
emissary of El Mahdi, who led the army 
into the waterless defile where it was an­
nihilated.

The London News says the Khedive 
must surrender the idea of pursuing an 
aggressive conflict with Ei Mahdi. ^’The 
game of conquest in Central Africa is not 
worth the great pecuniary coat or terrible 
i-isk to human life involved. The Pozt 
is struck with amazement at the singular 
short-sightedness of the British Govern­
ment in wishing to withdraw troops from 
Egypt at such a juncture.

The^nam* Montetiore, borne by the 
illustrious Hebrew philanthropist who 
has just entered hiaone-hundredth year, 
is derived, says The Jewish Chronicle, 
from a small town on the eastern slope 
of the Appeuninee, formerly part of the 
Papal Marshes.

Although 
a member of the Sephardin, or Spanish, 
Congregation, which at that time was a 
kind of Jewish aristocracy, he married a 
German Jewess, Judith, the daughter of 
Levy Barrent Cohen, a wealthy mer­
chant m tlui City. It was in memory 
of her than Sir Moses built the Jewish 
College at Ramsgate. The sister of Lady 
Montefiere married Mr. N. M. Roth­
schild, the founder of tho English house 
of that name.

Front.

From the Globe.
The Reform Convention held at Bruce- 

field on Friday last, after having heard 
• Mr. Blake and M'. Mackenzie explain 

why it is so desirable in the interests of 
the Liberal party and of the country that 
Sir Richard Cartwright 'should be, in 
Parliament, resolved that the under­
standing had at the time of the general 
elections should bo carried out ; that 
Mr. McMillap should be requested to 
resign, and Sir Richard Cartwright 
should be invited to fill the vacancy thus 
to be created, This conclusion was ar­
rived at with some reluctance, because 
Mr. McMillan, who is so deservedly re­
spected and esteemed, gave entire iatis- 
faction to the constituency while he re­
presented it. Mr. McMillan was one of 
those who, before the general election, 
moved that whoever was chosen to repre­
sent the district >n which Sir John Mac­
donald had “hived" so many Grits should 
be pledged to resign if a seat were after­
wards wanted for any of the leaders of 
the party, and although bo has much 
reason to be proud of his conduct while 
he was a member of Parliament he did 
not hesitate to carry out the pledge 
which he gave when he was nominated. 
For this honourable act of abnegation 
and self-sacrifice, for his manly and hon­
ourable discharge of what he felt to be a 
duty to his party and his country, he is 
entitled to all credit. Many of his 
friends, although earnest, zealous Liber­
als, were unwilling to part with him, 
but, when the majority decided that the 
understanding to which they were 
pledged should bo carried out, they 
proved their fidelity to their party and 
their devotion to the country by loyally 
excepting that decision, and the resolu­
tion was unanimiously adopted.

