Petersburg, Vienna, Rome and Madrid
and every great European city that
had specialist detectives. The ‘ex-
perts on counterfeits hurried to Paris,
and to-day scores of them, aided by
hundreds of French officials are
searching the country for the countei-
feits gnd their plant. It is the turn
of the Bank of France to-day;it may
be the turn of the Bank of Englan
or the Bank of Spain to-morrow.
The Scotland yard experts—who,
despite delusions to the contrary on
the part of novelists, am)e:ﬁ' to be the
most competent in the world—at once
established their map system. This
device was successful in leading to
the detection of the band of crooks
that emitted $1,000,000 worth of £
Bank of England notes from Moscow
last November. It consists of a huge
map, on which is plainly marked
every -hamlet in France.. Wherever 2
duplicate note is discovered, a tiny
flag is stuck in the map at the point
where it turns up. Thousands  of
these flags have been placed; gradu-
ally they form converging lines to-
wards one spot—that of issue. Ten
times the tell tale line of flags indica-
ted a centre. Here the counterfeiters
had .been distributing their money;
but the detectives arriving on the
scene found no clue. It was the one
failure of the experts that led to the
issue of the famous “rainbow” $2(‘J
note, on which are blended a dozen
shades and colors in such a manner
as to defy imitation.

If the Rainbow Fails.

That is the hope. But the bill that
has been perfectly imitated had =2
beautiful rose-colored background
and .wonderful blue vignettes that
were supposed to make it counterfeit-
proof. If direct color photography
has been discovered the rainbow note
may be equally easy to imitate. But
even granting the color process,
where did the paper come from? The
Bank of France’s notepaper was con-
sidered inimitable. It is made by
hand, sheet by sheet, with a three
three-toned watermark, and the secrat
composition of the paper’s “dough”
gives the bill a peculiar metalic sound
when crumpled, and a characteristic
resistance of the hand, which have
hitherto enabled bank tellers to de-
tect imitations in the dark. But the
counterfeits are exactly $he same. No
one can tell whether they hdave becn
printed or photographed. The great-
est counterfeiting game in the his-
tory of banking is going on in France
to-day.

To make puree of pea soup, heat in
its own liquor a can of peas, press
through a seive and add the pulp thus
obtained to one quart of beef sock.
Reheat and serve with cubes of toast-
ed bread.

All table linen stains, fruit and
even coffee staing where there is
cream in the coffee, may be removed
by rubbing the spots with pure gly-
cerine. Let it remain an: hour and
then rinse in lukewarm water.

To prevent starch from sticking to
the iron and streaking, drop a small
piece of alum into it when it is done
and stir over the fire until it is dis-
solved. Then remove from the fire
and add a teaspoonful of kerosene.

To heat a smoothing iron on the
coals without smutting it, take a
cap from the kitchen stove and lay
it on the coals. Place the'iron on top
of this, and both will soon be heated
through:

" T'o hard boil eggs so that the yokes

will not be discolored, they should be
put into boiling water on the stove,
never into cold, and after boiling for
half an hour they should be plunged
into cold.

If there is a bit of cauliflower leit
over from a meal, try dipping it first
into crumbs, then  into eggs, and
again into c¢rumbs. If not enough to
serve separately, then fry in deep fat
and use as a garnish to any meat or
luncheon dish.

Chop bits of celery rather fine, mix
with shredded -lettuce or flaked cab-
bage and saturate thoroughly with a
well-seasoned French dressing. Mix
a teaspoonful of granylated gelatine
in a litle water, blend this well *
through the whole, press into a crock-
ery mold or small howl, and put in a
cool place to become firm.
