In reply to your request. for a report
on the matter of the application of the
Commetéial Cahle Co.; for permission j:
to lay underground cables through the
streets of the city, from Cuckhold's
Cove, their pregent headquarters. to
the site of a projected building on the
South Side .of' Water Street, I beg (o
- submit the following:—

As this is the first time that the
matter has come up for consideration
before the precent Council, it might
be well to note some of the principal
points considered as the matter pro-
gressed.

The Commercial Cable Co.’s request
for permission to lay the cable, first
came before the Counecil, for concidera-
tion, upon the Co.’s application of
date June 11th, 1909, in which was
set out the streets through which the
cable was to run. At that time the
Council' decided to grant permission
to- lay -the ecable, subject to certain
conditions, amongst the principal of
which were-that the work chould be
done ‘in such®a manner as not to in-
terfere with amy of the mains, pipes,
or sewers already in the streets; that
the Company would make good any
damage caused the pipes, maing, sew-
ers, etc.; and would put the surface
of the streets and roads back in its
normal condition; that the excavation

P work should be carried on so as not

to unnecersarily interfere with traffic,
that ‘the Council had the right to lay
down water pipés. sewer mains or elec
tric wires - under or over the Co.’s
cable, without being liable for compen
sation in respect of the same. In all,
there were 18 conditions set forth,
which, in all respects, guarded the
city’s interests, and which will ap
pear in the communication addressed
by the Secretary to the Co., of date
June 24th, 1909. Some’of the ‘condi-
tions laid down by the Council were
objected to by the Company, as will
appear from a perusal of the letter
from the Co.'s superintendent to the
Council, of date July 16th, 1909, but
condition 19, which ret forth that the
Company should pay the Council an
annual charge of $2,000, was vigorous-
ly objected to by the Co., and has
been the principal bone of contention
ever since.

In; answer to your question, as to
the right of the Council to impose a
tax or charge on this Cdmpany, for
the privilege of urcing streets within
the "Municipality fo¥- the "purpoge . of
laying their wires, I have no hesitation
in saying that the Council is perfect
ly within its rights in making the
charge and conveying such a privil
ege.

Before the passing of the. Municipa
Act, the local affairs of the city were
managed by the Board of Works. Sec
tion 75 of the Municipal Act of 1902
provides ‘that within the town limits
the Council shall have, possess, exer
cise, perform and discharge all and
singular the functions, powers, rights
obligations, duties which, under any
Act or Law in force, have been or are
vested in or exercised, performed or
discharged, by the Board of Works, in
upon and in relation to roads, streets
bridges, ete.

As regards your second query, in
relation to the imposition of an an
nual tax on the Company, I might say
that, under Section 137 of the Munici
pal Act, the Council have the powe’
from time to time to fix and impos«
certain taxes, rates, and imposts; and
sub-cection 9 of said Section'137, pro
vides that an annual tax upon every
telegraph Company may be imposed.
the maximum amount of which is fix
ed at $400.

I notice that the words,
business within the city limits” are
omitted from this sub-cection, al-
though appearing in all the othérs; but
I take it that this is an omission, and
that these words would necessarily
be read in with the sub/section.
