bly.”

“We recommend that in view of the
approaching General Election, all our
' people take an early interest in the

selection of candidates and use every
, opportunity to secure such candidates
whose- life and charactér assure sup-
port to all reasonable -legislation af-
fecting Temperance and Moral Re-
form. That we continue to urge our
people to aim at Total Prohibition as
the goal of all our efforts in Tem-
perance and Moral -.Reform.

“We greatly deplore that the social
evils' continue to exist in the Colony.
We recommend:—

(1) That whenever definite infor-
mation concerning any practice of this
evil becomes known to any of our
ministers or members, the matter be
promptly reported to the Minister of
Justice with a request that the law
be enforced;

(2) That in view of the existence. of
dn organized white slave traffic whose
definite’ parpose is to lure and en-
slave young women, we urge all our
ministers to warn their people against
the-evils of this diabolical traffic;

(3) That our ministers. call ‘the at-
{ention of all’ parents to the alariming
consequences of permitting children
to remain on the streets late at night.
