Casualty Lists
and Others.

In the past couple of 
days somewhere about 
seventy casualties have 
been announced in the 
lists. That is to say, 

some seventy ■men token from the 
Regiment, of whom some, we know, 
will not return to it and the rest only 
after a greater or less lapse of time. 
In the same period about six or sev­
en recruits have been enrolled. In 
these plain facts there is a clear warn­
ing of the end to which we are head­
ing. A scrutiny of the list reveals 
the names of five or six "blue puttees.” 
A strong desire has been expressed on 
all sides lately that these brave vet- 
erns should be given, if possible, a 
short furlough. Some of them will 
get it now—in hospital. Not a few 
names are those of men who have 
been wounded before and have had to 
take their place again in the firing 
line. This is what the voluntary 
system means. We observe that the 
Government are preparing for an elec­
tion in the near future. Since the 
country in general feels no need of an 
election and has shown no desire for 
It, we presume the need and the de­
sire originate among the Government 
themselves. Possibly they think it 
desirable that they should be con­
firmed in possession of their profitable 
offices for another four years. That 
Is as it shall be, and the country will 
have something to say about it. Mean­
while the country is a great deal more 
concerned about a body of men in 
Flanders and Scotland than about the 
fortunes of any scheming politician. 
It is not the voters' lists that we want 
to see now; it is the list of unmar­
ried men between eighteen and thirty 
years of age.

The Grenfell Inquiry.
The very full and careful 
report which Mr. Squar- 
ey has made in this mat­
ter, after a thorough and 
painstaking examination 

of the whole subject, speaks for it­
self and makes any particular com­
ment unnecessary. It will be receiv­
ed, we think, with general satisfac­
tion and should result in more than 
a vindication of the Association on the 
charges made against it; for besides 
providing that very completely, it re­
counts and brings into more promin­
ent notice the invaluable philanthropic 
Work which the Association per­

forms and has performed in so many 
ways.

There is, however, one point men­
tioned in the report on which the Com­
missioner makes a recommendation 
from which we emphatically dissent. 
It is the recommendation that the As­
sociation should be compelled to pay 
a duty upon the second-hand clothing 
imported by it for charitable pur­
poses, which duty should be after­
wards returned by the Government. 
The only reason assigned for this de­
parture from law and custom is thqt 
it will be “for The future peace and 
harmony” between certain business 
men and the Association. Since no 
irregularity or infraction of the law 
can be proved against the Association 
in this respect, we cannot see that it 
is any concern at all of any business 
men to know what and how much 
such clothing, is imported and distrib­
uted by it. If the practice, which is 
altogether justified, tends to a breach 
of, peace and hprmony, that is not the 
Association’s doing. The proposed 
method would necessitate a change in 
the law as it stands. Such a change 
would affect and include In its .opera­
tion many other organisations than 
the Association, who import such 
clothing in the same way and for the 
same purpose. We understand that 
Grenfell workers handle and distribute 
far less than half of the total. The 
proposed law cannot discriminate and 
must apply to all. This is very un­
desirable and seems to us quite un­
necessary. We think that if Mr. 
Squarey, whose investigation has been 
in other respects excellent, had elicit­
ed and made public the precise reason 
why this matter—after all a small 
one—causes such friction between the 
Association and the business men in­
terested in Labrador, he would have 
done better than by asking the wrong 
party to remove the cause of the com­
plaint. He appears to us to put the 
Association to proof of its innocence. 
It is more in keeping with the British 
system and sense of Justice to insist on 
the reverse process.

Missionary Service
at the Cove.

A most successful missionary ser­
vice was held at - the Methodist 
Church, Portugal Cove, last evening, 
which was attended by a large number 
of people belonging to the place. A 
deputation from the city consisting of 
Rev. J. Wilson and Mr. Arthur W. 
Martin addressed the congregation, as 
did also Rev. Mr. Eddy of Bell Is­
land, who presided. The offering, 
which Is to be devoted to mission 
work, was over $50, while there are 
still a number of subscriptions to be 
received. ■ The deputation were the 
guests of Mrs. Ezra Churchill, who 
entertained them with her usual gen­
erous hospitality.

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TROTZKY MAKES MORE “DE- 
MANDS.”

