The Germans have materially stif­
fened their defence against the Brit­
ish, American and French troops on 
the Picardy battlefront, but they have 
been unable to stem the tide of ad­
vance against them.

The pro­
fitable experiences of those who ven­
tured to purchase large supplies of 
this herring a year ago bears promise 
of being duplicated in New York during 
the remainder of the present season. 
Those who have contemplated condi­
tions appear to be prepared to handle 
Alaska herring, while others continue 
to hold off, perhaps to play the psrt 
of observers for another year. It is 
interesting to note that Maine Scotch 
cured herring, packed under the sup­
ervision of August Klie, formerly a 
New York herring merchant and now 
with the Bureau of Fisheries, do not 
show up well. Samples exhibited in 
New York within the past few weeks 
were, somewhat disappointing to the 
trade, especially in view of the very 
excellent quality of the herring cured 
Scotch style which has been coming 
forward ' from ProvincetoWn. The 
quality of the Maine fish cannot be 
considered as comparable with that 
from Cape Cod, although fish Is large 
and shows considerable fat. The cur­
ing, too, sOetoëd to be faulty.

London, Aug. 6.—(Canadian Press 
despatch from Reuter’s Limited)—In­
teresting revelations regarding the 
work of British mystery ships which 
have played an important part to-anti­
submarine warfare are made by the 
naval correspondent of the Times.

Until this week the public has 
known ngthing about the mystery 
ships, known in the navy as “Q" ships, 
although several officers, notably Cap­
tain Gordon Campbell, have been de­
corated for their services pn these 
vessels.
