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!An unique event in the history of 
the Church of England occurred last 
.igiif when me formation of “The 
Churchman’s Club” wee celebrated by 
an opening banquet In the Methodist 
College Hall, at which between three 
end four hundred churchmen were 
preeget After me Inner man had 
been refreshed, Mr. C. H. Hint, chair- 

of proceedings, proposed me 
toast of Hie Majesty the King, which 
was responded to by me singing of 
me National Anthem. The next 
toast on the list mat of His Lordship 
Bishop White and me Clergy, was 
ably proposed by Mr. Brian Dunfieid, 
who portrayed briefly some of me 
vast responsibilities of Bishops in 
general and of ours In particular, and 
also some of me features of a clergy­
man’s life. His Lordship In reply, 
spoke very eloquently of me devotion 
to service shown by the Newfound­
land clergymen, and Incidentally stat­
ed that he had confirmed 6,000 peo­
ple during the last eighteen months, 
a record in me church history of 
Newfoundland. In speaking of the 
needs of me Diocese, he stated that 
five extra men were at once needed 
on me South Coast In order to more 
fully serve the people by making 
smaller missions than at present. He 
also stated that Queen’s College In 
re-opening, would probably have ten 
or twelve students for the ministry, 
and that the need for men would be 
met by churchmen in general taking 
a bigger interest in church duties. 
The toast “The Churchman’s Club,” 
was proposed by Dr. Lloyd, who ap­
pealed for a closer communion be­
tween the churchmen of to-day, and 
during the course of his remarks, the 
speaker showed how the conference 
of statesmen from the British Do­
minions last year, was but a result 
more or less, of the Lambeth Confer­
ence of Bishops some twenty years 
before, and that further, England had 
a national church even before she 
came to be a national state.

Zeppelins were brought down after 
dropping over 100 bombs In Yorkshire 
and Durham. No person was killed, 
but one woman died from shock, and 
five men, seven women and four child­
ren sustained Injuries. In one town 
35 houses were damaged, 15 of them 
seriously, but apart from this the 
damage was Insignificant One of the 
Zeppelins was attacked by an aero­
plane of the Royal Flying Corps, and 
brought down In flames into the sea 
oft the coast of Durham at 11.45 p.m. 
Another Zeppelin crossed Into the 
North Midland counties and dropped 
bombs at various places. On her re­
turn Joumney she was repeatedly at­
tacked by aeroplanes of the Royal 
Flying Corps and by anti-aircraft 
guns. The last part of her journey 
was made at very stow speed, and she 
was unable to reach the coast before 
day broke. Near the Norfolk coast she 
apparently succeeded In effecting, re­
pairs, and after passing through gun­
fire from the land defences,. which 
claim to have made a hit, proceeded 
east at a high speed and at an al­
titude of over 8,000 feet, when she was 
attacked nine miles out at sea by 
four machines of the Royal Naval Air 
Service and an armed trawler and 
brought down in flames at 6.45 a.m. 
All was over in less time than it takes 
to write, leaving behind a red and 
smoky glare. Then from the level of 
the sea rose a tall, black column, 
hanging motionless. It stayed there 
more than an hour, a vast monu­
ment marking a grave.

The Garden of Eden.

The spot supposed to he the site 
of the Garden of Eden, now in pos­
session of Britain, lies between the 
Tigris and Euphrates Rivers, not far 
from Bagdad above the site of Baby­
lon and below ancient Hit, now call­
ed Ava. There edit he little doubt 
that this locality Is the one indicated 
in the Bible as the Garden of Eden, 
forjn the Book of Genesis It says: 
“And a river went out of Eden to 
water the garden; and from thence 
It was parted, and became Into four 
heads.” The Bible then goes on to 
mention the four rivers, one of them 
being the Euphrates and the others 
having ancient Biblical names—the 
PI sen, Glhon, and Hiddekele. Now 
there- is a spot where the Euphrates 
branches into four parts and, strange 
to say, In spite of ages of change, It 
is still exceptionally fertile. Hits 
seems clearly to be the Garden. The 
original natives of this region are of 
the ancient Arab race, a humane, and 
intelligent people of Semitic stock, 
who, although Mohammedans, revere 
the patriarchs and sacred characters 
of the Bible almost as much as do the 
Hebrews and Christians. To these 
people the Turks, descendants of a 
race of Tartar barbarians, are Just as 
much invaders and oppressors as were 
the Germans.

A correspondent with the army of 
occupation gives an interesting pic­
ture of life in the garden:

“My first day ln Eden I saw thous­
ands of Arab workmen chanting hap­
pily as they delved, digging a great 
false channel to take off the waters 
of the Euphrates. One of the British 
officers, observing that many of his 
workmen persisted In carrying dirt in 
a basket Instead of using the wheel­
barrows provided, rebuked an Arab 
for doing bo. “Sahib,” replied the 
Arab, “my people have lived here and 
carried dirt in baskets cince the days 
of Moses.” Everywhere among them 
yon hear such old names as MoseC, 
Joseph, and ‘Skandar.’ Now when a 
man dies, as ln Abraham’s time, his 
tent Is torn down and destroyed."

Britain’s Big Cabinet.

The new Cabinet of twenty Ministers 
is one of the largest Cabinets of any 
country. Most countries find, in fact, 
that the smaller the actual number of 
Ministers who govern the bettor, and 
ln all probahtiityrthe twenty Ministers 
headed by Mr. Lloyd George will be 
reduced to ten or fifteen in the future.

TJh# United States is content with 
a Cabinet of only nine of the* chief 
Ministers, who are chosen by the 
President. Unlike the British Cabi­
net, the American Cabinet has to he 
formally approved by the Senate, the 
American House of Lords. It the Sen­
ate doesn’t approve of any particular 
Minister, then another has to he chos­
en in his place.

In France the Cabinet only consists 
of fourteen Ministers as a rule, chos­
en exactly as our cabinet is chosen 
by the Prime Minister and approved 
by the French President Belgium is 
content with even a smaller cabinet 
of only twelve, and its neighbor Hol­
land with one less still, eleven. The

Millinery HatsBehind the prosaic story of the 
recent gift of books from Harvard 
Unfversiy to Southwark Library 
there lies a romance that should 
prove, even at this distant date, an 
inspiration to every ambitious youth.

Harvard was founded by a young 
Englishman of that name, the son of a 
Scnthwark butcher, nearly 300 years 
ago. In his early youth John Har­
vard assisted his father !n the latter’s 
shop in Southwark High Street, close 
to the old London Bridge.

The times were hard, and from what 
one can gather from records, the Har- 
vards had an uphill fight before pros­
perity loomed* in sight. But young 
John Harvard never despaired. He 
worked manfully, and studied hard in 
the little leisure at hie plsposal. The 
result was that when, in due cource, 
the older Harvard was in a position to 
supplement his son’s self-acquired 
learning by a proper education, John 
Harvard was able, through his 
scholarly attainments, to proceed 
straight to Emmanuel- College, Cam­
bridge. In those days the conditions 
attaching to the social standing of a 
student were less stringent than they 
are to-day, but even so, the achieve­
ment was a notable one for a youth 
of his class.
