BAIT DEPOTS.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—The loss in the Shore,
Labrador and Bank fisheries owing to
the need of Bait Depots could be es-
timated in millions. Thirty years ago
they were first promised in political
manifestos, but like other promises
made at election times they never
materialized. With bait available, the
time spent by the fishermen to-day
would be saved, which, taken in con-
Junction with the saving in labour
would make the difference between a
good and a poor summer for the fish-
ermen. We are repeatedly hearing
the same story: plenty of fish but no
bait available.

About 22 years ago Sir Robert
Bond’s Government, of which Lord
Morris was a member, erected two
bait depots—one at Petty Harbour
and another at Fogo. They were not
successful because no arrangements
were made to keep them supplied. 1
have made years of study of this
problem and having solved it to the

in the fisheries to whom I have sub-
mitted my plans, I have embodied '
them in a proposition “which I- hope
will meet with the approval of the

Executive. Working on the lines which '

I have devised it would be possible to
have Bait Depots’ supplied all around

the 'coast at' a minimum of expense.l

This is not a party matter; it is
one which is of the greatest import-
ance to every fisherman in the 'Is-

land, for which a plentiful supply of

bait, fish would always be procur-

able.

Our Montreal Letter.

(From Our Own Corréapondent.)

THE APPLICATIONS FOR HELP’

ARE LARGE.

In a large and growing city like!

Montreal, the applications for help
’ are very numerous, notwithstanding
the fact that the "employment condi-
tions have been greatly improved.
The Director of Public Charities, Mr.
A. Chevalier, says that all through the
summer months the Meurling Refuge,
* the city shelter, has housed an aver-
age of seventy men a night. Most of
these are sick or convalescing, but
the fact remains, they are homeless
and out of work. It is anticipated
that the close of navigation, harvest-
ing and outdoor construction work,
will see a large number seeking help
at the Institution. Mr. Chevalier has
six men and’women of the Public As-
sistance Department looking after the
needy sick. Every day several pa-
tients present themselves at the city
hospitals. for treatment und claim
they are too poor to look after their
treatment. If the facts are as pre-
sented the city and province divide the
cost of hospital fees. If the patient
is able to contribute .anything he is
requested to do so.

In. the.case 9f; . immigrants Who
have been in the- comftry less than
five years deportatfon - 18 soughi if
there is danger that the person will
become a public charge.. Until he is
well enough to be safely transported,
the hospital gives -requisite care and
treatment.

Previous to 1914 homeless men ‘had
to- be looked. after .in,the police sta-
tions” and ‘shared the cells with the
prisoners. . This_ was not at all an

ideal ‘condition; Mr. Chévalier stated,

The annual report o,f the Montreal
Convalascent Home 3hows that the
representatives of four religious and
twelve nationalitles, were among the
181 patients treated there during the
past year.

were _equal in numbers, the other two
