The Texas Cattle Disease.
A special meeting of the Board of Agri­

culture, took place at Toronto on Mon-
OFFICE-.................... MAODONNELL STREET, day to consider what steps ought to be

taken to prevent the introduction and 
spreading in this country of the Texas 
Cattle Plague, or Spanish Fever, now 
committing such fearful ravr gee among 
the cattle in some of the neighl >ring 
States. Mr. Chiistie submitted stab 
ments sl owing that the d’sease had a 
tuaPy made its appearance at Paris, Ont., 
as supposed from the infection arising 
from the presence of dead and diseased 
cattle on the cars at the railway station, 
on their passage from theWeetem to the 
Eastern States, and that several animals 
had died in consequence. Mr. Stork also 
reported several instances of rapid death 
from an unkr ov .u disease amongst cattle 
belonging to perdons employed about the 
railway station ert Dundas, from which it 
appeared highly probable that the dis­
ease had arisen from the seme mv - as 
at Paris. A committee was api ■« inti ; 1 to 
examine into the cattle disease and r. 
port at as early a day as possible, and 
Prof. Smith, of the Veterinary College, 
Toronto, was appointed to accompany 
them. The Secretary was authorized to 
request the Government to appoint an 
Inspector in any district with i iwers 
conferred by the Contagious Diseases 
Act, or any order in Council.

The Committee propose to proceed at 
once to TV "nois, not fr • from Chicago, 
where the disease is now raging with 
great vL alence, for the purpose of ascer­
taining facts in regr vd to the contagious 
character disease and other impount 

'"points connected with its progress.

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THE SCHOOLNjUESTION.
As we anticipated the Advertiser 

takes exception to our article in Mon­
day’s issue, in which we repelled the 
groundless charge preferred by it 
against the Board of School Trustees 
for their alleged carelessness and in­
difference in regard to the interests of 
our public schools. The writer is not 
at all pleased because we called him to 
account for the “ vague, violent and 
windy” attack he made on the Board, 
in which there was no attempt at proof 
—nothing but assertions of the loosest 
character. He seeks now coward like 
to shield himself under the plea that 
it did not devolve on him to furnish 
proof or evidence. We must say that 
this is a very dishonorable kind of 
warfare, first to charge men with neg­
lect of their duties, and after having 
publicly made that charge, to turn 
round and say it devolves on others to 
prove it. However, we notice from 
his article on Tuesday that he begins 
to show signs of relenting, for having 
as is usual with impulsive mortals 
gone too far, and stated what he could 
not substantiate, he now seeks to cover 
over his attack on the Board by damn­
ing them with such faint praise as 
“ that he has the highest respect for 
the gentlemen who compose it.” He 
also takes exception to our mode of 
dealing with his first effusion, and 
complains that we are attempting to 
cast ridicule on the heroic efforts of 
the Advertiser to reform our schools. 
Well, if plain speaking on our part be 
unseemly and unbecoming, as it seems 
to be in the opinion of the Advertiser, 
we plead guilty to the charge. When 
we have anything to say on any sub­
ject we prefer to go to the pith of it at 
once—not to beat about the bush. 
We prefer to use plain language and 
call things by their right names, even 
though we may offend the delicate 
sensibilities of writers like those in 
the Advertiser, who love to shower 
around them glowing metaphors, and 
whose multiplicity of words smother 
what semblance of ideas they ever em­
bodied. Far be it from us to endea­
vour to deprive the Advertiser of anv 
laurels it may win in this cause. It 
has been accustomed to consider itself 
a martyr to public opinion in almost 
every movement which has taken place, 
within the last six years, and it will 
assuredly be claiming the same posi­
tion again.

The writer aforesaid is quite jubi­
lant over certain admissions we male:, 
in regard to the state of our public 
schools, and some suggested improve­
ments which if made would add to 
their efficiency. But in saying that 
the schools are not what they might 
be, we took good care to state that 
these words were applied in the same 
sense as they may be employed in 
speaking of any institution or organi­
zation of a merely human character. 
They convey a very different meaning 
from the unqualified and sweeping 
condemnation contained in the Adver­
tiser on Friday, for a stranger unac­
quainted with the condition and work­
ing of our schools would be led to 
believe from that article that they 
were in a most wretched state, and 
altogether useless as seminaries for 
the instruction of the young. We 
also stated in the most positive man­
ner that in point of efficiency and at­
tendance our schools stand as high as 
those of any other municipality in the 
country. The Advertiser in its second 
article has not the hardihood to dis­
pute this, or to reaffirm the charges it 
preferred on Friday, which sought to 
cast a slur on their standing, and by 
implication on the efficiency of the 
teachers. On this subject we have 
the testimony of the editor of the 
Herald, who is an authority on this 
subject which the Advertiser cannot 
well dispute. He says in the Herald 
of yesterday—“ We have been no un­
interested observer of the public 
schools for the past twenty years, and 
we can confidently and truthfully af­
firm that our Common Schools were 
never previously either so efficient or 
so fully attended.” We do admit, that 
improvements might be made as be­
fore suggested, but we would also re 
mind the writer in the Advertiser that 
such improvements, however desira­
ble, cannot be made in a day as he 
seems to think. It is a great pity the 
law would not permit the ratepayers 
to concentrate the whole functions of 
the Board in his person for one year, 
Then we would see reforms with a 
vengeance. Then we would have 
everything turned topsy-turvy the one 
week, and the next out of this chaos 
would be evoked such a perfect and 
wonderful system as would astonish 
Dr. Ryerson, and make Horace Mann 
stare if he was alive to see it.

