Building Operations iu Guelph,
In 1874.

The following typographical errors oc­
curred in our report of “ Building Oper­
ations yesterday. Tho Central School 
was made to cost £85,000 instead pf 
$35,000 ; Mr. Peter Anderson’s residence 
cost $900 instead of $9,000 ; and Mr.
Jacomb’s house cost $1,600 instead of 
$16.00, as stated. We should have men­
tioned in giving the names of the con­
tractors for the following buildings that 
Mills & Goodfellow did the iron work for 
Mr. John Hogg’s stores, and the iron and 
tin work for the stores put up by Messrs.
McQuillan, Mays and Hazelton, and for 
the houses put up by Messrs. Biscoe,
Cutten and Melvin.

Mr. Thos. Thomas’ house on the Lon­
don road contains only four rooms in­
stead of five, and the cost of the build­
ing is r550 instead of $900. Tho. other 
house mentioned in the same paragraph 
■was built by Mr. Thomas Newbiggiug,
28x24 feet. '

In the North . Ward we omitted the en­
largement of

MESSRS. INOLIS <6 HUNTERS, 

moulding shop.: The old moulding 
shop has been built five foot higher and 
an addition of 24 feet added to it making 
in nil a very largo establishment. They 
have also erected a brass foundry 30x35 
feet, and a new cube.Mow They intend to 
build a tramway between the shops,which 
will save a great deal of lifting ns they 
will be enabled to convey.the iron from 
one part of tho foundry to another by this 
means, and the buildings are so con­
structed that this intention can be carried 
out. Between the boiler shop and 
machine shop a wall has been built.
These improvements will enable the pro­
prietors to do about twice the work for­
merly done, and also a class of work 
which they could not before attempt.
These are all built of stone and will cost 
over $1,000. Taylor k Emslie have the 
mason work and E. H. Maddock the car­
penter work.

On Wyndham street east, an addition 
of 30x16 feet has been built to Mr. John 
Anderson’s bookstoro by Dr. Clarke, at 
a cost of $600.

In the West Ward we inadvertently 
omitted

hbabn’b block,
situated on Quebec-street west. The 
block is built of stone and consists of 
three stores, 40 x 15 feet each, two stories 
high, tho height of the first is twelve feet 
and the second ten. One is occupied as a 
law office aud two are intended for stores,
Total cost $3,500. The contractors aro :
Messrs. M’Quillan, stone work ; Mahony 
(Î; Chace, carpenters ; Wm. Day, plaster- 
iog ; W. H. Jacomb, painting ; and Mills 
<fc Goodfellow, tin work.

Convention of Catholic Associations. 
— A convention of young men’s Catholic 
associations will be hold iu Newark, New 
Jersey, next February, for the purpose of 
lorming a national union. Iu that gather­
ing indivision ot opinion, and possibly a 
mere decided rupture, will be likely to 
come out of the subject of Feniamsm. 
The majority of Catholic priests opposed 
tho last futile efforts of the Fenians, and 
disfavor all projects of Irish nationality. 
Meat young Irishmen dislike this course 
of their clergy. In tho Newark Conven­
tion, we are told, there will be on effort 
to commit tke‘Young Men’s Catholic Na­
tional Union to the cause of freedon for 
Ireland. Strong opposition will, in such 
a case, bo made by the priests, extending, 
if necessary, to tho official cutting off of 
tho associations from the recognition of 
tho Church. The priests are right. Poli­
tics and religion make a bad mixture.

Not True,—It now turns out that the 
reported death of thesupposed Townsend 

\ is untrue. The veritable Townsend was 
a Canadian by birth, hffving been born 
in Haldimand County ; was a cooper's 
apprentice aud stepped from there under 
the tutelage of a vagrant circus company, 
whence he graduated as a first-class 
scouuilrdl. Adams, alias Townsend, 
was on the other hand an Englishman 
by birth, which disproves the former 
statement.

