York onthe Atlantic.

The Chicago Tribune notes a projeet
for - shortening the time between San
Francisco and Europe to twelve days.
A tew years ago that pericd was reck-
oned a swift passage for steamers from
New York to Liverpool. The transit
between those cities is now wmade on

the average, in ten days—sometimes |

in nine. It seems the principal part of
this time is occmpied in. the voyage
from New York to Cape Race, where
the winds and waves are apt to be ad-
verse, The project referred to proposes
to dispense with this part of the ocean
voyage, by building a railroad’ thrOugh
New England Nova Scotia a.nd Newa
fonndland St. Jobns, 60 mile 8 aboye| ¢
m New|
York. The latter distance is thus
saved and the ocean voyage between St.

Johns and Queenstown, Ireland (1,600
miles), ¢an be accomplished in four days.

The railroad across N ewfoundland is to
be joined by a steam ferryof45 miles with
the north ‘end of Cape'Bréton Island,
where it. connests. With. & trunk Jine
which skirts the Bay of Fundy, and'pas-
es-by way of St. Johns, New Brunswick,

and Bangor, Maine, to Portiand, -and
therce by a very 'direct’ route through
Ratland, Vermont, to Rome, on the New
York Central.

A New Seusation—A Volcanic Island
Arises in the Middle of the Sea.

The following interesting memoranda are
furnisbed us by Captain Nickerson, of the
ship National Eagle, which arrived in port
yesterday moroing from Hongkong, having
made tbe run in forty-four days—a very ez«
cellent passage . May 6th, (seventeen days
out)—This day was very moderate, with the
wind from northwest, avd fine weather. At
balf-past 4 a. m, made Smith Island—one of
the group of islands south of Yeddo Gulf,
Japap, which is io latitude 31 deg. 18 min.
north, longitude 139 deg. 50 mim. east. At
the time we saw a very large column of
smoke :riging out of the water, about half
a point to the northward of the island,
Upon nearing it, found it to be a voleano,
aod also that there was an icland—cone
sisting of a mass of rocks about fifty
feet bigh, and extending northeast and
northwest — rising cut of the water,
There was also' a streak of muddy water
abont a mile wide, extending about 5 mileg
N.W, from the pewly-formed izland. This
island bears N. by E., 3 E, and is 5 miles
distant from Smith lsland., We walked
about midwey between the two ielands, and
when abreast. of the volcano could hear it
roar fearfolly. It was sending up a dense
mass of smoke aod steam, which apparently
attaioed about the beight of 1000 fe-t. The
rocks must bave been very hot, for when the
surf rolled in upon them a beavy column of
steam would rise up above them, and was
accompanijed by afearful hissing sound. We
conld also fEe'steam and smoke risiogifrom
a reef about a quarter of a mile N.W, from
the island. Had it not been that we were
so near Smith Island, we would bave sent a
brat and scunded—but the position of that
island beiog correct on .the cbart, it was
hardly necessary to do so.—S. F. Call,
