IN BIXTY-TWO DAYS

Is the Time Geo. Fransis Train Calculates to
Complete Cireling the Globe.

LoNpoN, May 11.—George Francis Train,
who arrived here yesterday, gives the fol-
lowing account of his trip around the
world : ‘“I have been fifty-two days on the

world in ten. days more. You remember
the fuss some papers made when a young
woman went around the world in seventy-
two days and some hours.. It was enough
to make one sick. It was mothing. Any--
body could do it. You remember Jules
Verne’s ‘Around the world in eighty days.’
He stole my thunder, but I have beaten
Phineas Fogg out of sight.

I left Tacoma on March 18 ; I made the
trip to Yokohama in sixteen days. Therel
found that the North German Lioyd steamer
had been gone two days.
