A STARTLING S8UGGESTION.

There aré many who believe that the
popular branch of the Legislature in British
countries is the real ruler of the ocountry.
They describe the Sovereign as little better
than s figurehead, and spesk of the Second
Chamber, whether it is called House of
Lords or Senate, as being of about as much
use as a fifth wheel to the coach. Itis,
they declare, the people’s representatives
who rule, and the other estates of the realm
are more or less shams, Some who have no

, love for popular government, who believe

that it is tending, first to socialism and then
to anarchy, reluctantly admit that this is
the sad and the very unpleasant truth.
Bat there is another side to this story and
one which is very seldom heard.. Thereare
thinking men who maintain that among the
things that are not what they seem is the
British House of Commons, which is the
model after which all representative bodies
in all parts of the world are moulded. A
very daring man, Mr. Sidney Low, bas in
the Nineteenth Century asked the very
startling question, *‘If the House of Com-
mons were abolished?” The answer to
this, by the great majority of British sub-
jects, ab any rate, would be: Chaos
would come, preceded either by a
military dictatorship or a  communistic
pandemonium. Mr. Low tries, very cool-
ly and somewhat oynically, to show that
the House of Commons is nmot what it is
cracked up to be, that it has in faot out-
lived its usefulness, that it possesses only in
appearance the powers that are attributed
to it, and consequently if it were abolished
matters would go on pretty much as they
do now. After stating the popular view of
the House of Commons Mr. Low asks :

Bub can anyone really affirm that the
members of the House of Commons do now
make the laws of these realms? To do so
would exhibit either a hardy dis-
regard of facts or else a com-
prehensive ignorance of the conditions
under which the pablic affairs of the nation
are oonducted. Every member of Parlia-
ment, with the exception of about six or
sight who sit on the front bench to the right
of the Speaker’s chair, would admit, if he
spoke the truth,that he had little more
real power to make laws than the writer of
these . lines. Like him the M. P. hasa
right to criticise, to object, to suggest, bub
that is all. The ¢ legislator,” it is true,
may utter his criticisms, his objections or
his suggestions in a way thabt appears to
give them a certain air of authority, and
mag help to secure them some necessary de-
gree of publicity, though even then it is
much to be doubted whether a seat on the
floor of the House where it slopes away to
the mountainous and unreguarded soli-
tudes below the side galleries, has any
advantage over the position I am permitted
%0 occupy in this Review ; or whegher the
orator who addresses an attenuated House
in a spesch of half an hour’s duration

American channels, [The wisdom and
foresight of the Government in acting as it
has in this matter is shown by the fact that
the mineral wealth of the Canadian territory
is attracting greatly increased attention, and
the whole country up there is likely-shortly
to assume great importance. Considerable as
that trade has been, it will have been in-
significant compared with its volume in the
future, and the importance of having it
placed in the hands of our own people and
having it pass thcough our own territory
cannot be over-estimated.

We have, however, in the Province of
British Columbia, much nearer home and of
greater immediate importance to us, a con-
dition of affairs that also demands the atten-
tion ‘of the Dominion Government, From
timoeoﬁmthnhpw been complainte of
sivuggling all along the southern boundary
of the Province in Yale and Kootenay. Re-
ocently representations coming under our
notice have been made regarding the prev-
alence of the practice, which, if anything
like as extensive as alleged, show a serious
state of affairs indeed. VWhen we refer to it
as serions we do 80 not alone from the stand-
point of customs violation but as a matter
of conoern to the best interests of the Prov-
ince. It ie said that the customs surveil-
lance of the whole southern boundary is
very imperfect, if not muoh worse than
that. It is desoribed as a farca. That it is
totally inadequate, at all events, is evident,
becaunse it is alleged on good authority that
goods to the aggregate value of between
one quarter and half a million of dollars
came in during the past year upom which
no duty was paid.. If this be true, and so
grave a charge would scarcely be made by
responeible persons without foundation, it
means & serious loss of trade to the business
men of our own Province to whom it legit-
imately belongs.

What makes this matter of still greater
concern is that the Government of the
Provinoce, yielding to the representations of
those interested in and living in various
localities on the southern -boundary, spent
large sume of money In opening upineans of
communiocation with important points and
developing the country. Ib was confidently
anticipated that in opening roads between
majn thoroughfares and the mining camps
the trade of the districts tapped would be
retained in - the . country, and’ these
were the arguments invariably used
in inducing the Government to make the
necessary expenditure.. But it willBe seen
‘that under atioh & condition of affaifyis hax
been represented to us the effect of this ex-
penditure is largely lost to the Provinos ;

THAE LAST RESORT.

ILi this was to be the out-
come of his efforts ro better the condition of
the wretched it may be confidently asserted
that most of hislab )r would beinvain. Many
of the reformed, exposed to the temptations
of city life, would fall into their old habits,
and others would not be strong enough
physically or morally to continue
the terrible struggle necessary to
maintain existence in the great centres of
population. The General intends to place
his moral convalescents on the land.
The atmosphere of the country is invigorat-
ing and rural employments are wholesome
both for mind and body. ,

The ready objection to this is that there
are teo many on the land already. More
food is ptoduced now than can be sold at &
fair price. Bat General Booth’s workers on
the land intend to raise food and other pro-
duote, nob to sell, but to consume. They are
to be themselves both the producers and the
consumers: Can such a state of society exist?

The
farmer and his wife and children learned to
do the work of a whole regiment of mechan-
fos and factory hands, A The home
manufactures were, for the most
part, rough and rude, but they
were strong, and they answered their pur-
poses fairly well.

Bitter Struggle in Prospect Uver the
Anti Soecialist Bill — The
Beer Boycott.

.

Peculiar Position of the President of
the Reichstag —Berlin and Pro-
vineial Governments.

BErLiN, Jan. 5.—The reichstag will re-
sume workonTuesday. Theopeningbusiness
will be the first resding of the anti-socialist
bill, which went over the holidays for lack
of a quorum of the house. - The beginning of
the struggle is viewed with general appre-
hension. The Emperor called unannounced
on Chenocellor Prince Hohenlohein at the
Wilhelmstrasse yesterday and remained for
breakfast. Later the ministers were sum-
moned to the Chancellory. There was a
full discussion of the anti-socialist bill and

the parliamentary tactics to be used in push-
ing it to the final vote. It is understood
that the ministers decided not to amend the
bill before the committée stage. The gov-
ernment now acts as if confident that the
measure will be carrted without important
changes.

Among the deputies and parliamentary
officers interest cemtres in the expected at-
tack upon Herr vcn Levetz)w, president of
the Reichatag. Al-hough he has been a
good executive he has earned the dislike of
the deputies on the Left by strutting in his
military uniform on all public occasions and
by bowing rather humbly to the young Em-
peror’s beck and nod. He also hurt him-
self with the National Liberals by refusing
to do anything with the Bismarck monu-
ment fund, of which he is the chief trustee,
as long as the Emperer and Bismarck were
out. The Radicale and Social Democrats,
who will lead the coming attack, will base
their case on the ground that the presi-
dent compromieed his position by
tiying to  force the debate on
the anti-socialist bill and by voting
to prosecutc Deputy Liebknecht againat the
wishes of the msjority. A leading Bismarck-
ian paper oalls upon him to resign. A bad
feature of this muss is that the Emperor’s
ministers are determined to defend Levet-
zow to the last ditch. The president him-
self is willing enough to get out, as he does
not care to increase the irritability of the
reichstag and complete the ‘tangle in which
its proceedings opened; but he has been
powerle<s to act since the cabinet war and
the extrc me Tory deputies have come pngna.-
cionsly to his support.

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A DESERVED TRIBUTBR.

The honors paid to the memory of Sir
John Thompson were well deserved. Therd
was nothing' inconsistent or insincere in
consigning his remains to the. earth with

" every tribute of honmor and every mark of

. respect. He was a good man. He did his
duty to the people of Canada taithfully and
with the uatmost of his ability, He was a
man for whom no allowances are required
and for whom his friends, his admirers and
his party have no apologies to make. He,
as a public man, was without fear and with-
out reproach, and his private life was with
out the trace of a stain. He was a man
whom Canadians of every race, every class,
every creed and every party ought to
honor. He has left to his country and to
his family an unsullied reputation and a re-
eord of high and important duties well per-
formed. It was fitting and proper that Cana-
diane should avail themselves of the oppor-
tunity that the burial of such a man afforded
them, publicly and in an impressive manner,
nob only to express their grief that he has

- been taken from’ them, but to show their esti-
mate of his worth. This was evidently the
opinjon of the Government of Great Britain
when they had his remains conveyed across
the Atlantic in such a way as to show that
they held him in high esteem,and thie we are
sure is the belicf of the people of Canada.

Itis said by some that in these days charac-
ter goes for very little. But the magner in
which the news of the late Premier’s sudden
death was received in Canada and the way
in which he has been spoken of by men of
every religious belief and every shade of
political opinion, shows that this is not the
cage. Sir John Thompson’s capabilities as
a public man were of a solid rather than a
showy nature. He was one of the most
modest and the least ostentatious of men.
He said nothing and did nothing for mere
effect. There was not anything about him in
the slightest degree meretricious. The
high reputation he enjoyed he earned
fairly. His character as a private citizen
was built up in the same way, quietly and
without any show, by the conscientious per-
formance of his various duties. Yet we
find that this unassuming, unpretentious
man was well known and highly esteemed
in every part of the Dominion. His light
shone before men though he did not bear it
aloft. He wad esteemed even by his
opponents because he was a good man— be-
cause he was never known to say an im-
Pproper word or to do an unseemly act. The
Premier’s chair is not a throne, yet a fierce
light beats upon it. He is watched by a
thousand eyes, and almost everything that
he says and does, if not commented upon
publicly, becomes the theme of gossip which
has a very wide ocirculation. Yet even the
gossips have had nothing to say reproach-
fully of Sir John Thompson.

PRACTIGAL CHRISTIANITY.

General Booth’s address in the Victoria
Theatre on Wednesday evening evidently
impressed his audience most favorably. It
could hardly fail of producing the effect
which the friends of the Salvation Army
desired. The General showed that he is
not only a big-hearted and sympathetic
man, but that he is the most reasonable and
the most judicious of philanthropists. He
would relieve the distressed with a ready
hand, but he would relieve them in such a
way as, if they are reclaimable, to make
them strong and self-reliant. )

The great fault to be found with charity
as it is gemerally dispensed, either by gov-
ernment or by individuale, is that it is cal-
culated to, pauperize its recipients. The
persons relieved, getting what, they want
without earning it, lose whatever self-respect
and self-reliance they possessed, and after a
while they come to believe that they have
a right to all they receive—that the com"
munity owes them a living. In this way a
useless pauper class is oreated which is a
perennisl burden on the country. The firat
principle of General Booth’s system is that
those whom he relieves shall in some way pay
for what they get. This principle is at the
bottom of all the General’s philanthropioc
schemes, and he has shown great ingenuity
as well as a most enlightened benevolence in
reducing it to practice. It is nmot hard to
see that in a country where such a scheme
of relief is carried out pauperism would in
time completely disappear. '

Another feature of General Booth’s
system which we are pleesed to find is gen-
erally admired is that he makes no distinc-
tion of desert in those whom his army re-
lieves. The only claim which they are
taught to recognize is need. When
the Salvation soldier sees anyone
in distress, he does not stop to inquire
whether he by his vioes or his follies brought
himself to that pass, or whether he was re.
duoced to want by Gircumstances over which
he had no control. The firss thing he'is to
do is to pull the unfortunate ont of the pit
into which he has fallen ; inquiry and spir-
itual ministrations come later on. When
the bodily wante of the destitute are a-
tended to their spiritual needs are looked
No one is 00 bad to be helped, and
the deeper a fellow-creature is sunk in the
slough of wretchednessand vicethegreater the
need to come to his resoue. This is a
feature of the Salvation Army’s plan that can.
not be sufficiently commended, Ipis encourag-

ing to see that this truly Christian way of |

dealing with the wretched and the fallen has
beeni ‘wonderfully successful. Many who
have been oconsidered completely, lost have
been reclaimed through the instrumentality
of the Salvation Army.

