AT TWO O’CLOCK THIS MORNING.

Sir John Has Trouble With the French-
men Bat Peace at Last Prevails—Cose
tigan Resigns—Exciting Scenes.
Special Despatch to The World.

Orrawa, Feb. 19.—As I write the polit-
ical atmosphere is pregnant with exciting
rumors. Twenty-four hours agono one be-
lieved but that Sir John Macdonald was as
strongly entrenched in his position as, first
mini‘st'er of the government as ever premier
was and yet withiz, a few hours there is
just a possibility that the present adminis-
tration w1 be overthrown. Since the an-
DOF.hgggl'taht that the C. P. R. resolutions
‘would be introduced, the Quebec members
and representative men from that province
have been urging better terms for Quebec.
No éne' believed but that the demands
would be conceded, but for once in his life
Sir John seems to have taken a decided
stand, and is determined to show that the
country is not subservient ta the influence
of the Quebec following.

As the debate progressed and the time
when the division would become inevit
able drew near, the excitement among the
Quebec members increaged. During the
past two days scarcely a mem-
ber from Quebec could be seen
in Mis seat. Caucus after caucus
wassheld. The members kept themselves
in communication with Sir Hector Lange-
vin who imparted all the proceedings to his
colleagues. Sir John's face, while serious,
shows an air of indifference, while his col-
leagues look anxious. Itwas thought that
some arrangement had been arrvived at last
night, but it has since transpired -that the
provisional agreement proved unsatisfac-
tory, and at the time of writing (10.20)
there is less prospect of an arrangement
than ever, I

Sir Hector Langevin, who has been at-
tending a caucus all evening, entered the
house a ‘few minutes ago and imparted
information to his colleagues that caused
them to look anxions. When Sir Jehn be-
fore the adjournment last night urged that
the debate be closed to-night and a vote
taken, he did it in such a manner that one
would infer he had determined to come to
an issue the result of which he was far
from certain. The resignation this
afternoon- of Hon. John Costigan, min-
ister of inland revenue, did not tend
to make the feeling any easier and
it was whispered that the resignations of
Langevin and Chapleau were in the hand
of the government. Costigan’s resignation
was ingisted on by Quebec members who
urged that he was a disgrace to the cabinet;
on account of his unsteady habits,

The debate on] theresolutions was car-
ried on with much vigor {o-day, especially
8o on the part of opposition members. Mr.,
Charlton made a speech of three hours dura-
tion and it is generally conceded that it was
one of his ablest efforts. His matter was
capital and as he departed from the old
line of argument and fearlessly denounced
the members of the syndicate, the effect
on the house was telling. He discussed
the past history of the members of the
syndicate and dealt some heavy blows at
Mr. Stephen, whose little game of using
$8,000,000 of Montreal bank funds
when he was president for specu-
lative purposes, he denounced as
dishonest and deserving of severe punish-
ment. He quoted past events to show
that members of the government had aided
and abetted the syndicate in their scoun-
drelly and dishonest transactions, of which
stock watering was the principal one.

THREE TRAMPS KILLED.

Ae t on the Panhandle Road—Raflway
Men Badly Hurt—A Train Demolished.
CosnocroN, Feb. 19,—At Trenton a few

miles east here, at the foot of a long grade

on the Panhandle road this morning,
some one had moved a switch rail without
disturbing the signal light.

tion of a freight train came down the hill
and struck two cars on the siding before
the flagman could warn the second section
of the train. It came upon the wreck pil-
ing the engine and cars in an indistinguish-
able mass. Three tramps were killed and
another so severely injured that he will
die. The engineer and conductor and two
brakemen were also very badly hurt. Two
engines and twenty-one freight cars were
almost entirely demolished. Trains were
delayed over twelve hours.

ZYMOTIC DISEASES.

Dr. Bryce at the Canadian Institute Last
Nignt—Where They Are and Why ?

The lecture delivered by ‘Dr. Bryce in
the library of the Canadian institute last
evening on Zymotic Diseases, Where They
are and Why, brought out a large audience,
who evinced deep interest in the remarks
of the lecturer and the various illustrations
given of the subject.

