. SUICIDE OF GEN. BODLANGER.

“wIHE MAN ON HORSEBACK” BLOWS | B,

2 OUT H1S BRAINS

Deterted by His Friends, *the Baker,”
Who Was Once the Rising Hope of
France, Kills Himself at the Toib of
Ris Dead Mistress — Sketch of Bou-
langer's Career.

BrusseLs, Sept. 30.—General Boulax
to-day committed suicide at the tomb of his
late mistress, Madame Bonnemain. The
suicide took place about noon. . The Gen-
eral stood alone by the grave of his mistress
for some time, appearing to be deeply af-
fected by sorrowful recollections. ~An at-
tendant who had respectfully remained at
some distance suddenly heard a sharp re-

rt. Hastening to the spot he found Bou-
mxger lying degg upon the ground with a
revolver clinched in his right hand. A
hasty, examination of the body showed that
he had placed the weapon to his right ear
and fired. - The future held out no hope to
him, and his remaining friends became as
cold as they bad once been warm. - Of these
things he was conscious and they preyed on
his mind, To this is to be added the mar-
bid love or infatuation which he felt for the
late Mme. de Bonnemain, to whom he was
undoubtedly greatly attached. + Madame de
Bonnemain accompanied the General to
England after his flight from Framee, and
early in July last she was dangerously illin
Brissels, suffering from consumption. In
spite of the efforts made to save her Ma-

ame de Bonnemain died July 7. At the
height of Boulanger’s career she lived in
the Rue de Beeri, Paris, where she was
continually visited by the General. ~ Spies
kept track of their movements and discov-
ered that they were very intimate and
Mme. Boulanger was informed of the facts,
* but refused to apply for a divorce. She had
inherited $1,500,000, all of which she de-
voted to Boulanger’s cause.
Particulars of the Suicide.

One of the four nlen working in the
cemetery at Ixelles, one mile south of this
city, where Boulanger committed suicide,
said he noticed the latter when he entered
the cemetery gates at about 11.30 o’clock
locking: sad and pale. Boulanger at once
pnoc.)e?ied to the grave of Mme. Bonne-
main, which is near where the men were
working, but which was hidden from their
view. About three-quarters of an hour
after the General had passed the men were
startled by the loud report of a revolver,
and rushing to the grave found Boulanger
lying beside it. He was dead. His hand
was tightly grasping a revolver. The ball
had entered his temple and had passed
through his head. The bodﬁowa.s ~taken to
Boulanger’s late residence. Boulanger came
here from London a few months ago. Re-
cently he had not occupied his residence in
the Avenue Louise, but owing to reduced
means had been compelled to live in a small
hotel. The General’s friends say he has
been inconsolable since the death of Mme.
De Bonnemain. He had aged perceptibly
and grown much thinner. X

Another account of the suicide says he
has been gloomy and nervous recently, but
did not betray his intention to his friends.
To-day he did not peceive any visitors and
st 11 o’clock drove With his niece and sec-
retary in an: open carriage to the cemetery
at Ixelles. The General entered the ceme-
tery alone, his companions ramnzining in the
carriage outside the gated. They did not
hear the shot and were  first notified of
whut had occurretl by the cemetery keeper:
The {ieneral’s niece fainted when she heard

"4 of his death. The body was placed in the

carriage and was driven to police head-
quurters. After necessary depositions had
been made the body was taken to the
General’s late residence. The French
Minister here telephoned the news to Paris.
Crowds of people gathered outside the
house where the dead man recently resided.
5 Weary of Life.

General Boulanger’s friends say the Gen-
eral recently has frequently openly avowed
a desire for death and it is even u({ded that
lie had several times of late mnade attempts
to take his life. The consequence has been
that he was watched closely by his friends.
The latter, however, appear to have finally
grown tired of their task and recently
warned the General’s niece and the latter’s
husband of the danger. = This niece and her
husband arrived some days'ago at the
General’s hotel, and so impressed were they
with his demeanor that one of the
first things they did was to cause all the
weapons found in his apartments to be

° taken away and hidden. Gen. Boulanger
must have noticed the precautions which
were being taken to save his life, and un-
known to his niece and her husband he
must have managed to secure and hide from
them the. pistol with which he eventually
shot himself. Even the General’s valet,
who had been instructed to use his utmost
endeavors to find and obtain possession of
any weapon the General might have bought,
seems to have been cleverly deceived.

