The big conduit supply pipe for the water-

‘vorh department which was .completed:

last sammer across the Bay is now floating

. on the top of the wafer with its undulating
surface visible in sections through the ice,
looking for all the world like a sea-serpent
or a whaleback.

The disaster cccurred at 1 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon, and was ocaused by
the clogging up of the screen at the
lighthouse crib, which is located 50 yards

» \'rom the south shore of the Island,

Capt. Goodwin, who bas charge of the
cleaning of this screen, removed all weeds
and refuse matter as usual yesterday morn-
ing, but the pipe must have subsequently
become blocked, and wheu the water was
drawn from the pipe and the air forced in
by the engines at the pumping house the
eonduit ‘broke loose from its foundation of
sand and rose to the surface.

The well at the waterworks sank three
feet, but subseguently returned to its normal
level.

“*Whether or not the pipe became dis-
jointed and the water which isnow being
pumped into the well is bay water can only
be decided by an investigation, which will be
made by divers to-day. Superintendent Hamil-
ton is inclined to the opinion that none of the
Jjoints_have given way and that the pipe is
‘intact.

The mishap will prove a most expensive
one to the city.

“erib, which stops all weeds, refuse matter
and debris toat may get into the pipe from
the lake. Itis Goodwin’s duty to examine
this' screen three or four timnes a
day. Goodwin savs that“ he ‘cleaned
the screen on Sunday morning and’ weunt
back iti two and a balf hours and found it
biocked agrin. This was shdrtly —after
dinner. When the pipe bzcame Blocked the
engines on the city side kept pumping aand
exliausted ull the water, and ' thén the air
flowed into the pipe. The result “was that
the pipe rose from the water in ridges.as Mr.
Hanlan described it, *‘just Jike whalebacks,”
upheaving great chunks of ice, gome of them
reaching 150 feet into the air. ‘The appear-
ance was strange enough to' suggest to
the imaginative that the great sea-serpent
had peid a visit to the Isiand.

Mr. Hanlau said he was not able to state
exactly the condition of the pipe after the
up..eaval, but he imagined it would be dis-
juinted as was the smaller pipe when it burst
some 10 years ago. Mr. Hanlan is further
of ths upinion tbhat the wnole pipe will have
to be taken up, disjointed aund recoupled,
whiyh will be-a very expensive job, probably
costing frow $100,000 to $300,000.

AT THE WATERWORKS.
Counsternation Caused By the Falling of
the Water in the Well,

Thera was consternation at the waterworks
pump-kouse yesterday, when at 1 o’clock the
water in the well was discovered to have sud-
denly dropped a distance of nearlythree feet.

The greencst hend knew instantly that
something was radically wrong, and the
engineer in chargs stopped the engines and
burriedly telephoned for Superintendent
Hamilton.

‘The Superintendent had just started
bis Christmas dinner, but on be-
coming - acquainted with the state of
affairs at t1e pump-house he had to re-
linquish all idea of completing his meal.
Upon his arrival he at once ordered the
engines to be started one at a time until all
were working again and the water in the
well began to creep up to its normal level.

Mr. Hamiltou attributed the sudden drop
in the water to the probable mneghgence of
Capt. Goodwin,in charge at the Island, to re-
move the weeds, debris, ete., from in front of
the screen at the end of the intake pipe, thus
allowing the screen to become clogged and
preveuting the entrance of the water. He
thinks that by the time hearrived the ma:
iu all probability cieared the screen and
the difficulty at the same time. Mr. Hamil-
ton’s theory of the negligence of Capt. Good-
win is incorreet, however, as is proven by in-
terviews below.

_SHOWERS OF ICE.

Eye-Witnesses of the Disaster Describe
the Affair,

press their alarm when with a detonation
that eould be heard on either shore
buge chunks of ice were  thrown 150
feet in tlte air, and from the flssures created
s round biack surface protruded. The noise
4ls0 slarmed the residents of the Island, who
rushed to the sbore thinking that an earth-
guake bad ocourred. When they caught
sight of the undulating object which stretch-
ed wacross the bay they btecame convinced
that the sea serpent was not the mythi-
cal marine wouster that naturalists claim,
Lut that it had appeared as a verity and
they had been granted the rare privilege of
gozing upon the plesiosaurus, -

REPAIRING THE DAMAGE.

