Arrangements have been made 
whereby the ordinary rate of two cents 
per ounce applicable to alt letters sent 
from Canada to the United Kingdom, 
will apply to letters addressed to British 
and Canadian troops on the continent. 
The rate on ordinary letters from Canada 
tor the continent is five cents for the 
first ounce, and three cents for each sub­
sequent ounce, so that this extension of 
the two cent an ounce rate to letters ad­
dressed to our soldiers on the continent, 
is a decided reduction in favour of cor­
respondence going to the soldiers.

then Great Britain, with all her 
dominions, would lose everything : 
Empire, possessions, shipping and 
commerce. Their colonies would be 
taken, their coaling stations seized, 
their vessels sunk and their 
commerce destroyed ; all that 
would be an easy task for a 
victorious fleet. Neither conven­
tions, neither Hague Tribunals 
nor Laws of Nations would prevent 
our foes from employing every 
weapon to their hands for our de­
struction."

Fortunately, we have good faith 
that the British fleet is more than 
equal to the task before it, and for 
this let us be thankful that we did 
not listen to those misguided doctrin­
aires, who with their incapacity to 
look facts in the face, to distinguish 
the real from the n .real, urged us in 
season and out ui reason to weaken 
our fleet, and fatally to reduce even 
that small margin of insurance on 
which not a few paltry millions, but 
our whole life and nationhood, de­
pend. Let us also, throughout the 
Empire, mark and learn the lessons 
which this war will teach us. While 
every part of the Empire is equally 
and vitally ccncerned in the com­
mand of the sea, yet the very breath 
of the Empire’s fleet is unity. If 
the Grand Fleet itself is defeated, 
small, weak, and distant squadrons 
must either uselessly keep their 
harbors or be sent to the bottom. 
The shores and commerce of all the 
Dominions, as well as of the British 
Islands, will then be open to the 
attack of the victorious enemy. The 
whole Empire is, therefore, equally 
concerned in the Navy’s strength, 
and it is vital to every part that in 
this and in every war there shall be 
present on the day of decision and 
at the decisive point an irresistible 
and united fleet.”

The Zeppelin Raid

The air raid on the Norfolk Coast 
was undoubtedly brilliant. The 
consummate aeronauts who carried 
it out will receive iron crosses and 
second and third degrees and so 
forth for heroism. Such is the con­
sideration in which the German War 
Office holds its assassins. In this 
it proclaims the estimate it sets upon 
the German people. The mischief 
done was absolutely valueless from a 
military point of view. It was per­
petrated simply to please the Ger­
man people, and that is the imperial 
view of what will please them. It 
regards them as taking a diabolic 
delight in calculated cold blooded 
destruction of peaceful life and prop­
erty. We should be very sorry to 
take that view of them though there 
were jingoes everywhere who did a 
lot of mafeking over it. Of course 
the General Staff gave out that these 
attacks were on fortified or otherwise 
defended places. But then if they 
were going to lie they did not need 
to make anv raid at all. Why not 
lie bravely and tell how they dem­
olished Dover Castle, the Tower of 
London, the Roman Wall and Stone­
henge, and if they thought it would 
please the Germans, add in a few 
cathedrals. They did manage to 
throw shells near some military 
quarters without, except at Hartle­
pool, hitting any. The most of the 
shells had no such mission. They 
were dropped on peaceful villages 
and towns. That intended for the 
King and Queen at Sandringham had 
a virtue all its own. It will register 
in England such a volume of wrath 
against the German war machine 
which ordered it as will put a new 
seal on its doom.

The Isle of Man Is in the Irish chan­
nel. about equidistant from England. 
Scotland and Ireland and is famed 
for Its lovely scenery, excellent climate 
and the quaint old world flavor of Ita 
places and people.

