He then told me what he wanted of
me, which was to give him information
of smuggling and to furnish him with
invoices and a few bills ot lading from
Delong & Seaman, to compare at the
customs houses in Nova Scotia and
Cape Breton. He also told me that 1
would get a large amount of money
out of it, as well as himself, and that
the amount of the fines was to be
divided thus: the Canadian govern-
ment to receive one-third of the
full amount fined each man, and-5 per
cent. of the balance to go to a Mr.

M. 8. C. Stevenson has received a com-
munication from Mr.  F. I. 8. Dore, a
entleman connected with the Canadian
exhibit at Antwerp, in which he says:

To remove tea stains from a white
cloth, soak it in javelle water which is
made as follows: Putapound of sal
soda and five cents worth of chloride
of lime into an earthern vessel, pour
over it two quarts of salt water, stir
well until the sal soda is dissolved, and
use the bath warm. This is also efs
fectual in the case of grass, tannin or
fruit stains.

A simpler way to remove grass stains
is to spread butteron them, and lay the
article in hot sunshine.

Fruit j stains upon cloth or upon
the hands may be removed by rubbing
with the juice of ripe tomatoes. If
spplied immediately, pewdered starch
will also take fruit stains out of table
linen. Left on the spot for a few hours
it absorbs every trace of the stain.

For mildew stains, mix together soft
soap, laundry starch and half as much
salt, and the juice of a lemon. Apply
to the wildewed spots, and spread the
garment on the grasa. Or, wet the
linen, rub into it white soap, then iine~
