1t has become a melancholy duty to an-
nounce the death of our esteemed towns:
man, Henry Silas Piper, late editor,
prietor and publisher of this journal.

dence, on Sunday morning last, at about 4
o'clock a m, “Mr. Piper had been in i
health for about a year previous, but no
immediate danger was apprehended as to &
fatal issue, until a few weecks before
death, which has made a blank in the com
munity which will be long felt. A
words in connection with his early dem
will not be out of place here and now.
Piper family are of Scotch origin, and hi
grandfather, the late Silas Piper, M. D,
who was a grandson or great-grandson of
the immigrant progenitor of the family,
was borne at Madison, in Maine, in 1786,
while his grandmother, Rhoda B
who was of English descent, was a native
of Vassalboro, in Maine, having been born
there in 1791, After the marriage of the
in 1814, they came to New Brunswick
where they were for a while domiciled i
Fredericton, and in which town their eldest
child, the late Avery Burgess Piper, was
born in 1815. Soon after this latter event|
Dr. Piper removed to this town where he
remained domiciled until his death. The
father of the deceased received his educa
tion here, and in early life entered into
business as a druggist, being the first to
establish that business in Bridgetown.

The deceased was the only son and
only surviving child of the gentleman
named, and he too received the rudiment:
of education here. Soon after leaving hig
desk in the village school he entered th
printing office of the Free Press, then con
ducted by the Gidneys, father and son,
where he made himself master of the prac-
tical portion of the art, even to the minutia
of the smallest details. Being endowed
with a fine taste he soon became ranked
among the neatest of workmen. In fact
from the beginning of his novitiate, he ex-
hibited, in & large degree, the qualitie
that so greatly marked his characte
through life. The desire to do everythin
in the best manner permissable by hi
means never faltered, and seldom failed in}
fruition. Honest, truthful, energetic and
faithful to duty, he could not fail to secu
the love and respect of the community, an¢
that he did so is made apparent by the
general mourning in consequence of hi

demise.

In 1873, while he yet lacked some
months of his majority, he formed a part
nership with Mr. John E. Sancton, of this
town, and having bought the plant of the
Free Press office, the firm of Sancton &
Piper began the publication of the Moxi
ror, which they ran, with more or less suc-
cess, until 1879 —just ten years ago—when
Mr. Piper became the sole proprietor, pa
lisher and editor of that paper, having
bought out his partner in the business.
Now commenced the struggle of his life.
With limited means, but unlimited de-
termination to acquire increased facilities
for His business, he fought the battle, in
which the odds were against him, bravely
and successfillly. New presses, new type,
and other costly materials were, from time
to time, added to his office, until at his
death he possessed ene of the best appoint-
ed offices in the province. In the mean
time the paper, under his management, be-
came more and more popular; its circula
tion soon doubled itself ; new job presses
enabled him to cheapen his productions,
and the wark required to be done increase
measurably with the increase in the circu
lation of his paper, until in 1882 he saw his
way clear to make that important chang
in life which for weal or woe, influences anc
determines a man’s destiny in the future.
In 1882 he married Minna Kate Hatch,
late of Dover, N. H., and his choice prove«
a prize in the great life lottery, having]
sinee her marriage been a true help ma
to her late husband, at whose call he
sympathetic assistance was ever ready, and
her fine literary taste largely governed the
choice of selected matter for the column
of the Moxrror. From the date cited ther
is no doubt but the paper became more and
more popular, and found a welcome in
many a family not before familiar with its
pages. It was about this time, too, tha
he organized a system by which he wa
able to obtain the local news of interest i
every section of the County, thus creating
a new and fresh impulse to an ever increas-
ing patronage by the public.

The late Mr. Piper presents a fine ex-
ample of the success which attends intelli-
gent and well directed effort, though few
but intimate friends are aware of the
magnitude of the obstacles which some-
his way, which he
succeeded in overcoming or in turning
aside. He twe

* When did the rose hecoime the emblem
of England? Probably with the consum-
mation of the Wars of the Roses. They
were fought in the fifteenth century be-
tween the houses of York and Lancaster.

