Paine in
early lifo was a friond and an intimale
nssooiate of Iiltiae IHicks, with whom
my Aunt rosided for yoars. louco
they wora all woll acquainted, and bad
worshipped in thoe eame congregation
till 1icks Lecame the loader of the
Hickeito Quakers, I'aine, the standard.
bearor of deism, and Mary, stitl in
faith abiding.

Weeks beforo
his doath < ho was foreaken of all Lis
friende,’ whoso character ono fact will
ambrotypo.

Sevonty pounds of
grapes will mako filty-two pint Lottles
of wine, This wakes an excellent
wino, much suporior to the fermented,
at sbout ono balf thocost. Wo would
highly recommendit toall tho churches.
