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FATHER ANDRE, RIEL AND DUMONT.

The Northwest rehellion {s now happily an event of the past, but fresh
incidents throwing more light on the characters and objects of the rcbel
leaders, Riel and §)umont, are being continually uncarthed.  While Louis
Riel's crafly cunning and cowardly nattre had caused him to be generally
detested as a cruel schemer, who had led the simple Metis into scrious
trouble merely for the purpose of extorting money for himself, Dumont
was looked upon as the real hero of the movement, a brave, determined, but
misled man. and his final escape into the States, instead of heing Jamented,
was generally considored a most fortunate citcumstance. Buu it now
appears upon the testimony of Father Andre, who relates several instances
of Dumont’s cowardice, that the fighing leader of the Metis was anything
but a hero, and so the one romantic incident of tho zebellion is really
romance and not reality.

Bishop Gruandin and Father Andre have but lately returned to Winnipeg
from a trip to Rome, and Father Andre has been stating some
things connected with the rebellion not before made public. It seems,
that after his trial, and when Ricl woy lying under sentence in Regina
prison, some members of the Mounted Police lorce offered to assist
him in making his escape. In the ceiling of the cell in which he was
confined was a grating opening into a log loft, which ran the whole
length of the building, and at the end was a scaffold. A bar in the
grating was loosc, and it was proposed to Riel that he should climb up to it
by meaus of a rope which they would let down to hit, remove the bar, and
passing along the loft jump from the scaffold outside the inclosure and so
escape, At the time the guard at night was not very strictly kept and con-
sisted of only four men. Another plan suggested to Riel by the same
person was that some of his friends should enter the jail and overpaower the
guard. Riel mentioned these schemes to Father Andre, who refused to
have anything to do with them, and pointed out that probably the intention
of those suggesting them was to mduce him to try and escape and shoot
him in the act.  This idea struck Riel very forcibly, and he was horrified at
the narrow escape he had had, and after that if his cell door had been left
open and the guard removed he wouldn’t have dared to leave the cell on
any account  From what was learned afterwards there is very littlo reason
to doubt that there actually existed a plot to induce Riel to try to escape
and then dispose of him while making she attempt.

Looking back at the rebellion, Father Andre expressed the opinion that
by the death of Louis Riel the Roman Catholic Church had escaped
suffering a great deal of loss. Had Riel lived and made his escape to the
United States the half-breeds of the Saskatchewan dictrict would almest all
have become apostates, and to law and order they would have become a
standing menace, leading a bngandish kind of life. He told Riel, and so
Father Andre believed now, that his death was necessary for the welfare of
the Metis nation and the good of the country.

Testimony of this sort, from such an authentic source, should forever
silence the absurd “ Riel cry,” which designing politicians used so eflectively,
in some sections, during the lJast election. Dishonest issues may succeed
for the moment, but the pcople soon see through deception, and take swift
vengcance upon shortsighted politicians who have led them into error.

THE ISLAND OF PRINCE EDWARD,

The greatest drawback to Prince Edward Island is its insular position,
which makes it almost impossible, during the winter months, to keep up a
regular mail and passenger service, and renders it impracticable to carry on
the transit of freight between it and the mainland.

The Island, which, for fertility of soil, is'unsurpassed in any part of
America, is mainly dependent for the support of its people upon the export
and sale of agricultural products, and, unless these can be shipped and
disposed of 10 advantage in the autumn, they have to be held over the
winter, and thus the producers are prevented from selling during the very
months in which the products of the Island would find the best markets,
Hence it is, that in travelling in Prince Edward Island, we find that there is
a unanimous desire among the people to have closer winter communication
with their fellow-citizens or the oppusite side of the Straits of Northumber-
land, coupled with the belief that this could be accomplished by adopting
Senator Howland's proposition, 1o unite the opposite shores by a subway or
iron tube laid upon the bed of the strait, which, aceording to the estimates
glrcady prepared, would not cost over two million ~ne hundred thousand

ollars.

The narrowest part of tho strait, which is between Cape Traverse and
Cape Tormentine, is about eight and a half miles, and, as the water is
shallow and the board ice freezes and remains all winter for several miler
on the shore on either side, it is thought that long piers could be built,
redacing the actual Jength of the tunzel to five and a half miles.

