1t is a gala unight at Mr. GriP's theatre.

white gloves, his plumage glistening in the
gas-light, and a fragrant boguet gracing his
button-hole. A tremendous round of ap-
plause, echoed from ocean to ocean, greets
his gppearance, and the most respectful and
impressive silence then falls upon the multi-
[tude. With a voice betraying genuine
emotion, Mr. GRrIP speaks ag follows:

My Friends and Patrons :—Unaccustomed
as I am to public speaking (applause) you
will readily believe me¢ when I say that I
feel myself unequal to the task of thanking
you adequately for this warm and generous
reception, hen I ventured seven years
1ago to embark upon the stormy sea of humor-

ous journalism, I left a shore which was
strewn with wrecks, and I was not unpre-
pared for a rough voyage, or even a disaster.

I made up my mind that
it should never engage in an unworthy
traffic, nor carry articles that were too heavy.,
Abiding by these first principles, I have to

tell you that our voyage on the sea of popu-
lar approval has been a prosperous one. In
the words of the poet:
““ We sail the ocean blue,
And our saucy ship's a beauty,
‘We're sober men and true,
Andattentive to our duty.”

To drog this nautical metaphor, I, Grip,
rejoice in a continued and ever increasing
popularity, whieh is in part, no doubt, owing
to the ability with which I perform m,
functions of public censor, if 1 may be al-
lowed modestly to think so—and in part
certainly to the generosity of the humor-
loving public, whom 1 bave sought to serve,
and who have expressed their sympathy inthe
tangible form of giviag me a good subscrip-
tion lList. On the completion of my Thir-
teenth Volume, I am able to look back upon
my work with satisfaction. No doubt there
are flaws which the artistic hand would fain
cotrect, but there are no lines which the
moralist would demaund should be obliterated.
It is my purpose, ladies and gentlemen, to
go on in the same path for the future, ex-
tenuating nothing, and setting down nought
in malice. Amid the strife of politics it is
often nccessary to speak plain words with
the pen and pencil, but plain words are not
necessarily malignant or unjust. Hitherto
it has been my uim to be kind as well as

honest, and in the future that humorist shall |

continue to be my model—him of whom it
was written,

“ His wit in the combat as gentle as brigl,

Never carried a heart-stain away on its blade.”

At the conclusion of this brief but bril-
liant speech, Mr. Grip howed his acknow-
ledgments amid the most enthusiastic ap-
plause and waving of handkerchiefs, and
retired with difficulty over the ncaps of
boquets which impeded his path.
