CHAPTER &1—BEFORE THE STORM,

It 15 a lovely sight on a bright spring day to
look upon a well-watered garden ; the young
leaves, the tender stalks, the dehcate flowers
with their glorious colorisg, and to breatbe io
Jbe fragrant scents which embalm the arr.

Poor flowers! you look fresher sull agast
the dark clouds which come tkreatening over
the horizao ; but, alas! your end 1s at band. —
The wind rises, the rain pours in torrents over
the hard earth.

Poor flowers ! your petals lie strewn vpon the
grousd, your stalks broken and colors defiled
with mud. Yet from that sceae of desolation
there arises a fragrance richer and sweeter
than whea you glittered 1a all the pride of your
beauty.

The flowers are an image of the martyred
heroes of Castelfidardo, of that garden sbeltered
withip the Church’s walls, where the lowly pea-
sant’s cluld blooms side by side with the noble
offspring of some princely house. Poor flowers!
you were the orpamert of our century, buta
dark and destructive storm has broken over your
bead, and broken and crusbed the spring-tide of
your life. Yet the sweet edor of your virtues,
the sweet odor of Cbhrist, rises with fresb frag
rance over your lonely resting place.

Fanti had seot his disgraceful *ultimatum’ to
the commanders of the Papal forces.

The Znuaves, with the otber divisions tken at
Tern1, had broken up thewr camp aod directed
their march upon Foligoo, Serravalle, Tolentino
and Macerata; in order, if possible, to unie
mth the troops of De Lamoriciere, while the
Piedmontese were hasteniog to besiege Aa-
cona.

The Zouaves of De Pimodan left Macerata
on the mght of 1he 16th September, and en-
camped at a short distance from Lioretto,

Meanwhile the epemy bad already tasken
Pisaro with a force of 12 000 men agaiost 1,200
Papal troops, which, uoder the command of the
brave Colone! Zappi, kad defended it for four-
and twenty hours; they had disgraced them
selves by a shameful victory at Perugia, obtained
by treachery and the force of unequal numbers,
and crowred by the murder of an innocent priest,
They bad taken the castle of Spoleto after a
desperate defence, led by the noble Irishman,
Miles O’Reilly.

We cangot hnger over all the circumstances
(not one of which 1s without honor to the Poo-
ufical troops aod shame to their opponents,) for
our object is notfo give a history of this crusade
of the nineteenth century, but only to give a
few free sketches from the life of the Papal
Zouaves, aud especially of the Belgian Voluo
teers.

The two then easaulted him, aad also struck bis wife,
who endeavored to ward cff the blowa. Both were
severely injured. They could no! essign any cause
for the outrage. Mr. Juetice Mcrris sentenced the
prisoners to ‘12 montbs’ imprizocmert, with hard
labour, at tte same time cf:ring them their release
if they told who were the peraocas who sent them to
perpeirate the outrage.

viction 1bat ¢ the Holy Spirit will direct it, they
gay :—f The Catholics of Germany expect taat
their Princes and Governments will abstain from

-taking any step towards wfriogiwog the hberty of

discussion and the decisions of the Council.

 Mgr. de Seneslrey, Bishop of Ratisbon, bas
addressed from BRome to his Vicar Geaeral the
follow:ng mandate, *Tbe arrogant and scan-
dalous attitude assumed by tbe Provost Dollin-
ger; prafessar of ecclesiastical history 10 the
Uunivereity of Munich, towards the "Apostolic
See and the Bishops assembled wn Rome, and
the erroneous—and most pernicious doctrines
which be baa published in tis recent writings, 1m-
pose upon me the pamfil duty of forbidding the
students of theology in my diocese from attending
the lectures of Dr. Dollinger, my conscience not
allowing me to expose their faith to so noxious
an influence .

THE ABBE GRATRY.