Sir Richard Cartwright is unquestion­
ably one of the ablest financiers in Can­
ada. Objection has often been taken to 
his manner, especially by those jrilh 
whose views on questions of trade and 
finance he could not agree. But his 
knowledge and ability have never been 
seriously questioned. Even so' uncom­
promising a Tory as the Montreal Gazette 
is forced to admit that, in the discussion 
cf all financial matters, he will add large­
ly to the working force of the House of 
Commons. And he is as honest ss he is 
able. The Tory press love to abuse and 
vilify him, but that is because they kuow 
that their leader liâtes him, and because 
lie so mercilessly tears to tatters the 
sophistries and fallacies which are the 
stock in trade of such financial quacks as 
Sir L. Tilley. There has been no man 
in public life since Confedemtoa whom 
they so much detest, or whom they would 
do so much to exclude from P irliament. 
For years he gave Sir John MojJeuatd a 
manly, henorable support. F.ven then 
he often raised his voice in warning while 
the Government persisted in acting as 
the enormous importations of 1871-2 -3 
were proof of prosperity. We know now 
that he often remonstrated strongly 
against those acts of the Government 
and those parts of their policy of which 
he disapproved. When at length he was 
compelled by a sense of duty to join the 
Liberal party he at once became 
thoroughly identified with it and one of 
its most loyal and devoted members, be­
cause he found it honest and patriotic as 
he widled to be. As a member oi the 
Government he ever sought to do what 
he believed best for the country. It has 
been made subject of accusation against 
him that in those years there were 
some deficits, the number and amount 
of which Tories always exaggerate. He 
might have had surpluses instead, but he 
did not believe that taxation should be 
increased in times of business depres­
sion. In opposition he was as faithful to 
duty. He has been accused of be­
ing too severely critical, of speaking too 
plainly of the crimes and follies of those 
in office, of almost taking pleasure irf de­
nouncing the misconduct of the Premier, 
of being merciless in exposing the falla­
cies, contrr di itions, miscalculations, and 
vain vauni iu j* of the present Finance 
Minister, ■ f sing knife and cautery too 
freely, and it might have been politic to 
deal more gently with his opponents 
sometimes. But it was hard for an 
honest, earnest man, possessed of such 
powers of criticism, sarcasm, and invec­
tive, not to give them loose rein when 
speaking of the fraudulent means by 
which this Government obtained power, 
or of the shame and delusions in which 
they still trade His honesty, his abili 
ty, and, above all, his caustic frankness 
caused Sir John and liis colleagues U 
hate him so bitterly that, while other 
constituencies were but reconstructed by 
the Gerrymander Jtct, his was wiped out 
of existence. Instead of seeking a con­
stituency in whteh-the Grits were hived 
he gallantly carried the Liberal colois in 
a district where success was doubtful 
and he was defeated. The Liberal par 
ty are not. unmindful of the services he 
has rendered, or of his unwavering 
fidelity to their principles, and in all 
parts of the Dominions they will thank 
the people of South Huron, who now 
give him the oportunity of once more 
serving his country in Pt rliament. As 
Mr. Blake stated at the convention,there 
is too much probability that financial 
questions of importance will engage the 
attention of Parliament next session. It 
is of impertance that at such a time the 
country should have the services of one 
so competent to deal with sych questions.

A FLOATING COFFIN
■eeeriptlen «ruse “lellpw," liteitel lest 

oa tieerxlaa Bay.

Wiabton, Nov. 20. —The -steamer 
Eclipse, which left Wiarton for Sarnia, 
waa caught in a gale on Wednesday night 
off Pine Tree Harbor, and is supposed to 
be lost with all hands, as a part of the 
wreck and three bodies came ashore witfi 
life preservers marked Eclipse. The 
pape» four.d on one of them identified 
him as Capt Wm. Bush, of Sarnia, and 
Jas. Moore,engineer,of Thesaalon. John 
Drew was cut loose from the steamer, 
alone on a scow, which drifted ashore at 
Pike Bay, and he is saved—the only 
known furvivor.

Hamilton, Nov. 27.—The steamer, 
Eclipse, which is reported lost on Geor­
gian Bay, was formerly owned here and 
known as the "Jjulliette. ” She was built 
in Hamilton by Mr. Cooper, of Buffalo, 
and ran three seasons between this city, 
Oakland and the Beach When first 
built she was so narrow and crank that 
she was liable to topple over. As she lay 
at Simcoe street wharf one holiday she 
careened so far that but for teaching the 
next dock she would have turned upside 
down, and a terrible calamity would have 
been reported, for many people were on 
board. The steamer was given more 
beam by false sides, which were attached, 
and was afterwards known as the 
“Eclipse." She was sold and went to 
Sarnia, where she ran as a ferry, and 
afterwards was bought by the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company. The vessel 
was taken to Algoma Mills, and ran on 
the Serpent and Spanish Rivera with 
supplies. - •

JOHN DBXW’s STATEMENT.
Wiarton, Ont., Nov. 27.—The state­

ment of John Drew, the only known sur­
vivor of the steamer Eclipse, is that the 
steamer left Algoma Mills on Nor. 15 
for Sarnia, with the barge Etta in tow ; 
ran into Rattlesnake harbor, Manltoulln 
Island, and left there Wednesday, Nov. 
21, intending to make Southampton. 
Capt. Bush, of the barge, left me alone 
on the barge and wont aboard the 
Eclipse. About 4 a.m. I dtossed and 
wont on deck, and could see nothing of 
the Eclipse, and realized that I was cast 
adrift and alone on Lake Huron, and a 
fearful gale raging. After awhile I heard 
the steamer’s whistle several times, then 
I saw and heard no more of them. At 
daylight 1 saw land about a mile distant, 
and about 4 p.m. tho barge went ashore 
on the beach at Little Pike Bay, and I 
jumped ashore and started for ’A larton, 
sixteen miles distant.