LONDON, To-Day.
A Reuter despach from Petrograd 

says that Foreign . Minister Trotzky 
has written to Sir George W. Buch­
anan, British Ambassador, demanding 
the release of two Russian citizens, 
Ghlelrln and Petroff by naine, under 
arrest in England, characterizing 
them as “stainless ideals.” He de­
mand^- also the release of others un­
der arrpst., Trotzky alleges that many 
Englishmen living in Russia are open- 
ly engaged in political activities with 
the counter-revolutionary Russian 
Borgeoise and declares “the revolu­
tionary democracy cannot accept the 
position that worthy heroes of the 
Russian revolution languish in con­
centration camps in England while 
counter-revolutionary British citizens 
suffer no restraint in Russian revolu­
tionary territory.”
FIERCE FIGHTING AT FONTAINE.

British Headquarters in France, To­
day.—Desperate and sanguinary fight­
ing has been raging in and about 
Fontaine Notre Dame since dawn to­
day when the British again attacked 
the strongly held village. Shortly 
after nine o'clock it appeared that the 
assaulting infantry had stormed its 
way through the village in the face of 
a tremendous machine gun fire both 
from the houses of the hamlet from 
Lafolie Wood to the southeast A 
hundred German prisoners were tak­
en in the early hours of the fighting. 
Late this afternoon the Germans hur­
ried up two new divisions and threw 
them in for a counter attack along 
the Fontoine-Bourlon Wood line. The 
fighting which followed in Fontaine 
was even more bitter if possible than 
that which occurred in the first 
rush through the ruined hamlet

At latest reports superior numbers 
of the enemy infantry had pushed the 
British back through the village again 
to the western and northwestern out­
skirts, but the battle still continued 
with unabated fury. In the meantime 
the British line running round Bour- 
lon Wood to the northwest was sus­
taining a heavy assault. The enemy 
appeared to be determined to regain 
the important position if it were hu­
manly possible. The whole front from 
Fontaine to Bourlon village was the 
scene of fierce fighting, which at many 
places was at, close quarters. The 
British line at Bpuflon Wood Is still 
Intact. The attack,'on Foritàihe Wood 
was begun with tjte assistance of a 
very heavy artillery barrage, an<j 
throughout thé morning the British 
gunners maintained an intense fire 
against the German position there. 
The onrushing infantry drove an en­
tering wedge into the northwestern 
part of the village in short- time, but 
they were held up there by a terrific 
rifle fire and machine gun fire to 
which they were subjected from every 
point of vantage. Conditions -were, 
favourable to the Germans, for they 
were fighting' on the defensive in well 
prepared positions which could only 
be taken by storm,; Every machine 
gun was equivalent to several hun­
dred rifles. Despite the disadvantage 
the British continued the onslaught. 
It was a glorious exhibition, of lmll- 
dog obufagë. They, surged (tfn -and in 
less than three hours had pushed the 
hard hitting German? back to the 
eastern side of the village, leaving en­
emy dead strewing the Streets. As 
the British fought forward and sur­
rounded the various buildings con­
taining enemy machine gunners, many 
Germans were compelled to surrender 
or lose their lives. By the time the 
eastern side of the village was reached 
five hundred captives had been collect­
ed and sent back to swell the great 
total of prisoners taken since General 
Byng struck his telling blow last- Sat­
urday. The arrival of a large body of 
German reinforcements put a different 
complexion on the situation. These 
fresh troops immediately counter at­
tacked and the fighting through the 
streets of Fontaine took on renewed 
vigor The weary British retired 
somewhat in face of this onslaught, 
selling each foot of ground to the en­
emy at a cruel price. The western 
outskirts of the village were reached 
and here, according to latest reports, 
the battle continues.

(6) This plan is being adopted at the 
suggestion of the British Post Of­
fice, which states that the pres­
ent procedure of holding undeliv­
erable parcels at the Dead Letter 
Office until instructions are re­
ceived as to their disposal is re­
sulting in the waste of a large 
quantity of perishable foodstuffs, 
which form the contents of 90 per 
cent, of parcels addressed to sol­
diers.