It seems that our remarks in refer­
ence to the Grammar School and the 
honors—or more properly speaking de­
grees—recently conferred on its head­
master. gave the writer in the Adver­
tiser the greatest offence. We are 
Sony to wound his feelings, or the 
feelings of the headmaster, but we 
cannot retract a single word we wrote. 
The question is asked, “ If the at­
tendance at the Grammar School is 
altogether too small, does it not nrov»

the unhealthy and inefficient state of 
the Common Schools from which it is 
proposed to draw its supplies ?” We 
reply, by no means. The Common 
Schools are in an efficient state, and 
yet the attendance at the Grammar 
School is gradually decreasing. Not 
only do parents not send their chil­
dren theret but we know of several 
cases in which parents who had their 
children there nave taken them away 
because they are not satisfiéd with the 
progress they were making. It is the 
province of the teachers as much as 
that of the Trustees to strive and 
popularize the Grammar School, and 
if they fail in accomplishing that ob­
ject all that the Trustees can do in 
that direction will amount to nothing. 
The broad fact stares us in the face 
that as stated by the Herald “ some 
four or five years since there were at 
one period nearly eighty pupils on the 
school roll, while the average attend­
ance for a series of years was from 
forty-five to sixty. Now, when we 
state that the average attendance reg­
istered on last semi-anual report to the 
Education Office was only 221, it will 
be apparent that there must be a cause 
for such a falling off.” We leave it to 
the Advertiser to explain that cause.

As regards the degrees conferred, on 
the head master, and the name which 
the Advertiser says the school has got 
from this, there may be great and 
diverse opinions. We seek not to de­
tract from the fame of the Univer­
sity which conferred these degrees, 
nor to cast ridicule upon the head­
master who gained them. But we 
repeat what we have said already 
thàt though they may be accepted as 
a test of a man’s talents, they are no 
test of his aptitude to teach or of his 
application in the discharge of his du­
ties. As we said before what we want 
in our Grammar School are practical 
results, and until these begin, to show 
themselves, all the honours in the 
world won’t give it a name. The 
Heraldh&ehit the mark exactly when 
it says “ Halt a dozen honorary let­
ters stuck to a man’s name is apt to 
suggest to us the condition of a kite 
with an overload of gaudy curl 
papers in its tail, whicn, instead 
of aiding it to ascend, causes 
it to make many erratic evolutions.’ ’ 
When those young men whom the 
Advertiser says are now attending the 
Grammar School, and who are going 
up for matriculation at the University, 
gain scholarships or honors, we shall 
give them and their teachers all due 
credit. But don’t ask us to exult in 
their victory till they have secured it.

The Cattle Plague.
A New York telegram informe ne that 

the pestilence which has been making 
euch terrible havoc pf the cattle in the 
States has, as far aa that neighbourhood 
k concerned, almost disappeared. There 
is no doubt very prompt measures were 
adopted by the authorities of the dty to 
prevent the spread of the disease, all the 
cattle that arrived were rigidly inspect^ 
ed and the infected animals at once sep­
arated from the healthy ones. Although 
the plague has broken out in several 
places it appears to have committed the 
most fearful ravages among the herds of 
Dllnoie, and so tong as it rages there 
much vet remains to be done, although 
its violence may have been subdued in 
New York. A day or two ago we were 
told that the dreadfhl pestilence had made 
its appearance at no greater distance 
from us than Paris. The report we learn 
was on the authority of the Hon. D. 
Christie, and it was stated that several 
animals had died. But the cause of

or we would have heard more about it 
since then. If the order prohibiting the 
importation of cattle froorihe States be 
rigidly enforced there is little danger of 
the plague showing itself herelf it be not 
here already. At least so a person would 
judge if reliance is to be placed on the re­
port of a Commission appointed by the 
U. 8. Department of Agriculture to in­
vestigate the nature and causes of the 
disorder. The report is as follows -1st. 
That the disease is communicated from 
cattle from Texas, Florida, and other por­
tions of the Gulf Coast. 2nd. That such 
disease is itself unknown In Texas or the 
Gulf Coast. 3rd. That the cattle com­
municating it are not only apparently 
healthy, but are generally improving in 
condition. 4th. That while local herds 
receiving the inlection nearly all die,they 
never communicate the disease to others. 
5th. That either a considerable increase 
in elevation, or a distance of two or three 
degrees of latitude from thé starting-

Siint, is necessary to develope the virus 
to activity and virulency, and a further 

progress of two degrees of latitude and a 
few weeks in time, is sufficient to elimin­
ate the poison from the system. 6th. 
That the Texas cattle, removed to other 
miasmatic sections, as the Mississippi bot­
toms up to the 86th para1 lei, communi­
cate no infection into the local herds. 
7th. Medicine has thus far been of no 
avail. It concludes that this disease 
not become general ; that it can exist 
only with the movements of Texas cattle, 
which should be regulated or suppres­
sed ; and that it does not result from 
travel, but from climate causes..