London, Nov. £6.—Despatches from 
Berlin say that Prince Gortschakoff has 
directed the Russian representative at 
Madrid, to report without delay, on the 
progress of Marshal Serano’s Govern­
ment towards the consolidation of its 
power, with a view to formal recogni­
tion. The Standard states that there is 
reason to believe that the recent inter­
views between Bismarck and Gortscha­
koff, resulted in the removal of the per­
sonal differences; also in the adoption 
of a common policy by Russia and Ger­
many, in consequence of which the for­
mer will speedily recognize the present 
Government of Spain, Russia’s previous 
refusal to do so, having been owing to 
Gortschakoff spersona! influence. Signor 
Biancheri, the Ministerial candidate, 
has been elected President of tho Cham­
ber of Deputies by a majority of six ty-
four votes over Si-----^------*1----------
minee of the Left.

London, N »v. 25. -—The Berlin corres­
ponde nt of the Times reports- that the 
Priissliji Government has decided to 
give its consent to the conversion of the 
Prussian Bank into a G&rman National 
Bank. If ike approval of the other 
States of the Empire is not promptly in­
dicated, the Bank Hill will be withdrawn 
from the Reichstag to give time for ne­
gotiations.

Mr. Maclver, Conservative, has been 
elected to Parliament in Birkenhead, by 
a majority of 947 over the Liberal can­
didate.

The Mark Lane Exprese reports a ge­
neral advance in the continental markets 
since its last issue of one shilling in the 
price of wheat.

Swindling Affair in Montreal.
The following comes to us from Mon­

treal, and we believe the H. Mackinnon 
mentioned is the same who, three years 
ago, worked in the Guelph Sewing Ma­
chine Factory, and was also a partner in 
the Guelph Trunk Factory

Mr. C. C. Sutherland, of the firm of 
Sutherland, Hardie & Fleming, Recollet- 
street, advertised that several promissory 
notes had been obtained from him by a 
conspiracy, and he has taken criminal 
proceedings against H. Mackinnon and 
Henry D. Phillips in this connection. 
He alleges that he was informed that a 
person named Mackinnon had made an 
invention of a coal-oil stove. He after# 
wards saw Mackinnon in Montreal, who 
exhibited hi»- stove, declared that tho 
patent was worth at least $100,000, and 
said he would sell it to Mr. Sutherland 
for that sum. Some few days after a 
Mr. H. D. Phillips called, and said he 
had been informed that he (Mr. Suther­
land) had the patent of a coal-oil stove 
to sell. He said he wished to buy such 
a patent for the western slope of the 
United States, and was ready to give a 
good price. Mr. Sutherland said lie 
thought he knew a man that had a stove 
which would answer Phillips, and that 
he (Sutherland) would let him know 
next day. Phillips declared he would 
give $40,000 for a serviceable patent for 
the United States western slope. Mr. 
Sutlierland then saw Mackinnon, who, 
after a conference, said he would sell the 
patent for that district for $50,000, but 
finally decided that Sutherland might 
take $40,000 for the said patent, $25,000 
of which was to go to Mackinnon, and 
$15,000 to Sutherland. Mackinnon sent 
his stove to.Sutherland to be exhibited 
to Phillips, who came, and it was put 
into operation. He experimened witn it 
in every way. Phillips commended the 
stove very highly, and asked Sutherland 
to take $40,000 for it, and that he 
(Phillips) would deposit $1,000 in Suther­
land’s hands, to be forfeited if the bal­
ance of $39,000 was not paid in seven 
days. Sutherland accepted, and the 
agreement was entered into. Suther­
land then went to Mackinnon, who agreed 
that a transfer should be made, and as 
he did not need the money he agreed to 
take Sutherland’s promissory notes for it, 
wishing to effect «à sale, and he promised 
at the same time not to put the notes on 
the street but allow- Sutherland to taxe 
them up. Sutherland gave notes to the 
value of $25,000. Sutherland soon after 
discovered that Mackinnon had endeav­
oured to dispose of some of his notes, 
and that Phillips had some of, them. 
Phillips first denied and theu" admitted 
that ho had $15,000 of Sutherland’s pa­
per. He induced Sutherland, on the 
plea that he wished to buy a watch for 
his wife, to go into Savage and Lyman’s, 
but_ke did not buy. Shortly after Sav­
age and Lyman came to Sutherland and 
asked him if lie had given notes to Mac- 
kinnon, aud whether they cOuld take 
them to pay a bill of $5,000 worth of 
jewellery. Sutherland then suspected a 
fraud had been practiced on him, and 
that the whole thing was a plan to 
swindle him. Phillips was arrested and 
gave bail, and High Constable Bcsson- 
nette has gone up to Toronto after Mac- 
kinuon.