GOVERNMENT OF CITIES,

MR. WiLLIAMS resumed the debate on the
motion for the second reading of the bill re-
specting the government ot citieh, He op-
posed the bill as an interference with the
rights of the cities, and declared that it
would have been more fitting for the gov-
ernment to have proposed a bill to delegate
to a committee the control of the affiirs of
the province. The city of Vancouver at
least is not prepared to hand over its civic
affairs to this or any other government. He
asked the members to show their disap-
proval of ‘“ vhis encroachment on the rights
and privileges of the people.”

Dr. WALKEM pointed out the weakness
of such argument againet the bill, inasmuch
as it is merely permissive, and can only he
given effect on the initiative of the citizens
themselves, confirmed by a vote of the
whole qualified electorate. He was in-
clined to think, however, that the govern-
ment would find that they are proposing to
incur a responsibility in the appointtment of
commissioners which may not be for their
good from a political standpoint.

B. KENNEDY opposed the b:ll because he
fesred that under it men from Viotoria
might be sent up to govern Vancouver or
vice versa. He believed that it is merely
for the purpoee of creating new offices for
political hacks.

MR, SEMLIN thought the principle of the
bill is to ask the people to surrender their
franchise and to declare that they are un-
able to govern themselves, If the people of
any city can be induced to surrender their
rights for the propossd term of three years
the government will then have them at
their mercy. If the bill provided for a
vote of the whole ratepayers it would not be
80 bad, bub he thought the proposition to
determine the manner of government on
the vote of those merely who are entitled to
vote on money by-laws {s very dangerous.
He objeoted to the bill both in principle and
with respect to its various provisions.

Me BooTH =aid this discussion reminded
him of that on the proposition to appoint an
official auditor to examine the books of
municipalities. i. nad heard the same old
arguments then about the invasion of the
rights of the people, bus the bill passed and
there has sicce been no complaint, He
thought any reasoning man would feel con-
vinced that if any city does ask to have the
provisions of the bil now before the house
put into effect the government will not be
80 foolish a8 to appoint ** political hacks ”
or any but the very best men who can be
found. He thought the very general com-
plaints of municipal mismanagement show
that some attempt to better the plan of
government of cities ought to be made, and
he aecordingly favored giving the people the
option provided by this bill.

Mr Sworp thought the proposed change
nob in the right direction. If the Attorpey-
General considers that ‘the present franchise
is too extensive or that the councillors
should be elected for a longer term he
should say so directly, and not attempt to
secure a remedy in this indirect way. He
thought it undesirable that powers of this
description should be placed in the hands of
the government, and hoped that the house
would at least try some less radfcal remedy
for the evils complained of.

Hox. Cor. BAKER showed that this bill is
In no sense an interference with the rights
of the people, as it can only be pub into
effect in each case by the people themselves;'
and if they do sq and the result is not satie-
facvory they have the power to revers to the
old system at the end of the term of three
years.

Mr MAcPHERSON asked any intelligent
man who has studied the trend of events of
this century to say whether this is a-pro-
gressive measure; and this question he
answered himself in the negative. He
thought the proposition that only those who
have the right to vote on money by-laws
shall vote upon putting this bill into effeot,
aims at depriving a large body of the. rate-
pavers of their rights. He wanted to know
whether it is the city of Viotoria or the city
of Nanaimo that is incapable of managing
itsa own affairs, for he felt sure it is not
Vancouver.

Cart. IRVING considered that the last
speaker did not appear to umderstand‘the
provisions of the bill. He himself did not
agree with everything proposed in the
measure, but thought it should be read a
second time and amended as might be
thought best in committee. , '

Hor, MR. TurNER said with reference to
the remarks of Mr. Macpherson he would
like to remind that gentleman that a peti-
bion from his own city of Vancouver, read
o the house only to-day, shows that at least
some of the citizens there think that it is
very badly misgoverned. He thought that
it is the opponents of the measure who are
really attempting to deny to the people the
right to the fall exercise of their powers, for
the bill provides the people with a remedy
if they dome to the conclusion that their
city is mirgoverned. He pointed ount the
difference between the position of a city and
that of the province, and quoted the remark
8o often made by the late leader of the op-
position that a city is jast like a joint stock
company, where those who own the shares
have the right to say what - lisbilities they
shall incur, Itis the owners who really
form the permanent municipality,. He
thought it very evident that the gentlemen
opposite see a great deal that is good
in the bill, but that as the result .of a great
many caucuses they think itbest to opposeit.
becanse it has been introduced by g‘ gov-
ernment.  In doing so they o gran
4o the people ‘of the cities of the province
the right to say that they shall be governed
in whateve: way they desire. He thought

Mg, RrtaET had much pleasure in sup-
porting the bill, though he thought that in

why cities might not be well governed by
commissioners. He thought anyone having
koowledge of the subject will admit
that  citizens  of position and abil.

Ho~. MR. TURNER—A great many people
have asked me.

MER. CorroN continued that he noticed
the senior member for Viotoria had not
asserted that the people have asked for the
bill.

MER. RITHET ~-There have been no petitions
against it.

Mz. CorroN declared that the people of
Vancouver in public meeting assembled
have said that they want nothing to do with
the bill ; that Westminster is against it,
and that no steps have been taken in Na-
naimo to secure an expression of opinion up-
on the measure. He hoped that the gov-
ernment would withdraw the bill, or that if
it came toa vote it would be defeated,

M=R. MCGREGOR said that the people ot
Nanaimo have paid very little attention to
this bill, and having been very fortunate in
their city councils the people there are not
likely to ask for it to be put into effect. He
did not 'see, however, that the bill will do
any harm if put upon the statute books.
Perhaps the number of fifiy, upon whose pe-
tition an election under the roposed act
may be held, is too small, mnsI he thought
that in committee this may well be incrasased
to twenty-five per cent. of the ratepayers.

M=z. Kipp asked if the bill wouid not
have the effoct of weakening the peopls in
their capacity for self-government, and pre-
vent them from maturing the power in that
respeoct to which the English speaking races
are attaining. Balieving that it would have
thie effect he would vote againt it;

Mr KITCHEN aléo would oppose the bill.

Hox. MR. PoorEy said that all the argu-
ments he had heard served to stremgthen
bim in the belief that ghe house shoul pro-
oeed to pass the bill as it stands. If the
people are 80 capable as stated of presenting
their viewe at the polls at the election of
councillors they are equally ocapable
of expressing themédelves with respect to this
measure, which is only a permissive one.

The motion for the discharge of the third
reading was lost on the following division :

MINING BUREAU.

MR. ApAmS, on consideration of the re-
port on th® mining burean bill, moved to
add as section 14 : “ Any person holding
any pecuniary interest in any mining pro-
perty in this province shall not be eligible to
be appointed as Provincial Mineralogist.”

Agreed to ; report as amended adopted,
and on motion of Hon. Col. Baker bill read
a third time and passed.

FIRE INSURANCE ACT.

Ho~. MR DAVIE moved the second read.
ing of the bill to amend the fire insurance
policy act, 1893 He explained_that its ob-
j2cb is to alter certain minor provisions of
the act which are not in conformity with
the acts of other provinces and are therefore
a source of unnecessary trouble to the in-
surance companies, who would have to write
a special form of policy for British Colum.-
bia. A condition of uniformity being de-
sirable, he thought it well to make the
slight amendments needed in the act, which
in the meantime has not been put in force,

Mz SworD objected that the bill had nop
been drafted in accordance with the rules of
the house, the clautes to be amended not be.
ing re-printed, and he therefore held that
the motion was not in order.

Objection sustained.

CITY COMMISSIONERS,

The house went into committee on the
bill to permit the appoiatment of oity com-
missioners, Mr. Sword in the chair.

MR, WiLLIAMS moved to amend the first
clause by inserting the words ** of Vic-
toria,” 8o that the short title should read
‘“ An act respecting the appointment of city
of Viotoria commissioners.” He urged that
Vancouver had pronounced against the bill
and that none of the cities wanted it unless
it be-Victoria.

Hox. Mr DaviE said with respect to that
meeting at Vancouver which has been two
or thres times mentioned in the house he
would like to know how many people were
there, for he had beenltold thao there were
very few—not a hundred.

Mr. CorToN~I was there !

Hox. MR DAVIE—Aud- you count for a
hundred yourself ! Is that it ? (Leughter. )

MR, WiLLiAMS—So was I there !

HoN, Mr DAvVIE—Yes; another hun-
dred !  How many more? (Laughter )

M=z McPHERSON—I was there too !

HonN. MR. Davie+~Just go; all the poli.
ticisns. \L, . hear.). Now, how .many
more there ? .

MR, MoPHERSON—There were more than
a hundred.

HoN. MR. DAVIE-** Were there two
hundred? No; I see the hon. gentlemen
will novsay that. Now taking their count,
that there were something over a hundred
persons present at the meeting, we are told
that we must accept their opinion as bind-
ing the whole 4,Q00 voters of Vancouver,”
He proceeded to'show that while the chief
objection urged against the provisions of the
bill is that iv will put the power of govern.
ment into the hands of mino, ties, such
a condition of affairs exists in fact to-day,
especially when money by-laws aresubmitted,
as on such ocoasions it is found  that only
about 600 persons vote. and the majority of
theee 600 control the issue though there are
4,000 ratepayers on the roll. He would like
to ask if it is better to. be governed by a
minority of that kind than by commissioners
/appointed by a government responsible to
the people. It hasbeen #aid as an argument
against the bill that the government would
sppoint * political hacks,” but while this
might prove true if the hon. gentlemen op-
posite were in power, so long as the present
government hold office the people may rest
ageured that any appointments made will
be of a very different character. A mo-
ment’s reflection will show how highly im-
probable it is that the government would
make . appointments of unqualified men, for
In the firsb place it is responsible o the lég-
islature for its aots, and in the next, it
would subject itself to the condemnation of
the ratepayers when at the general
elections . it shonld go before them
for a new lease of  power.
It is therefore quite certain that the gov-
ernment will not knowingly appoint men
who are likely to prove unpopular in the
cities. He thought that one reason why the
hon. gentlemen opposite oppose the bill is
because they fear that one resalt will be to
make the government so popular in all
the cities that in - Vancouver, for instance,
the present representatives may find that
they will have to give place ‘to three ‘sup-
porters of the government (Hear, hear,)
That ia the only kind «f irflue ¢a which the
government desires to exeru. As to apply-
ing the principle of the bill only to Victoria,
that would be very absurd ; tor if  indica-
tions count tor anything 1t is not so much
needed in that city as it is elsewhere. It
was only yesterday that there was read to
the house largely signed petitions from Van-
couver ratepayers praying that they may

e preserved from the action of
their  own  council. He did not
know whether or not the statements
made in ' these petitions are well-
founded, bat they at least show that there
are & number of ratepayers mob in sccord
with the of the council. This bill,
he maintained, does not attack maunici

government at all, but it does aim at gi g
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to a large proportion of those who do not
care to exercise their influence in the elec.
tion of councillors an opportunity of ac:
-cepting government by missioners. He
felt quite justified in saying that in Vie-
toria, for instance, there are many men in
every way qualified to serve as aldermen
who do not get a chance to do 20, as it is
well known that the members of the council
are elected by not more than two-fifths
of those entitled"to vote. He considered that
it ill becomes the hon. gentlemen opposite to
vote and argue against giving the people an
opportunity to exercise their full rights,
which is what is proposed by the bill. He
thought the people should have the absolute
right of self-government,

MR McPHERSON contended that this bill
would disfranchise seventy five per cent, of
the people of Vancouver, who because they
do not own property to the value of $300
have not the right to vote on money by-laws,
and therefore they could not vote on the ap-
plication of this bill.