The chair was occtipied by Principal
Buchan of Upper Canada college, president
of the institute. The lecturer defined the
term zymotic as preventible diseases,
endemics or epidemics, zyme meaning a
fermentation in the blood caused by migcro:
scopic organisms called bacteria. many
instances it is difficult to determine the
bacteria, but those which cause smallpox,
cholera, etc., have been clearly determined.
The results of extended experiments made
by Prof. Miquel of Paris, were given on the
number and nature of bacteria in the air,
which prove that their number depend
upon the relations of heat and moisture,
andfthe localities where found. Statistics
were given showing the increase in the
number of deaths from sach diseases in
Paris was caused by the prevalence of bac-
teria in the air. Facts obtained from a
close study of diseases reported to the
proviucial board of health last year show
that in almost every case zymotic diseases
are most prevalent in the more thicklyfpopu-
lated districts, and during the winter sea-
son. Therecordsof the foundling hospitals
in Ontario showed that where infants were
crowded and not nursed by mothers the
mortality per annum was 80 per cent., and
where there was plenty of room and
natural nursing the mortality was not more
than1l. Many other instances were given
of typhoid fever and diphtheria being
caused byfimpure drinking water, and how

tly germs of all diseases were increased
mg winter in habitations where the air
was not kept fresh and pure.

The lecture was profusely illustrated by
diagrams thrown upon canvas by an oxy-
hydrogen light, which was manipulated by
Mr. McKenzie of the school of practical
science. A vote of thanks, moved by Dr.
Kirklaud, seconded by Dr. Reeve, was ac-
corded the lecturer.

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University Consolidation.

Mr. Mulock, vice-chancellor of the
university of Toronto, on Friday last at a
meeting of convocation, publicly stated
that negotiations with the authorities of
Notoria university had proceeded so far
as to give ground for expecting a success-
ful and satisfactory issue to what is
known as the university question. Several
speakers at the dinner on Friday evening
hinted at something of the same sort,
though of course in very guarded terms.
1t will not' therefore be amiss to descul;?e
the present position of matters with more
detail than has hitherto been-given to the
public.

1t should be premised that the proposals
which have been under consideration. are
such as to do credit to both parties to the
negotiations, and that while they contem-
plate a certain amount of compromise on
both sides they involve no surrender of
principle on either. Should the project
break down the parties who are now hon-
estly attempting a fair solution of a vexed
question will be able at least to part com-

pany with respect for each other as men of

toleration and common sense.

An indispensable condition of such a solu-
tion would be the removal of Victoria col-
lege to Toronto, but ds it ought to be
removed in any event, the loss to Cobourg
and the abandonment of the college build-
ings can hardly be charged to the consoli
dation scheme, The methodist church of
Canada is now a powerful and wealthy
body, ‘and in no one spot are they so pow-
erful or so wealthy as in this city. The

* cost of removal and of putting Victoria
college in mere comfortable quarters here
might éasily be borne by the methodists of
Toronto alone without the burden being
very severely felt. 1t is needless to dwell
on the desirability of such a change from
the point ‘in view of both professors and
students, to say nothing of the greatly en-
hanced prestige of the church.

A second condition of the consolidation
of Victoria with Toronto university would
be the abandonment by the former of its
university powers in arts, the recognition
of her gradunates and undergraduates ad
cundem statum by the provincial institu-
tions, and at least a partial consolidation
of the two teaching staffs. The last could
be effected easily by means of an extension
of the staff of University college so as ta
make room for such professors as Victoria
might have to spare. The details of such
an arrangement must, of course, be care-
fully adjusted so as to guard all interests,
but the task of completing it does not seem
to be one of very great difficulty, not to
speak of impossibility.

Of course Victoria college would have to
be placed ina position to derive some tan-
gible benefit from consolidation or the
scheme conld not go on. Equally,of course,
the desire of the methodist church to
maintain a careful supervision over the
secular education of her people would have

! to be respected. And itis needless to say
i that the scheme must be of such a nature
* as not to call for a renewal of denomina-
tional grants out of the public treasury.
It has been suggested that all these objects
might be served by a plan of which the
folowing is a bare outline: Separate Uni-
versity college still more completely from

Toronto university ; make the latter the
principal teaching body, by attaching to it
the chief college chairs now in existence
and adding new ones ; fill the new chairs
by making some of the professors of Vie-
toria professors of the university of To-
ronto ; make the functions of both Victoria
college and University college more ex-
clusively tutorial than they ave at present,
and grant to the students of each college
alike access to the university lectures.
Under such a system the university lec-
sures in Toronto would be to some extent

analagous to the university lectures, as
distinguished from the college lecturcs,now
delivered in Oxford and Cambridge.

Though the scheme thus outlined must

in the first instance be the result of nego-
tiations between the authorities of the
university of Toronto and those of Victoria
college, the plan will have to be made gen-
ceral if adopted at all, so that all other de-
.ominations, as well as the methodists,
may e in a position to avail themselves of
it. Should the authorities of Trinity col-
lege, for instance, be disposed to avail
themselves of the incidental advantages o
a great university system they might com
in and partake of its benefits on exactly
the same terms as Victoria. In some such
way us this can we havea really great
university, and in no other, and if some-
tuing is not done to put the provinee right
in this most important matter, we shall see
the very brightest and best of our young
men drifting away in annually increasing
numbers to Harvard, Yale, Baltimore or
Ann Arbor.