Gen. Boulanger, according to the
stories told ‘this evening, made mno
secret of his weariness of life since
the collapse of his party, and par-
ticularly so since the death of Mme. De
Bonnemain. His friends now recall the fact
that when the coffin lid was finally closed
over the remajns of his mistress he kept on
repeating aloud in heart-broken tones: ‘‘Au
revoir et a bientot!”

A Daily Visit to the Grave.

Every duy et about 4 in the afterncon
since Mme. De Bonnemain’s death the Gen-
eral has gone to the cemetery at Ixelles and
has deposited some handsome floral emblem,
generally a crown, upon ‘her grave. He
would stay by the grave sometimes for an
hour, either ¥ngaged in prayer or in deep
thought. Over” the graveitself the Gen-
eral had -cdused a pretty tombstone to be
erected.

A few days ago the unfortunate General

deposited on the grave a handsome crown
of lowers, bearing on it the words, “A
Bigntot Marguérite.”
U *Fhe family of 'the General were therefore
somewhat surprised when this morning
they heard him order his landau at a much
earlier hour than usual, saying vhat to-day
‘he"was going to the Ixelles Cemetery at 10
in the morning instead of at 4 in the after-
noon. They pafd little attention to the
¢hange in the General’s plans, q,ml nobody
seems to have had the sli%htesb idea that he
intended to commit suicide.

The General was accompanied by his
valet and not by his secretary, as at first
anuounced,

All reports agree in the statement that
s soon as the General reached the tomb the
second time he immediately placed the
pistol to his head and shot himself. Death
must have been instantaneous. The weapon
which Boulanger used to destroy himself
Wwas a revolver of large calibre. The dead
man held this weapon tightly ed in his
right hand and it was seen that the bullet

- As the poﬁce were bearing the General’s
body .away from the tomb of his mistress
with the intention of placing it in
the landau for conveyance to Brussels, the
dedd man’s niece, accompanied by M.
Dutins, reached the cemetery. The niece
fainted upon hearing the news, and M.
Duting’ grief at being too late to save the
life of his friend was excessive.

The Funeral Arrangements.

The body now lies in the General's bed-
room in the Rue Montoyer. It has been
prepared for. burial, but it is oply being
viewed by the intimate friends of the family.
The latter desire that the funeral shall
of the most simple order. Some of the
General’s political friends are in favor of a
public demonstration.

The remains are clad in a black
frock coat, upon the breast of which are
several decorations, notably the cross of the
Tegion of Honor, conferred upon the Gene-
ral after he had been wounded in 1859 at
Turbigo in Algeria. The wounds in the
General’s temples caused by the fatal shot
have been hidden by pieces of broad white
silk ribbons, so pasted on the head as to
almost completely conceal the cause of
death. :

The General’s featurds are placid, and
upon them there is not a:trace, except the
dimly seen white ribbon, of Boulanger’s sad
ending. i

The relatives decline to furnish ‘the pub-
lic with any definite information as to
the written declarations which the
General has left behind him. Yet it
is known that the dead man prepared
several documents for publication in view
of his sudden death and that he had written
and placed og his desk a pumber of tele-
‘grams annouficing his suicide, which he in-
tended should be sent to the persons to
whom they are addressed as soon as the
deed had been committed.

Shortly after Mme. De Bonnemains’s
death General Boulanger’s wife wrote offer-

ng to forgive the General and to share his
exile, but her letter was left unanswered.

Thd News in Paris.

Paris, Sept. 30.—The suicide of Bou-
langer has caused an enormous sensation
hez-e. The -evening papers -are unable to
meet the demand made upon them. Noth-
ng else is talked of. The members of the

triotic league are talking of a public
uneral for the General, and they propose
to inter the remains in France. It s be-
lieved such action will lead to serious dis-
turbances. The romantic manner in which
;,he General Lcilied has touched the hearts of

All the evening papers contain obituary
articles but none with the exception of
Le Jour reflects upan the political aspects
of the General’s life.

The news of the suicide was a bombshell
in the Boulangist camp. The absent leaders
were requested by telegraph to return to
Puris for a party meeting to decide u
the issue of & manifesto to the public. The
manifesto will probably announce the con-
tinuation of the revisionfst policy.