Contractor Sutton Speaks of the Probable
Cost of the Worlk,

Mr. Robert T. Sutton, contractor, used one
of hig dredges 1n covering up the pipe, and
states thatin his opinion Mr, Hamilton is
correet in his theory and that the amount of
sand on the pipe could not possibly keep it
down onee the water was pumped’' out
of it. He was of the opinion
that *‘at least 7 feet of sand all the way
across would be barely sufficient to moor the
pipe firmly. At present, according to what
the divers said, there would be from 4 to 6
feet of sand holding it down.

*“Even if the pipe did rise to the surface
it would settle down again in its place un-
less the sand filled in the tunnel, in which
case & new tunnel would have to be ex-
cavated and the py
elbow put in, shifted into it.”

THE CONDUIT.

Description of the Steel Pipe—It Was
Laid 1 Six Feet of Sand.

The steel conduit extends in a straight line
from the main pumping station on the
Hsplanade, opposite John-street, to the first
waterworks = crib, near Hanlan’s Point
whart, where it is connected with the old
wooden conduit. : A

The conduit is composed of steel tubing
five feet in diameter, the links being con-
nected with “knuckle” joints in order to let
the pipe have @ little play without straining
itself. Itis moored down by being laid in a
treach and covered with from four to six
feet of sand.

The water over thefcentral portion of the
pipe is'12 feet deep, and calculating the dis-
tance to the Island to be about 6000 feet,
if the rise of the pipe_ was gradual there
wouald not necess:ri'y be a breakage,but if it
rose abruptly inany particular place soine-
thing would have to give way. Whether
or not there is a leakage can only be ascer-
tained by the divers making an examination
along the entire length of the pipe.

T0 DISCUSS PROBLEMS.

A Congress of c;t_h—oi:u Called to Pro-
pose Practical Reforms,

Caicago, Dec. 24.—The call for a eon-
gress of the Catholies of the Uuited States
to be held in Chicago during the World’s
Fair was issued this evening. It is signed
by Archbishop Feehan, chairman of the
committee on organization, and William J.
Onahan, secretary.

The congress will be convened Sept. 4,
1893, and will be presided over by Cardinal
Gibbons. Among the subjects that will
receive the attention of the congress are
the “Social Questions” as outlined by the
Pope in his encyclical, “Catholiz Educa-
tion,” the ‘‘Independence of the Holy
See,” the ‘‘Rights of Labor,” the ‘‘Daties
of Capital,” “‘Pauperism and the Remedy,”
“Trade Combinations and Strikes,” *“Immi-
gration and Colonization,” “Intemper-
ance,” “‘The Condition and Future of the
Indians in the United States,” ‘“The
Condition and Future of the Negro Race
in the United States,” and “The Work of
Women in Religion and in the World.”

The call says the congress must be pre-
pared to propose practical reforms. It will
not suffice that. it shall have been the
medium and opportunity for the delivery of
clever essays and eloquent addresses on the
various themes. Much more will be ex-
pected from it.

FELL FIFTY FEET,

A Passenger Express Train Hurled Down
an Embankment,

DENVER, Dec. 24.—The] Chicago express
on the Santa Fe road, which left Here at
11.30 last night, was derailed about two
miles east of Halstead while running ata
hizh rate of speed. The passencer coaches
and Pullman sleepers were hurled down an
embankment 50 feet high and landed in a
heap at the bottom.

The overturned cars immediately caught
fire, and it was with the greatest difficulty
the imprisoned passengers were rescued
from a frightful death. It is stated that
two unknown boys, said to reside in Den-
ver, were fatally injured. L A number of
passengers and several of the train crew are
reported injured, but none were killed. A
regef train with physiciaus and surgeons was
sent from here, and rendered assistance
and relief to the injured. The accident is
attributed to spreading rails.

The explosion occurred immediately
beneath the window of the chief ot the de-
tective department.  Detective Synnuott
had just been discharged from a
hospital where he had been confined
with a serious illness, and was to have re-
sumed his duties to-day. His right leg was
blown. off, and he was killed on the spot.
The authorities are making a rigid investi-

ation.. The general opinion is that the
gomb or infernal machine was placed by a
person having a personal spite against the
detective force.
day people ' from all parts
of the city and outlying villages have
gathered in crowds near the place. Three
men and a woman in a side street about 100
yards off were thrown to the ground and
remained unconscious for several minntes.
They sustained only a few bruises and
walked home.