Although 
there are fewer thou 60,000 Manxmen, 
they have their own parliament and 
courts. The house of keys aud the 
house of lords bold annual sessions In 
Douglas, the capital, and the laws they 
pass are read aloud every year from 
Tynwald hill. The statutes are pro­
claimed in the Manx tongue, a lan­
guage as distinct from English as Ital­
ian or German.

|t Was Given by the Cool Headed Con 
federate Commander to a Contuses 
Federal Soldier, and It Was Prompt 
ly Obeyed—A Lucky Escape.
Perhaps the most important ordei 

that Stonewall Jackson evei Issued 
certainly the most vital to bimsvit is 
not In the official war records Th. 
order was given In person by Jackson 
to a northern artillery officer as he 
stood In full uniform ready for battle 
beside his gun, and. strangest of all 
was at once executed by him. with the 
result that the battle was lost by the 
Federal arms.

Jackson’s action on this occasion fur 
nlshes a striking Illustration of the 
vaine of a cool head and presence or 
mind In an emergency—on an tmpor 
tant occasion when the entirely unes 
pected happens—at a time when wav 
ering or Indecision would result in dis 
aster. That he was able Instantly to 
grasp the situation and daringly mas 
ter It Is a tribute to bis quickness or 
Judgment and his courage.

It was on a spring morning In ISfi'2 
Just before the battle of Port Re pub 
11c. Jackson In advance of his troops, 
with only a single escort galloped 
across the bridge over the Shenandoah 
river Into the town, which stood on the 
east bank. Learning that the army 
of General Shields was still a good 
many miles away and confident t.bar 
his own troops would be in possession 
long before the enemy, he rode to a 
residence at the farther end of the vil 
lage, where he spent nearly an hour.

But meantime the energetic Shields- 
wbom Jackson declared to be his most 
formidable opponent—bad thrust for 
ward a small, swift column to occupy 
Port Republic, seize the bridge and 
halt Jackson’s advance. So rapidly did 
It move that It gained both objects 
without firing a shot More than that. 
Jackson was a prisoner—if any one 
had known ltl

Jackson, In utter Ignorance of the 
disastrous change, mounted bis horse 
and ambled down the main street to 
the bridge. What was his astonish 
ment to see groups of soldiers—in blue: 
—busily moving to and fro about the 
bridgehead and throwing up Intrench 
ments and fortifications. Planted on a 
little knoll that commanded the bridge 
and its approaches was a formidable 
field gun.

Fortunately for Jackson, the recent 
campaigns np and down the valley had 
faded both blue and gras uniforms 
Into a nondescript drab. As Jackson 
sat on his horse and watched the busy 
scene he formed his plan swiftly. He 
could not go back. He must cross that 
bridge. That was his only chance. It 
was the frowning field gun that he 
feared. He must put it out of commis­
sion long enough to get beyond its 
range. Throwing np his band to at 
tract attention, be shouted to the ot 
fleer In command of the gun:

“What are you doing with that gun 
up there? I didn’t order it there, and 
1 don’t want It there!’1 There were au 
thority and petulance in his voice as 
he added, "Limber up and run it over 
on that knob over there!”

The officer at the gun, thinking that 
he bad to deal with some superior of 
fleer recently-arrived, hastened to obey 
without question, explaining In self de­
fense that he had understood his orders 
otherwise.

Sitting on Little Sorrel while the 
Federal troops worked busily about 
him, Jackson calmly waited until the 
gun was lumbering off to Its new po­
sition. Then he rode quietly across 
the bridge and up the other bank un­
til be was well out of musket range. 
Then he turned, waved his hand to the 
astonished Fédérais, and, putting spurs 
to bis horse, galloped away from the 
rain of bullets that pattered harmlessly 
In the rear.

Had he been captured the Confeder- 
ate victory at Port Republic which he 
won a few hours later would not have 
happened. The able and energetic 
Shields would have defeated his 
troops, stunned by his loss.—Youth’s 
Companion.

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Man’s Endurance in War

From the Indianapolis News.
“I never approach the firing line,” 

writes an English surgeon in a Lon­
don medical journal, “without a feel­
ing of amazement for the endurance 
shown bv the soldiers.” He pro­
ceeds then to tell how the men of 
all the armies, friend and foe alike, 
conduct themselves under the almost 
ceaseless fire. But it is not their 
courage or their bravery that im 
presses him so much as the mere 
fact that the human organism can 
withstand the shock of encounter 
with the modern engines of destruc­
tion. “In common with others,” 
he confesses, "I believed before the 
war began that mans ingenuity in 
inventing deadly weapons had out­
stripped his ability to stand up and 
face them, but the soldier of to day 
encounters these murderous mon 
sters without sustaining, apparently, 
any greater shock than his ancestor 
sustained when he went to war with 
an enemy armed with bows and 
arrows.”