The former house wore as its badge the]

white rose (rose argent), the latter the red
rose (rose de gule). In battle every soldier
had his cmblem in his cap. It is not quite
certain when these badges were adopted, |,
whether in the early days of the war or
previously, bot there is a gracious tradition
that when the war at last ceased through
the union of the two houses by the mar-
riage of Henry VIL of Lancaster to Eliza-
beth of York, & rose-bush in a ecertain
monastery ih Wiltshire, which during the
troubles of the land, had, to the amazement
of all beholders, borne at once roses red
and roses white, now ‘bloomed forth with
petals of mingled red and white. People
came from far and wide to see the wonder
and heralded it as a joyful omen of peace
and prosperity. To this day the parti-
colored flower produced by artificial eross
breeding is called the York and Lancaster
rose.
A FAVORITE BLOWER.

The rose came to the English freighted

with a wealth of legendary glory.
flowers. It was the Syrian emblem of im-
mortality, and perhaps some cognate idea
makes the Chinese plant it over graves, as
the Greeks and Romans carved it on their
tombs. In ancient Egypt it was the token
of silence, and it preserved this significance
in classic mythology, where Eros was
represented offering a rose to the God of
Silenee. Love delights in secrecy ; strata-
gem, too, loves secrecy. So we naturally
find the rose appearing on Roman shields.
In connection with the cross it was the
device of Luther and the symbol of the
Rosicrucians (Rosa Crux) to find its way
as the symbol of secret bands until it be-
came the badge of York and Lancaster.
Our proverbial phrase ‘ sub rosa’ embalms
this eonnection of the rose with secrecy.

The Greeks held that the rose derived
its color

FROM THE BLOOD OF VENUS

when she trod on a thorn of she white vose
while going to the assistance of the dying
Adonis. The Turks say that it is colored
with the blood of Mohammed, and they
will never suffer it to lie on the ground.
Christian legend aseribes its origin to a
holy maiden of Bethlemen, who being un-
justly condemned to death by fire, prayed
to our Lord, whereupon the fire was sud-
denly quenched and ‘the burning brands
became red roseres, and the brands that
were not kindled became white roseres and
full of roses, and these were the first roseres
and roses both white and red that ever any
man sought.” Henceforth the rose became
the flower of martys. It was a basketful
of roses that the martyr St. Dorothea sent
to the notary Theophilus from the Garden
of Paradise, and roses, says the ramance,
sprang up all over the field of Roncesvalles,
where Roland and his peers had stained

the soil with their blood.

MakinGg 4 Home.—The first requisite is
to make it so attractive that none of its
inmates shall care to linger long outside
its limits. All legitimate means should be
employed to this end, and no effort spared
that can contribute to the purpose. Many
houses, called homes, kept with exquisite
neatness by painstaking, anxious women,
are so oppressive in their nicety as to ex-
clude all home feeling from their spotless
precinets.

Our schools are devclnping children’s
minds: what are they doing for their
bodies ? Is there one boy in ten if our
schools deep-chested, erect, well-knit, and
strong all over? or ome girl in twenty?
Are there 5 boys in twenty in an average
class of 60 in any of our public schools who
can run half a mile, in even three minutes
and a half, without being badly blown and
looking as if they had been overdoing them-
selves?

We have left the training of our bodies,
especially in our cities and towns, to hap-
hazard, and just that result to be looked
for from such gross neglect is seen every-
where. Even the country boy, with his
open fields and ample sunlight, and more
or less of the invigorating farm work,
simply calls into play the same muscles
which several generations of ancestors had
developed, and is weak in the other and
unused parts. But with the city boy it
goes much farther than this. Instead of
being strong in some muscles, they are
often weak in about all of them, aud, as a
natural result, in their nervous and vital
systems as well. Dr. E. M. Hartwell,
of Johns Hopkins’ University, well says on
this point : ‘ There is a condition of mind
and body not infrequently seen nowadays
in chil«ken and youth, especially among
females, which is characterized by an irri-
table, ecasily overwrought, and unsteady
nervous system, arvested muscular devel-
opement, disordered digestion, and en-
feebled powers of assimilation, which
might well be called cachexia scholastica,
since it is largely and sometimes directly
brought about by ignorant parents and
teachers, who force and cram and over-
work the undeveloped brains of children,
and at the same time, by neglecting or
frowning upon their play and exercise, do
their best to retard the growth and devel-
opement which they ought to promote and
regulate.’

Is there not in this that which may well
set every thoughtful parent and teacher
considering whether there is not crying
need of reform here?

Of the annual appropriation for educa-
tion give the children’s bodies, not a third,
and the mind the other two-thirds, but give
their bodies simply one-tenth,
these experienced and able men iree scope
to at once put their ideas in active practice, |
not in seme one high or normal school |
alone, but in every public school in the
city.