To bridge the strait is not impractible, but as such a structure would
sericusly interferc with shipping, even the Islanders themselves are opposed
to any such connection being considered. The Dominion Government
would willingly carry out its contract to provide winter communication
with Prince Edward Island, and the Parliament would gladly vote the
required sum to construct the piers and subway, could it be proved to a
certainty that such would be an unqualified success. Senator Howland and
his friends affirm that their is no question as to the utility of such a subway,
but competent engincers may reasonably bo excused from giving their
opinion upon what would be, afler all, a monster experiment.

For our own part, we should like to sce the subway built, as its cost,
as compared with its usefulness if successful, would be comparatively small.
With rail communication with the wainland, the Island farmers will not

have to scll their oats and potatoes in a [ilutled market, vr hold them oy
during a long and scvere winter, nor would they be obliged to curtail the;
farming operations, as other and more remunerative crops could then be
grown to advantage on the Island. Senator Howland has, for a time, ceasyg
his_agitation on the question of building a subway, but, if he anticipate
seeing the project careted out, he shiould follow the example of the late Hgg,
Joseph Howe, and agitate | agitate !

employment to numbers of mechanics.” Messrs. Rhodes, Curry & Co,
keep an immense stock of lumber on hand, combined with the latest labor-
saving machinery, the advance in the manufacture of which is instanced by
the fact that “ a few years ago, when their factory was burned, they found
the Canadian-made machinery so poor that they had to purchase in the
States, whereas, now, they can purchase equally good, if nct »etter machin-
ery from the manufacturers in Ontario.” Here is a practical refutation of
one of Mr. Browne'’s misrepreseatations. ¢ They have,” it is continued,
“ & lot of ncw Canadian machinery, and are perfectly satisfied with it.” Gy
correspondent saw Messrs. R. C. & Co.’s *goods being shipped to places s
far apart in this Province as Sydney and Yarmouth.”

The ¢ Amherst Boot & Shoe Company’s” Dbusiness was gnod, and
“steady wotk is given to a whole host of employees.”

Many other business establishments are noted, but we will only refer 1
Messrs. A Robb & Son's Stove and Machine Works, whose ¢ stoves are in
use cverywhere,” and who manufacture boilers and engines under American
patents, which, as in the case of a piano manufactory in Toronto, is the
right thing to do, wherever the American patent is worth the candle.

A woollen mill was talked of, and the stock largely taken up when our
correspondent was there.

Enough has been said to show that Cumberland, at all events, is not of
the growlers. Energy and patriotism combined, will, everywhere through.
out Canada, produce content with our own couantry, and confidence in its
marvellous resources and rapid increase of population. Above all, there
seems to be it that wholesome country none of the antagonism which it is
the wicked and insidious endeavor of the annexationists to create between
farmer and manufacturer. The larger the manufacturing population, the
larger the home consumption of the farmer’s commodities, and we have now
arrived at that step in population when the increment tells in a sensible
arithmetical progression in every direction of national advance.

Somo time ago the Canadian advocates of the creation of a moral senti-
ment by act of Parliament, affronted their countrymen by introducing an
orator from the States to enlarge on the deprasity of the Dominion. The
annexationists are repeating the insult by procuring another alien to dilate
on the vamped up miseries of the Maritime Provinces. Meanwhile, some
of the worst oppressors of an important industry are merchants of great
wealth, who, while they are foremost in national pessismism, e equally
conspicuous for their admirable methods of slinging the 1. Jllstone of
perpetual debt round the neck of the Noia Scotia fishermen.

Those and their compeers are the legitimate allies of the Quebet
Jusiice, which refers to English-speaking Canadians as ¢ foreigners,” and
are doing their best to transfer the control of the Dominion Finances from
the Parliament of Canada to the Congress of the United States. For thisis
the issue; and it is not financial only. Commercial unity is annexation.
Fortunately, British feeling Canadians are not 2 minority ; and, beyond the
fact of a loyal majority, thereis to be taken into account the Imperil
Government, who, besides their naval exigencies, have had borne in upon
their convictions a new value to the Canadian connection in the route to
the East, opened up by the C. P. R.  All old country relations, however,
would disappear in the discrimination against Eogland, which would follow
commercial union with the States.