¢ The official condemnations of this ecclesiastic
multiply. The Bishops of Frejus, Montauban,
and Versailles, and tho Archbhishop of Toulouse,
bave now propounced, so their turn, sentesce
upon him. ‘It 13 an icexpresable grief,; says
the Bishop of Versailles, ¢ (o see a Priest ap~
pealing fo ignorance anU passion against the
sutbority of the Vicar of Jesus Christ,” The
Bishop of Frejus condemns the leiters of M.
Gralry a3 ¢ containing the gravest errors and re-
volting outrages against our Mother the Roman
Church. The audacity of bis calumnious aaser-
tions, a hundred times refated, imposes upon the
Bishopa the painful duty of a public condemna-
tion,” The Bishop of Saiat Denis de la Reunion
reprabates his ¢ scandalous sophisms agaiost the
six bundred Bishops of the Council who, in the
full exercise of thew liberty bave signed the
¢ postulatum’ of infallibility ; agawmst tle suc-
censor of Peter, the Father and Doctor of all

Christians ; and against the Chureb, our common

Mother.,” Tbe Bishop of Rosexu saye: *His
‘deplorable writiogs would be rejected with horror
by our Cattohes, IF they read or beard ope=
half of what M. Gratry and bis associates write,
they would take tbem for Protestants.” Maoy
otber Bishops are said to be preparing similar
condempations, But the following 1s a still more
impressive fact. In the ¢ Avtuvario Pontficio
for 1870, lately published at Rome, the name of

the Abbe Chaillat, who is believed to have co-
operated with Mr. Gratry 1o bis lamentable let—

ters, is no longer found in the list of honorary
cbamberlains of his Holiness, nor in that of the
Consultors of the Sacred Congregation of Bis-
bops and Regulars, 1a the ¢ Anouario ” of 1368
the name of M. Chaillot was printed with these
titles. As this is an ¢ cffizial’ publicatioa, it is
evident that be has been deprived of both offices
by an august command, an act of severity which
needs no justification. ‘

 We learn from the Journal de Bruselles
that a postulatum 19 about to be signed by many
Bishops, soliciting the Vatican Couacil to pro-
ntupce an jmmediate condempation upon the
Abbe Gratry. All Catholics will bope that this
sentence may be averted by timely repeatance.

Ou Wedoesday moroog 30.h ult,,about 2 a.m.,
a wortby man, aod a good priest, the Reverend
Father O'Brien of the Seminary of St. Sulpice,
and lcog devoted to the service of the Irish
portion of the Catholic ccmmuaity of Montreal,
was gathered to his rest, and called upon to re-
ceive the reward of his loog and arduous [abors.
The deceased bad been atling for same time, but
bis friends did not believe that his end was so
near, and the sunouncemeant of bis deatb fell on
them hke an unexpected blow. By the orphbans
of the St. Patrick’s Asylum to whom he bad
long held the place of father, his loss will be ze-
verely felt, for they ell loved hum, as they bad
good reason to do, with the warm affection of
children for their parents. The following obs-
tuary notice bas been furnished to the press : —

Father O'Brien wad bora oa the €:h of May, 1810,
at Aughnsgs, Ocunty Tyroue, [relacd. Hig {amily
belonged to that class which, for the most part, sup-
plisd the Church of Ireland with her fa:thful sod de-
voted pastors, It was indepandent throngh industry,
and remurkuble for that gtern honesty and stricr ob-
servance of the teachiogs of religion, which made it
a fit achool for the future prieat.

H.viog completed his classical course he entersd
QOarlow College ne & gtudent of philosophy, The
snceess of hig application to the study ot philogophy
w+3 3bowp by the brilliant entrance examitation be
paszed ic Maynooth Uollege, where, by the advice of
his #riends, be decided to conticue his studies ia
ecience and thealogy. In Mayunooth his stacding in
every department, of study, was that of a first-class
atadent,

[t wag bis-good fortuse to beleug ta oue of thaee
families of which Ireland can proudly show hum-
dreds. whose greatest ambition waa to farnish to the
dear old Obarch priests and cbampions as woll for
times of pergecution a8 for days of peace and proe-
perity ; and nobly did his family pay to that faitbfal
guardian of Ireland's bappinees the debt dune to ber
tonstancy in days of acrrow and woe; and per-
baps in all Ireland no family eupplied the Charch
with & greater number of zealoua priests—for Rev

M O'Brien counted »mongst bis nncles, cousins, and
other relatives between thirty and forty prieats, who,
like himself, devated their talents and their life to
the eervice and imterests of thoir ccontrymen, Ha
bimsalf bad 1be advantage of makiog part of his
studies under the care of a relative, the Rt. Rar. Dr,
Kelly, afterwarde Archbishop of Armegh and Pri

mate of Ireland, and with his brother, Charles, who
died 8 few years ago, Parish Priest of Aughnscloy,
received the advice and eseistance of an uncle, who
whae Vicar Genera] ip bis diocese, and Parish Priest
of hig native place, Tullyallon,

Bi~gular econgh. though there was a rich and
flowing veln of poetry in. his compofition, he chiefly
excelled in logic, and in the exact scisncea.