The following letters 
have been received by 
Mr. Josiali Goodyear, 

_ Grand Falls, expressing 
sympathy with him in the loss of his 
son, Lieut. Stanley. They are from 
the young hero’s cousin and com­
manding officer, and are only a couple 
out of many testimonies to the ster­
ling worth and soldierly qualities of 
the man.

B.E.F., 16[10|17.
Dear Vncle and Auntje,—As I write 

this you are again nimitnliig the loss 
of another brave boy. Poor dear 
Stanley has gone. We always looked 
upon Stanley as one of those boys 
who would never go under. He has 
had so many narrow escapes that we 
all felt he would go through with the 
same good fortune. Such, however, 
has not been the caçe, and to-day the 
Regiment mourns his loss as keen­
ly as though he was a brother to 
every officer and man in the Regi­
ment. He had endeared himself to 
all. His qualities as a man, his gal­
lantry and determination to do his 
job appealed to all ranks. His loss is 
so great that we are appalled. He 
cannot be replaced. No other 
living man could do the work 
as well.- He was to be Brigade 
Transport Officer on the 10th. This 
makes it till the more sad.

On the morning of the 9th we at- 
| tacked and advanced over 2,500 yards. 

In tlie evening Stanley on his noble 
gray horse at the head of his trans­
port, was bringing up water and am­
munition to the Regiment when a 
shell hurst in his party killing the 
dear lad and 4 others as well, also 
wounding some of the rest. Young 
Ivany was with the party and he says 
that poor Stan was hit in the head 
and his death instantaneous. His 
body has been given decent burial and 
padre Stenlake has marked his grave 
by a cross. The padre is writing you 
and will give all particulars. All his 
kit has been securely packed and a 
list of the articles enclosed and is be­
ing senti home. I am forwarding you 
a wallet' containing some photos of 
his frietgds in Scotland and England. 
I am af|ato this is going to break 
your hearts, but I trust that God in 
His goodness will help you to hear

your loss. I have written some of his 
friends in Scotland, and am writing 
Kenny right away.

On the evening before the attack I 
had a long conference with Stanley 
and he promised me he would look 
after my kit if anything happened to 
me. It seemed that there could be no 
possibility if his being killed as at 
that time he did not anticipate bring­
ing up rations, as we hoped to be re­
lieved that night. But we were not 
relieved and he volunteered to supply 
us. I have seen death in all its pha­
ses this time and I am thankful to 
God he has spared my life.

The one great agony of my soul is 
that I have no Stan to talk to, to lean 
upon, to ask advice of and to spend 
an evening with. I am lonely and my 
Jieart is breaking.

As I look around and see all the 
horses I miss Stan; I miss his voice 
and his noble horse which he always 
rode. His horse was killed with him.

This is a cruel war, but for poor 
Stanley and Ray’s death we have had 
revenge.

On the 9th October we killed, shot 
and bayoneted between 1,000 and 1,200 
Germans. We spared not and slaugh­
tered right and left. We shot them 
until our ammunition was gone and 
then we used the bayonet freely. It 
is the only way to end the war by 
killing Germans.

My dear uncle and auntie your hero 
has gone but he has set an example 
of courage, gallantry, and devotion to 
duty as will always be an aspiration 
for every officer, N-Com. and men not 
only in our own Regiment but in the 
Whole Brigade, the whole division 
and the whole army.

Do not think him lost to you. He 
has died a true soldier’s death, and 
when this agony has passed and 
when we have rent the veil which now 
hangs between us and that world 
of which we have so little knowledge, 
we shall meet dear old smiling Stan 
in all his radiance. He is just ajiead 
and although our hearts are bleeding 
yet we must dry our tears, for thro’ 
supreme sacrifice alone can we bring 
about peace.

You have my lieartfelQrsympathy. 
The Colonel has written ÿôti I 
God will help you.

Who Must Repair ?
Important Case Between Landlord

■' -i and Tenant.
Following is the judgment of Judge 

Morris in Bulley vs. Pearce, concern­
ing the liability of a tenant to keep 
the house he occupies in repair:
IN THE CENTRAL DISTRICT COURT
Between Jessie Bulley, Plaintiff, and 

William Pearce, Defendant.
This is. a claim for rent and damage 

to fixtures amounting to $175.00. The 
Defendant qounter-claims for dam­
ages sustained by reason of defective 
roof whiclirit is alleged the plaintiff 
promised tô repair.