This will give additional 
interest to the programme. Altogether 
such a bill of fare hue seldom been got 
up for Bt. Andrew’s Day, and we have 
little doubtit will attract a large audience.

Ontario Legislature. «
Nov. 25.

Mr. Clarke (Norfolk) moved, " That an 
address be presented to His Excellency 
the Governor-General, praying that His 
Excellency will cause to be laid in 
due course and form before the Parlia­
ment of Canada the frayer of this Legis­
lature, that a Dominion Prohibitory 
Liquor Law may be passed, or that the 
British North American Act of 1867 may 
be so amended as to enable the Legisla­
tures of the several Provinces, or the 
Legislature of the Province of Ontario, 
to enact euoh laws as to their wisdom 
may seem necessary for the regulation 
and partial or entire prohibition and 
suppression of the use and of the making 
and vending of ardent or intoxicating 
spirits as a beverage, on the ground that 
the same is injurions to the physical aud 
intellectual welfare of society, as well as 
being the most prolific source of idleness, 
poverty, and crime.” He spoke strongly 
in support of the motion which was car­
ried.

Mr. Rykert then brought up hie mo­
tion for certain returns in reference! iu 
the Agricultural College, of which he had 
given notice, and which we have .1 eady 
published. He recited all the oomph, its 
of which we have so often heard, ç 

Mr. Mowat said that to the greater part 
of the resolution which the hon. mem­
ber had moved, the Government would 
have no objection. The hon. gentleman 
spoke, in introducing his motion, of ir­
regularities and dissatisfaction in the 
institution. He (Mr. Mowat) denied 
that there was anything of the kind. 
Everything was going on harmoniously, 
and every department was being con­
ducted iu a satisfactory way. There 
were a - many students in the institution 
as there was accommodation for, and 
they were satbfied that they were re­
ceiving in it all thaï, valuable instruction 
which they expected when they went 
there.

(Mr. Mowat) might say the organ of the 
hon. gentleman ; and because that paper 
ohoB9 to make certain statements, he said 
the Government were bound to enquire 
into them. The hon. gentleman took an 
extraordinary position when he held that 
if any of^the numerous journals in this 
Province in the interest of the hon. 
gentleman obose to make any statement 
derogatory to this Government, the 
Government were therefore bound to 
enter into an enquiry with regard to it. 
He (Mr. Mowat) denied any suoh thing. 
The hon. gentleman had moved for ten 

■classes of papers with regard to this mat­
ter. He (Mr. Mowat) might say with 
reference to the first seven of these that 
they had no objection whatever to grant­
ing the whole of the information desired. 
With reference to the eighth clause the 
sneaker said that there were no Orders- 
in-Counoil suspending or removing any 
body, and none with reference to resig­
nations, excepting the resignation of one 
01 two persona, and those Orders-in- 
Counoil they had no objection to produce. 
With reference to the ninth clause he 
paid that what was asked for therein had

„jpics of all Orders-in-vouucil ap­
pointing a Commission to investigate tho 
management of the said College aud Mo­
del Farm, the Government had no objec­
tion to comply. The motion also asked 
for instructions to the Commissioners 
under the Commission. With reference 
to this ho said, as he had said before, 
there were no instructions. With refer­
ence to tho request for a copy of the evi­
dence, he said how, as he had stated on 
the former motion, that no written report 
was made to the Government by the 
commissioners referred to, and tho pro- 
pri^ty of a copy of the evidence being 
laid before tho House had been already 
discussed and disposed of. The hon. 
gentleman repudiated altogether the 
ground of anything confidential in these 
Governmental matters being possible in 
the sense that the House ought not to 
call for tho production of any information 
it thought proper ; but in doing so the 
hon. gentleman stated very positively 
as a rule what was quite the reverse 
of the xule in England, and which 
was the rule this House adopted. 
He went on to contend that it was not 
for the public interest that the evidence 
asked for should be made public ; that, 
on tho contrary, it was very undesirable 
that it should lie published. The gentle­
men who wont up to Guelph to take; down 
the evidence had spoken to the various 
persons in the College concerned iu the 
investigation, and the latter had stated 
the complaints they had to make, and 
their impression with regard to any dif­
ficulty, frankly, under no idea that their 
statements would be made public. There 
were criminations and recriminations in 
the course of that investigation, aud it 
would be a cruel thing that all this 
should be put in print :.nd distributed 
from- 011c end of tho Province to the 
other. It was not desirable that diifi 
culties ainong the teachers and between 
them and the students should bo made 
public, and finding that those difficulties 
were removed, nothing was more clear 
than that the public interests forbid 
that they should be made public through 
the press and the sessional papers of this 
House. When they liqd a matter of 
discipline like this to investigate, it was 
important that the investigation should 
take place confidentially,and the rule was 
that siich conduct should be investigated