MR. BRADEN asked if the brains of nine
men are not better than the brains of four ?
He thought this bill would have the effeot
of throwing the whole business into the
hands of the aristocracy. He could not sup-
port the bill until he had heard from his
constituents. \

Carr. IrvING said that, as stated yester-
day, he does not approve of everything in
the bill, but will support the principle of it.

MR, RiTHET opposed the amendment, and
he considered that the hon. senior member
for Vancouver had made a very poor case
indeed in attempting to show that Vioctoria
is the only city which may require the ap-
plication of the act, If any reliance is to
be placed on petitions placed before the
house, the only conclusion to be arrived at
from those recently presented from citizens
of Vancouver is that that city is in need of
some change. He held in his hand one of
those read to the house, which had the sig-
natures of F. Cope and 145 others, which if
it is vo be accepted shows great evidence of
neglect of the interests of the ratepayers’in
the conduct of the business of that city.
That petition says, among other things :

‘‘ That your petitioners are informed-and
believe that at the special meetings of the
council called to finally decide on the pro-
posed amendments before sending them up
to your honorable body so little incerest was
manifested in the matter by some of the
aldermen that a quorum was nobv present ;

‘‘ That your petitioners further humbly
submit that some of the amendments are
novel and have u far reaching - effect ; some
of them interfering with the liberty of the
individual, and some in restraint of enter-
prise and trade ; that too great powers are
attempted to be obtained, and they there-
fore suggest that most careful ecrutiny
should be given to the possible results of
such legislation before passing them into
law.”

This petition, Mr. Rithet continued,
clearly shows that the ratepayers presenting
it have not much confidence in the actions.
of their city council in asking the charter
amendments complained of. He had before
him anotherspetition signed by H. Abbott
and others, which was in somewhat similar
language, as shown by paesages which he
read.

Mr  CorroN — Those statements are
denied,

Mr RITHET continued that the gentle-
men petitioning are ratepayers surely, and
tbe incident certainly shows that there is a
difference of opinion between many of the
ratepayers and the council. He had
-quoted from these petitions to show that if
there is any need at all for giving effect to
this bill, it is more felt in Vancouver than
in Victoria. He thought, as he said yester-
day, that the bill will° need ‘some dhan es,
but he saw no reason why the principle of
it should not become law.

Mr KENNEDY objected to the bill being
applied to the city of New Westminster.
While there recently, he said, he had con-
versed with many people, including the
worst cranks in the place, and they did not
want it. They knew what they were talk-
ing about, as he had sent them copies of the
bill. He conkidered that the votes oast for
money by-laws do not by any means repre-
sent the views of the ratepayers as a whole,
and he thought that if this bill does become
law everyone entitled to vote for mayor or
-aldermen should have a voice in saying
whether or not it should be put into effect.

ME. Boors recalled the fact that it is not
in this province alone that complaints of
municipal mism ement are made, nor
even only in Canada, for they are heard
from every part of the world. The failare,
however, is in the executive department,
and therefore it might be well to confine the
control of the commissioners to that branch
of the municipal business.

MR. K1pp admitted that municipal gov-
ernment has been a partial failure, but he
would confine to Victoria the application of
thie attempt at a remedy.

After further disgussion the amendment
was put and. lost on dtvision. Another
smendment to exempt Westminster and
Vancouver from the operation of the act was
proposed by Mr. McPherson and lost.

Mr KircHEN moved an amendment pro-
viding that a petition for an election on the
matter of putting the. act into effect shall
take place odly upon petition signed by
twenty per cent. of the persons entitled to
vote for mayor and aldermen, instead of by
50 persons entitled to vote on money by-
laws as proposed. Lost, after long discus-
silon.

MR. McGREGOR moved to substitute 15
per cent. of the persons entitled to vote on
such by-laws, and this suggestion being
sgreed to by Hon. Mr. Davie, was adopted.

The committee rose and reported pro-
gress, and ab 6 p.m. the house adjourned.

General Booth Leads Against the Foe
at the Metropolitan Metho- -
dist Chureh,

Rise and Prog?ress of the Armv and
the Reasons for Its Forma-
tion.

General Booth had a busy day yesterday.
In the forenoon he had an interview with
the Provincial executive, and laid before
them his colonization scheme. In effect he
asked the government to grant the Army
10,000 acres of land upon which to place

colonists, on the lines of the plan which the
Army are pursuing. The government heard
what the General and members of his staff
who were with him had to say, and pro-
mised to send him their answer in a few
days.

“THE CHRISTIANITY OF CHRIST.”

At 3 o’clock in the afternoon the General
addreesed a large congregation - in the
Metropolitan Methodist church. The eon.
gregation applauded by clapping their
hands as the General walked to the plat-
form with Col. Lswley, AD.C, Major
Malan, Rev. P. McF, Macleod, Rev. Sol-
omon Cleaver and Rev. Mr, Hall.

** Cleansing for Me” was the hymn the
General gave oat, reading each verse snd
making little comments upon it. The brass
band accompanied the singing, and once
when they started up a little before General
Booth had tinished, Col. Lawley turned
round laughing saying, ¢ Well you are fine
organists. - Jusb waib till he gets through,”

Mbsjor Malan with a strong Italian accent
and great e rnestness offered a prayer for
more power to do good. As he finished,
Col. Lawley started up *‘ Give Me a Heart
Like Thine,” the soldiers singing it on their
knees.

**O Lord we pray Thee to answer that
prayer ” went on Col. Lawley. ¢ Amen !”
shouted the Army, and%he Colonel proceed-
ed to pray that the people might be given
hearts of sympathy.

‘“He Loved a Poor Sinner Like Me,” was
sung by Col. Lawley and Major Malan, the
chorus—the tune being like ‘‘ Poor Old
Robinson Crusoe,”—with an accompaniment
of hand clapping by the soldiers.

The collection came next, Col. Lawley ex-
plaining that if there was any money over
after paying expenses it would remain here
to help save this part of the world.

General Booth read a few verses from St.
Paul’s epistle to the Romans, commenting
upou it as he read. A favorite attitude of
the General is to place his hands behind
him or one hand on his hip and see-saw
gently back and forth on his feet against
the desk in fcont of him." He took up a8 his
subject for the s frernoon the Christianity
of Christ.” What was the Christianity of
Christ ? Now they all set store on the sub-
ject of Christianity——

* You’ll have to take thaz child out,” he
suddenly exclaimed as a bal y started up a
howl. ¢ If I brought a chilid to church I'd
bring a good bottle with me.” (Loughter )

The speaker went on to give his views on
Christianity. Supposing that a couple of
inbabitants of Mars came down to-day to
Victoria to obtain in as few words as possi-
ble a definition of Christianity what would
be done with those two.creatures and how |
could they-be -made.to -undewstand ? - What
he would do would be.to tell them to go to
Jesus Christ and gather from his life and
teachings what Christianity really was. 1
they wanted a man to learn Mohammedan-
ism they would tell him to read the Koran.
Just so if they wanted to knmow about
Christianity they must go to Jesus Christ
himself. To be a Chbristian was to be a
Christ man—to resemble Christ himself.
If a man or woman did not av all resemble
Christ in their characters how could they be
Christians ? The way to salvation was very
easy if a man wanted to find it. Any time
a man came to the conviction that he was on
the road tohell, that his professions of
religion are only a sham, that he is a reli-
gious humbug, all he had to do was to re-
nounce his evil ways and hold up his hands
and ask Christ Jesus to save him. What
distinguisheg the Christian is that he pos-
sesses the spirit of Christ.

THE SALVATION ARMY.

The Rise and Progress of the Salvation
Army was the subject of General Booth’s
address in the Metropolitan Methodist
church in the evening. In spite of the
heavy snowfall and the almost impassable
condition of the streets, the large church
was filled and nearly five hundred people
wirho came late were unable to gain admis-
sion.

Besides the General, Commandant Booth,
Col. Lawley, Rev. S. Cleaver, Adjutant
Archibald, Mrs. (Msjor) Reid, of Winnipeg,
and several officers of the Army had seats
on the platform. ..Adjatant Archibald made
all the arrangements for the' visit and oar.
rie;il out the plan of campaign exceedingly
well, =

To begin the proceedings were prayers by
Commandant Booth and Mrs. (Major) Reid,

with hymns and a duet by Col. Lawley and
Major Malan, followed by music by the
band.

Rev. 8. Cleaver welcomed General Booth
88 a fellow worker for Christ. General
Booth, by the work he had done for the up:
lifting of his fellows, had built a monument
more enduring than one of grrnite.

In his opening remarks General Booth
said he would rather be grappling with the
consciences of the ungodly than talking in
the abstract of the organizition ; neverthe-
less there was a chance of doing some ser-
vice in this way, as he might be removing
some prejudice, gaining over friends to the
cause or encouraging someone to work harder
forthe Lord. When he looked back fifty years
and saw himself a lad precocious in nothing
but wickedness, and now saw how God had
made use of him, he felt that perhaps some
young man or some young woman might to-
night be led to consecration to Christ. The
Salvation Army, he sometimes felt, was
born in him when he was born into the
army cf Christ. He found salvation—he
hardly knew how it came about. He had
felt when a boy that he had to cave in some
time, and so he did cave in. He joined the
church, but never felt happy till he had
made restitution for a boyish wrong he had
committed. Then the clouds rolled away
from his mind, and he felt himself saved.
Immediately after his conversion he
started out to seek the salvation
of others. He went down to the
lowest parts of the town in which he was
born and started what proved to be a minia-
ture Salvation Army. What had struck
him was the distinct separation of the church
world from the other worlds. The church
world knew nothing about the drunkard’s
world, the gambler’s world—the outside
world He had made every effort to get at
this outside world ; he had wandered about
the country striving to save souls, and had
at length come to the East End of London.
He had not'intended o stop there, but’ the:
wickedness of It ‘struck his soul. The gin
palaces, the drunkards, the fallen women,
the variety and extent “of crime and the
orowds of people indifferent to God and
eternity, were shown him. He was
told that within & radius of a
mile there were a million people as
great heathens as any in the continent of
Africa. He felt that here was virgin soil
and there was no use in wandering when he
had such a rich field of labor. He oonse-
orated himselt to the work and that was the
way the Salvation Army began. How was
he to reach the people he was describing

There - was no fund behind him ‘to draw
upon, but he had one healing balsam to dis-
tribute ; he could teach the salvation of the
gospel of God. If he could only get the
prodigal to go home to his father’s house
there was plenty for him there,

If & man only got his relations right with
Jehovah he would scon be able to clothe
himself and feed himself. All his property
then was only an old rotten tent in a
Qaaker’s burial ground. That was his tab-
ernacle and it was blown down in a storm.
Then he had the cathedral—the bine eky—
above him. (Hallelujah.) What was he
to give those people. What they
wanted was not sermons, but some-
thing to do, something to eat.
He knew if he could only get these people
to look and keep on looking at the gates
that lead to the bottomless pit they would
want to get away from it and go the other
way if they only saw the gates of Heaven
and the ountstretched arms ¢f Christ. ‘The
uniforms, the banners, the drums and quaint
methods of the Army all grew out of the
resolution that those people must be made
to hear. A great many people thought that
be was orly an ambitious man ‘who wanted
notoriety and to get into that place supposed
to be nexv to the milleninm—the news-
papers. They thought that he had resolved
to kick up a bullabaloo and would march
about with his people and make a fuss so
that he would float itto notoriety. It was
not that ideén that ieflaenced him, but “sim-
ply to get at the hearts of the. people. - At
the outest a few Christians gathered around
him, but they found it was not a very plea-
sant thing to march through mud and have
snowballs—some of ‘them with stomea in
them—thrown at them. And when they
found that hirdest thing for an Eaglishman
to face—ridicule—these friends mielted
away. However, he had his family to fall
back on, and the Salvation Army had grown
up to what it was to-day. It was really
only fourteen yesrs since they were organ-
ed as an army, though the movement
started twenty-nine years sgo. But taking
iv at twenty-nine years, that was only a
very short time in the history of any organ-
fzation. .