On the whole there is an increase ot
nearly $15,000 in the estimated current ex-
penditure of this year over last, not a very
great amount, but enough in some items,
like public institutions and charities to
cause a growing feeling of uneasiness. It
happens that this year the increase under
these heads can be offset with a reduction
of miscellaneous expenditure, but while
the latter is unsteady, the expenditure on
public institutions and charities is con:
tinuously increasing. ' In & few years the
result will be sufficient to alarm even the
most careless.

Public Accounts for 1883,

The total expenditure for 1883 shows, a
reduction, compared with 1882 of $33,000,
the amounts being $2,920,161 and $2,887,-
037 respectively. No distinction is made
in the statements of either receipts or ex-
penditures between capital and ordinary
amounts, sumspaid in aid of railways being
now treated as an ordinary annual expendi-
ture. Deducting from both sidesof the state:
ment the sum of & million and a half with-
drawn from the banks for investment, the
receipts amounted to $2,443,110, and the
expenditure to $2,887,037, leaving' a de-
ficiton the year's operations. If the sums
paid in aid of railways are deducted as
capital expenditure the total will be re-
duced to $2,629,000 and the deficit from
$440,000 to $150,000. Even the latter sum
is too large and unless some  means is
found of keeping expenditures of “all kinds
within income the surplus must gradually
‘melt away.

The B of Co-Operation.

Oldham, England, a city of 120,000 in-
habitants, turnishes probably the most
successful example of the advantages of co-
operation ever tried. It contains seventy-
five joint stock spinning mills, several
stores and building societies, and the whole
aggregate capital amounts to $42,000,000,
all managed by corporations. The stock,
however, is owned by the operatives, who
thus reap the full share of the products ‘of
their labor in wages and profits. The sys-
tem has withstood the severest business
depression during the hard times of afew
years ago and has passed through all the
phases of the expertmental stage to assured
success. Wages are high and the general
comfort of the operatives has created a
self-respect, thrift and morality that ie
in marked contrast with the condition
of the same classes of operatives working
elsewhere as the mere hired men of capi-
talists. Besides, it has fostered a spirit of
good fellowship and equality between
classes that is impossible where poverty
and discomfort are the lot of those whosé
wages are depressed to the lowest living
rates under the common relations between
employer and employed, and the dignitarjes
of the city may often be seen at table
on the choicest and most friendly terms
of intimacy with intelligent working-
men, exchanging ideas to their mutual ad-
vantage. The industrial society, num-
bering 20,000 working people has-expended
during the past year $275,000 in building
houses for its members and through the
co-operative stores 15 per cent. of the
amount of each member’s purchase is re-
turned to him as discount, while $10,000
are devoted each year to educational pur-
poses. There are hundreds of operatives
who have accumulated- from 85000 to $10,
000, and those who prt\afer to place their
money at interest to buying sh@res in the
works have every opportunity to do so.
Many of the operatives are women and
children and extreme poverty is compara-
tively unknown. Of course under such a
system strikes and warfare between capi-
tal and labor are unknown and impossible,
and the example of Oldham could be profit-
ably studied as one offering a solution of
much of the trouble under which both
laborers and capitalists suffer.

The Mark of the Governor.

Grocers’ Licenses.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: Some peeple seem to imagine that
the change resulting from separating the
sale of liquor from the sale of groceries is
going to throw clerks out of employment,
and put certain grocers to great loss in
getting rid of their stocks of liquor, and
leases of premises.

Perhaps there are few localities in the
city situated very much different from the
neighborhood of Church street and Wilton
avenue, Here are two licensed groceries,
directly opposite” each other. Now what
more easy than for the two to agree as to
which shall  continwe the liquor
trade, and which establish a first-
class grocery. ‘Then a transter could
be made of groceries to the ome store

and of liquors to the other, and the liquor
storekeeper could then well afford to pay
double the ordinary license fee—in other
words, pay as much to the license fund as
both stores have hitherto paid.

Now, let me ask, would not this be a
much better arrangement for the accommo-
Gation of the residentsin that vicinity? We
who use groceries without liquor should
have.a larger and fresher stock of groceries
to select from, and our nei hbors who
want liquor by the bottle could get it all
the same, by going for it or by or ering it,
and have a larger and finer stock to select
from. The liquor store could be inspected
and regulated, as hotels are, and we could
send our children to the y store

the license fees.