BOULANGER’S CAREER.

George Ernest Jean Marie Boulanger,
French ex-Minister of War, was born at
Rennes, 1837. His mother, who is still
alive, i8 a native of Wales. In 1856 he was
appointed stb-lieutenant in the lst Regi-
ment of Algerian Tirailleurs. From that
time his military career was very distin-
guished, and his advance in his profession
anusually ravid. In 1857 he took part
the Kaybyle expedition. In 1859 he was
wouunded at Turbigo, and received the de-
coration of the Legion of Honor after three
years’ service. In 1861 he was with the
expedition in Cochin, China. During the
Franco-Prussian war he was with the army
of Paris, and was wounded at Champigny.
In 1880 he was appointed Brigadier-General,
and subsequently General of Division in
Africa. In 20 months he returned to
the War Office as Minister. His appoint-
ment was regarded as a concession to the
power of M. Clemenceau. His Republican
sympathies . were shown by the energy with
which he urged forward the expulsion of the
princes from France. - He was an energetic
and capable organizer, and was, before his
downfall, described as the rising hope of
the party of ‘“La Revanche” in France,
and was idolized by the populace. At the
election of 1888.the General was elected for
the Nord.

In July of that year he fought a duel
with M. Floquet, and was severely wound-
ed in the throat. His rising popularity
alarmed the Government and he was
charged by the Senate with appropriating,
while Minister of War, £10,000 of public
money. . He fled first to Brussels, then to
London, and finally to Jersey in order to
avoid arrest. "It is said that the “sinews of
war” for-the support of Boulangerism were
supplied by the Duchesse d’ Uzes, and
amounted to 3,000,000 francs.

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

WHAT HIS EXCELLENCY SAID IN
DISSOLVING THE HOUSE,

Matters Which_ Have Engaged the Atten-
tion of Members During the Past Seven
Months—The Address to Her Majesty
with Respect to the * Favored Nation
Clause” Adopted

+ OTRAWA, Sept. 30.—In the House this
morning the Speaker announced that he had
issued t%w writ for a new election in Quebec
West. In reply to Mr. Laurier Sir John
Thompson saidp tﬁe election would not be
held until the new voters’ lists were ready.

The Northwest Territories bill was
dropped because unanimous consent was
necessary. Hon. Mr. La ‘Riviere objected
to the reduction in the representation from
Saskatchewan in the Territorial As-
sembly.

At 3 o’clock this afternoon His Excellency
the Governor-General proceeded in state to
the Parliament buildings, and the members
of the House of, Commons having been
summoned to the Chamber of the Senate
His Excelleney was pleased to prorogue the
first session of the seventh Parliament of
the Dominion of Canada with the following
speech:

Homorable Gentlemen of the Senate, Gentle-
men of the House of Commons;

I desire to convey to you my high appre-
ciation of the earnestness and assiduity which
you have devoted to Yyour parliamentary
duties during this protracted session.

I have also to express my sympathyin the
regret which you and the whole Dominion
must feel, and. which I sincerely share, for
tne lamented loss of the late Prime Minister,
the Right Hon. Sir John Macdonald, who
died full of years and honors in the midst of
your deliberations, and I cougratulate you
and the country upon the moderation and
patriotism which you manifested in that
crisis, and which enabled the legislative busi-
ness of the country to be continued without
serious interruption.

An ugreement was made in June last be-
tween Great Britain and the United States
for the practical cessation of seal fishing in
Behring Sea during the past season for the
benefit of the protection of seal life, pending
an investigation by experts, in which this
country has taken part, into the question of
the necessity of mneasures for preventing its
extinction. The report of the experts has
not yet been received, and the negotiations
for the settlement of the questions which
have arisen on the subject are proceeding,
but are still incomplete. I am pleased to
observe that in anticipation of a friendly
conference with the Government of the
United States on the subject of the exten-
sion and development of our trade with that
country and other important matters, the
provisions of.the protocol of 1888, known as
the modus’ vivendi, have been extended.

The measures you have concurred in pass-
ing are important and useful. The reorgani-
zation of the Legislature of the Northwest
Territories and the readjustment and in-
crease of its powers are just tributes to the
eminent capacity for self-government which
that important and rapidly iucreasing section
of Canada has manifested.