Detective Synnott, when found, lay
prostrated, his face mangled and arm and
leg shattered and severely wounded on the
ohest. He was taken to the Jarvis-street
hospital, where his' injured limbs were am-

putated. He lay unconscious for about 20 |

minutes; then he died.

The walls of the detective office were
cracked by the force of .the explosion and
all of the windows and window irames were
broken. %

At the spot where the infernal
machine exploded the flagging of the court-
yards was torn up for several feet and a
great hole was excavated in the earth.

Apparently Synnott-had kicked or other-
wise moved the machine away from the
wall . of the building, and this
very  much lessened the  dam-
age to the  structure, In the
interior all the rooms are strewn with
broken plaster and splinters of glass.

There have been no arrests in connection
with the outrage, nor have any clues been
discovered.

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Will Mr, Cockburn Explain?

Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn is member for
Centre Toronto. He was elected by theCon-
servative voters of thatconstituencyasasup-
porter of the National Policy. Prior to
his entering on the contest he gave
his ‘absolute spprvoal to the Nation-
al Policy ' program. He has made
speeches up to a recent date confirming his
earlier ones at election times.

On the evening of the 21st inst, he was a
guest of the National Club in this city,
where he made a ‘lengthy address in reply
to the toast of *“The Dominion Parliament.”
That speech is given at full length in The
Globe, although no reporters were present,
To no Conservative paper was a report of
Mr. Cockburn’s speech sent, until it had
been published by the Opposition organ.

We can understand why The Globe
should have given an almost word-for-
word report of such a speech, as it ran on
parallel lines to the contentions of the Op-
position. But we do not understand why &
Conservative M_P. for Toronto should have
secured a full report of his speech in the
Liberal organ, when the papers of his own
party were kept in ignorance thereof.

But this mystery, which is open to ex-
planation, is not so deep as the speech
itself. Mr. Cockburn made a feint at re-
viewing the effect of thirteen years of
protection. He gave no tacts, but declared
in general terms that certain industries

- fostered by the N.P. might well be let die.

He declared that *‘the course of trade
and mapufacture had altered greatly
since the N.P. was adopted. Science
and its application to industry had
made wonderful strides.” From this
‘he argued that “a considerable re-
adjustment of the tariff was necessary,”
as the N.P. had failed, as he inferred, to
put otr native manufacturers in such a
position that they would in time be able to
sell their wares at prices as reasonable as
they ¢ould be procured for abroad.

This attack on the policy he was elected

to support needs explanation by Mr. Cock- |

burn. We iuvite him to state explicitly
what industries he wishes to be left to die
by the withdrawal of protection.
We challenge him to set forth
what those “‘wonderful strides” of science
are which have made, the N.P. no
longer necessary for certain industries.
We ask bim to give us a clear, detailed
statement of what those goods are which
are made in Canada that he desires to im-
port free of duty.

These general charges against the policy
of Mr. Céckburn’s party read toomuch like
s ‘Globe editorial to be allowed to pass
without a detailed explanation. If the
member for Centre Toronto has gone back
on the principles he has advocated since
nominated for that honor, he should issne
an address to his constituents and the pub-
lie, giving his reasons for this change of
conviction.

Having supported Mr. Cockburn in his
candidature, we now request from him a
definite explanation o f his speech at the
National Club, which has much disturbed
his constituents and shaken their con-
fidence, both from the medium adopted for
its’ circulation and its extraordinary like-
ness to the vague generalities of the Op-
position press.

Reforma of Municipal Law Needéd

The agitation for some radical reform of
the municipal laws of this province which
bas gone on solong in this city and in
other places will probably develop a com-
bined movement for replacing the present
acts in force by one act more suitable to the
present condition of our cities, towns and
villages.

The law at present is like a bed-quilt of
patch-work, made up from odd pieces left
over from other garments. The ‘“Municipal
Act” and the ‘““Assessment Act” of 1892
are called ‘‘consolidated,” but the only con-
solidation about them was made by stitch-
ing incongruous and inharmonious pieces
together without regard to the general
effect, ag counterpaves are usually made
without a design by thrifty but inartistic
housewives.

One serious defect in the former act is
the absence of any penalties for breach of
some of its most important provisions.
There is also an entire absence of some
prompt ‘and economical way of preventing
such offences, of putting a summary stop to
them and correcting such abuses.

Take, for instance, clause 73, relating to
the qualification of mayors, reeves and other
officials. The acv sets torth most explicity
that “no ‘persou shall be qualified to be
elected a mayor, alderman, depaty reeve o
councillor of any municipality unless such
person resides within the municipality or
within two miles thereof.”