It would seem that in spite of the 
opinion and predictions to the con­
trary, man cannot make war too 
horrible for those engaged in it to 
adjust themselves physically to en­
dure it. To anything short of a 
force so stupendous as to annihilate 
armies instantly and completely 
human nature seems to be equal. 
The armored Crusader believed, no 
doubt, that war could not be made 
more destructive than the war he 
knew, and men continue to engage 
in it. The same was thought when 
gunpowder was first employed. But, 
step by step, year by year, war’s 
destructive machinery has been 
rendered more and more deadly, and 
will be rendered even more deadly, 
very likely, before this conflict is 
ended-^and still man withstands it.

He endures not only a greater 
hail of missiles, but he endures it 
for a greater length of time. On the 
European-field of conflict firing has 
been almost incessant, the battle al­
most continuous. Perhaps some of 
the soldiers there may smile grimly 
when they recall that it was said 
after Waterloo that soldiers there 
reached the limit of mortal resistance 
to the fatigue and exhaustion of 
battle fury. Waterloo was over in 
six hours. At Sedan the fighting 
lasted twice as long. At Gettysburg 
it continued for three days. From 
Europe, however, come to-day 
numerous accounts of men, compan­
ies, regiments and brigades that have 
been under fire without relief—in 
constant battle—for three weeks. 
The significance of it seems to be 
apparent—man’s inventive faculties 
have not yet succeeded in making 
war too destructive to be possible. 
Perhaps it would be well for the 
wprld and its tomorrow if this could 
sofnehow bè accomplished before 
the guns abroad are silenced. Then, 
at least, the war would not be with­
out its recompense.

After the volunteers were 
relieved in March of that year by “regu­
lars,” Mr. Rapley returned to his farm 
and never learned that there was a pen­
sion for the loyalty until abouta year ago. 
To the time of his death it was the pride 
of David Rapley that he had never re­
quired the services of a doctor for himself. 
The funeral was held from the resi-

Vanceboro, Me., Feb. 2.—Another in­

ternational problem incident to the war 
was thrust upon the United States to­
day by the action of Werner Van Horn, 
who, operating on the Canadian side of 
the border, dynamited the railway bridge 
over the St. Croix River, and then es­
caped into tnis state.

Hay at 15ic. per Pound
A mistake in figuring the amount of a 

check nearly cost George F. Morris, 
butcher, in the Market House, London^ 
$300 Tuesday. He bought a load of 
hay from R. J. Webb, residing on the 
town line between Nissouri and London 
townships, between the 15th and 16th 
concessions. Webb brought the weigh 
slip from the weigh scales to Mr. Morris* 
place of business to receive his money, 
Mr. Morris was busy at the time ancl 
asked the bookkeeper to make up the 
check. She made thé amount $316.20» 
instead of $16.20. Mr. Morris signed the 
check without looking at it closely. The 
farmer cashed the order.

At the close of the day Mr. Morris otw 
served the entry in his passbook and im­
mediately made inquiries.

Police Magistrate Judd and Crown At­
torney McKillop were consulted and a 
summons made out for Mr. Webb. This 
was held, however, while Mr. Morris, ac­
companied by Market Clerk Charles 
Maher, drove the 20 miles to Mr. Webb’s 
place Wednesday. Mr. Webb told them 
that he returned on finding the mistake 
to Mr. Morris’ shop between 12 and 1, 
and finding only the bookkeeper and one 
of the assistante present, did not care to 
leave the money with them. Mr. Webb 
signed a check for the $300 and the 
money was secured by Mr. Morris early 
Thursday morning.

The hay at the price of the real value 
ot the wrong check would have been 15§ 
cents a pound for 2,040 pounds.