VEGETABLE PEARLS.—It has long been known that in some specimens o
bamboo a round stone is found at the joints of the cane. This is called
“tabashecr,” and is supposed to be deposited from the siiicious juices of the
cane.  Another curiosity of the sort is the ¢ cocoanut stone,” found in the
endosperm of the cocoanut in Java and othor East Indian Islands. It is,
sccording to Dr. Kimmine, a pure carbonate of lime, and the shape of the
stons is sometimes wund, sometimes pear-shaped, while tha appearance is
that of & white pearl without much lustre. Some of the stones are as large
a4 cherties, and as hard us felspar or opal. Thoy are very rarely found, and
are rogarded as precious atones by Orientals, and charms against disease or
evil spirits by the nilives. Stones of tho kind are aleo found in the
pomegranate and other Eest Indian fruits, Apatite has also been discovered
in the midst f teak wood.—Engineering.

She is kept alive by
small quantitics of liquid food, which are swallowed automatically. When
cxamined by Dr. Bérillon, the limbs were found to be much wasted, and all
trace of adiposc tissue had disappeared. Anwmsthesia is complete, and the
knee reflex 1s abolished. The pulse is almost imperceptible, and gives 100
beats to the minute. Respiration is regular, but feeble. The breath has
not the autophagic odor of insanity and starvation. The facc is pale,
waxy, and without expression, The mucous membranes are colorless.
When the eyelids are opened the eyes are seen 10 be convulsed upwards,
and blowing upon them produces no palpebral reflex. ‘The jaws are tightly
closed by contracture of the masseters. The arms can be easily raised, but
enter at once into contracture. ‘The muscles are in that state known as
neuro-muscular hyper-excitzbility, and the slightest touch or puff suffices to
Cause contracture, which can be rcmoved by the application of warmth.
Besides the sensory anxsthesia there is complete mental inertia, and the
patient is inaccessible to any kind of hypnotic suggestion.

DIARY OF A TRIF TO NORWAY UN THE “CEYLON

Whon I gol tu the Sleltafos, 1 mot & very charming Lnglish acquintanee
on his way to joiu his yacht at Noos from Christiania ; ho asked if I would
liko him to show we tho way to the watorfall, which lio did, aud was vory
kind. When ho rejoinod his party I aat thero alono for xomo time, looking
st tho boiling foaming waters, and the rainbows formed above them.
Several of tho “ Coylon” people arrived fiom Orinoim, and woro surprisod
to find me thero, Whon I got into my cariole to roturn, sud my pony
found his liead towawds home, he wont festor than evor. It is of courso a
tisk driving at such a paco down hill. Indead one of the ponies in n catiolo
Jid como down, but us the owner wus driving himsolf, ho was responsible ;
for it was the law in Norway, that if you have a catiole, and choosa Lo drivo
it yourself, if the pony comee down, you have to pay for whatover damage
way be dons ; but if the owuer, or a person sent by him, ho has to bear tha
loss. ‘The man who was with me was o grout heavy follow, aud so lazy (ho
was the vue crumpled roselead thut day) that if 1 had not insisted, he would
ot have walked up any of the hills, even asall the othor cariolo men did ; and
a8 he only knew about six words of English, and I about as many of Nor-
wegian, our conversation was not vory lively. Ou my way back to Flat-
wark for tuncheon, 1 pnssed all my follow-passongers who had atarted that,
worning only, and I nevir folt gladder of anything than that 1 had decided
to como on the night befors, 1 was glad to soo my Iast night’s quarters
sgain, and had an oxcollent luncheon of pancakes, strawherries, cream and
coffee. 1 went into the kitchon, which was so cloan and picturcsque, with
sn open fireplace. I particularly admired the bow! in which the pauncakes
had been mixod, of Norwegian pottery. I went back to Noes, vory leisuiely,
as [ had plenty of time, and did not wish to hurry the pony. 1 often stop-
ped to gather ferns and wild lowers. The foxgloves wero vory fine. About
overy six miles thero aro wooden troughs provided for ponies to drink out
of. The pony knew tho places so well, ho slackenod his spoed of his own
sccord when wo got noar them. 1 got to Nows at 6 p. m., and drove o the
Hotel Bellevue, \thm, as 1 was vainly endeavoring to find somo one who
could speak Iinglish, us the landlord was not to bo found, I camo acruss my
friend of Slettsfos, who at onco nsked what I wanted to kuow, which was,
how much I ought to psy the cariolo man. e verykindly added it up, and
siid, ¢ with tho pourboire in was 16 krone.” Ho oxplained it to tho man in
Norwegian, It was seally very uood of him to take so much troubls for a
stranger, as most peoplo find doing their own accounts quite troublesome
enough. I could not help wishing he was ono of the monugerio