Father O'8Brien waa ordained a prlest on the 13th
Septergber, 1835 Hig first misslon in the Arch
dioceae of Armagh wus as Corats in the Parish of
Mughrabeth, Qoanty Tyrone, uesr bis native spot.
In two years, by bis eble inetroctions, and bis con
8tapt attentioa to the dutiea of hia ministry he secared
for himee'f, in & remarksble degree, the confidence
and egtrem ot the whole parish.

From Maghrabeth Father O'Brien wa3 remaoved to
the important mission of Armagh the residenee of
the Iate Primate, the Most Rev. Dr. Orolly. It was
hkare the writer of theae lines first bacame acquainted
with Father O'Brien, aod conceived for his rare quali-
ties of hend and heart, an esteera and love that are
naw ver dered sacred by the separ«tion of death.
During the geven yosrs be laboured ia Armsgh be
won the nobonnded coufilence of the whole fiick,
bord rich and poor, without distinction. Kiodaess
and firmneas, wisdom and energy, wera 80 happily
blended in bis character. that hia advice and direotion
were conatantly asked tor, and implicitly relied on in
difficalties, whether of 8 publis or only of a private
nature, The writer cou'd cite examples of this, bat
in our hapnier gtare of ancle'y hera they wonld acarcely
be duly appreciated, or even understoad

At hig period Fat'er ('Brien, now extensively
koown was the friend an councillor of his confreres
in the minigtry Msay a venerable and hoary Parieh
Priest woald repaic to tha light and to the prudence
of the Primate’s young curate for edvice in the em-
barrassmer=ts of his miniatry,

The Primate, the venerated Doctor Uroliy, treated
Fathar O'Brien ratber 28 a confidentisl friend than a
young curats  More than once did he entruat to the
enlightened prudence and moderation of the youog
priest tha eolation « f difficulties reqnirlzg the exercise
of these quslitie+ io Do ordinary degree.

The Diocesnn Beminary, sitnated in the immediates
viriviry of Armagh, was a favourite resort of Fatber
O'Brien  He would frequently recreate bimself by
going to the kill, sa be would say, and tsking the
place of the Profesror of Muthematics— bis favoarite
stody~— give clacses, to the great delight of the
boya.

From Armsgh Father O'Brisn was charged with
the adainigtration of the extensive parish of Augus-
cloy, in tbe czsaty Tyrome. He found himself in
thir responsiule poettion when Ireland waa visited by
the terrible famine in 1847 Father 0'Brien was the
wab for such & orisle. Ha threw all bia evergies of
mind and bod7 into the effort to pave bis own people,
and the poor of other perausifons from starvaticn.
Ha collected acoarate information, saggested efficient
organizations, detected abuses,and became the moving
aplirit of the General Uommittee hended by Lord
Olarendon wnd composed of the geotry and the
Proteatant Miniatara of the district, His services re-
ceivad the mcat flattering acknowledgmenta from
those most op csed to his prisstly character, .

After alx vears spent in the administ=at'on of
Anghoacloy, Father O'Brien obtained the permiasion

of hia veperited Primate to enter St. Sulpice, - The
good old Primats shed tears at partiog with s priest
whom be bad learned to value sa highly. ‘

After abont fifieen yeafs apent in the mrdnous
labora of the ministry at bome Father O'B:ien entered
the Bolitude of Bt. Sulpice [tha rovitiate of the So-
ofety] at Paris on the 25th of February ‘1849, avd
after eight months of preparation e was admitted s
member of the Company. He arrived in Moatreal
the 10th October of the same vesar, and has conse-
quently spent twenty yeara and six moztbs labouriog
for bis countrymen in thie eity,