ThetoRjutcy was from year to year. 
The'fiSprted obligation of a tenant 
from year to year is to keep the 
premises wind and water tight and to 
make fair and tenantable repairs.

In the absence of an agreement to 
do repairs, the defendant took the 
house as it stood. There was no le­
gal obligation on the Plaintiff’s part 
to put the roof in a tight condition. 
If the Plaintiff promised toi do so, 
there was no consideration for the 
promise .

Thp Defendant was bound to deliver 
up to the Plaintiff the house and fix­
tures in the same state and condition 
as they were, in at the commencement 
of the tenancy,' ordinary wear and 
tear excepted.’

It is pro'-cn that the furnace and 
radiators were injured during the 
occupancy of Defendant and were so 
at the termination of the tenancy. The 
question is, what damage has the 
Plaintiff sustained.

Edward Thomas, Plumber, called 
on behalf of the Plaintiff, examined 
the boiler, furnace and radiators, and 
estimates the maximum damage at 
$70.00. Defendant called no witness 
on this point.

Selling at 12c. per packet
their comfortable dugouts, without 
the faintest suspicion that anything 
was brewing —British army tanks 
leading British infantry, rose up from 
the ground like magic and swung to 
the attack.

There was no artillery preparation. 
The lumbering tanks did the pul­
verizing of the way. They blazed the 
trail, their gigantically ponderous 
paths offering free entrance to the in­
fantry immediately behind. They 
crashed over wire entanglements, over 
artfully concealed chevaux-detrise, 
over trenches themselves and the 
walking Tommies followed.

Prisoners pouring back of the lines 
to-day were still dazed with the sur­
prise attack.

They were utterly flabbergasted. 
Not an officer nor man had the 
slightest idea the British could pos­
sibly strike on their quiet sector at a 

• time when it was supposed every 
ounce of Britain’s strength was con­
centrated in Flanders.

Huns Are Demoralized.
Since the battle of Arias the Cam­

brai sector has dozed in peace and 
quiet.

The line seemed impregnable. The 
Germans had heard that so often they 
were certain of it. They were confi­
dent that it would take weeks of high 
explosive shell preparation a.s well as 
unprecedented barrages to do the 
trick.

So they dozed and slept and took 
life easy in the German lines. There 
was practically no artillery fire felt 
from the British side—the "Englis- 
cher Schwine were too busy with 
their concentrated guns at Passchen- 
daele, and besides, they didn’t have 
enough guns to concentrate—so why 
worry? That must have been the 
German psychology.

No morejitterly demoralized human 
beings in the World were seen than 
these same sleekly confident Boches 
as they crawled from their dugouts, 
sleep barely out of their eyes, at the 
sound of crunching, lumbering jug­
gernauts above them—to find British 
soldiers swarming everywhere.

They raised their arms in shrilling 
cries of “Kamerad, kamerad,’’ and fled 
hither and thither, dazed and terror- 
stricken. Guns that never fired a shot 
in this battle were seized by the Tom­
mies, or else crushed into the yielding 
earth by the steely weight of the 
tanks.

Cement emplacements, steel-bound 
roofs of dugouts, were crunched in, 
burying Germans like ants trodden 
under foot.

Britain’s victory came after a pre­
liminary advance Tuesday morning. 
It was then, under black skies, that 
the tanks lumbered forward as the 
new barrage for the infantry. Wed­
nesday completed the triumph.

All of the stereotyped rules of pre­
paration for war and of the actual 
battle strategy itself were thrown 
aside in the British coup.

Sometime on Monday night a large 
number of British tanks took their 
berth behind the lines. The Germans 
didn’t hear them ; it was too dark for 
them to be seen.

In the early morning on Tuesday 
these monsters crawled forward in the 
hazy light between darkness and day­
light. A smoke barrage concealed 
their camouflaged slides. The Ger­
mans didn’t know they were in action 
until they rumbled and wheezed over 
their heads.

The Hindenburg line—the impreg­
nable, the never-yielding, the last 
word in defences—was taken, there­
fore, without a single preparatory 
gun shot.

How complete was the surprise for 
the Germans was evidenced In the fact 
that at one point a German division 
was in the process of relieving an­
other at the very moment of the at­
tack.