Erivatuly. Everyone knew that it would 
c a serious blow to the management of 

such institutions if it were thought that 
after au investigation of this sort it 
would not bo possible to treat the matter 
confidentially. After making some re­
ference to the late Principal, he sait), there 
was every reason to believe that the in­
stitution would reader great service to 
the country. The staff was not yet com­
plete, and no doubt an efficient school 
would not bo had until the staff was 
completed, but he believed that the in-

_a :__AUf>iin m'paJstitution would ultimately obtain great 
popularity*.

Mr. M. C. Cameron argued that the 
information furnished the Committee of 
Investigation should be intrusted to the 
Committee, as well as all correspondence 
with reference to resignations.

Mr. Gow «aid the young men at the

College were working well, anil he wished 
that those gentlemen who were finding 
fault with the management of the insti­
tution would give it a visit. The present 
Rector was a very excellent man, well 
able to interest and instruct the young 
men. The establishment had been well 
conducted since the retirement of thu 
late Principal. The Farm could not be 
taken possession of as soon as was ex­
pected, in consequence of the difficulty 
between the Government and tho former 
proprietor—a difficulty which could not 
have|been anticipated. The member fur 
Lincoln had quoted the Guelph Herald, 
than which a more partizan and scurrilous 
paper could not be published. Ever 
since the institution had been establiehed 
it had been most bitterly assailed by that 
paper. The Commissioner could not 
come on a visit of inspection without 
being abused in the most coarse aud 
gross manner by the Herald. Hon. gen­
tlemen opposite had promised- a certain -j 
official that if he would give them the in­
formation and the secrets be possessed 
t' oy would reinstate him if they got into 
power ;laughter,)| or would bring him. 
into u use for some snug constitu­
ency, They said that they desired to sec 
the institut: m prosper, but their actions 
proved the .ontrary, for they attacked it 
on every .ccaeion. He believed that the 
invest Rations of the Committee would 
cl: ..w that no blame could be attached to 
the Government.

Mr. McEellar thought hon. gentlemen 
would not only have a difficulty in find­
ing a seat for Prof. McCandless, but 
even finding constituencies for them­
selves. Tho real object of this motion 
was not to obtain proper investigation, 
but to make an attack upon the: Govern­
ment and particularly upon himself. 
The Government had nothing tp conceal. 
The only evidence produced on the other 
side was the Guelph Herald, the most 
unscrupulous and scurrilous sheet in the 
country. This institution was perhaps 
the most difficult to establish which the 
Government had undertaken, because 
they could not look to any other institu­
tion as a model. They had endeavoured 
to make it a success, and he believed it 
would be a success. It would be a great 
advantage to the agriculturists and other 
classes in the Province, and to make it 
so was the aim and object of the Govern­
ment. As the Opposition desired to see 
the country prosper, he hoped they 
would not assail this institution merely 
in Order to make a slab against the 
Government.

Mr. Mowat moved in amendment that 
all the words after the words “ Orders 
in Council,” in theeigth clause, be struck 
out and the following substituted :—
'* Accepting the resignation of any of such 
persons. 9. Copy of any part of the evi­
dence taken by the Committee appoint­
ed to investigate the management of the 
said College and Farm, if there be any of 
the said evidence which relates to the 
conduct of the Government or any mem­
ber thereof.

Mr. Cameron said all the evidence re­
lative to officials should be produced, as 
the Government was to a great extent re­
sponsible for their actions.

The House then divided on the amend­
ment, whjeh was carried. Yeas, 47 ; 
nays, 22. v

Annual Session of the Grand Lodge of 
Good Templars.