The Salvation Army had grown till now it
spread over 42 countries. They had not
ye&been able to get into Russis, but they
ha

the time wounld come when they would 310)
into that country. ' In 1odia in ‘the last. 18
months no less than 17 idol temples had
been turned over to the Salvation Army,
gPuiao God.). There were in the Army
'10,600 officers, constituting an orgauiztion
which could effectually unite agaiost the
foe. They were people whose ideal it was
to deal with the lowest forms of vice, who
songht not only those who needed them but
those who needed them most. The Army
did not come in conflict with. the church,
t encroached on no one elee’s ground.
If imitation was the sincerest form
of flattery the Army was highly fiattered,
for there were many  Imitators—even in
Japan there was an imitation army. = Salva-
tion Army measures had even been imitated

by many of the chiurches. He rejoiced that
the growth had not been at the expense of

got at some Ruesians out of Russia, and-

any other organization working for the
glory of God.

If they wanted to see Chriat's kingdom
stretoh from shore to shore and the hifteen
handred million . people of the earth
walking in His way they had to
keéep working. It wes a delusion to
suppose that there were less heathen
to-day than ever there were; it was the
very reverse. If the churches and people
would only rouse up and work with all their
hearts what might we not see even inbur
time ! There were four things necessary.
A more definite idea of immortality, to
realize that Jehovah is, and to get a realiza.
tion that men’s and women’s souls will live
forever. A second thing wanted was real
oonsecration. As he had once told a con.
gregation, there were more lies told on Sun-
day than on any other day—pecple did sing
such corfounded lies in church. Did some
of theee paople who sarg want to be martyrs
like Paul? Not much. If those people told

Heaven and wear a crown and look nobby,
that they wanted all they could gen withont
doirg anything in return, he believed the
Lord would like it better than the way they
acted now.

He concluded by begging his hearers to
fight, to carry their religion into their daily
life and not to keep it for Sundaye only.
Let them live to God themselves and then
seek the salvation of others. 8o they would
be a salvation army of themselves, for they
would be salvationists in heart.

Major Malan sang a French hymo, *“*A
qui devrais-je,” composed by the Marechal,
the General’s daughter, of the Salvation
Army in France.

General Booth then took a brief farewell,
asking God’s blessing on the people and
Salvation Army of Victoria.

General Booth and party leave this morn-
ing at eight o’clock for Nanaimo, and thence
return to the Mainland.

WOMAN'S WORLD. IN PARAGRAPHS.

Those Women Who Don’t Want to Let

Other Women Vote.
A queer petition has been circulated
by some female persons in Brooklyn.
They declare themselves opposed to wom-
an suffrage, and they petition the con-
stituational convention not to strike out
the word “male’’ from that documernt—
that is to say, they do not wish to, vote
themselves, and they wish also to keep
other women from voting. I wonder if
it ever occurred to any of these antisuf-
fragists to think how impertinent they
are. If they do not desire to vote, no-
body wants them to or will force them
to. But when they endeavor to impose
their own private views on other wom-
en and keep them from voting, too, they
are interfering with every one’s consti-
tutional right to life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness. They do not think
suffrage weuld-be a.good thing for them,;
and certainly women so ignorant and
prejudiced could not mse the suffrage
wisely at first. But they step quite be-
yond reason and common sense when
they attempt to say it will not be a good
thing for other women. For decency’s
sake the least they could do would be
to keep silent. Itis exactly the spirit
they manifest which burned heretics in
the days of the inquisition and hanged
Quakers and supposed witches in New
England. The old inquisition people
burned heretics for their own good—to
save their souls. So Latimer and Ridley
were burned at the stake in England for
their own good and the good of all her-
etics, the ruling authorities being the
judges of what was for their good. So
in Brooklyn women undertake to tell all
women what is for their good, in direct
contradiction to the judgment of many
of the wisest and greatest minds in all
ages. Under the circumstances it wounld
look just as well if the Brooklyn anti-
suffragists would mind their own busi-
nesa.

I am going to Ohio this week, and I vis-

it my native state with greater pride than
I ever did before. The reason is that

the Ohio legislature has passed a law-
giving women the right to vote at school
elections. Good. Now lét the Ohio
women take hold and vote and see to it
that only good men or women are elect-
ed on boards of education. Wherever it
is practicable let them put in wise and
intelligent women as school trustees.

The days of the saloon keeper on Ohio
boards of. education, I hope, are num-

bered.

The Brooklyn Eagle is one of the most
Prosperous papers in this country. - The
editor of the Sunday edition is a wom-
an—Miss Celia Kenney. ~ Half the com-
positors are women, and the foreman of
the composing room is a young lady.
In‘this happy and prosperous Brooklyn
Eagle office the proofreaders are women
and the copyholders are men, the usual
order thus being reversed.

Women are .going to throw their in-
fluence with that political party which
gives them the most recognition.

I find Episcopal and Presbyterian min-
isters coming out in favor of woman
suffrage. -At a meeting in Brooklyn the
other evening a learned and elognent
Presbyterian doctor of divinity made a
woman suffrage speech. It makes one

feel like singing the good old hymn,
‘“The Year of Jubilee Has Come.’’

At Spring Hill, , at the recent
municipal election he officers chosen
were women, from mayor down.

A young Kentucky girl, Miss Tomp-
kins, has been appointed assistant mar-
shal of the supreme court of that state,
being the first woman to hold this office.

We Take Hood’s
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BOARD OF TRADX.

Duty on Opinm Wrappers—Admissien
ot Reporters to Meetings
of the Board.

Annual M-eting Fixed for First
Friday in July—Newly Elected
Members.

The quarterly meeting of the board of
trade yesterday was a prolonged one, the
powers of the council of the board and the
question of the admission of reporters to
meetings occupying almost all ' the after-
noon.

Mr. F. B. Gregory took up the action of
the council on the petition from Chinese,

merchants asking that the Deminion gov->

ernment be requested to take the duty off
the refuse in balls of opium. In the firsb
place the Secretary bad informed him that
the resolution carried by the council asking
for the removal of the duty bad been for-
warded to Outawa, but later on the Secre-
tary informed him it had not. b secemed as
if someone was using the board for his pri-
vate objects, and he objected to that.

The Chairman explained that the resolu-
tion had been forwarded to the city’s mem-
bers, but as the question of the powers of the
council had been raised it was oconsidered
better that it should not be forwarded until
the point at issue was settled. It had gone
forward in a way, however, for Messrs. Mo-
Phillips, Wootton & Barnard, who had sent
in the petition on behalf of oliente, had for-
warded the ficst decision of the council as it
appeared in the prees.

Mr. Gregory held that as the board in the
first plsce had not deemed it ad visable to deal
with the question, the council should not
have takeu npon themselvee on a subscquent
occasion to act. The council had no legal
right to pass the resolution. He had no
resolution to off r, buv thought it would be
better to drop the subject.

As Mr. Gregory made no motion the Chair
decided that there could be no discussion.

Mr. Todd thought Mr. Gregory should
have made a motion, while Mr. Gray pro-
tested agsinst Mr. Gregory’s assertion that
the board had allowed itself to be used by
any persons for theirown parposes. No motion
being offered the matter had to drop, as dis-
cuseion was out of order.

Mr., Gregory then brought up the guestion
of the powers of the council, which were not
sufficiently clear and not as extended as
they ought to be.

Mr. Todd agreed that the powers of the
council were not propetly defined, Bub if
Mr. Gregory found anything wrong let him
put it before the board in regular form by
regolution so that the sutject could be dis-
cussed.

Mr. Gregory rose tospeak, observing that
he had a resolution in this case.

Ls.-Col. Prior—** You had not for the
last one ”

Mr. Gregory—** O, that’a part of my
taotics.” (Lsughter.) He'moved that a
committee be appointed to examine into the
powers of the council of the board of trade
aund to report to the board at its next meet-
ing.

Mr. Todd would second the resolution,
and for the reason that he had heard some
remarks to the effect that the council had
overstepped their authority on the opium
question. He failed to fiod that they had
done g0, and he did not think it was very
nice to have it said that the council was be-
ing used by any one for private ends.

Mr. Hall—* Well, we'ce all such sticklers
for order that [ think the reading of section
10 would do some good.” - Section 10 resd
that no member be allowed to vote unless he
had paid all his dues.

Mr. G. Leiser moved that Mr. Gregory’s
motion be laid on the table. Those gentle-
men who said the council had no power to
deal with the opium matter knew very well
that the council had the power.

Mr. Robert Ward had always understood
that the council was the executive of the
board and as such had full power to act.
With regard to the opium question, though
the council had, he considered, actcd within
ite right, it was hardly prudent to have
taken up the matter afier the board at its
quarberly meeting had practically declined
to do so. Mr. Gregory had not shown that
the council had acted outeide of its rights.

Mr. Futcher did not see how the powers
of the council could be curtailed.

Mr. Gregory in closiog the discussion
read from the conatitution of the board to
show that the council were only given
power to deal with matters assigned them,
unless by by-law. The board had not dele-
gated spy powers by by-law, consequently
the conooil was not possessed of the powers
which seome members of the board attrib-
uted to it.

General Booth's Arrival at Nanaimo—

Commandant Booth went on . to explain
that the shelter was far better than giving
ordinary charity, for it not only helped, but
made & man work in return for the relief
he received. As had, been the experience
elsewhere he was oonvinced the shelter
would prove self supporting.

Mr. Humber did not think the market
building was suitable, and suggested that
the old church be secured. -

¢ 0, you’ll never get those fellows into a
church,” replied the Commandant. He con-
tinued that the influence of the Salvation
Army was dollars and cents to & city, and
eyen in London this was being recognized.

The most wonderfnl
thing was thab they had- at the same ti
paid £3,000 in taxes and rents. If the Ar:;
had charge of the poor houees they would
not cost the ratepayers one oent.

Ald Dwyer thought this scheme would
lighten the burden on the ocity and would
help the poor far better than could be done
in any other way.

Mr. N. Shakesvesre was of opinion that
the tramp olass from other ocities would
not come here when they found that they
had to work for whatever they got.

The Commandant said that he did
not believe in going into debt to
start this shelter no matter how desirable.
If a number of influential men were to give
it their moral support perhaps  the people
might be induced to contribute.

Ald. Hamphrey thought that the council
would get a great deal more benefit by giv-
iog the army $1,000 than by spending it like
last year in helping the poor, when only
about half value was received for the
money. He did not know, however,
whether or not the markét could be pro-
cured.

The Mayor did not think the present
council could take hold of the matter, as the
elections were 8o near. They might pub it
before the new council.