I am informed that in quite a number of
towns and villages in Ontario the two busi-
nesses have been separated, and that after
years of experience of the latter plan not
one town or village has gone back again to
the old state, and that there isno agitation
and no feeling among the ple in favor
of a return to the mixed sale of groceries
and liquors in one store.

GEN. §ORDON’S HABITS,

Personal Appearance and Characteristics
of the British Hero,

From the Baltimore American.

Dinner was finished in
silence, but later in the evening we talked
for hours on the subject.”

“ What sort of looking man is Gen., Gor-
don ?” asked the reporter.

« He has a pair of bright, sparkling eyes,
and in many things he reminds me of Gen.
Agnus. He has a small black mustache,
but he keeps the balance of his face
scrupulously clean. By his general appear-
ance you would take him to be a man in
the ordinary walks of life, and not the
great general that heis. A good joke he
relishes very much, although he never visits
the theatre, and he is happiest when re-
lieving from want some poor but deserving
person. When in London he is constantly
visiting the slums, spending his money,
and doing all in his power to alleviate the
sufferings of the poor.”

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151! GROCERS’ LICENSES.
Vote Against! And Why—An Appeal to the
Ratepayers of Toronto.

To the Editer of The World: Str—1I con-
fess that for myself I sometimes weary of
the statistics of this question, interesting
as they are, and moreoyer it frequently
happensithat others are, like me, weary
also. Some, too won't read them; some
wont believe them, and assert that they
are gotten up to prove anything and so
prove néthing.

But if one wearies of statistics, there are
facts which are beyond the question of sta-
tistics— self-evident facts which cannot
be gainsaid, and which have a
prominent bearing upon the ques-
tion. The list of deaths which the
abuse of liquor occasions; the long muster-
roll of pauperism kept up year by year
through the continued use of intoxicating
liquors; the committals for crime bearing
a constant proportion to the manufacture
of, and facilities for, obtaining liquor; the
filling of our lunatic asylums with inmates
rendéred insane by the use of intoxicating
drinks; these and many other fearful
items of a similar character, although they
are of a nature to harrow the soul, are
facts, the beginning and end of the ques-
tion, without reference to statistics. There
is little occasion therefore for me to
‘attempt any array of figures to prove that
75 per cent. of the crimes committed have
their origin in drink, or that 20 per cent.
of the inmates of the lunatic asylums are
made lunatics by the use and abuse of in-
toxicating liquors.

Evidence has been adduced over and
over again which might well settle the
question, and opposed to which eertainly I
find no particle of contradictory evidence
from the opponents of our cause. In fact
all the ﬁments of the liquor-selling
grocers a limr dealers appear to be
summed up in this; the traffic is so profit-
able that we cannot afford to give it up,and
and while the stuff we sell may and does kill
the many, it aggrandizes, with much
wealth, us—the few.

We cannot too much bear in mind that
we who are oYlposed to these liquor-sellin
grocers and liquor dealers should be a.l%
united; that we have a common interest,
a common cause, not only in this city but
in every part of the country, and in all
countries, and as our cause is universal
so should be the exertions we make to
further it. This is what the cause requires
of you, citizens of Toronto. It is nota
degradation but a privilege to work for it.
After all it is not a toil but the enjoyment
of a right, and it is assuredly a duty.

Nor am I afraid or ashamed to call for
woman’s,sympathy and woman’s help in
this cause, assured that she will honor
herself much more by contributing her aid
and influence towards the destruction of
the causes of misery which liquor selliug
through the grocers produces in her home,
than by merely aiding the societies which
here and there pull a leaf or a twig from
the poison tree, but leave. it still to send
forth its bashful odors and scatter death
and destruetion over the social soil of our
fair country.

In promoting the work which the vote of
the 25th of February (if a majority vote be
obtained), is expected to accomplish, our
citizens will be co-operating with a social,
moral and religious work—one which
deserves to be classed with those which
made illustrious such names as those
of Howard and Clarkson — for
bringing emancipation to the slavery of
drink—the light of heaven into the dark-
est and dreariest homes of wretchedness—
the song of gladness to the tongue of the
parent and the prodigal, the widow and the
orphan—and kindlier feelings of social
order to where now all is strife and con-
tention. As a good work then promote it!
Work for it! Sympathize with it! Vote
for it! There is no cause which lays
stronger grasp upon -the heart and mind
than does this. It is one for which the
exertions of a life would be well spent,
and dying breath could scarcely be poured
forth more appropriately than in a last
protest against that frightful scourge of in-
temperance which practically denies to man
the rights of his humanity, the charter of
his being, and the blessings and bounty of
his Creator.