The aots for the improvement of the law
respecting elections will, I hope, be found
beneficial bx simplifying procedure and
facilitating the repression of corrupt prac-
tices,

The .measures respecting thecattle trade;
the loading of ships, registration of trade
marks and the vice-admiralty ' courts will
prove advantageous to trade, commerce and
shipping.

The t ts respecting the imspection
of ships must prove of great value in the pro-
tection of the lives of perscns employed upon

D | them, while the dct respecting the foreshores

of the Dominion and the obstruction of navi-
gavle waters will refiové a pissitle source’of
discussion between this Government and the
provinces.

Notwithstanding that the result of the
census shows a less important increase in
population. than was expected it is satisfac-
tory to observe the evidence of the general
prosperity of the country, and the’bountiful
barvest with which Providence has blessed
us thjs year will give a fresh impetus to the
settlement of the Northwest and to the en-
terprises and interestsof the country gen-
erally.

1t 1s gratifying to perceive that you have
felt justified i reducing the duty upon sugar
to the extent of aboui three millions of
dollars, thus materially lessening the cost of
an article of universal consumption, and that
you bhave not judged it necessary to provide
for replacing the revenue to the extent of
more than half the reduction thus made. It
is a further recommendation of this im-
portant -measure that, while it has largely
reduced the cost of a necessary article of
food, 1t. provides for supplying the conse-
quent loss of revenue by the imposition of
duties on luxuries only.

The extensive frauds upon the Government
by a group of contractors, and the irregu-
larities of certain persons in the Civil Ser-
vice, which have been discovered in investi-
gations by your committees are much to be
regretted. The punishment with which
many of them have already been visited, the
steus which are to be taken in. regard to
others, and the operation of the statute you
have passed for their repression in future,
will, I trust, have the effect of preventing
their recurrence; and it is the intention of
my ministers to procure the issue of a com-
mission to investigate the organization of the
Civil Service and report as to measures for
its improvewment.

The question of the restriction or prohibi-
tion of the liquor traffic has also been occu-
pying the attention of my ministérs, and a
commission will issue during recess to
| enquire into and report upon this important
subject.

Gentlemen of the House of Cominons:
Ithank you for your liberal provision which

you have made for the requirements of the

public service,

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate, Gentle-
men of the House of Commons :

In taking leave of you for the present it is
with an earnest desire for your happiuess and
prosperity in your several homes.

The House discussed the address to Her
Majesty adopted by the Senate, praying
the Imperial Government to do away with
the ““most favored nation” clauses in the
commercial treaties between Great Britain
and the kingdom of Belgium and zollverein,
which are an obstruction to the expansion
of Canada’s foreign trade.

Messrs.  Laurier and Mills proposed
amendments, embodying the principle that
Canada should make her own commercial
treaties, and striking out from the address
the afiirmations approving of the Govern-
ment’s policy of protection.

These amendments were negatived and
the address in its original form passed.

Loxpox, Sept. 30.—The Queen had a pri-
vate gathering in one of the grass parks of
Balmoral the other day at which varicus
games were keenly contested, the contest-
ants being either tenants or employesof the
Balmoral, Birkhall and Abergeldie estates.
It was a perfectly quiet affair, for whieh
not a single invitation was sent out, and
only royalties and the household were pre-
sent. The Queen gave prizes of the value
of £50.

The melancholy death of Grand Duchess
Paul placed the family of the Prince of
Wales in mourning, as she was a niece of
the Princess and also her goddaughter.
This sad event upset all the royal plans,
but the Prince of Wales will probably pro-
ceed to Denmark in a few days.

The wet and stormy weather which has
prevailed in Denmark during the last
month has considerably interfered with the
diversions of the Royal party at Fredens-
borg. There have been no shooting parties
as yet in King Christian’s forests, and the
only occasion upon which the monarchs and
princes staying at the Schloss went out to-
gether was when the King of Sweden in-
vited them to a hare hunt inthe picturesque
island of Holn in the Sound.

Prince Christian Victor of Schleswig-Hol-
stein has earned his first mention in the
despatches. He served as orderly officer
of - Major-General Ellis in the Black
Mountain expedition and has been coin-
mended by his late chief for the zeal he dis-
pla.yed in the discharge of his duties, .

The Queen of Denmark received a number
of beautiful and valuable presents on her
seventy-fourth birthday, which was cele-
brated at Fredensborg the other day.