There is not a trace of ambiguity about
that provision; it is plain emough to have
been drafted by a business layman, But it
is the fact that this clause is made of non-
effect by persons who sevitatnought,who sit
in councils as chief presiding officers, alder-
men and councillors while residing gutside
the limits of municipalities they represent.

One flagrant case is that of a reeve who
for years has thus violated the law with
s daring worthy a better cause. When
remonstrated with he takes Boss Tweed’s
line and simply demands, ‘““Well, what are
you going to do about it ?”

If the Municipal Act has any legal valid-
ity such-persons were never in lawful pos-
session of their office, they had no more
right to act on behalf of the muuicipality
than persons who were never elected at all.
We bave grave doubts whether the bylaws
they helped to pass have aay legal force.

It is doubtful whether the debentures
these officials signed are legal instruments,
Certainly those who purchased such bonds
ran a considerable but an unknown risk. It
is customary folypurchasers of municipal
debentures to investigate their validity,bat,
in the cases we refer to, it never entered
into the heads of the legal investigator
that such instruments would be signed by a
presiding officer who had no lawful au-
thority to act in that capacity, ~Were
his successors in office and his colleagues
to repudiate such bonds, they might be
sustained in a court of law and new debeu-
tures be ordered to replace such invalid
ones at a great cost, serious trouble and
damage to the credit of any municipality
which had allowed an unqualified official to
act.

This offence is a serious one, and ought to

“LoxpoN, Dec.14,—Your Canadian friend,
Mr. Edward Blake, has made & first ap-
pearance in London as an after-dinner
speaker, and has been complimented on his
performance by Lord Rosebery. The ocoa-
sion was the presentation of a colossal por-
trait of Mr. Gladstone to the National
Liberal Club, now the headquarters of the
Gladstonian or Home Rule party, in Eng-
land; including under that name both Eng-
lish, Irish, and, as it appears, Canadians
also, Idare say other Colonials are, or
may be if they like, members of this flour-
ishing company, which, so far as members
go, must be one of the largest clubs in the
world, Lord Rosebery, who can be effusive
it he chooses, eulogized it as *‘a great Lib-
eral institution which has, in my opinion;
breathed new life into the bones of the
party.” Ivisodd to hear a leader of a

skeleton, but I will not ‘question the accur-
acy of his account. It¢may have been the
surroundings which suggested to Lord
Rosebery this rather grisly image, The
interior of the National Liberal Club, with
its singular decorative features, is, I admit,
sepulchral, It is even mqre like a gigantic
lavatory; bus‘l witl not pursue these com-
parisons.

The
patriot Scot continually protes nst
the use of the word “English,” and insists
upon *British,” and is, I dare say, grateful
to our American Mr. Brander Matthews
for coining that singular word “‘Briticism.”
The English, or British, manner does not
differ from Mr: Blake's. Lord Bosebery
tells his audience, or as many of them as he
‘can see, and as many of them us can hear
him, through the tobacco smoke, what he
thought of Mr, Gladstone: : g
. “Lonce told him, whén I was much
younger, und when I had some of the na'ive
impertinence of youth, that his life, when
it came to be written, would have to be un-
derteken by a limited liability company. I
am not sure at what volume of this vast
conception you wish me to commence
to-unight. You, sir (Mr. Blake)
have: done justice to Mg Glad-
stone’s marvellous ability,. ~We know
by expérience what he has done for politics
in this’country, breathing into it the inspi-
ration, not merely of an eloquence that re-
calls the ancient models, and which ever
springs fresh and new, but alss that of
vivid conscience applied to the affairs of
this nation.”
The Scent of the New.
hat is the note of sanity, of rational ad-
miration, of oratorical ease and self-posses-
sion, of good sense united "with a percep-
tion of Mr. Gladstone’s high qualities,
certainly not less clear than the Canadian’s.
It is, perhaps, ungracious to point the con-
trast. Bat Mr. Blake quitted the solitudes
of the Dominion and came over the Atlantic
on a mission. - He was heralded and accom-
panied by a chorus of Canadian acclama-
tions, He was to teach England both elo-

ier with Mr. Colin Forbes? There are dif-
ferences in both cases.
Superlative Rhetorical Exocess.