ONIONS AND CABBAGE.
The Estimated Crop of These Vege­

tables For 1914.
[Prepared by the United States depart­

ment of agrivulture.J 
Reports received from 290 shipping 

points In sixteen principal late onion 
producing states show that approxi­
mately 18,934 carloads of onldhs were 
shipped from these stations In 1913. 
Of this number about 12,239 cars were 
moved during harvest time and 6,695 
carloads were held In storage at those 
points for later sale. From these re­
ports the estimated commercial onion 
crop for the year 1914 at the same 
points Is 21,623 carloads, and the es­
timated quantity going Into storage at 
those points 7,879 carloads. These six­
teen states produce about 75 per cent 
of the annual crop.

Reports received from 328 shipping 
points In ten principal late cabbage 
producing states show that approxi­
mately 18,694 carloads of cabbage were 
shipped from these stations In 1913. 
Of this number about 14,465 were 
moved during harvest time and 4,229 
carloads were held In storage at those 
points for later sale. From these re­
ports the estimated commercial cab­
bage crop for the year 1914 at the same 
point Is 20,390 carloads, of which num­
ber around 15,745 cars are being moved 
during the harvest and about 4,045 cars 
put into storage. These ten states pro­
duce about two-thirds of the annual 
crop.

Varieties of Winter Wheat. .
Useful information in regard to the 

varieties of winter wheat best fitted to 
various states in the eastern half of 
the Union is contained in a bulletin of 
the department of agriculture.

Since the introduction of hardy va­
rieties of winter wheat from southeast­
ern Europe the winter wheat area in 
this country has expanded steadily 
northward. It has been found by expe­
rience that winter wheat In general 
gives larger yields than spring wheat 
because of its greater drought resist­
ance and its earlier maturity, which 
enables it to escape hail, winds, dis­
ease, etc. In Iowa, for example, the 
average yields for five years show an 
advantage of 4.8 bushels in favor of 
winter wheat over spring wheat, and 
a four year test in Minnesota was even 
more favorable, showing an advantage 
of 8.5 bushels. A great number of va­
rieties, liowever, of winter wheat make 
a careful selection on the part of the 
farmer advisable.

THE FATAL BLISTER CANKER.
Causes Great Destruction of Apple 
Trees In Kansas and Adjoining States.
More than a million apple trees have v 

been killed In Kansas and the adjoin­
ing states of Missouri, Oklahoma and 
Nebraska by a disease known as the 
blister canker. This disease, says D. 
E. Lewis, assistant in horticulture In 
the Kansas State Agricultural college, 
was introduced from the east fifteen 
years ago.

The normal resistance of apple tree» 
has been greatly reduced by drought 
the past four years, making Ideal con­
ditions for the work of the fungus.

The blister canker Is a wound para­
site. and experiments have shown that 
it is unable to enter the healthy bark 
of the apple tree. Entrance is gained 
through broken bark and wounds in 
which the heartwood is laid bare. 
The disease is carried by wind or rain. 
The first appearance is in the darken­
ing of the bark near the wound. Thi* 
dark area increases in size and re 
mains moist the first year, tint the sec­
ond year it becomes dry and cracked. 
The disease cannot be successfully con­
trolled by spraying because the sporee 
are developed in slightly raised area* 
ore-fourth of an inch in size, which 
appear below the outer bark, but over 
the surface of the canker.

Ben Davis and Gano trees are very 
susceptible to this disease and die in 
two years. The Missouri Pippin, Jon­
athan, Grimes Golden and York Im-, 
perial are much more resistant It 
the infection is noticed before it has 
gone to the heartwood It can be cut 
out and the wound kept painted with 
waterproof paint until the wound 
grows over. If it is in the heartwood 
it is best to cut down the tree and. 
burn it If the fungus attacks a branch1 
it may be cut oil and burned.

Exceeding care should be exercised 
in the pruning. The pruning should 
be done early in thexfore part of the1 
growing season, giving the tree a 
chance to heal. General sanitary meas­
ures, such as removing and burning 
all the brush and dead trees, opening 
the trees so as to light all parts of the 
bearing surface, careful spraying to 
prevent other diseases and Insects from 
harming the trees and cultivation 
where possible, will be of great value 
as general preventives.