1 bid my pony a touching good-bye, and left him porfectly frosh, aftor
having gone ¢ least fifty-three miles in 24 hours. I should liko to have
bought him and a cariolo, and wande: about Norway. iteforo I left [ bought
some pretly potlery bowls. 1 lound a boat ready to take e to the ship,
and 1 got on board with my glovou in holes, cut through with the rope reins,
snd [ am afraid not very tidy, but I was vory happy, and felt that I had
thoroughly enjoyed myself. I obly regretted that I had not been able to
lnt'bo in the Raums, as 1 had no bathing dress with mo; thero wero many
quiet sheltered places whero ono could havo bathed quite comfostably.
Indoed, & gontleman (old me aftowards that ho had bathed threo times, nud
it seemed to havo agreod with hiw I found that wy dissppesrance tho
evening efore had croated quite a sonsation on board, as overy ono expocted
to so0 ue back at dinnor, and I was hunted for overywhere. ~ Wo loft Noes
the samo evening, and tho sun sct about 10 pm.  I'wont to bed soon after.

[Friduy, 23rd, was much colder, and wo cruised all tho morniug in tho
Geiranger fjord, which ceitainly is very Jovely. A big ship seemed almost to
fill up the passago botween tho mountains. It was too deep to anchor, so
aro most of the fjords through which wo passed that day. About 5 p.m.,
wo sct out to open sea, and at onco began to roll so0 much that I folt quite
il for alittle. At dinnor the fiddles wore put on to prevont tho things

- myself nbout thren milea in the valley of tho Loer,

found it 8o hot that 1 camo back to the hotel and ook a ¢ariolo and drove

Their idoas of * English as
sho i8 spoke,” woro rathor pozuliar, e my carivlo boy askod me, when the
ship would go to bud,” evidently meaning what timo #he was to leave, I wont
1o church, and stayed for some of tha servico,  The clergymin wore n lony
black gown and a Elizibethan ruff round hiz neck. ‘I'ha ¢chuich, o wooden
.one, had many crosses outaide, and quite o raised altar, with two Lirgo can-
dlesticks mwl candles on i, and a ratlior nico picture of our lord and an
angol a3 & roredos.

Tho congrogation was chielly of womon. The singing was poculiarly
soft and monotonous. Thoy scemed vory devoul.

There was quite a congregation of dogs ontside, wailing for their
ownors, who hohaved equally well

On my way hack, [ gol some sweot white and deop yellow rosvs from a
womnnn, who shook hands with mn as o token that she approved of what I
gavo hor. [ wont to the hotol Lindastrom to luok at the papnts announcing
Giladstone's resignation hefors 1 went un board.

Thoro was some difficulty in turning the ship. Somo of those fjordsuro
30 narrow Lhat a hig ship is diflicnlt 10 manage ; othorwise, wo should have
gono up one whero the small Norwngiin steamors go Lo have a better viow of
the Jostedalsbrao, the largest gheior in Baropo (170 squaro miles)  Wo
saw it, hownver, from mnuy other places  Wo had, ol courso, a pilot on
hoard, o Norwegiun, who cune with us from Gravesond, a voy ploasant
wan with a great deal to aay for himsolf whon he was off duty,

At 3 o'elock wo had servico in tho siloon. 1 wont to s'rop aftorwards
for two hours.  Afwer dinnor 1 gat in tho bows (well rolled up in shawls, us
the wind was vory high) leoking at the lovely scouery. It romindod meo
gomowhnt of tho lake of Garda,at the Riva ond.