His career in Montreéal may ba told in a few worde ;
it is familiar to all. At the opeoiog of St. Aon's
Church for public worship Father O'Brien was ap-
pointed by hia Soperior to take charge of it. There
weg much to do in order to meet the growiog wauts
of the diatrict of which St; Apn's wad the ceutre,
The yooth first engaged the attestion of Father
O'Briea. Alded by the Beminary, he was soon enabled
to pravide echools, for boys and girls, and to secure
the eervices nf religiona and efficient teachers. He
would visit his yonag flock in their diffsrent schools,
examive, puzzle and encourage thewm. Ha planted
the boly seed of a religions trainiog, and it is vow
besring fruit. The children of Griffatown sre to-
dsy, perbape, the most docile, the most intelligent
childrep of the city, It ig known that In Griffiatows
the pogition of a priest is not otium eum dignitate.
Hard and constant laboor by day and by night began
to tell upon the strung frame of Father Q'Brien
About eight years ago be requested his Superior to
remove bim from Bt. Aon’s, feeling, es be esid, that
he 0o longer possezaed the activity required for that
wigsion. Since then he bas besn attached to St.
Patrick's the firat scene of big labours in Montreal.
Whilg Fatber O'Brien’s bealth permitted him to ap-
pear in the polpis, bis instroctions wers of no or-
dioary stamp, Hia clear, atrong jotellect masterad
bis gubject bsfore te apoke it, ard his object always
wagto make hin sndience gee and understand as
clearly 85 be did bimeel! Io this be was eminently
encceesful, Ia treating quaestions of doctrine his
pecoliar gift of clearness never forspok him. Neither
his learning nor his eloge and exbanstive lagic em-
barrassed the least educated of his bearers. All
understaod his simple languege, acd all made their
awo of bis profiand thought Two things he could
not endure in the puolpit—obseurity or displsy. He
8puke with the simplicity of one who instructed the
poor, and Bt the game time with the diznity and
authority of a trae prieat, He seldom left the pulpit
without leaving regrats that he did not remain there
longar. Ia addition to hiz ordinary daties, he hug
been the Dirsotor of the St Patrick's Orphan Asylum
since 1860. For bim this diffirnlt task was rroly a
lshour of love.  He loved tke littls orohane, and be
worked with the zes! and anxiety of a father to provide
for all their wants, He managed the finances of this
institation as a clever man of business, but he never
ewerved from A principle, not commonn to all clever
men of busloess, not to cnrntract debta begond the
mesns at bis command. Hais bappy in Jeaviog sfter
bim 60 maoy 1nnacent little ones, whom he loved
and cberished with a fatber's care, to plead in hia
farour at the bar of divize mercy.

The body of the deceased lay o state n St.
Patrick’s Church which was visited by crowds to
pray for. the repose of his soul, till Friday mora-
g, when the last solemn services of the Chorch
for ber Jeparted children were celebrated by the
Reverend Superior of the Semipary, M. Bayle,
with utmost pomp, and were attended by thou-
sands of our citizens, mourning over the loss of 2
kiod friend, end ap exlighteoed spiritual director,
After the Service, a funeral procession formed,
and the morta. remains of this good serrant of
God, were carried to the Church of Notre
Dame, and there consigned to their last resting
place, to awart the dread summons when the
great Judge of the liviog and the dead shall
summon all to appear before His tribunal to re-
ceive the rewards due to their works ‘whean in
the flesh. May the soul of the faithful departed
rest in peace.

A deputation to petition tor the release of the
Yaokee raiders now undergoiag sentence in the
Penitentiary at Kingston, waited n the course of
last week upon His Excellency the Governor

General. The deputation was received most
courteously, but His Excellency found himself
compelled by the force of circumstances to reply
to the prayer of the petition presented to him,
in the same eepse as that in which Mr. Glad-
stone replied to the various addresses for the
release of the Fenian prisoners 1o Eogland. Sir
Jobn Young stated distinctly that he could bold
out no hopes that the Crown would extend cle-
meacy to the prisoners 1o Canada, so long as
threats of another raid were kept up, and until
the Fenian agitation bad eptirely ceased, The
prisoners would be treated with every consider

ation they could expect; but the duration of
their imprisonment must in 2 great meascre de-
pead on the action of those who were at present
threatening fresh attacks upon Canada.