The twenty-first Annual Session of the 
Grand Lodge of this Order . commenced 
nt Brockville, on Tuesday, the 24th inst. 
G. W. C. T. Ormiston, of Ganauoque, 
presided, and there ware present between 
three aud four hundred delegates from 
various parts of the Province. After the 
customary opening ceremonies, the an­
nual reports were presented from which 
wo glean tliè following interesting infor­
mation. There are nt present four per­
manent and six temprorary lecturers 
engaged by the Order. In the western 
section of the Province there has been 
a greater increase of membership than 
ever before. The total number of Tem­
ples is 680, being 57 more than last year 
in both Ontario (and Quebec, and an in­
crease of 150 in the Western Province.. 
The total number of contributing mem­
bers .qn the books ia 34,531, being an in­
crease of 631 over the aggregate mem­
bership of the two Provinces last year, 
aud an increase of 5,617 over the last re­
port of Ontario alone. The total reports 
879,426, being an advance in the year of 
169,624. 208 temples have )been institu­
ted during the year, and 59 have . sur­
rendered their charters, which 92 joining 
the Quebec Grand Lodge, leaves 57 to the 
good in Ontaiio. The total receipts of 
the year were $9,662 67, and the expen­
diture was $824 15, leaving a balance of 
$1,538 52.

Oh Wednesday the first order of busi­
ness was the selection of the place of 
meeting for the-next Grand Lodge, when 
Guelph, Ottawa, and Barrie were propos- 
ed. On motion, Guelph was unanimous­
ly selected.

The election of officers for the ensuing 
year was then proceeded with, resulting 
as follows':—G.W.C.T., Bro. i,M.*eKnowl- 
ton, London ; G.W.C., Bro. J. N. Niven, 
Toronto ; G.W.V.T., Sister Cummer, 
Hamilton ; G.W. Chap., Rev. Bro, Crys­
tal, Lynedoch ; G.W.S., Bro.

Casey, Nnpanee ; G.W.T., Bro. J. H. 
Flegg, Mitchell ; G.W.M., Bro. C. B. 
Perrv, Nnpanee ; G.W.I.G., Sietor Moul­
ton, Guelph; G.W.O.G., Brc. John Wam­
pum, Bothwell ; G.W.D.M., Sister W at- 
soii, Bell’s Corners.

There are now in Italy 136 Protest­
ant missionary churches, having 104 
preachers and 4,822 communicants. Of 
these the Waldeneians have 36, the Free 
Church has 23, the Plymouth Brethren 
have 32, the English Methdists 27, -Eng­
lish Baptists 2, and American Baptists 8. 
Besides those,, preaching is maintained 
by several Protestant bodies in the city 
of Rome, where, no doubt, numerous 
Protestant church edifices will in time be 
built.

Tlio Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and 
John have been translated into Japanese 
by Protestant missionaries, and publish­
ed. Translations of Genesis, Romaue1 
Ephesians, and Hebrews have also been 
m-epared, but are not yet in print.x The 
Gospel of John has also been printed in 
Roman characters, but the Japanese have 
not to any great extent learned the use 
of these. They are, however, taught in 
the government schools. The Imperial 
authorities still refuse to give permits for 
travel or residence in the interior of the 
empire until the present treaties are re­
vised.

Another Arctic expedition, under the 
auspices of tv.e Government and the 
Royal Geographical Society, will be de­
spatched m the spring o£ 1875.



Model Farm.
iave already said that the only 

grievance the Opposition can lay 
their bands on this year is that refer- 
ring to the past management of the 
Model Farm. They are, however, de- 
termined to make the most of this 
matter, and have united all their ef­
forts in an attempt to damage the 
Government by making it'respon 
sible for the mismanagement of the 
Institution while the late Principal 
was in office. It is not necessary for 
us to say anything with regard to his 
management, for that is already too 
well known in and about Guelph to 
require any comment. He was ap­
pointed by the Government in the 
belief that he was in every respect 
well qualified to discharge the duties 
pertaining to the office, and it was 
only after he had proved himself un­
unfit for the position by the 
anarchy and disorder which through 
his instrumentality prevailed in 
the establishment that the Govern, 
ment determined to institute an in. 
vestigation, which resulted in his 
withdrawal. He did not come up to 
their expectations, and having dis. 
covered that, the Government dealt 
as tenderly with him as possible, and 
quietly allowed him to retire with­
out exposing lus incapacity. Yet 
the Opposition, instigated we believe! 
to some extent by this late Principal, 
are trying to make out a case against 
the Government, and perhaps, too, 
with a faint hope of patching up his 
professional reputation which he lost 
entirely during his few months reai 
dence on the Farm.