Talking abont the management of the
proposed shelter, Commandant Booth said
the Army must Have full coatrol. He was
prepared to enter into an agreement with
vhe city that, sabject to certain conditions,
the place should be rented to the Army. If
the conditions were not carried out then the
city could take it back. )

It was explained by the Mayor that only
a part of the building was proposed to be
used, and it could be completely cut off
from the rest by partitions.

After further discussion Mr. Wm. Wilson
suggested “starting a subscription list, and
the suggestion was acted on at once with
good results.

Mr. A. Wilson moved, seconded by Mr.
Shakespeare : ‘* That in the opinion of this
meeting 1t is desirable that the present city
council should recommend to the incomisg
council the necessity of adopting a echeme
for the relief of the poor and of establishing
a food depot under the direction of the Sal-
vation: Army, and that a portion of the pres-
ent market-building be set apart for this
purpose ; and that it be further recommend-
ed that the council grant a sam in aid of the
said depet.”

This was unanimously adopted, the gen-
eral feeling being that the citizens would
respond generously to the oall for help.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

The Case of Peter Bellinger Has Now
Passed Out of the Lower
Court.

Direet and Damaging Evidence of
Toutanose and Matinsk—
Bellinger 1s Silent.

The preliminary hearing of the case of
Peter Bellinger, charged-with selling into
slavery the little white boy Arthur Lamour,
ended yesterday, in the committal of the
prisoner for trial. Magistrate Macrae pre-
sided at the police court hearing; the
prisoner was in the hands of Superintendent
F. S. Hussey, and, for the last day, ' Bellin-
ger was represented by counsel, dMr. George
E. Powell appearing for him. The evidence
of Toutanose, Matinsk, his wife, and Prov-
incial Constahle Hutchison completed the
case ; the story of which their depositions
form the chapters was complete and direct,
and the croes-examination only strengthened

Bellinger,

_Toutanose wag the first witness of the
day, and his testimony, as interpreted into
English by Rev. Father Nicolaye, was as
follows :

‘¢ My name is Toutanose and [ am of the
Checkelesat tribe the second chief. Our
home is on the West Coast. I saw the man
Peter, the accused, for the first time at
Checkelsat about two months ago, He came
there on a schooner that is called the Noot-
ka, owned by an Indian whose name is
Tequit. He had the little boy Arthur with
him, and landing from the schooner he took
the child and a big trunk to Tequit’s house,
where he remained for a space of two
months. The accused did no'work so far as
I know. Duringthe two months of his stay
at Toquit’s house I did not spkak to him,
though I saw him sometimes going about
among the Indians.

‘‘About twenty days ago one of the chiefs
invited the Kyuquot Indiane to a potlach at
our village. &‘he Kyuquots remained six
daye, and on the evening of the last day the
prisoner came with the child to my house.
At that time the Kyuquot Indians were all
busy preparing to leave for their own
homes. The accused, Peter Bellinger, asked
me to buy the child. When he first asked
me I held down my head, feeling full of J
shame, and I did not know what to think
concerning the matter. He asked me
a second time to buy the child. I still made
noreply. He asked me yet again. I con-
sidered the matter, and knowing that the
prisoner neglected the boy and took no care
of him I thought it was my duty as a chief
to take care of him now that he had been
brought among my people.

“The prisoner, Peter Bellinger, said
*Give me $100 for the ohild.” I replied
¢ No, I cannot give yoa §100, but I will give
you $90 for the boy.” He answered me ¢ All

burry up.’ I got up and went to my trunk
where I kept my money. I counted out
the $90. It was in one $20 gold piece, two
$10 gold pieces, and  the rest in silver.
gave the money to the prisoner and he
oounted it carefally and afterwards tied it
up in a little hankerchief—a w
chief with red spota. . He then spoke to the
child, I think telling him that he had sold
him, and the child began to cry. The ac-
oused then left, taking the money
with him, and I saw him getting
into a ocance with the Kyuquot Indians:
Dauring the sale of the child my klootchman
called Matinsk and the witness John Tsal-
woikinne were present with me; Matinsk
saw and heard the whole transaction.  John
saw the money counted and pald to the ac-
cused, and also saw him count ivafterwards.
The accused went direct from my house to
the beach and went away with the Kyu-
quots ;' I did not see him again till I saw
bim in the priest’s house at Kyuquot in
charge of the three constebles. After the
accused left I kept the boy and gave him in
the care of my wife and she took him around
among the other children to play with them
at their games.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell the, wit-
ness continued :, *“Ihave a daughter ; she

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THE SULTAN'S ORDERS.

<harge That He Gave Direct In-
stractions for the Sassoun
Massacres.

‘Hardly a Man Alive—Pitiful Fate of
the Widowed
‘Women,

BosTon, Mass., Jan. 5.—A letter from
Athens, dated December 10, from an Ar-
menian native of Sassoun, the seat of the
recent massacre, says that everybody knows
that the orders for the recent; massacre of
Armenians were given by the direct coun-
cillors of the sultan. The letter, continu-
ing, says :

¢ There is hardly a man alive in Sassoun.
Men, women and children have been: saori-
ficed by the Turkish soldiers. Of the 825
houees which made up the village of Var-

teniss only 35 are left standing., In the vil-
lage of Semal many inhabitants were put
to death. The minister of that village, with
the sacred chalice in his hands, was bound
to a donkey and he and the animal shot to
death. The greatest horror was in the vil-
lage of Gely Guse, which was fired, totally
destroying it while the inhabitants were
asleep, all perishing. The village of Shenig
suffered a simijlar fate. The Turkish sol-
diers invaded the village of Konk, gathered
all the women in the church and defiled and
slew them, :

WasHINGTON C1Ty, Jan. 5 —Senator Hale
presented to day under the call of petitions,
an argument offered by Frederick Green, of
the city of Van, in Eastern Turkey, for the
location of American consulates in the
cities of Erg>un and Harpool. Mr. Green
says that in Asiatic Turkey alone there are
250 Armenian missionaries who hold over
$2,000,000 worth of property, who are ex-
posed ¢qually to the lawlessness of highway-
men, Moslem fanatics and the hostility of
the Tarkish offic als. He says many indig-
nities and injuries have been inflicted which
have never been reported, becaiuse of the
absence of an American representative to
substantiate the stories and vindicate the
rights of Americans.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Jan. 5,—Turkish news-.
papers deny the reported assassination of
Tahsin Pasha, governor of Bitlis, saying the
story arose from the death of Hieldi Bey, of
Savas, which, it is claimed, was due to na-
tural eauses.

FAREWELL TO BURNS.

NEw York, Jan. 5.—<About 250 mem-
bers of the Central Labor Union turned out
last night to hear John Barns, M.P., de-
liver his farewell address before sailing for
England to-morrow morning. The mseting
was held at Clarendon hall. James ‘P.
Archibald presided. The chairman opened

the meeting with a eulogy of Mr. Burns, in
which he said his visit had made an im-
portant mark in the history of the labor
movement cf this country. The chairmsn
then introduced Mr. Burns, who repeated
his views on the labor question and muni-
cipal form of govefnment as already ex-
pressed in former speeches, and next pro-
ceeded to denounce in vigorous terms men
such as Pallman and Andrew Carnegie.
He termed Carnegie’s iron works at Home-
stead the greatest fraud on earth, and said
that Carnegie, a countryman of his, re-
minded bhim of George  Barring-
ton, a pickpocket who, during his
transportation to Botany Bay, took
part in & performance and had to speak a
couples, which ended ‘I leave my country
for my country’s good.” He said Scotland
did not need Carnegie’s gifts half as much as
the poor people at Homestead. He was
loudly applanded at the comclusion of his
remarks. Samuel Gompers then paid an
eloquent tribute to Mr. Burns’ work and
thanked him on behalf of the Central Labor
Union.

Mr. Burns esiled for Liverpool to-day. In
an interview he said : ¢ The laboring mass-
es here, while in some cases they suffer
greatly, are better off financially than their
brethren abroad. There is a future for the
American workingman. I fail to see any for
the English workingman.”

REALLY DISTRESSED.

LonpoN, Jan. 5.—Rev. Canon Hurst,
formerly Newfoundland agent of the Co-
lonial Church Society, has written to the
newspapers enclosing a letter from Dr. Blot,

THE PRESENT COUNCIL.

What the Mayor and Aldermen
Promised Before Last
Year’s Election.

Batenayeri May Judge for Them-
selves if the Record Has Been
Satisfactory.

The annual civic elections are mow close
at band, for Monday, January 14, is the day
for nominating candidates. Already a num-
ber of aspirants to seats in the city council

‘| have taken the field, while others are just

hanging back s little longer but will, in a
day or two, place themselres fairly before
the people and give their reasons for asking
to be elected.

Perhaps it might not be amies to go back
a year and see what were the promises that
the present Mayor and Council made to the
ratepayers last year before the elections.

THE MAYORALTY.
Mr. Temrgue’s promises were very defin-

itely set forth in a card published in the
press in January, 1894. In that address he
promised to use every effort to carry out to
completion the present separate system of
sewers ; to nim at economical and efficient
expenditure of the funds; to acquire por
tions of the watershed and improve the city’s
water supply, and to secure the building of
a permanent roadway in place of the present
James Bay bridge.

In regard to the aldermen, some idea.of
what’they promised and advocated may be
gathered from the reports of the meetings
held prior to the elections of 1894.

NORTH WARD.

Ald. Dwyer advocated the completion of
the sewerage system, and though he did not
object to the sewers being built on the local
improvement plan, opposed the extension of
that principle to streete and sidewalks.
The acquirement of the Indian reserve for
the city was one of the things he undertook
to work for.

Ald. Ledingham assured the electors that
he believed in doing away with businees
taxes and trade licenses, and wished to see
the taxes placed directly on the land. He
strongly favored the local improvement
system,

Ald. Baker promised in general terms to
work for the good of the oity.

CENTRE WARD.

Ald. Vigelius iff addressing the electors
promised to do his best to reduce the assess-
ment, as he considered it too high.

Ald. Styles advocated the improvement
of the park and the reclamation of the James
Bay mud flats. He would also, he said,
strive to decrease the rate of taxation,
but would inorease ib if necessary to bring a
transcontinental line to Victoria.

Ald. Humphrey, while desirous of seeing
the sewerage system improved, came out
strongly in favor of having sewerage com-
missioners, and without them would oppose
sewer extension.

SOUTH WARD.

Ald. Keith-Wilson promised to oppose
any unnecessary expenditure. He ocon-
demned the system of oarrying out public
works through large contractors from out-
side ‘and advooated letting the work in
small sections to home people. He believed
in the local improvement system and favored
& pérmanent canseway over James Bay,
Ald. Harris stated on the platform that
he'would favor a vigorous extension of the
sewers, though he ocondemned the way in
which the work had been botched in 1893
Ald. Munn, like Ald. Baker, promised to
nohgln the beat interests of the city.

Dun’s and Bradstreet’s ‘Statements of
the Present Conditions and
Prospeets of Business.

Clearing House Returns—Heavy Fall
in Values —Prices of Wheat
and Cotton.