The Countess of Hacke, who was attached
to the household of the Empress Augusta
for nearly fifty years, died the other dayat
Coblentz, where she had apartments'in
the Electoral Palace.

Lord Wenlock has beaten the marching
record by riding twenty-two miles in ¢ne
morning and afterward holding a» petition-
ers’ durbar in the afternoon at Cuddapsh.
He earned the gratitude of the community
by requesting the authorities to refréin
from all decorations and display.

It is curious that the late Lord Northésk
should have died just as he completed the
restoration of Ethie Castle, his palace in
Forfarshire, which is the oldest inhabited
house in that country and famous for
having been the country residence = of
Cardinal Beaton. The work has béen
carried out with the greatest care, the
mansion having been restored in appcar-
ance to its ancient condition and the only
addition is the tower. i

Sir James Fergusson has probably served
Her Majesty in more capacities than any
man living, and in all has done good work.

THE MURDER OUT,

Confession of a Terrible Crime—Twenty
One Chinamen Killed in Cold Blood,

Sax Francisco, Sept. 30.—The " country
was startled four years ago by the report
that the bodies of 21 Chinamen had come:
floating down Snake River, in Idaho. All
the ies bore marks of gunshot wounds, |
and it was plain a terrible tragedy had oc-
curred. Yesterday the mystery was cleared
up by the receipt at the Chinese consulate
here of the confession of the father of one of
the murderers, Hugh McMillan, now of
Walla Walla, Washington, who makes an
affidavit relating facts given him by his son
Robert, aged 16, just before the latter’s
death. e affidavit says: ‘“In April, 1887,
my son Robert, Bruce Evans, J. T. Can-
field, Maw Larne, Frank Vaughan, Hiram
Maynard and Carl Hughes were in a cattle
camp four miles from Snake River. One
day the whole party startéd for the Chinese
camp. They were armed with pistols and
Winchester rifles. Thirteen Chinese were
in camp. The white men divided into two
parties, and at a given signal fired upon the
unarmed Mongolians. 'welve were killed
and thrown into she river. Then the
murderers robbed the camp, They secured
five sacks of gold dust, each worth $1100.
One Chimaman was wounded and escaped.

out te see what had become of him as
they feared he would reveal the crime.
They found him trying o escape in a boat,
but they dashed out his brains, Then they
went te. the Chinese camp and saw eight
Chi eomning down the river in a boat,

‘Jeb,_ them land dnd being joined
quﬂ and Larne, all four opened fire
on.the Chinamen and killed them. Their
men then went up the river to amother
camp where 13  Chigese 'were mining,
shot down the defenceless Chinese like dogs.
The bodies were cast into the:river. The
camp was looted and gold dust valued at.
$50,000 was secured. My sofi was only pre-
sent at the first murder, but he knew all
the facts. The scene of the tragedy was
on the Oregon side of the Snake River in
Wallula county.”

Why Russia Failed to Co-Operate.

CHARGES OF PERSONATING,

Another Conviction at Belleville—A De-
puty Returning Officer Acquitted.

Brrreviens, Sept. 30.—At the Assizes
to-duy George Colby of Toronto was con-
victed of personation at the late Dominion
election and sentenced to one month in jail.
Ezckiel Palen was charged with wilful ne-
glect of duty as deputy returning officer at
the election last March in not swearing a
voter before giving him a ballot paper
when alleged to, have been required to
swear him by A. R. Chown, an agent of
Roger Conger Clute, one of the candidates.
The defendant’s e¢ounsel dgmurred to the-in-
dictment on the ground, aﬁf\vﬁg others, that
the eriminal form of proceeding in that way
was inapplicable - to the offence charge(f.
The Crown joined in demurrer and the case
was argued before Chief Justice Armour at
considerable length. Judgment was given
to the defendant. . The indictment was held
bad and queshed. William Kerr, Q.C., for
the Crown ; J. Parker Thomas for Defend-
ant Palen. E. L. Palen was' also charged
with aiding and abetting personation, - De-
fendant’s counsel took objection that the
indictment was irregular and bad, as the
offence, if any, was against an officer and
could not be taken in this mode. 'The Chief
Justice held the objection was well taken
and the defendant was acquitted and a ver-
dict of not guilty entered. - A similar case
against E. (. Porter was not. proceeded
with at this assize by the Crown officers, as
an important witness was absent.