‘We now know, on the Canadian author-
ity of Mr. Blaks, that Mr. Gladstone is
“‘the foremost of the English race and the
first of men,” I wish I knew how old Mr.
Blake is, or whether it be proper to suggest
to him that no rhetorical success is so full
of peril as the superlative. It is not quite
clear whether Mr. Blake means to confine
his superlative to the present day, or
whether he would have us understand that
of all the English race since the Conquest,
or even before, Mr. Gladstone is the fore-
most; and the first of men from the begin-
ning of all time. In the fervor of his after-
dinner oratory, Mr. Blake forgot to be
explicit. It would, perhaps, be kind to
assume be meant only to  assign to Mr.
Gladstone what Mr. Gladstone himself calls
the primacy among men of his own genera-
tion. Even then, there are those who will
cavil. It may be asked whether it be a
truer test of greatness in statesmanship to
create an empire, as Prince Bismarck has
done, or to devote the most splendid
abilities to an attempt, not yet successful,
to break up an empire,

His Style Florid and Flamboyaut,

Mr. Blake’s somewhat florid and flam-
boyant style gained him, I believe, some
renown in the 'Dominion of Canada. Bat,
like some of the finest vegetable products of
that vast province, it does not bear trans-
planting to England. This island has
neither the extent nor the climate ‘suitable
to these overgrowths of nature. Artemus
Ward once remarked that in England he
Mas afraid to walk out at night lest he
might walk overboard. At another time
that admirable humorist made use of an
oft-quoted phrase about slopping over.
Both may be useful to bear in mind such a
sentence as this which I now quote from
Mr. Blake, still striving to express in
sufficient language his conception of Mr.
Gladstone.

“In no former instance had the length
of the career, the vastnsss of the staging,
the multiplicity of the interests, the
variety, the brilliance ani the splendor of
the gifts, the many-sidedness of the charac-
ter of a statesman been present to. give
materials for the formation of & judgement
as vo that career, as was the case with re-
gard to Mr. Gladstone,”

A Short Diet of Adfectines Suggested.

If you spread that out over a Continent,
or even over Canada, there may seer: to be
room for it, but wot in this (hitherto) in-
violate isle. . Mr. Gladstone is, snd in
spite of the melancholy mistake of his
closing years will ever be, a magnificent
figare in English history. Buv it is
possible to make even Mr. Gladstone seem
less admirable than he is by injudicious and
indiscriminate laudation. If Mr. Blake is
going to speak, as no doubt he is, in Parlia-
ment, his friends would do well to put him
on a short diet of adjectives. =

But Mr. Blake’s friends in Canada whq
may think him unjustly criticisgd will re-
joice in the compliments Lord Rosebery
paid him. - He described Mr. Blake’s
speech as ““a noble specimen of eloquence.”
Lord Rogeberry has, when he chooses, a
very delicate seuse of the value of words;
aud a sense of humor; and a modesty with
respect to his own talents which he ex-
presses with frequent sincerity. To his
commendatiou upon the 'nobility of Mr.
Blakes eloquence he added the avowal that
he himself could only shine as & farthing
rushlight in the blaze of the Canadian’s
electri¢ illumination. The reader must be
left to judge for himself what Lord Rose-
bery’s real opinion of Mr. Blake is.

To aid him in forming it he may note that
the Foreign Secretary used _the same word
“‘noble” to describe the speech he Lad jost
listened to and the portrait it was his offi-
cial duty to praise. - Official, not as Foreign
Secretary, but as president of the clubdinner
held for the reception of the gift brought
by Mr. Blake ‘‘on behalf of the Liberals of
Canada.” He said, no doubt with that
gravigy and that mastery over his own
counténance which distinguish him in diffi-
cult eircumstances:

Bat when
he emerges into the glare of a publicity
which is no longer provincial, he does not
all at once drop the provincial accent, or
the provincial manner, or the provincisl
view. It would be surprising if he did. He
may, as he goes on, catch the Imperial note;
even the metropolitan noté would be better
than the provincial. He brings energy and
freshness, and perhaps the scent of the new
mown hay, to the heated air and crowded
life of London. Novelty isalways welcome
to this rather jaded society, and Mr. Blake
has been welcomed handsomely, and de-
servedly. But his permanent success will
depend on other things than novelty. He
cannot expect the House of Commons to
remould iteelf on a Canadian pattern. If
he, on the other hand, wili adapt himself to
the parliamentary and other accepted stand:
ards, he may do very well.