Monday, July 26th.—-Wo anchored at Borgen ostly. 1L 1sn vory pic-
turesque town, with ved tiled houses painted white, and tho pooples’ dress
very quaint, ‘They wore like French peasints, with shost skirts aud tidy
thick shoes and stockings, caps on thoir heads, and baskets m their hunds
(vory unlike the long drageled tails ono sees in Euogland, with bonnots or
hats with fadoed feathors or flowers.)

I'ho shops here aro very good. Hammer's is the chief shop, and is vory
attractive, tho old silver particularly ; but, indemd, the modern iy wonder-
fully proity and cheap. [ saw very nice teaspoons, with twisted hanlles, at
two krone cach. 1le bas charming high-backed chairy, beautifully carved,
with seats in curious embossod loather, in bright colors; many old brass
cansdleaticks, which would do very well for au nitar : elasps, bucklos, and
Norwegian mugs of cndless vartoty.

At rovoral shops they have models of carioles in wood aud silver, and
curions boxes, kmves, with handles of walrus tusks orsilver, which aro usoful
as presents,

At tho fur shops, 1 saw some beautiful eiderdown cloaks and rugs, vory
soft ang warm. There aro several photugrmphers, and a goud collection can
bo made here. I found the climale much more 1elaxing hote, und as I was
walking up tho long etroet suddenly fult too tirad to walk any more, but
conld seo no carriago or carolo to take. 1 folt rather mclined to sit down
and cry ; but as when ono 13 alone ono cannot allord to have feelings, I
bogan to think it would he bottor to hivo some coffen mstoad, so 1 wont into
the fiest hotel, which was the Bergen, and asked for coffee and cream, which
was 50 good that I felt quite strony again ; and sceing a very beautiful photo
of one of the old woolen churches, of which thore aro only a fow in Nor-
way, and hoaring that it was quite close, I thought 1 would o to seo it,

The hotel people gave me tho address of the tounst bureau, near tho
Hotel Norgo, and I found my way theve with the help of a gontloman, who
{urned back and went with me to Lhe dvor, and once thote, it was such a
reliel to explain myself in Foglish ; and most kindly ono of the employés
came with o, tovk me to buy a parucular plhiotograph 1 wanted, and to the
Hotel Scandinavie, whore 1 left the things 1 had bought, as [ had arranged
to dine thero in the ovening with my friends. e then took me to the rail
way station, and left mo there, having written on a card in Novwegian the
hour of tho train, which would suit best for my roturn. It was my first
railway journey in Norway, and a ghort one, as Fjusanger is only six
killometres from Bergen. Tho views are vory pretty from the train. “Thoy
only had a second and third class, but the second is quite as comforlable a4
our firsl. Tho carriages are more like tho Swiss, all m one, or a ulman
car.

The total absenco of rain, which has now provailed for the past six or
eight consecutivo weeks, is unprocedonted in this proviace, at loast for many
yoars. It constitutes a serious menaco to tho crops, and it now seems certain
that a practical failure of farming operations will be tho result. Tho earth
is parclied and baked iu overy direction, apples and other fruits wither and

drop from thoir stems, aud rools and vegetables are suffering dreadfully fyq
drought.  Of courve, if copious showers should como very soon, & portion of
tho crops may be saved, but the probabilitica aro that in any case the yivl
will bo considerably leas than the avorage.

It seoms to be
understood in tho trade that huyoers cannot much Jobger bold back tbeir
orders, and it is ~xpected that numerous and heavy orders for all kinds of
iron goods must soon pour in, especially for steel rails. The rucent extensive
coko strikes and the provailing warm weather hava aud do largely prevent
manufaciurers from preparing reserves of stock in anticipalion of thes
expecled orders. ‘Theso facts teud to make holders very firm in their prices.
If their oxpectations as to the tendency of the market are realized, importa.
tion will be stimulated, and figures across tho ocoar may be expected to
advanca rapidly through the fall. L

is doing at steady prices. Offerings of fresh-ground are light, and such are
firmly hold. There is a fair local demand for strong flour, but quotstions
therofor are unchanged.

Dry cod will pro-
tably always hold their own, but scarcely one sane person oud of a hundred
would cat a pickled fish from choice, if & fresh one was obtainable. Our
greateet and begt n.arket for pickled fish has slways been the United States.