To the House of Commops in reply to a very
similar question from Mr, G. H. Moore as to
the intentions of the Goveroment with respect
to the Fenian convicts, Mr. Gladstone spoke in
almost the same terms. Regrettiog the neces-
sity, and expressing the hope which we have no
doubt 13 siscere, that (he necessity may soon
cease, Mr. Gladstone was obliged to answer
without ambiguity, ¢ that 1t would be cruel to
encourage tbe friends of the prisovers to enter-
taw any hopes whatever, with regard "to their
releass,” until peace be restored in Ireland, and
the Fenian agitation disappear.  Then, no doubt,
the Government will only be too glad to throw
open the prison doors, both in Canada 2nd
England. '

(To ike Editor of the True Witrtese )

Dsar Si,—Your pumerous Irish readers
will be delighted to learn, that be anmversary
of reland’s Patron Saiat, was duly booored at
Brudenell Corners, on the 17th inst., in a way,
too, that was highly creditable to all who took
part 1 the proceedings. The day broke stormy
‘and gloomy, to such ac extent, so as to prevent
‘pumbers from attending at a distance, but de-
spite the stormy morpiog of the 171h, great pum-
bers attended from Egsuville, Mount St. Patrick,

Doouer, E<q., took their places
at the head of the procession, The reverend
gentleman carried a small neat green flag aad
though be wmust bave felt fatigued by his previous
exertions, still be did not appear to feel t, His
team of splendid greys, the trappings of which
were ornamented with green ribbons, were driven
by s brother, Thomas McCormae, Esq,, snd
in the same vehicle sat Jobn Dooner, Esq,, Jr.
The procession resumed the same formation as
bafore divioe service and returned to Bradegell
Corners when ajl assembled were addressed by
the Rev, James McCormuc, and John Hickey,
Esq. The reverend gentleman said be felt de-
lighted beyond expression at the demoustration,
and though they honored their native land they
meant no offence to the laws and they meant no
offence to the laws and iostitutions of the coun—
try, and concluded by hoping that all would dis.

Thae interior of the chapel was decorated 1
the usual tasteful style of the Ssters, who were
ably assisted by Mr. Keating ax Irish ecclesias
tic, to whom also is due, 1n a great messure, the
guccess of the celebration. Mass was sung by
Rev. Mr. Dignan, Messrs Brennan and Me-
Ghvoey acting as servers, Messrs Broderick and
Tionean as acolytea. The singing was coaducted
by Miss Neagle in a manner which reflects credit
on all concerned: the char was composed of
the boys from the College. Not least amoog
the musical attractions was a duett en the orgas
apd violin, by Miss Neagle acd Mr. Breooan;

FRANCE.

THE ALLEGED PLOT AGAINST THE EmpEroR
Naroreox.—The absence of all official state~
ments respecting the alleged conspiracy against
tbe Emperor’s life, and the coutinued detention
of numerous prisoners who were arrested upon
the cbarge cf complicity in the plot, 1s altracting
the notice of several independent jouraals, La
Marseillaise publishes communications from two
o the prisoners— Raoul Rigault and J Fontaine—
giving accounts of thewr respective examioations
by a police judge. According to their statements
the only evidence alleged agamnst them was that
of a fugitive witpess, who declared them to be
concerped 1 a conspiracy with Blangu, and the
reports of police spies as to thewr association
with suspected persons. Both refused 1o sigo
the ¢ proces verbal,’ and have undergone no fur;
ther exammation. The ¢ Opmion Nationale
asks whether there is any plot at sil. The pri-
soners have beea held m custody for upwards of

* amonth, a stffictent time for all the facts to have
been ascertained and made public, Ittbere were
a conspiracy, then the *acte d’accusation ’.shauld
be published ; if there were nooe the prisoners
should be acquitted. A rumour, bowever, has
obtained circulation that on the occasion of the
Prince Tmperial’s birthday an amoesty would be
proclaimed which, vnder the circomstances, would
give satisfacticn to no one, and would be con-
demned by the yublic as meeting the case by a
trick, iostead of dealig with it openly and
bonourably. The Paris correspondent ot the
¢ Independence Belge’ also refers to the rumours
of an amaesty, which he says has been suggested
by M. Pietr1 as a means of cxtrication from a
serious blunder. ‘This measure, however. cannot
be adopted by the Goveroment, winch prides 1t-
self on being a Mmnstry of honest men, and it
bas been rejected by them. They feel that salis
faction of sother sort is due to the public, and
that it may be necessary to sacrfice a fanctiopary
so unscrupulous as the Perfect of Police. M.
Pietri 15 favourably regarded at the Tuileries,
and the removal of the last wstrument of perso:_)al
power may excite repugnance, but the necessity
for it 13 so obvious that it is vohkely the Em
peror will ofter any decided resistance.