The demand for the production of 
the evidence taken by the commit­
tee of investigation was the chief 
subject of the debate on Wednesday 
on Mr Rykert’s notice of motion. Mr. 
Mowat’s reasons for not producm g that 
evidence are sufficiently strong to 
satisfy any one bùt a mere factionist. 
The evidence given was of a confiden. 
tial nature, and had reference to the 
internal and outdoor management of 
the Institution. It was taken solely 
lor the purpose of enabling the*Gov- 
ernmen t to arrive at a true knowledge 
of the state of aflairs, and its publica­
tion at this period, when the source 
of all the troubles is removed, would 
not serve any good purpose what- 
ever.

Mr Lauder in his speech tries to 
make some capital out of our refer, 
once to the irregularities which ex. 
isted in the early part of the summer 
at the Farm, but he only tells half 
the truth. We did call attention to 
the fact that things were not going 
smoothly there, but we stated at the 
same time that we believed thd'late 
Princpal was responsible for these, 
and our statements have been fully 
verified by what has since occurred, 
lor since he left everything has gone 
on smoothly, and no trouble of any 
kind has occurred. Of coarse the 
Opposition are trying to make all the 
capital they can out of the gossip and 
scandal which the Tory papers have 
been busy circulating for months 
past, but we feel satisfied that when 
the triUh is told, these will 
dwindle down to the smallest pos 

. sible dimensions—-the fruits of mis.
representations, purposely made and 

„ repeated time and again m order to 
injure the establishment as well as 
the Government.

The Ceutre Kiiliug.
We are glad to hear that Mr 

dames Ross is prosecuting his canvass 
in the Ceutre Riding with great 
vigor and with much success. He 
has met with much encouragement 
wherever he has been, and it only 
requires the united and continuous 
efforts of his friends to secure his 
election. Meetings for organization 
have been held at almost every im­
portant point in the Riding, and the 
local committees and canvassers 
should not wait for Mr. Ross’s coming, 
but set vigorously to work at once, 
and have every school section and 
concession canvassed without loss of 
time. In this way they will greatly 
help on the good work, and relieve 
Mr. Ross of a great deal of labour, 
which might be done without any 
personal effort on his part. Perfect 
organization, steady and energetic 
work, and a thorough canvass will 
assuredly secure the election.

Mr. Ross held a meeting last 
night at Glenallan ; on Thursday 
night at Drayton ; and on Friday 
night at Alma.

The MennOnitcs iu Manitoba.
How they Build their Houses.

The fo’lewing interesting account of 
how the Mentionite settlers in Manitoba 
proceed in the erection of their houses, 
and in their arrangement of things gener­
ally, is from a letter written by Mr. Jacob 
Y. tihantz, of Berlin, to a gentleman in 
Markham, and which was recently pub­
lished in the Economist of that place. He 

’ say8 On the part of the reserve in 
which they are located, there is consider­
able wooded laud, consisting of small 
tam.irack and poplars, so that most of 
them build houses of timber and long 
grass, which is plentiful there. The 
poorer classes took long poles and pnt 
them irp in a roof like way and covered 
with grise, tied to the poles crosswise on 
the poles or rafters, whicü makes a good 
roof do’m to tho ground. They then 
took small logs, and built up under that 
roof about seven feet high, and plastered 
inside and outside with clay. Those who 
cannot afford boards, lay poles on the 
joists for ceilings,then lay on a little hay, 
and plaster on the top of that with clay 
mortar. The floor is also made of clay 
mortar, with sand on tho top of the clay, 
which mixes and makes it almost like 
sandstone. Borne of the wealthier ones 
have built up houses square with logs, 
nut all the roofs and most of the gable 
oads are made with grass. Those living 
ou the west side of the Red River, have 
no timber for building ; they build with 
boards and scantling ; some have nice 
little frame houses boarded inside and 
outside, with layers of thick paper be­
tween, which are not yet finished. Thus 
tbev have built in various ways according 
to their means and opportunities. What 
astonishes mo is, that they all have warm 
rooms/finished or nearly so; also warm 
stables similarly built foJ the cattle, and 
such large hay stacks. Even some that 
have no cattle yet have bay, as they 