New YORK, Jan. 4—R. G. Dun & Co.
say : The failares for 1894 are fully report-
ed this week, being 13,885 in the United
States and 1,856 in Canada. The total
liabilities in the United States were $172,-
992,856 and in Canada $17,616,215. Neither
the decrease of over half in this country,
nor the increase of over forty per oent. in
Canada, is surprising ; but the statement
shows that the mosv of the decrease in the

United States is in manufacturing liabilities,
while the entire increase in Canada is in
liabilities of trading concerns. The com-
lete review of the different branches of
gnnineu places in a oclear light the
fact that prices of commodities are
at the lowest level known. Eight years ago
in July, prices averaged only 73 69 on the
prices for the same arvicles and in the
same markets on January 1, 1860, and this
remained the lowest point ever touched
until August 10, 1893, when the average
fell to 7276, but early this year prices
dropped below all previous records and have
never recovered, the average on December
26) being only 6973 per cent. of the
“‘prices in 1860. The range was very
little higher at the end of the
year, and about as low on October 25
Since a year ago the tall has been 5% per
cent., and was very unequal in different
branches. In iron and steel products 14
per cent., in wool 13 4 per cent., in woolers
and cottons about 15 per cent. Thete
changes contrast sharply with the decline of
wages paid per hour’s work, which, as was
shown last week, average only 1 2 per cent.
less than a year ago. The volume of busi-
ness represented by the exchanges
at the prinocipal clearing houses
was - $156,400,000 daily in December,
against $141,604,000 in January ;
but it was 8 1 per cent. larger at the end of
the year than last year, and 35 per cent.
less than in January last year. Comparing
with 1892, a year of general prosperity, the
decreaee for Dacember was 26 1, and ranged
from 217 to 29 2 below that year since
June, but at the beginning of the year it
was 32 3 per cent. below 1892, and ranged
from 23 to 37 per cent. below that year for
the first five months. For the year all the
U 8. railroads have thus far reported 11 9
per cent. less than lasv year for the same
weeks and months and 16 5 per cent. less
than in 1892, the decresse rising from 13 7
per cent. in Jananary to 21 per cent. in Juae,
while August showed a slight increase. The
prices of stocks have varied during the year
comparatively little except for trusts. The
year has been especially noteworthy for the
lowest prices of wheat and cotton on record.
Both suffer from the wholly unprecedented
acoumulationof stocks, thecrops being large.
In the other produée markets the year has
been less important.
Bradstreet’s say: There has been no
material improvement in general trade
within the week. Jobbers and other whole-
salers are sending out or are about to send
out commercial travellers, and ,in many in.
stances have not finished the year’s accounts
and stock taking. The available wheat in
the Uanited States and Canada on Jaruary
1 aggregated. 127,000,000 bushels, 17,000,000
bushels more than the year before. A fairly
good business is reported by Halifax job-
bers, but they are not inclined to report the
near future bright, and collections are un-
usually slow. Some improvement in trade
are reported from Montreal, although the
jur business is disappointing. At Toronto
business is quiet, and prospects are thought
not favorabie, although stocks of merchandise
generally are small.

So notdble an
suthority as Colonel Henry Flad (then
‘president of the board of Fublic improve-
ments for the oity of St, Louis, Mo.) in-
strunoted me in the art of upward filtration ;
and his efforts in this line will surely leaa
to the building of a plant of thirty millions
capacity for that ocity, Col. Flad
is  acknowledged to be the leader
in his profession, and is too well
known for his thorough researches to
have it doubted for a moment that he knows
what he was examined. No one of *“ B C.”
calibre would dare oppose his decisions in
engineering matters. That it was my good
fortune to be under him in some of these
experiments upon filtration, I am happy to
acknowledge ; and it is from what I then
learned and since have had opportunity to
carry out im better detail that I am led to
the determinations concerning upward:
filtration. I thoroughly believe that I can
demonstrate the possibility of as thoroughly
filtering 100 gallons per square foot upward,
as anyone oan filter 50 gallons downward.

THE PAPAL BAN

Regarding éecret Societies Will Be
Enforeed to the Letter
in Florida.

Will Be Resisted in Washington as an
lutarerence With Civil
Rights.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Jan. 4.—The Right
Rev. Jobn Moore of the St. Augustine cath-
edral and the Roman Catholic Bishop of
Florida, speaking of the recent papal decree
from Rome sgainst secret societies says the
order will be enforoed to the letter in this
diocese, and adds : ** The time has oome
when Catholics must give up either their
membership in secret orders or their right
of absolution by the church. These organi-
zations may be benevolent in their character,
no doubt doiog mach good among men, but

their secrecy is inconsistent with the con-
fessional and, therefore, antagonistic to 1he
church of Rome. The papal decree has
already reached me in the original Latin,
direcv from Rome. As soon as the Arch-
bishop ot Riltimore distributes the official
English tranelation, I ehall have a copy sent
to every priest in Florida and they will be
read publicly from the pulpits. No other
course will be opsn to good Catholics but to
obey ” It issaid here that the young Cath-
olics in the Oddfellows and the Knights of
Pythias will renounce the “church rather
than give up their membership in the
orders,

Tacoma, Jan. 4,—Certain Catholics here
maintain that it is not within the jurisdic-
tion of Pope Leo to interfere with their
mambership in secret societies, inasmuch as
such memberehip is a part of their civil
rights, and that in such matters their judg
ment is as goud as that of Leo. At confes-
sion they say they will not state whether
they balong to secret societies, and some de-
clare that if asked by. the confessor regard-
ing such matters, they would reply that it
was & matter of no concern to the church.
Catholics understand that all secret socie-
ties, even the Ancient Ocrder of Hibernians
and the Young Men’s lostitute, which are
purely Catholic organizations, are under the
nominal ban of the church, provided, how-
ever, the bishop of the diccese sees fit to en-
force the ban in order to control them in
case of riots and extreme oclass of race
troubles.

In this diocese it is pnderstood that
Bishop Junger will not enforce the secret
society bap, and that, therefore, the recent
edicb will be practically a dead letter
in the Northwest. Commenting on this,
¢ A Good Catholic” says: “ At a recent
meeting of the bishops, some were in favor
of enforcing the ban on all secret societies,
while others were opposed to it, and were
faverable to Catholics joining such societies
as they saw fit. However, they recom-
mended the placing of secret societies under
the ban of the church, and I suppose the
ediot recently issued regarding the Odd
Fellows, Knights of -Pythias and the Sons
of Temperance was issued simply to give
those bishops who desire to place those
orders nnder the ban an opportunity to do
s0.” Ivis not expected that the edict will
ever be read here.

THE RED MOUNTAIN RAILWAY.

To THE EpDITOR:—Your correspondent
*¢ Trail Creeker,” in his letter published in
your issue of the 8th inst., correctly repre-
sents the facts as to the proposed conatruc.
tion of the railroad and as to the wealth of
the Trail Creek camp, but his deductions as
to the effect of its operation are ‘wholly
false.

British Columbia should certainly never
be & party to building up American towns
at the expense of the interests of the pro-
vinoe ; charter promoters and American
townsite boomers should never be permitted
to draw away our trade if there are acy
means of preventing it.

Unfortunately we have no means of pre-
venting it; the ore from the Trail Creek
camp already finds its way to Northpors,
Wash., via Trail landing and the Columbia
river steamers, and this route s
entirely incapable of handling the
present output, let alone the haun-
dreds of tons daily to which your
correspondent refers. And as our ore goes
out to Norshport, and has to go to North-
port, the Red Mountain railroad with its
cheap freight rate and short route will be
an inestimable boon to the mine owners and
to the district and province.

There is no patriotism in resisting pro-
gress and improved means of transport, and
any pretence of patriotism in such a case
can merely serve some narrow local pre.
judice.

How could such a railroad possibly be
anything but an advantage? What exist-
ing interest in British Columbia could be
injuriously affected ? And how ocould its
construction prevent the eatablishment at
Trail Creek of smelters which your corres-
pondent pretends conld only be built if the
railroad did not exisy ? -

There lies the point ; we have no smelter
here ; we have no railroad here ; the C.P.R.
have not not yet arrived here ; the ore must
go out ; business ‘Citnot be delayed ; Am-
erican energy arid enterprise reach out for
it ; Canadian people don’s want it, or can-
not handle it ; it mustigo to the first bidder
and well they deserve it.

Your correspondent asks why should
, egotu b:f :il:wed to wax fat &n;:
wealthy ont ¢ mineral ledges within
our borders? The anewer-is, that our laws
80 permit ; all or any are allowed to become
rich in that way if they knew how %o
manage it. Instead of drawing away our
trade the builders of this railroad will build
up our trade, will canse our towns to grow
and by, providing quick and cheap transit
will atfract capital vo Trail Creek.

Ibis odd indeed at this end of the 19th
century to have to defend a proposed rail-
road from the antiquated and unpractical
notions which prevailed fifty years ago!

ZEKKI PASHA.

The Massacre of the Armenian Christians Only
in Keeping With His Bloody Record.

-LoNDON, Jan. 4 —The Standard’s Athen’s
ocorrerpondent says in a paragraph concern-
ing Zekki Pasha, who as the military com-
mander at Eczingian, has been held large'y

responsible responsible for the massacre in
Armenia: ‘“An exalted personage in
Yanina, Turkey, declares that Z-kki Pasha,
long presidentof the military court in Yanins,
instigated a massacre of Christians there.
The populace hated him owing to his cruel-
ties. He once exiled to Asia a number of
honorable and innocent Christians, members
of some of the best families in the city. ”

ARMENIANS EXASPERATED.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Jan. 3. —Itis reported
that the governor of Bitlis, Tansin Pasha,
who commanded the military operations in

the Sassoun district, where so many out-
rages have been reported, has been assassin-
ated by an Armenian, who afterward com-
mitted suicide.

The latest letters from Bitlis show that
the Armenians of that district are exasper-
ated at the conduct of the authorities and
ready for any vinlence. In regard to the
disturbances at Ezon in the district of
Erzinghan, it is stated that the governor
recently summoned the Armenian nota-
bles and informed them that the Kurds
were planning to attack, and advised the
Armenijans to take measures for their de-
fenive, as he did not have means of protect-
ing them. The Armenians consequently
tried to obtain a supply of arms, which was
d.fficult, owing to the condition of the
country, No letters from Sivias, where
fresh “disturbances have broken out, will
reach Constantinople for a fortnight, as mail
is being continually confiscated by the gov-
ernment, and dispatches have to be sent in
s roundabout Way to insure delivery.,

Permission has been given by the authori-
ties for the holding in that city this year of
the Armenian ball in aid of the Armenian
schools. This ball was formerly an annual
affair, but in recent years has been pro-
hibited.

MATT. MADSON ARRESTED.

Matt. Madson was early yesterday morn-
ing placed under arreat by Police Sergeant
Hawton, charged with arson. The flames
that had destroyed Mr. J. K. Smith’s com-
fortable home on Spring Ridge had not
oeased po crackle merrily when a visit was
paid to Madson’s place on the Lansdowne
road, near Oaklands post office, and the man
suspected of the incendiarism was gathered
in. He had little to say besides making a
general denial ; he directed attention, how-
ever, to the fact that his clothes and boots

recently beemout in the storm, which by the
time the officers came waa raging fiercely.

The police, however, found another pair
of boots in the house that were not so dry,
and as soon-as he had dressed Madson was
escorted to the city lockup and placed in &
cell.

MURDER AT VANCOUVER.

VANCOUVER, Jan. 7.—(Special)—The pre-
liminary trial of Pat Cain, charged with
the murder of Fi Mau, a Chinese market
gardener, on the Westminster road on Sep-
tember 15 last, wae continued to-day.

Hesaid: * I told him to hold up his
hands and when he did not I fired at him.
The Chinaman jomped from his rig and
rushed at bim. He then fired agsin and
getting scared threw his revolver in the bush
and ran.” The witness asked him how it
was that he did not go through the dead
man’s pockets, and he replied that he was
too scared. Two -houre’ oross-examination
failed to shake Mooney’s story. Cain was
given a remand till next Monday to get wit-
nesges.