DEATHS ~ CEASELESS  HARVEST.

Increased Rate of Mortality—Especially
Amengst Children—207 Died in
Four Weeks.

In July and August last there was a de-
crease of 41 in the number of interments in
the city cemeteries, compared with the same |
months last year. During the past four
weeks there has, however, been an increase
of 90 interments compared with September,
1890.

Fatal sickness amongst children accounts
or the greater part of the increase. Out of
a total of 333 deathsin the city during the
month 207 were infants. This is an ab-
normally high proportion and it has been
steadily rising for the last three months,

Very few old people died in September—

not two aozen out of 333, ;
* There were 22 deaths from typhoid fever,
showing an iucrease of 6 on the previous
month; 51 from eliolera infantum, -15 diph-
theria, 16 diarrhcea, 11 phthisis, 12 enteric
fever, 6 bronchitis.

12, diarrhoea 8, phthisis 4. The interments last
month were the most numerous since the
cemetery was opened.

At St. Michael’s there was an increase of-
22 in the month’s burials compared 'with
September last year, Of the total of 65, 58
‘were infants. There were. 4 deaths' from
typhoid fever, 12 from cholera infantum, 2
from diphtheria, 8 diarrhcea, 4 phthisis,

Infant mortality has been abnormally high
throughout the year.  The proportion inJuly
was 122 to 244 deaths; August, 203 out of 310;
September, 207 cut of 333, For the quarter
just ended there were 532 deaths of children
out of a total of 803.

A Sieliening Sight,

Loxpox, Sept. 80.—~The British steamer
City of Lincoln, Steele, at Dundee from
Montreal, ¢ollided with the river wall and
did eonsiderable dainage to it.

' Immense Exports of Grain,

DuruTH, Minn., Sept. 30.—The head of
probably the largest wheat exporting house
in the west to-day said: Of the 6,500,000
bushels of wheat shipped from this city in
six weeks about 4,000,000 were for direct
export. The bulk of this has gone to the
United Kingdom. This amount of export
business is at least twice as heavy as has
ever hefore been seen here. = The demand
still continues and there is a "large amount
of wheat yet to go forward.: In the last
six weeks the output of flour here has been
about 100,000 barrels and probably about
one-quarter of this has been exported.

Thé Fakir of France,

Beulanger is dead. The man who over-
turned Governments in Franece as though
they were pasteboard, whose dominance
threatened the peace of Europe, and who
aimed to imitate Napoleon and found a
dynasty, has now committed suicide on the
newly-made -grave of his mistress. The
women of our day are cutting serious figures
—one of them releases England from Par-
nell’s aggressive power, another in her grave
relieves France of her difficulty, Parnell
and Boulanger gggh learred at bitter cost
that a penalty attaches to illicit loves, for the
public career of each was hampered by.an
amour. The former suffers worse condem-
nation than did the latter, for England is
more precise in her virtue than is France.

Boulanger — which' interpreted - meaneth
Baker—was a man of no set principles. He
left the battlefield for politics as an extreme
Republican, and rung all the changes of
French politics until at last he was
suspected of leaguing himself with
the ' Imperialists. He aimed to lead
the French mob in all its contradictory
wants and wishes—he was the ‘hurrah leader
of an hurrah party always. Even when he
rode upon the crest of popular favor and
receivedtpositions of trust no person regarded
hiin as a permanent figure in French govern-
ment. He wcs changeable as the wind and
was continually dashing with splendid f vy
across ¥rance, haranguing mohs d

. terrifying his moresedate opponents. Be 2
hissdash he had little to recommend him ’a
leader. He was without definitive purpose,
of no moral or mental calibre, and could
have accomplished rothing in any country
save France. In England or Germany he
would have been pitied; in Russia he would
have been hanged at the very outget of his
career, and only in France, Mexigo, Chili or
some ‘such turbulent state could he attain
prominence. Even in France his antics
ceased to amuse and attract the crowd; so,
humbled and in exile, without hope of re-
gaining his lost power, it was one of his
pretty sensational fancies to end his life on
Madame Bonnemain’s grave,

A Too Easy Victory,

The City Council cannot relegate to officials
control of municipal finances without im-
pairing the plan of municipal government.