+ But there the people havo learned to preserve all kinds of fish in refrigerators,
{50 that dealers can supply consumers all the year round with the fresh
taticle.  For this reason that market for fish in pickle is rapidly becoming
extinct, and promises cre long to cease to exiet. If our people are to con-

linue o make she fisheries profitable, we nican those that we claim are
exclusively our own, we must learn or devise some method of nresarvin

tbem in a fresh state instead of as we now do. We also have the additionxg
incentive for so doing, if possible, in that fresh fish are admitted to the
American markets free of duty. A few berrels of new Cape Breton herrings
have been received in Montreal, and were sold at $5 and $5.50 per bbl.

Scotia has long been known, but comparatively little has ao far been doyy
towards its development. Cosl and gold have both, it is true, boen wmigy
to a considerablo extert, but the ycarfy results, compared with tho enormgy
extent of the coal and gold districts, are almoat infinitesimal.

While the mineml deposils of other countries have heon rapilly
developed, and capitalists hive always besn eager to invost in what, whey
honcstly managed, is ouno of the quickest means of securing weulth, vy
own husiness men have held aloof from mining ; avd, whenever thoy hire
hnd the opportunity, have done all in their power to prevent foreiga capiul
coming into the country. Having no knowledge of mining and no faith iy
wines, they avo giving truthful expression to their opinions iu decrying the
mineral wealth of the country, which only proves how densely ignora
they aro in mining matlers, and the uecessity of spreading knowledge of the
immenso valuo of our mineral resourcer, ‘The trouble herctofore has bee
that winiug operations have been carried on by enthusiastic but incotpetent
men. ‘They have had no pructical knowledge of mining, and, as a couee.
quence, have sttempted to develop proportles with entirely insuificient
capital.  As a result, many good nines havo been partly opened up ; but,a
large profits were not realized, and sas the working capital was entirely
insufticient, have ultimately been abandoned aud pronounced orthles
Individuals have lost heavily in these ill-plannoed ventuses, and forover after
have been loud in their condemnation of wmining. These are the men whe
are continually decrying the mineral wealth of the country, and, influcuced
by kind-hearted motives, we have known of instauces whero thoy have
taken the trouble to warn outsiders against investing in Nova Scotian mine;,
instancing their own losses as arguments against their value. Of lato yean
s great improvement is noticable. The management of mines has falla
into competent hands, and, backed by suflicient capital, the results hare
been surprisingly successful. Tho protective dutics on iron have iofusel
new life into that industry, and capitalists now see their way clear to realie
lmge protita iu working the iron mines, which lio in such convenient
proximity to ourcial ficlds. No country in the world offers greator facilities
for tho mining and manufacture of iron, and the large deposits of this
mineral which vow are unworked are destined before long to bring millions
of money into the country, and to give profitable employment to thousands
of smelters and minere. We have mapy good mniners, maialy self-taught, of
who sre in demand in all parts of the world. If they had had th fi

benefits of special instruction in the science and theory of miuing, they E
might have risen to positions of eminencs as wminivy engineers, bt K
lack of sciontific education has held them black. What is now needsd di
is a mining school, where youuz mon could reccivo scientilic tmining by
An artticle from the Denver Tribune Republican, published in the hat w
issue of Tur Critic, pointed out tho necessity for such training, aud i
and in no country is a mining #chool morc wavled thap in this.

Cang 1y Frepiva Honses,—Tho study of tho subject of food olements,
and their relation to the animal system has beon greatly noglected. Of late
years scienco has been doing much in the line of work, but thero is a great
deal to be done yet. Although the animal body iz 3o complex in structure,
yet chemistry has divided it in n general way"into nitrogeuous, non-nitro-
genous, and mineral matters, Since tuess subatances ate continually being
deatroyed in tho body in forming. materials for growth, in generating heat,
and in producing force, it is necessary that the animal should receive sub-
stances similar to those destroyed, so that those may bo assimilated by the
tisaues snd fluids of tho body to replace thoso lost and to enable the vital
actions to coutinue.