Tae PoriTicaL PrisoNERs IN FRANCE.—
Ta ¢La Marseillaise? of Friday, M. Henri
Dongerwille, which bad been geerally understood
to be a pseudonym for Henr Rochefort, refers to
the almost incredible measures adopted 1o respect
of tbree of the prisopers confined in St. Pelagie
for Press cflences *— ¢ I koow,' says M. Bar-
baret, ¢ from a certain tource, that the citizens
Henri Rochefort, Pascal Grousset, snd Evgene
Mourot the former editor of the ¢ Pere Duchene,’
have been for two days in the strictest solitary
confioement. M. Paseal Grousset canoot see
bis father, mother, nor bis sister, and M. Mourot
18 in the same position. As to the depuly for
the first circumscription of Pars, oot only is all
communication with him of any kind forbidden,
but be has-been nformed that he will no longer

be permitted to see his daughter, aged 13}, nor
bis son. who ia eight years old, The motives for this
extreordinary rigonr belng inexplicable, uo attempt
at explanation has been offered, The romour in the
prieon I8 that this mearnre has been provoked by the
articles signed by threa political prisoners, which
appesred in our spzcial nombsr of Wednesday. This
essertion, however, must be erroneons. No Minister,
bowever shameless, would dare to deny to a pricoaer
ke meana of writing, when during five years the
captive cf Ham passed the period of his incarceration
in freely abosirg in the jeurnals of tbe district the
Governmeat wti:h bad granted him free pardon.
Tho more credible explanation js this: About a week
since the citizen "Rochefort was awoke in the middle
of the night by very severe internal paine, which
reeulted in violent fits of vomiting, which lacted for
about five hon's. The intercal pains conticuned for
four days, und it i) only witbie the last 48 bours they
have sabsided. It is probable that the Goveroment
does not wish tha electors to be made acquainted
with this incident, and bas thought that the best
method of concealing it is to place our deputy ‘au
secret.’ L'Opiaione Nationale, noticing the above
article, observes that such severities would be un-
justifiable if true, and suggests that the * Jouraal
Officiel ’ might we'l reply to the statements of * La
“Marseillaias, In Friday’s sitting of the Corps Le-
gielatif M. Pelletan, addressing the Governweut,
eaid, upon greunds of homanity he wisbed to pot s
question. It was known that a severe epidemic
[emall pox] was rag:ng in the prisons, and especially
in that of La Sante, and he inquired whether avy
precantions had been taken to remove ihe prisoners
from the risk of contagion M. Ollivier replied that
two days previonsly he had learnt that the epidemic
bad broken outat La Sante. Orders were immedistely
given for the removsl of the prisoners. He presumed
that those orders had been car:zied out, but it they
had not ke would eee to their execotion. M. Arago
bad Leard that the prisoners bad been removed to
Msxas. whero tbe epidemic bad aleo appeared.
Ollivier said, if suoh were the case immediate meaatres
would be adopted. Upon questions of this nature
1be Government wonld slways be gratefal for infor-
mation.

The bints of withdraw] of the troops, if certain de-
crees are publisbed by the Council, continue to be
given throngh semi cofficial channels, and the internal
difficulties of the Pontifical Government are likely to
be increased by the rejection of Papal silver coinage
by Prance, Italy, and Switzerland. The Pope refosed
to enter the mopetary convention, because by dciog
50 he would have been obliged to limit the irsue to
the proportion of hisactual satjects, instead of which
the Papal mint bas issued money in the proportion it
wou'd have been entitled to before the anpexatinn of
the M.rches and Legatioce. To withdraw this would
have been fquivalent to a renunciatien of the Papal
claims, and the Pope has cocstantly refased to do
this. The cousequence wiil be that the circulation
of the silver coine will be limited to Italy, for sl
though mot strictly legal tender, the Italinne who
have no coins of their own will prefer it to the paper
of Italy, of which every one foresees ths depreciation
at no distant period. The complication however,
will be & pretext for raieing the price ot provisions,
which as a role come from the annexed provicces
and creating popular discontent in Rome, which is
one of the obj:¢ts aimed at by the Itslisn Govern:
ment.

The Pope bap tsken his nsual walks and drives,
and appears in excallent health and spirits. altbongh
it i3 not poaeible that be should pat feel & weight of
ruxiety at the present moment. He received the
Lenten prenchers lapt week and addressed them in a
mo8t moving exbortation.