' Jhavc hopes of getting them. Some were

only three and others four weeks on their
plaoos, as some remained three weeks in1 
the sheds before they selected a place. 
Their families remain in the sheds all 
winter. , They have built up outside with 

, and boarded inside and made a hay 
roof over the top of the other, so that 
they have perfectly warm rooms. It 
seemed sad to meet some of them in such 
simple houses, without a floor, table, or 
bedstead, eating dry bread and drinking 
coffee or tea—i.e. mapy meals—most of 
them have potatoes and milk, and some 
of them pork, so that we had good meals 
sometimes, but often nothing but bread 
an l coffee, but on the other side it is 
pucering, when they say, ‘ Oh, we are so 
satisfied, here we have good land, such 
nice lumber and grass to build with, and 
are so healthy that we can all work* 
others would say ‘ we eat so much, the 
appetite is so good, it costs so much, 
Few complain; nearlyallare wellpleffsed 
with the country and climate so far.*-

Arthur Correspondence.
The Narrow Gauge Company have 

again resorted to coercive measures 
against the Township of Luther by re­
fusing to take any grain away from the 
Arthur station, which has been purchas­
ed from the residents of that township, 
thereby causing considerable annoyance 
to our grain buyers, injuring the trade 
of our village, and seriously affecting its 
interests. Although the Township of 
Luther took advantage of their condi­
tional by-law to get out of paying their 
bonus, the action of the Narrow Gauge 
Company towards that township is not 
one that will raise them in public esti­
mation, as the rule of injuring oneself to 
spite another, is not any better when 
acted upon by a Company than by a 
private individual, and may result in a 
great deal of mischief. Besides, it in­
jures Arthur Village, which deseryes the 
credit of carrying the bonus both in Ar­
thur Township and Luther.

Messrs. Fraser Bros, have their new 
steam saw mills ready for action, and 
are anxiously waiting for logs, when 
they will show people how quick they 
can rip them up into lumber. Inglis & 
Hunter, of Guelph, put in the machin­
ery, which gives complete satisfaction to 
the proprietors. The mill is reported to 
be the best steam saw mill in this part 
of the country. It is a great addition to 
the business interests of the village, and 
in the hands of the present pushing 
proprietors, it will, no doubt, prove a 
success.

Our new grist mill is not going ahead 
quite as fast as the business portion of 
the village would like to see it, but al­
though slow it is sure ; Mr. Kesson is 
not one of those quick, light-headed men 
who does everything iu balloon style, 
but goes in for a good substantial build­
ing, on a good foundation, which looks 
like permanency and stability in our 
midst! The building presents a fine ap­
pearance, and is nearly ready for the 
millwrights.

The village having voted the By-law 
enabling the Council to borrow a thou­
sand dollars for a tire engine, the Council 
last week concluded a bargain with a 
firm in Toronto for a steam tire engine, 
and are busy digging water tanks. La­
bor has been plenty this fall and wages 
good. Business of all kinds appears to 
have been good. Our taxes will be 
27 mills in the dollar, 12 for school pur­
poses and 15 for municipal.

Our temperance friends are going to 
organize a Good Templars Lodge again. 
The “ Independent Order.” It is to be 
hoped they will be successful this time. 
A village without a Temperance Society 
is like a man without a newspaper, be­
hind the age.

Revival meetings have been held in 
the Wesleyan Church for three weeks 
past, under the auspices of the Rev. Mr. 
Phillips; resident minister, and Mr. 
Harper, assistant minister. Consider­
able good has been done, and there is 
an indication of more before they ter- 
initiate.

Reformers around here are well satis­
fied with the choice of Mr. James Ross 
for Centre Wellington, believing him to 
be a man of sterling worth, who will ex­
ercise a beneficial influence among poli­
ticians, and a man whom every, elector 
can depend upon as reliable.