PORT ARTHUR MASSACRES.

LoxpoN, Jan. 7.—The Times publishes
advices from Kobe under date of December 3
giving alleged details of the massacre ab
Port Arthur. The Times correspondent
states that the slaughter was carried out
with every revolting feature of primal bar-
barity. Four days were spent in murder
and pillage, and from dawa to dark hor-
rible mutilation of every conceivable kind
and nameless atrocities were perpetrated.
Prisoners were tied together in groups,
riddled with bullets and then hacked
to pieces. Boats crowded with fugi-
tives of both sexss and all ages
received volley after volley of bullets.
The streets were strewn with corpses, show-
ing every ghastly form of .mutilation. The
Times says editorially that it is impossible
to doubt that the general in command could
have stopped the barbarous mutilation if he
had felt so disposed, but his failure to pre-
vent it has cast an indelible blot on the
Japanese arms and has gone far to destroy
the admiration which Europe was so liber-
ally extending to the Japanese. It will
scarcely be thought, either, that the Japan-
ese government has hitherto: shown suffi-
cient sensitiveness in the matter;

The correspondent of the Times also said
that the mutilations were carried on with
every form that Oriental oruelty had ‘ever
invented. ' Thesoldiers were apparently un.
checked in their deeds of blood by their
commanders, who, totally losing their Euro-
pean veneer, showed absolute unconscious-
ness of the -effects of these brutalities on
their Western visitors. They did ‘not for-

/ PELAGIC SEALING.

United States Consul W. P. /Roberts, at
Victoria, B.C.; made a report to the depart-
ment at Washington on December 5, giving
official statistios of the catch of seals for
1894. In regard to Collector Milne's re-.
port the Consul-General says :
¢ In accordance with the terms of the in-
ternational agreement the captains of ves-
sels operating in Be Sea were re-
quired to enter in their log books.the lati-
tude and longitude where the operations of
any day upon which they took seals
were carried on, and this being set
forth in complete detail in the re-
porb will be precise data as to the
travelling habits of the seal. To make this
particular information more olear, a com-
prehensive chart will accompany the report.
Arhighly interesting point deait with is the
proportion of male and female seals, respec-
tively, taken, these statistics having an all
important bearing upon the question wheth-
er or not the seal herd is in danger of ex-
tinotion if operations are continned under
the regulations at present existing. It will
be noticed that the figures given show a
much larger proportion of males than the
Americans have all along contended have
been included in the catch. They have held
that the pelsgic sealing was disproportion-
ately fatal to the females.

*“ The report states that in Behring Sea
the catch was made outside the 60-mile pro-
teoted zone in lats. 55, 56 and 58, and longi-

budes from 171 to 175, operations being oar-

ried on from the first of August to the mid-
dle of September.

Popr Townsexp, Jan, 7.—The treasury
department recently requested the collector
of customs te tranmsmit a» .compilation of
Puget Sound sealing data to the secre-
tary. It is to be used, it is supposed, in
connection with the proposed settlement of
Canadian sealers’ claims. The report shows
that during the last three years vessels
hailing from the Sound bave taken more
than 17,000 skins. In 1894 sixteen or eighteen
vessels were engaged in sealing, and the
combined oatches aggregated 5,022 skins.

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GOVERNMENT OF COITIBS.

The Vancouver News Advertiser discusees
the Government of Cities Bill much ‘more
rationally and far leas arrogently than its
oo-laborer in Victoria. I, hpw/over, does
not venture to anslyze the” bill itself and
show from its analysis that the measure
ought not to pass. Its comments are almost
wholly confined to what it represents as be-
ing said about the bill in the Legislative
Assembly by the Premier. This most
thinking men will say is not a fair way of
treating any measure. Nothing is easier
than to misrepresent, either consciously or
unconsciously, what a]member says in de-
bate. The measure iteelf, however, cannot
be readily misrepresented, and it seems to
us much better to discuss its provisions than
to criticise what anyone is reported to have
said about them. It is somewhat singular
that the Oppasition newspapers say very
little indeed about the bill itself. This may
be an accidental oversight, but it may be
the effect of design.

The Advertiser misrepresents the objeot
of ‘the bill, which aoccording to it is
““to make a radical change in’ the
management of municipal affairs in city
maniocipalities.” The change which it is
proposed to make cannot with any degree of
propriety be called *‘ radical.® It is, in the
first place, optional with the ratepayers
whether they avail themselves of it or not ;
and, in the next plac3, any change it may
make, if it is adopted, is only temporary.
A change which is optional and temporary
is surely not radical.

The cobject of the bill, it appears to
us, is to provide for the better man-
agement of the affairs of cities by,
for a period, substituting Commissioners
appointed by the Provincial Government
for an elective City Council. The Mayor,
elected by the oitizens in the usual way, is
to be part of the governing body. The only
change, then, proposed to be made is to gov-
ern the city without aldermen for three
years. The Mayor and Commissioners are
to have precisely the same powers as the
Mayor and Aldermen have now.

The new bill does not alter the civic fran.
chise in any way. It simply makes the
election of aldermen unnecessary for: three
years. v

The Advertiser contends that. the con-
stituency which has power to put the law
into operation is too narrow. The bill, it
says, *‘ ignores the people as a whole, and is
based upon the principle that the owners. of
real property are the only persons who are
entitled to a voice in the management of
municipal affairs.” Unfortunately our con-
temporary givea no. figures to show how far
the people are **ignored:.” ' Jtshould have
been candid encagh t6 admit that the Gov-
ernment of Citles Bill does, npt ignore people

as a whole. o any. greater.extens than in.

almost all matters of importance the Muni-
eipalities Act now in'force does. ‘We need
not inform our ocontemporary that the
constituency ‘which .is to .vote on the
adoption of the Government of Cities: Act is
exactly the same constituenoy which has
power to decide whether a oity shall have
sewers or. light or water supply or pave-
mente, or in fact any improvement or con-
'venience to obtain which a debt must be
contracted. The City Counecll, which is
elected by the constituency of which the
Advertiser approves, has no power to add to
the city’s debt for any purpose what-
‘ever. Any by-law which it enacts
for the purpose of raising: money
for an improvement, no matter how
greatly it may be needed, musut be
submitted for approval or ‘rejsction to what
is designated as *‘the comparatively small
proportion of the citizens ” in whose power
the bill under consideration places the adop-
" tion of the Government of Cities Aot.

It is a pity that our comtemporary did
not, before it undertook to condemn the
new measure on the ground of the amallness
of the constituency entitled to put it in
operation, find out the proportion that the
real estate voters bear to those who vote
on rental. If it did so it would, we think,
be surprised ab the weakness of its -argu-
ment. In Victoria there are 2 878 real
estabe voters, and ' all other voters number
419. That is about oné honsehold voter for
every seven real estate voters. In this city
it will not take a mathematician to tell
which constituency- can with propriety be
designated” “‘a comparatively small num-
ber.” ¥ Sy |

It can easily be seen that the argument
based on-the disproportion between the two
constituencies, whatever it may-be worth,
applies quite as well to the present order of
things as to that whioh the passage of the
Government of Cities Bill will create. The
constituency which for many years has had
the power to prevent improvements by the
rejection of money by-laws and has not
abused that power, can sarely be trusted to
decide whether or not the: time has come to

" replace the aldermen by ' gommissioners.
¥or our part we consider that the power
which the ratepaye have. #0 long
exercised, on - the whole, - judiclously, is
far more important—lias & greater bearing
on the progress and the prosperity of the city,
than that with which they are tobe tempor-
arily invested by the new law. It must Dot
be forgotten, too, that the ratepsayers retain
the same powers with respect to money by-
laws under the Commissioners as they - pos-
seaged under the ruls of the City Couneil,
Nothing is changed in that respeot,

To-talk about the Government pf Cities
Bill being an * autooratio ” weasure, is sim-
ply nonsense. - The ratepayers are‘as free to
acoept , or ~ rejeot the Government ‘of

4 SINGULAR CONTENTION,

An attempt iz being made to create the
impression that Sir John'A. Macdonald had
not so late as a few days before the general
election of 1878 made np hi¥ mind on the sub~
ject of protection. To those who attended
Parliament in 1877 this attempt appears to
be a most singular one, It is well
known that during the session of
that year S8ir Jobn A. Macdonald
spoke strongly in favor of protection, and
that he, on March 2, moved a resolution in
which the principle of protection to native
industry was clearly and strongly enumer-
ated. = Here is the resolution :

That the said resolution be not now read
a second time, but that it be resolved that
this House regrets that the financial policy
submitted y the Government in-
oreases the burthen of taxation on
the ple without ' any = compensat-
ing vantage to “Canadian - industries;
and farther,this House is of opinion that the
deficiency in the revenue should be met by
a diminution of expenditure aided by such
a readjustment of the Tariff as will benefit
the agricultural, mining and manufacturing
industries of the Dominion.

In the speech which Sir John then made

he said among other things :

There is a feeling of want of confidence
and instead of decreasing it is expanding
and widening. A word of encouragement or
s step in the way of protecting,
developing or esustaining our strug-
gling industries at the present time,
would have a magical effsot in arousing the
sympathies of the people. Had the Govern-
ment taken but one step in assisting but one
single industry it would have had
a salutary effect. It would have re-
dounded to their credit and have greatly
raised them in the estimation of the coun-
try. while at the same time it would, per-
haps, in some degree reconcile the people
and the varioug induatries to a suspension of
their hopes for protection for anather ses-
sion.

Farther on in the same speech Sir John
expressed the *‘deep disappointment” felt
by those engaged in the great industries of
the country ° that there -had not been a
complete and a thorough snd scientific read-
justment of the tariff, such as would assist
them in their development, foster them in
their-growth and resuscitate them from the
present sad condition into which they have

either sunk or are fast sinking.”

4 WIDE AWAKE EDITOR.

Mr. L. H. Davies, the leader of the Mari-
time Provinoe Liberals, has been sending to
the newspaper editors of his party in that
part of the ‘Dominion, a document bearing
the title of **Phe Liberal Platform.” The
editor of the Frederioton Gleaner received s
loopy “of the platiorm. "[hat gentleman
seems to be gifted with a fair share of think-
ing power. “He cannot be imposed on by
glittering generalities or by fine sounding
phrases which signify little or nothisg. He
looks below the surface and wants the po-
litical creed to which he subscribes to have
some significance. .

Davies’ request publicly in his editofal col-
umns, ; This is part of his answer :

What
the peaple want to know before they cast
heir ballots for Liberal candidates is how
do the propose  to reduce taxation
and at the same time maintain efficiently
the public works of the country, carry on
the ‘government and pay the interest
oharges, and unless they are enlightened on
this point the platform will avail but Hbtle.
A platform of henest, economical govern-
ment, reciprocity, independence of par-
liament and that sort of thing
is nothing if not carried out, . . . .

What revenue will the Liberals require
to oarry om the government of the country ?
How do they propose to raise it ? If ona
uniform tariff, of what per cent. ? If on a
protective tariff, for if not uniform it mwust
be protective, what class of importe do they
propose to tax, and what per oent., and
what class will come under the free list?

are questions which must be
answered before the Liberal party’s profes-
sions are entitled to serious consideration.
People know the requirements of govern-
ment as ab present carried on ; they know,
or are in & position to know, on what they.
are taxed and what amount, It is folly to
expeot them to throw up a definite policy
for one that is indefinite and crowded with
undertainties,

In the editor of the Gleaner Mr. Davies,
it is guite -evident, caught a Tartar. He
¢>uld not have expeocted that the Liberal
editor would ask so many pertinent but
very inconvenient questions. It did nob
ocour to him that the first question that a
sensible man who read the. platform would
ask was, How do the Liberals propose to raise
a revenue if they intend to imaugurate a
policy of free trade? If ‘they propose, as
Mr. Laurier does, to raise twenty millions
or %o a year by imposing duties on importe,
how can they make trade free?