Relatively to size, the horse has o smaller stomach than any other of out
domestic animals. This makes it necessary that he must feed frequently,
digest promptly, and have a rich material in a small bulk, thus adapting
him cepecially to porform rapid work. Iu aatate of nature he is under no
necessity of cating too much at any one time, but replenishes the stomach
lightly and at frequent intervals throughout the day. Thore is no over-
loading, nor overtasking the organ, nm% no extreme exertion upon a full
stomach, which 80 often takes place in tho dowesticated condition. Even in
domestication, a horse will maintain excellent hoalth on tho natural gras:es,
fresh or made into hay; but when he is placed under the saddle or in
harness, and subjected to work, wo take him from his natural stato, and the
same feeding will not longer mect tho demands of the systom.

Box Starts For Horses.— The stable for the horse should be of good
size. The narrow dimensions of many of the stalls are a positive cruelty to
horsea. They are buiit too narrow to enable the horso to extend his limbs
when convenient. He is compelled, when in a recumbent position, to
double his limbs up under him, and his legs are thus kept cramped, when
they should be completely at rest. Box-stalls permit the animal to choose
its position and chango it at pleasure. Comifort is essential to health, and it
iz ovident thut the animal cannot ba comfurtable when closely tied in a
parrow stall. The stalls should be kept clean, and the floor daily sorinkled
with somo good sbsorbent, as gypsum, to ahsorb the foul odors continually
arising. Absorbeuts are nol genorally used freely enough about stables.
Desides having pure air for the animal to breathe, a stablo that is stored full
of hay and grain ought to be kept woll ventilated, and kept clean, that the
impurities of the air may not penetrate theso. All food should be kept as
gureas poesible. Cleanliness about the stablo is just us important to the

ealth of the horse, as clesnliness about the house is important to the hoalth
of the fumily.

THe KircueNy Garbey 18 Auvgust.—\Weeds among crops will demand
attention. Now that crops aro biing cleired off, remember that if the laud
is not occupied by some useful crop, one of weeds will tako possassion, and
make trouble for the future. Spinach, sown l«to in this month, and in next,
may be & useful crop, or dwarf pess, such as ¢ American Wonder,” sy be
sown, and if it doos not give a crop of peas, it will be most useful to turn
under 38 a greeu manure. Ryo sown now will give a welcome bite for the
cows, if securely tethered, and also an early green feed noxt spring, after
which it may bo turned uader. Rye is recommended for lirge aroas only ;
for small gurdens use peus...... In sending vegotables to market, wash, if
need be, and wake beets, onious, carrots, otc., into neat bunches, of the size
that custom has established for the market......The Chinese rose-colorad
Radish, if sown now, will make a crop, which dug and preserved in soil as
other roots, will be very acceptable to those who are foud of rudishes
Sow tho intermediate turnips—Yellowstone, Aberdeen, and Cowhorn.

Sown now they will usnally make good crops. Rutahaga kinds should be
woll thinned to ten inches apart,

WeaninG Canves.—The first wilk, in its gradually changing conditions,
is the most neccasary food the young creature can have, and in its change
during the first three or four days, it brings tho digestive orguns of the calf
to s condition where it will be ablo 1o take stropger food. At tho tnd of
three or four days tho calf can he taught to drink, but should net then be
fed with cold nor skim milk. When it is decided that it shall no longer
snck, let it he pationtly taught to drink, unless a feeder is used, which is by
far preferable to allowing tho 1apid drinking of the milk. Back the caif
into a corner, and inserting a finger in its mouth, bend its neck and put its
1088 in10 a pail in which are but about two quarts of milk. 1old the pail
firmly between the knoes, that the struggles and bunting may not upset it.
Aftor the calf has sucked the fingers a moment, spread thew, and a little
wilk will be taken between them into the mouth. It will soon take the
hint, and after & few lessons drink without tho fingers, which have been
removed by degroes. It is best to let tho calf get a little hungry befors
attempting the first leason. One objection to feeding a calf is, that it will
drink its ration so rapidly that there is no opportunity for mixing with it
tho saliva, and imperfect digestion follows. A calf-feeder (thero is no
betier than Small's) corpels tho calf to slowly suck its food, and causes the
samo frothing at the mouth that is always noticed when a calf obtains his
dinner in the nutural way. This is simply the evidonce of tho action of the
sslivary glands in supplying what Naturo demands to boe thoroughly mixed
with all foods, whether solid or liquid, for their easy and full assimilation.