PROVINCIAL LOAN,

Hox, MR TuURNER, in moving the second
mding of the bill to provide £420,000 for
the public purposes of the province, said
he thought there need be little said in ex-
planat of iv, the principle of the bill
being so simple that he who runs may read.
It suthorizss the province to borrow £420,-
000 in the form of inscribed stock. This
method of borrowing is, as members well
know, one that places our loans in the first
position in the best markets of the world
and” enables us to get the money at the
very lowest rate of interest and at the
least expense. The provisions of the bill
are almost exaotly the same as those of the
1891 loan act, which was the first one under
the inecribed stock plan. The only change
—and it is one that does.not aff.cb the prin.
ciple—ie in section 4, which somewhat sim-
plifies the details of raising the loan and will
tend. to reducs expenses attendant upon the
work. . The necessity for raising this money
being well known, he thought anyone who
considers the situation dispassionately and
fairly will feel tHat in asking for this sam
the government is not in any way exceeding
what the assets of the province can fairly
stand. He might say that the assets of the
provinca have never been fully estimated in
the statements from time to vime presented.
We have not half appreciated whab they re-
ally amount to. The laet balance sheet, for
instance, only values as an asset the Domin-
ion payment of interest on the allowed debt.
This is put down at $583 021, being the sum
on which the Dominion pays the Province 5
per cent., producing $29,150 per year ; but
in addition to this the Dominion pays an.
nually in perpetuity $213,500.  He esaid in
perpetuity, but hs shounld explain thata por-
tion of this, namely the per capita allow-
ance, fncreases «veory ten years until our
population is 400,000, when it becomes
fixed. Bub taking this $213 500 per year
and estimating the value of it, if we take it
only on the same basis as the allowed debt—
which is the"valuoe, as stated, for $583,021 —
it will amounut to about four and a half mil-
lion dollars. In reality, however, our sub.
sidies from the Dominion, which amount in
all to over §240,000 per year in per-
pefuity, are worth probably at least, taking
them as if they were for 50 years only, §8,-
000,000, but as they are - in “perpetuity he
considered them worth at least $18,000,000,
which may fairly be added to all our other
assete. Thelast balance sheet shows that
the total liabilities of the province, includ-
ing all debts, in excess of the assets were
then about $2,400,000, but in reality, as be.
fore stated, we'have not fully valued our
assots, though he did mnot know why this
$29,000 a year should be valued as an asset
whilst the $213,000 is not so valned. Were
we to put down the value of all our subsi-

age, but is also inconsistent with the spirit
and centiment of progressive legislation,
besides being a deliberate blow at the free-
dom of popular elections and a denial of the
right of the people to appoint their own re-
presentatives : .

Be it therefore resolved, that it is the
emphatic opiaion of this meeting that the
measure will be vastly injurious to the
interests of the community, an outrageous
invasion of the rights of citizensbip, and, if
permitted to pass, cannot fail to lower the
character of civic administration and check
both progress and development ; and be it
also reeolved that this resolution be placed
in the hands of the city’s representatives in
the legislature. : :

The report of that technical committee
having been received and adopted by the
council settled the question. It is there-
fore inexplicable that -ocertain members of
the committee should now try and go back
upon the original report, more especially
sinoe the Hon. Sir Joseph W. Trutch, a dis-
tinguiched member of that committes, had
meanwhile left the country,

So far from there being any doubt as to
the justness of the decision of the com-
mittee, their judgment is more than jasti-
fied by the recent trial, which threw Mr.
Sorby’s claim out on more grounds than one.
Personally I have no desire to injare Mr.
Sorby professionslly or otherwise, even
thoogh he has picked me out for ridicule,
but as an alderman nfy duty is to protect
the oity, and, moreover, I consider every
competitor as much entitled to remuneration
as he is, and I think it would not be difficult
to prove this assertion.

A TRAGEDY OF THE NORTH.

The Dead Body of William McGarrie
Found Under Strongly Suspi-
cions Circumstances.

Two Bullet Holes in the Head Indi-
cate the Manner of His
Death.

Meagre news was received yesterday, by
the return of the steamer Thistle, of a
second terrible tragedy at Shooshartie bay,
the 'scene in October last of the frightful
landslide by which Wm. Kipling loeb his
life and. two other members of the Common-
wealth colony received serious injaries.
The viotim on this.second occasion was Wm.
MoGarrie, a well-known lrishman, who for
some time past had been a resident of the
North. He was found sometime about New
Year’s day lying dead in his cabin, two bal-
let holea in his head indicatirg the manomer
of his death.

The Indians assert that McGarrie was
foully murdered. Their reasons and the
details of the case are not yet known. Mao-
Garrie had been in the employ of the colony
for some little time and had an Indian wife.

On the homeward trip Captain Langley
learned that the missionary steamer Glad
Tidings had prooseded to Shooshartie to re-
ceive the body and convey it to Alert Bay,
where the inquest will probably be held.
It is from this point that definite news of
the tragedy may be expeoted by the steamer
Danube, which will soon be due. :

PROVINCIAL DEVELOPMENT.

To THE  EDITOR :—As the time draws
near for the proroguing of the House of
Assembly,snalen drawsnearer the question of
the British Pac fi: railway, which iv is under-
stood must come before the honse at no late
date.

It may not therefore bs out of place to
look at the matter in a calm and temperate
manner, before the introduction of any
measure dealing with’ this railway comes
before parliament. In a paper read before
the Royal Cnlonial Institute, London, Eag-
land, in 1893, by Mr. Geo. M. Dawson,
CMG, LLD, F.RS8, is the following,
which bears upon this matter, and which
may be new to some of your readers :

““For fifteen years or more [ have been
engaged in the exploration and geological
examination of British Columbia, in con-
neotion with the geolegioal survey of Can-
ads, and have thus enjoyed the opportunity
of traversing and inspecting a large part of
this province of Canada.

¢¢ British Columbia-is the largest Canadian
province as yet defined, and may be de-
soribed as possessing truly imperial dimen-
sions ; ite area of 383,000 square miles is
-over three times that of the Unived King-
dom, and greater than that of any otber
conatry in Europe except Rassia. Although
it possesses valuable fisheries and remark-
able resources in its forests, besides im-
portant tracts of arable and pasture lands,
much of its prosperity must depend on the
development of its wineral wealth. . . .
it becomes important to note and record the
localities in which rich allavial deposits have
been found, even where the working of these
has been abandoned by the placer ‘miner.
Their existence points to that of neighbor-
iog deposits in the rock iteelf, whioh may
48 ‘confidéntly looked for, and which are
likely"to Domstitute's greater and more per-
manent sourcs of wealth' than that afforded
by thiéir derived' gold. -~ ~ -
2kt whiotn snck novily vioh deposie of

stijot,; where such notably 80
atlivial gold have' been found within s ‘lim-
fted area, and whera very often the gold ob-
tained has been motually mixed with the
parent veios, it canmot be
doubted that these veins will -before long be
drawn upon to produce a second golden har-
vest.

THE SOCIAL RKVOLUTION.

To THE EDITOR : — Your able, interesting
and seazonable leader in yesterday’s (Sun-
day) issue entitled ¢ The Last Resor:,” I,
like many others, read with  much pleasure.
Ia connec:ion with thesabject, it used to be
s maxim with Indian traders to inculeate in-
to and teach the Indians to desire artificial
wants. By this means the aborigines ex-
changed theic robes of skins for blackets,
muskets, paint and other things ; the female
wants were red cloth, battons, beads, look-
ing-glasees and osher enticing luxuries. The
education farther had the effect of inducing
the Indians to hunt more and become indus-
trious to obtain these artificial wants, which
in their case may be ocalled luxuries. By
degrees all these and.others have become
neceseities. The Indians lost their primitive
and patural methods of living and 8o became
tributary to tne white man, enriching him,
and from our standpoint of civilization ben-
efiting themselves.

It need soarcely be added that the most
desired of these artificial wants were, and
perhape are, whisky, tobacco a?i cognate
luxuries—poizons. These luxuriés induoced
artificial living, and with imported diseases
doubtless killed a large number, but many
of those who remain, have advancad so far
that they now desire *‘ to make money ” and
become rich, some by labor, others by very
questionable means. There are aleo a large
number who may be cilled poor, bub are
able to live in their natural and primitive
manner by fishing, shooting, hunting and so
forth. Ochers, however, ignore this and
live a la civilized, with similar luxurious are
t.ficial wants. .

The above lessons, which are before our
very eyes and have -happened within a very
recent period, may shed some light on our-
selves and our course of evolution from ihe
primitive to our very advanced condition
to day. It will be observed that the civil-

dian. He bas the same *‘ artificial wants” ;
bhe same desire for luxuries ; the same liking
for finery, whisky and tobacco; the same
desire to get and” have them, and, it may
be added, the same insane desire to make
money, no matter how, provided he makes
it. This madness is the cause of much of

The
aw fal madness ofttimes * to- make money,”
to accumulate riches, in order to be great,
like- an Indian ohief; to obtain luxuries,
not by ordinary labor, thrift and economy,
bub by any means, honest or dishonest.
* Mske money, honestly if you cam, but
make money !” Te there any definition cf
the term *‘honesty” to day? Ite anciert
meaning and praotice have disappeared. In
this respect the civilized white man has de-
generated and gone back to his animal
origin—for all animals are, more or ' less, to
put it mildly, dishonest.

Of oourse the reason of this exodas from
the land to cities and manufacturing dis-
triots is pretty obvious. The extraordinary
growth of -machinery, commerce ‘and manu-.
factures ; steamboats and railways oarrying
into the rural distriots accounts of the riches
of cities, luzurious living and so forth, have
turned meny heads. Ths madness extended
to the agricultural population, to the sons
of yeomanry and others—all rushed to the
cities under the delusion that they could
easily make money there and live in luxury
—Iluxurions ease. How many millions have
been disappointed —how many are worse off
than the workers on farms—how many have
been reduced to abjeot poverty and become
a burden on the cities, orsnicides? Yet
the insanity inoreases.

The manufactarers have to vie with each
other in creating artificial wants; to turn
out novelties and captivativg luxuries;
shams of all kinds and descriptions, lovely
musioc, singing, dances ard 80 forth.. The
shops teem with tempting artificial things,
Everywhere there are inducements . to
make money,” to buy or to get them any-
how, and g0 the madness increnges. 1
middle men reap the benefit; the poor pro-
ducer is fleeced all round; better for him if
he grew less and so be equally well if not
better off.” The middle man ‘must make
money out of them, no matter whether the
producer be ruined or not.  The insanity of
the age then is *‘ to make money.” ~Gams-
bling in some shape or other is the order of
the day.

ABOUT FILTER BEDS.

To THE EpITOR:—There is no better
method of bottoming even the deepest
problem than that of passing it through the
filter of public opinion.

Just now an intimate relation obtains in
passing the filter beds of the future through
the public opinions of the present time.

I bave read in your columne lately many
enjoyable communications about filter beds,
experte, their services, etc. Not being well
posted in the matter of filter beds, I would
have supposed that the necessity for a first
olass/expert to design a filver bed would be
somewhat analogous. to ocalling upon the
minister of agriculture to say what should
be the depth of manure to force a melon
bed to maturity, but this is of course an
opinion that may not be justified by the
faots of the case.

Having applied to the firsh mentioned