Where milk is scarco or oxponsive, calves are somotimes rolro_d on hay te
and grain, but nside from the trouble of making this drink, it has not th
qualities of milk, and is not so readily assimilated.

Wagy 10 Pick Fruir,—When fruits aro maturn, thoy make prepantio
for falling, just as maturo leaves do. A distinct line is formed upon the
stom of the fruit, in preparation for tho separation. When tho appls o
pear is mature, it will separato from the tree without any pulling; mere
lifting the fruit from its hanging position to a horizontal one, will causo the
separation from tho tres to tske place at once. A littlo observation wilj
teach when the fruit is ready to 5o gathered, At this time, the fruit havips
made its growth, derives nothing wore from the tree.  Aftor the fruit is fyll.
grown, its next step is towards decay., Docay in carly kinds comes in a fex
days or woeks. In the lato sorts it requires soveral monmthe, but whethe
early or lato, thore is a stage in this progress from maturity to decay, when
the fruit best suits our purpose, and wo say, that it is** ripe,” or ¢ molluw,"o;
“ in eating condition.” This timo in carly kinds comea ery quickly, and othe
varieties do not assume it before spring Early kinds come *into eating
condition” so soon, that they will bear but Jittle transportation, hence are
suited only to near markets. But these vary greatly, and there are fron
very early and autumn ripening kinds, to the very latest. The fruit-grower
should be a careful observer of these points. The best fruit may be spoiled
or materially depreciated in value by careless picking and handlipg,
Properly constructed cold storage houses will do much towards kepin;
fiuit in good condition, but unless the fruit is picked at the right time, it
cannot be kept profitably oven in the best fruit house.

Have THE ANxcions PoListien.—On a well-managed farm there should
never bo a time when it may be said there is nothing to be done. A ship.
captain, who is a good disciplinarian, whon all other work fails, on a loog
voyage, has the anchors polished.

not rob the crop of a share of its food ; but oue who properly uses the he,
cuts over the entiro surfaca of the soil in such a manner as to loave a ligh
lnyet of it upon the surface. This light, fino soil is of the greatest bemft
as a mulch ; in preventing evaporation of moisture from below, it helps th
crops nearly a8 much as doces the cutting away the robber weeds, and maow
over, this layer of light soil quickly cools at night, and condenses thode
within its pores, which greatly benefits the crop. This is especially th
moml;’;’or killing weeds, and the younger they aro attacked, the less willle
the labor.

Ficutinag PouLtay VERMIN 1N Sunsen.—Frequently the most diffiwl
work of the poultry man is that of ridding the premnses of vermin. Mm
persons do not hecome aware of the presence of vermin until the littlerd
mites aro scen in myriads. Theso can easily be destroyed by wsing proe
methods, Tho great scourge of poultry is not the mites, but the lup
body-louse that hides at the base of the feathers on the head and net
As they aro only found therc on the fowls, an examination of the quatien
does not reveal them, when they may be busily at work on the bitk
When the heus scem to droop without apparent cause, the chauces
that a close exsmination of their heads and necks will reveal awarms ¢f
thera lico.  Little chicks, especially those that feather very rapidly, suchu
Dorkings, Games, und Leghorns, will soon succumb to large lice, and oftea
the cauee will be ascribed to somothing else.

To prevent lice on fowls, the best thing is the dust-bath, which mud
cobsist of fine dry clay or coal ashes, If the guarters are kept clean, th
hons will prevent the attacks of lice by dusting, but when once the lice pu
in an appearance, the poultryman is compelled to take active measuresu
the lice muust be fought until not a single one remains. XKervsene must od
be used on the bodies of the hena. as it will sometimes kill them. Forthe
large body lice, first grease the hoads, necks, and vents with a mixture mut
by adding a teaspoonful of crude petroleum to every gill of lard. Umit
warm, so it will spread well. ‘Then dust the hens well with Californiana
Porsian Insect Powder. Repeat this every day, and dust every portiond
the body, but do not greaso the body—only the head, nock and vesl-
