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THE IRISH BOATRD OF EDUCATION.
(Fron the Catholic Standard.)

When the present Earl of Derby, then Chiel Se-
cretary to the Liord Licutenant of Irelaud, as Mr.
Stanley, originated the system of National Iiduca-
tion which has for more than twenty years prevailed
in that part ol the United Kingdom, be stated dis-
tinctly the objects contemplated by the (Government,
in a letter which he addressed to the Duke of Leins-
ter. Secriptural, or religious education of any kind, did
st form one of these declared objects. A fusion of
the dilferent denominations of Irishmen, 2 moadifica-
tion, tf not a tolal cradication, af the prejudices that
had theretofore involved them in perpetual confliet
with each other—a removal of disastrous antipathies
by a combined system of seculur instruction, under
which Catliolies, Anglicans, and Presbyterians were to
intermix as schoolfellows and grow up as friends—
these were the grand objects which the Ministry of
that day conteiiplated; and, in order 1o carry these
laudable objects into effect, they invited distinguished
ceclesiastics and laymen of each of the three prinei-
pal relizious denominaliuns to become members of a
public Board, under whose guidance and control the
proposed system was to be worked. The Duke of
Leiuster and Archbishop Whately were among the
first Anglican inembers of the Board: the Jate lament-
el Archbishop of Dublin, the Iafe Primate of All
Treland and Lord Bellew were among the Catholic
Commissioners: and the Presbyterians were repre-
sented by the Moderator of the Synod of Ulster
(Mr. Carlisle}, and Mr. Robert Holmes, the eminent
barrister. T'he death of the (wo Archbishops re-
mnoved the Catholic Episcopal members of the Board,
and their place was supplied by the Bishop of Down
- and Connor and Dean Meyler. Changes were pro-

duced by time among the Anglican and Presbyterian
members of the Board alse; but throughout, care
seems to have been taken that the proportion of each
originally fixed should be maintained. ~ On that score,
at alt events there could be no cavil raised. When
the Board gotinto working order, the idea of engraft-
g religions education under certain restrictions and
in o partieular farm upon the secular system sprung
up 3 and, to give it effect, without risking proselytism
oo any side, the Bouard prepared asa class-book cer-
tain Seripture extracts which, while they avoided all
controverted topics, imparted a useful knowledge of
Senpture on those points which are believed in com-
mon by Clristians generally. It was also laid down
as a rule Lhat, on cerfain days, a certain hour should
be set apart for religious instruction, at which time
the children were fo be separated according to their
religious denomination, to be instructed on religious
matters as their parents or guardians should direct.
Of this plan, however benevolently conccived and, in
general, we believe, fairly carried out, we admit we
never were miwch enamoured. Had the choice of a
systemn rested with us, we should have infinitely pre-
ferred the plan on which the Catholic Poor Scheol
Commiltee have been procceding in this country.
Baut in Ireland there was no such plan in aperation,
and not the remotest chance of founding it or any-
thing like it; and being at the time in a position to
aid or mar Mr. Stauley’s project, we {reely own that
we abetted it asin itself a beneficial measure, and
cspecially as it extinguished that most odious con-
clave of hypoerites, perverters and deceivers—the
Kildave Place Society. TFor five years we warred
in defence of the Board against Mr. Jackson (now a
very excellent JTrish Judge), Mr. Recorder Shaw,
Mr. Robert Daly (now Anglican Incumbent of the
united Sees of Cashel, Early, Waterford and Lis-
more), and the mountebanks O’Sullivan and M’Glee,
who used to delight Iixeter Tall with theirinvectives
against the “Scripture-mutilating,’ * Bible-burking,”
* God-denying,” * Soul-destroying” Board of Insh
Education,—epithets which were applied especially
to those Scripture lessons, and to Dr. Whately’s
tracts, which now have, all of a sudden, become so
popular with the No-Popery:factions. Atthe period
to which we allude, no terms of reproach were too
harsh or too scurrilous to be flung at Dr. Whately
by the party of Exeter ITall and their newspaper or-
gans; and il any one wishes to cull a few of these
rhetorical flowers as a bouquet for his Grace, we re-
fer him to the Morning Herald, the Stundard, the
Record, the Jolin Bull, and the Dublin Evening
Mazl, of any maonta for the nineteen years ended in
Decemberlast. "Since then, a change has come o’er

the spirit of their dream ; and they who held Arch-

bishop Whately up to Prolestant execration as a
heretic, a Socinian, an infidel and a traitor tn the
Church of England are now disposed to canonize him
as one of the best of the Reformation Saints. His
Grace has established two huge claims upon their
sympathy. ITe has circulated lies in aid of the anti-
nunuery crusade,~—he has had the meanness to pub-
lish in Parliament gross calumnies in support of Mr.
Spooner’s agitation, and then to shrink from the chal-

!icn;e that was flung down to him, to enable the
{ landered parties to repel his imputations, and the
pablic to test his veracity by giving names, places,
and dates; and he bas withdrawn from the National
Board, or, as another version of the affair bas ity
rendered his dismissal obligatory an the (Government,
and, of vourse, there is great joy in Joxeter 1fall.
"Lis a pity his flight wus not solitary, for then all the
applause of the fanatics would have been poured out
upon his own head; Lut Lis companinns in retreat,
Mr. Trancis Blackburne and Mr. Baron Greene
niust necessaiily receive their share of the enloginms
which the platforms and the press have in reserve for
any person so maticer wint his character, who fils
the pale of clamor against Catholicity.

Of the eause of this secession the public have been
far some time aware.  An objection was raised by
mermbers of the DBoard 1o the use of one of Dr.
Whately’s compilutions as a school-hook in the
schools connected with the Board 5 and as the boek
is a very dangeraus one for children fo read, a large
wajority of the Commissioners. including some An-
glicans and all the Presbyterians and Catholies re-
solved that the work should not be used during the
honrs of combined instructions, in asy school where
the parent or guardian of any child should formally
announce lis objection to its use.  After much par-
ley. this resolution was finally confirmed a couple of
weeks ago, and the result has been the secession of
the triumsirate already mmentioned. Their places
have since been filled up; and the Anglican Bishop
Kaaox and the Pory Mr. Brewster will, we bave no
doubt, be as faithful guardians of the State Church
interes(s in the National Schools as were Dr. Wha-
tely and Mr., Blackburne,

CONVERSION TO PROTESTANTISM IN
WEST GALWAY.

Ougliterard, Feast of St. Vincent

» de Paul, 1853.

A year has passed since T appealed to the public
in favor of the spiritual wants of the well knoswn pa-
rish of Oughterard. Tt was just after my appoint-
ment to ils extensive duties. When I undertook
them, I feared, from what T leard, that the redemp-
tion of Qughterard from proselytism—humanly speak-
ing—vas alinost irremediablc. But afew weeks’ in-
tercourse with my parishioners convinced me of the
contrary. I found, itis true, that more than three
hundred—Dbut less than four hundred—of my people
had abandoned, but not abjured, the faith, and 1
learned from my most vespectable parishioners that
the lives of those comparatively few, antecedent to
their change ol religion, were immoral in variousde-
grees, or lives of hunger, nakedness, and destitution
in the extreme. At the first moment of my entrance
upon the duties of parish priest, I placed mysell and
my people, with confidence, under the protection of
the Holy Mother of God. T then appealed to the
charity of the Faithful to assist me. 1 was not dis-
appointed. * T was enabled to build—through the aid
of some friends in Dublin, and two or three English
donors—a beautiful little chapel, five miles from licre,
in Glan, then notorious as the stronghold of ¢ Jump-
erism,” and to have for five weeks in the parish a
mission of the Fathers of St. Vincent de Paul,

The events of this mission have not passed from
the memory of the Catholics of this kingdom. They
will never cease to be remembered with gratitude by
the inhabitants of Oughterard. One circumstance
of it will make it be thought of with sorrow by those
who 1take an interest in the “conversion” from
“ Popery” of * the uninstructed and benighted peo-
ple of the west of Galway,” and wha pay so highly
for it. Oughterard (and its many villages—scattered
over a district cighteen miles in length and nineteen
in breadth), pointed to with exultation, in lettersand
specchies at the Rotunda and Exeter Mall, as the
eager receiver of the truths taught by the “ Bible
Readers”-—lauded as advancing with giant strides
towards the light of the Gospel—in fact, as « almost
totally rescued from the thraldom of superstition,
{from the dark servitude of idolatry, which Dlome and
its priests, for centuries imposed upon it.” This very
Oughterard it is which has exhibited the most mag-
nificent evidence of Catholicity during the missions.
«Two thousand three hundred and seventy-five per-
sons” (every one of whom was examined and an-
swered satisfactorily in their Catechism) received the
holy sacrament of Confirmation at the hands of the
illustrious Archbishop of Tuam j a number unequalled
on any former occasion, even in the Island of Saints,
since the olden days of Cathalicity, before the ad-
vent to our isle of the first precursors of the present
proselytisers,—and ene hundred and ninety-five poor
creatures returned to the Church of their Fathers,
confessing publicly with sorrow and shame, that, in
the moment of their weakness, from want and star-
vation, they yielded to the bribes of the tempter.—

These wonderful ciremnstances were witnessed by
the entire parish, and by members of Parlinment,
magistrates, and thirty-four clergymen of the dio-
ceses of Tnam and Galway.  Since then, during the
jpresent year, mapy other individuals, and some fami-
tlies, have returned to the old faith—a few on their
bed of death—others on leaving the Innd of their fa-
thers for ever ; and others when their worldly cir-
camstances improved.  Of these things T can give
tproo's to those who, unprejudiced, scek the truth.
Oh! how long will the English people remuin in
farkness regarding our religious state and foelings?
j Lknow that many of them, wlo mean well, and act
IMrom a sincere feeling, would cease to be the dupes
i of the desizning traflickers in Gods Ioly Scriptures,
Lif they but knew the teuth. Why should they be-
heve what they liear of the religions changes in Tre-
| land, without self-examination, and why believe, on
i the mere vague assertion of those who live and profit
| by their gevevous eredulity? Lt them but come to
{ our chapels on the Salibath, or on the festivals of our
I Chureh, and judge for themselves,  Tet them come,
il not Tor justice sake, at feast for their own sakes,
I lest Lierealter they be judged withont merey for hav-
{ ing prejudged the trath, and Tor aving blindly per-
seented it Let then come 1o the * natorions™
Oughterard, and see the beartfelt Qevation of our
congregation—still crowded, though emigration and
starvation have thinned the land. ~ They will behold
many, the old and the young, who come fasting from
their respective villages—five, six, seven, and nine
miles distant—to reccive the oly Communian, and
return again in the evening, still fusting, but still
willi joy and consolation. Lt themn go through aur
villages, not with a * convert” guide, but alone. The
knowledge they will gain will lie well worthy their
labor, and wiil be a consolation ta thew in after life.
They will find twenty-three villages (some of them
populous and comfortable), respectively distant from
Ougliterard, two fo nine miles, of whose inhiabitants,
not one, even in their gloomiest days (those terrible
days, when famine stalked the land =s its master),
cwér became a Jumper.  Let them ask these people
what their hopes in the Catholic religion are, and
they will answer with an ardor of devotion, that will
convince the questioner of ils sincerity, that (heir
hopes of peace hera, and of happiness hereafter, de-
pend upon their fidelity to the Holy Catholic Church.
You, I say to the stranger, may meet on the public
roads, some of the salaried feachers of the Bible, who
are sure to watch your coming. 1deaven knows itis
a desecration of the Holy Word of Gad, to put its
sacred volume in their hands, and to submit its pure
and mysterious truths to the interpretations which
their ignorance, or their passions, at the moment sug-
gest.  Iiced them not for fruth’s sake, until you Jearn
their moral antecedents, and the motives of their pre-
sent idle profussion. You may enter their schools,
ostenlatiously built on the highways, to cateh your
eye, but you will perceive, if you come to seek the
truth, without prejudice, that many of the poar chil-
dren speak not naturally from the heact, no matter
what the virulence of their prepared answers be
agaiost the doctrines of the Chureh of Rome and its
professors. Alas! they must act this bypocrisy to
obtain wark, or other means of subsistence, for their
wrelched parents. Oh! Enclish ladies and gentle-
men, of what great immorality among us, are not
some of you guilly ! 1Tow can you claim te be Chris-
tian, beinyg the patrons and supporters of this terrible
system of bribing conseienee, which mukes man worse
thae infuman ? Can you blame us, or can the na-
tions of Jurope wonder, if we detest the English
name, and think our hatred of it no moral guilt, as
it is said, we do, by thase whe have examined our
ration’s feclings ; since England has always persecut-
ed (now more than ever, through its literature, its
patronage, aund wealih) that which we esteem dearer
than fame, than Jife, or country—our Holy faith?

I have reason to be thankful to God for the fidelity
of my poor people under trials and tempiations the
most severe. All my parishioners know that there
are many poor creatures licre, whose very looks tell
a tale of long suffering from hunger, and some of
whom, to my knowledge, have siriven o support the
lives of themselves and families, on one meal of tur-
nips, mixed with Indian meal, in the day, and who
have indignantly refused the gifts of the agents of
the proselytisers, in the form of food, money, and
clothing. Yes, they resolved to die with their chil-
dren, rather than aceept the relief, which was offered
on the condition of sending their litile ones to the
schools of the proselytisers.

Against these temptations and persecutions of my
poor parishioners, I now raise my voice to the Chris-
tians of the kingdom. T offer no apology in asking
them to assistus. "We are all brethren of the one
family of the faith. I ask them not so much to assist
the adult generation of Catholics in this parish as the
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people believe there is not one proselyte here, who is
not a bribed pervert against his conscience. T ask
them, in the vame of all that is dear 1o them, to de-
fend, to proteet, the ristng generation, and those
yet unborn, from the machinations, of the impious,
the infidel, and immoral, by siving them an carly
eduration—religiovs and litwrary.” For this greai
purpose, I adldress this letter 1o the public,
M. A, Kavanacu, D.D., Outerard.

SHYLOCK’S POUND OT FLESIL,

The atracions things that are donc in the name of
religion are a fearful areument in the hands of the
infidel,  The worship of Cod is, sadly often in our
every day life, made the pretext of the most sinful
offnses.  Tn his name lave been committed the
greatest crimes that disgrace humanity. For the
ugliest vice, for the lowest meanness, for the darkest
pride, for the most disgusting bypoerisy, religion is
made the eloak 5 and there is hardly one worldly ex-
cuse which men would dare fo quote for the offenses
which they liesitate not to commit ad majorem 1es
Gloriam.

And if the sacred cause of religion has been made
a peetext for the worst kind of vices of our nature,
atall times and dn all countries, we venfure to say
that the unenviable distinction is ours, that in uo other
nation is it made the groundwork of equally disgust-
ing practices.—As example, we need only Joint to
the vile systen of Soup Prosciytism, by whicl some
of the most unhappy portions of our singularly unlappy
island are disgraced and disturbed.— We cannot fan-
cy an uglicr pictore to paint the set of well-fed mey-
mercenaries of Bnglish bigotry who prowl about the
counlry, tempting and corrupting the starving poor.
abusing and belying the creed in which they worship
attacking and villifying their priests, exciting immo-
rality and irreligion, aud sowing discord, heart-hurn-
ings, and anger, wherever they put theiv foot. When
we think of the glorious labors of the first preachers
of Clristianity—wher we reflect on the foil and suf-
fering, the voluntary poverty and mortification—the
gentleness, eharity, and angelic patience of the mis-
sioparies who have carried the eross to all ends of tie
world—and then pictare this will-fed, sleek-coated,
pampered, insolent set  who violate peace and love,
and propagate falschood, malice, and evid passions;
under the nawe of religion, we cannot help feeling a
loathing for the one side of the picture ag unbounded
asour admiration for the other. 1 al liberal men
could know the condition of the famine-stricken dis-
triets where this unholy system is now in operation-—
the suflerings of the popualation—the temptations that
are held out {o their miserable stomachs through the
scent of their nostrils—the remorse and often reckless
immorality, the fruit of conscious sin of those who
yield to the temptation, they would abominate this
Soup proselytism as a loathsome plague.

Oae of the latest examples of. its workings is shown
in an incident which took place in T'ralee, Treland,
the olber day. The ease was a shocking mixture of
the horrible and the ridiculous; and it would he iy-
resistibly laugable if it were not painfully disgusting.
A wretched starviag hoy had been induced, by the
appeal which the tempting food that the apostles of
soup are so well supplied with by their lanatic dupes
in England made, to his gnawing hunger, to abjure
his faith.  But after some time a troubled conscienee
appears to Lave overcome Lis animal appetite, and e
returned once more to the religion in which alone he
believed. It seems the Soup missionaries lrad sup-
plied him with some rags, he havieg been alinost na-
ked when he joined the confraternity ; and as (hey
could nat get back from him the food he had devour-
ed, they resolved to punish him by prosecuting him
for vunning away with the clothes he wore. The
rer. apostle, who had exhibited such singular regard
for the welfare of the poor wreteh’s soul and stomach
brougbt him up before the magistrates at petty ses-
sions. The account says that the elothes which
were made the subject of dispute would not do credit
to a respeclable scarccrow : a bench of magistrates
exceedingly favorable to the proselytising parson,
valued them at half-a-crown! The extraordinary
case was tried, it was acknowledged by the wilnesses
for the persecution that they had attempted to detain
the defendant by force; but the magistrates ruled |
with the apostolic litigant and sentenced the wretch-
ed boy to a fortnight’simprisonment, and a fine of 2s.
6d., the price of the rags with which he had ab-
sconded.

Here is a specimen of apostolic charity.~Does it
not carry us back in imagination to the days when
the lowly twelve received their mission, and wander-
ed forth among the gentiles, to meet the contempt.
and cruelties of the world with the patience and gen-
tleness of charity.—Does it remind us of early mar-
tyrs who bowed meekly before the sword of the. per-
secutor, and when they were smitten on the one

{young. Of the old and adult we are certain. My

cheek turned the otber—who prayed for those that
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imprisoned, and punished, and tortured them, and‘re-l
paid their executioners with a smile of inexlaustible
love? TFancy one of these dragging up a poor, fam-
ished, reluctant convert befc_:re the Rm.nnn magis-
irate, to punish him for ruoning away with the rags
they had thrown him Lo cover his nakednes;s. rj}h!
siireljr this meek, sleek, comfortable ¢ Jumper® of T'ra-
Ice, fatiening on'the gold of his Tinglish employers,
and figidly exacting his pound of flesh from the shoul-
ders of the starving boy, is a worthy successor of
tirose who bore the cross through the fire of persecu-
tion, and freely shed their willing life-blood under the
“pagan sword, ¢ to make a Roman holiday.’

But hear the sequel. This wretched lad had a
mother. When he was thrown inte prison, ¢ ibe
poor woman,’ says the respectable priest of the place,
+ looked ansiously forward to the day on which she
was told that her son was to return, and on that day
last Wednesday, 2 day of merey for the Christian,
she went to Uralee, a distance of 34 miles going and
coming, dressed as I have described her, T could use
the expression ¢ dress”—when rags hardly covered
her attenuated limbs—without the power of purchas-
ing one farthing’s worth of bread. To make ber
:nse worse, the poor creature appenred to be near
her confinement. Imagine ber nffliction, on being
told that her son must remain in prison until the 2s.
Gd. would be paid—and all this for the suke aud in
the name of religion.’

Such is the system for the propszation of the
established Church of England, of which the gold of }

Lingland is poured outin a continuous tide—for which |
sleek parsons and pious old dowagers lift their hands :
and praise Heaven—for which every relation of life :
is disturbed and the courts of justice made scenes of !
miserable strife—the system, which we are told, is to |
elevate and regenerate the country and make the peo- |
ple bappy. Heaven save us from the demoralising -
wouslrosity, and may its speedy extinction be the |
harbinger of peace and good will between all secis
and parties in this distracted land.— Ulsierman.

in which they drive alucrative trade. The ¢ start]iny
antouncement » iy the morning paper serves ag 3
sort of stimulant or tonie of the beery debauch of 1hn
previous night. Jn the present instance, however,
there appears to have been good foundation for the
announcement of Evangelical enterprise. On Sanday
last same. of these ¢ Mirsionaries of various LEvange-
lical denominations” appeared simultanconsly in sev-
eral towns in the counties of Limerick, Tipperary, &e..
and at onece rommenced operations on the open-ajr
plan.  Furnished with a Bible and tracts, each ¢ Mis-
sionary” fook his staud on beer barrel or whisky pun-
cheon in the public street, and the display lavine
collected a erowd of boys and other idlers aronmd him,
Just as readily as the performance of ¢ Punch and
Judy? would have done, he proceeded to harangue
them on the blessings of Protestantism and the ini-
quities of Popish idolairy.  This, however, was not
the fua his andience probably exnected, so that, after
a brief holding forth, the Rev. Missionary was rather
rudely cut short in his oration, and had 1o Leat a pre-
cipitate retreat, amid the hootings of a hall-amused

Mr. Darrac, and also the great forbearance, and sijil
greater energy, of the police aunthorities and the force
at their disposal,  All aceounts concur in statine that

the excilement, however ruised, reached a pitch of
fury hardly ever Dbefore witnessed in Limerick. In

;one place a mob of three thousand persons porsued a
{ ¢ Missionary™ through the streets while under the
teseart of the police, and it roquired the entire of the
local force w0 rescue him from his patilous position.
The provocation for this ebullition of popnlar feeling
appears 10 have been some exveedingly offensive
blasphemies uttered by the « Missionaries®? against
the Catholic religion, and especinlly an indecent at-
tack upon the veneration paid by Catholies 1o the
Blessed Mother of God. It is perhaps, a maiter for
congratutation that these nissionary monutebanks
shonld have Lrought a whale skin culof the viot pro-
voked by their obirosive and indecent behaviour. We
feel preity certain judeed thal no serious violence
cordd have been contemplated against them, however
outrageons their eonduel, or however gret the excile-
ment provoked by it.  In truth our apprebensions, in
the avent of such an emewte as occarred in Limerick,
would be excited, not for the authurs of the distyr-

WEATHER AND CROPS.

The weather in Dublin continues broken, July
went oot in storm aod rain, and the first day of an-
tumu is cold, wet, and cheeriess, In the provinces
however, matters we not 80 bad; and although there
are sonte complaiuis of @ superthuity of rain, no injury
whatever has been doae to the eraps.  Notwithstand-
ing the continpous starmy and wet weather we have
had daring the lest month, all the crops are progress-
inn favorably towards materiiy.  We have heard no
account of the apprarance of the polate blight in this
aeighborhond, alilwugh we have made inquiry
amongst partics whese opportunities of observation are
extenzive. We sineerely trust that as they have leld
out 80 Joug, they will escape the visitation, A corres-
poudent fom Mount Bellewbridge informs us that the
potato crop in that locality is one of the fiuest ever
seen, particulariy those known as ¢ green tops.”
“The crop has been tried, and the best new potatces
have bean sold iz the market of Mount Bellew-bridge
at four-pence per stone.— Tuam Herald,

The Clure Journal states that the fatal blight has ap-
peared in three districts of that country. {n Ennis
the signs are perceptible, © but so slight that there is
really no cawse for alann.” At Corolin ““the disense
has appeared unmistakeably in several gardens.” At
Witvash # 38 sated that * until within the Jast few
days ardent hopes were entertained by many that the
potato blight had taken its favewell of this loeality
1o what extent they were mistaken can best be cun-
ceived by secing, on the Kilkee road, Mr. Dowling’s
gardens, which, though a few days ago they were
ftesh and green, are now black and withered.”” These
happily, are so far but exceptions to the mle, as all
the other accounts by this day’s post cominue to be of
a favorable character. Last year the disease had
generally manifested ilself on the 20th of July.

would lose < caste® among the breadstaflmen, and the
consequence was, that great uneasiness was felt by
the population at the prospect which these alarmisrs
caused to be held forth to them ; but the resuit proved
to a demonstralion that they were false prophets. The
potalo continued plentiful and sound, and alinost within
the reach of all vutil the new ones made their appear-
ance. This year the same miserable and disreputa-
bie subterfuge is resorted lo, and alwrming rumors
touching this crop are again in circalation, bit we are
happy lo inform the public that so far as the crop, gen-
eral and partienlar, of this country is econcerned, these
rumors have no foundation whatever. We have tra-
velled a great deal of this countsy within the last fow
days, and we have conversed with men who have tra-
velled thronghout the whole of it, noton a fiying ex-
cursion ou rail or on coach, but on foot, andihey have
one and all repoited to us that there is not only 1o
blight, bat, what is further, that there is uo appearance
whatever of it, and that the crops, both early and late,
never witlin their memoiies looked more faxariant,
ar promised better, both in quahty and abundance.
Our markel is every day most plentilully snpplied
with line polatoes—the supply of one day exceeding
that of the preceding one, and, of course, causing a
reduction in the price.  Yesterday they were selling
at Td. per stone, and to-day they are 6. ; and when
we add (o this gratifying intellivenve the positive fuct
that there has not been for many years a srcater
breadih planted under the potato than that of thisyear
we may reasouably suppose that the speculaiors i
breadstulfs will not have the game altogether in their
own hands ; for i the poor man cannot procure a big
loaf at a reasonable rate for his family, be can provide
them with a big pot of polatves.””

The secession of Dr. Whately from the National
Educational Board of Ireland, threatens tolead to a
‘break un of the whole system, or at least to intro-
duce several important wodifications. An interest-
ing debate upon this schim, unattended with any
practical results, occurred in the House of Lords on
the 28th ult. On one point the speakers seemed
pretty nearly unanimous, viz., that the attempt to edu-
cate Catholics and Non-Catholics together had, after
a fair trial, turned out a complete failure.

The Bills for amelicrating the condition of the
Tenant furmers of Ireland have at last passed
through the Commons, and are now under considera-
tion in the House of Lords, where however it is
expected ihat they will undergo such modilications
as will render their provisions of little benefit to the
class for whose sake they were introduced into Par-
liament. Some important amendments were made
{o the # Landlord and 'Denant Bill? on its third
reading. On the motion of Lord Monck it was
moved and carried that Landlords shoutd not have
it in their power to distrain for rent upon the grow-
ing crops: this is justly estecmed a great point
cained for the Tenants. That even in their present
slate these Bills will hardly realize the sanguine an-
ticipations of their framers, the editor of the
Tablet admits 3 but upon the principle that “half a

WITAT IIAS THE SUPPRESSION OF TIIE
RELIGIOUS ORDERS DONE FOR THE
POOR.?

At a peried when everything around us, in the po-
litical world, seems to amounce, an attacksupon these
Ocders and their property, and that the Catholics of
Canada will soon be called upon, forgetful of differ-
ences of origin, waiving all minor considerations, to
combine heartily for the defence of their convents,
hospitals, and charitable asylums, against the aggres-
sive spirit  of Protestant democeracy, itis eerlainly
not an unprofitable speculation to inguire—¢ What
has the suppression of the Religious Orders done for
the poor 7 Fortunately, in one respect, the results
of their suppression have been so uniform, that it re-
quires not 2 deep search into the records of history,
nor a long and laborious investization into the annals
of foreign nations, to detect them. They are pal-
pable, everywhere present, and unmistakeable ; alike
in all ages, and io all lands—in the XVI century,and
in the XTX : the same in England, France, or Spain.
“When therefore we are called upon to consent to the
spoliation of the Religious Orders in Canada, let us
see what their spoliation add suppression has done

for the poor in any one country,and we may confidently

predict the same consequences inall. We propose to
enquire— What has the suppression of the Reli-
gious Orders done for Spain 7”

We know {rom Protestant historians what benefits
the Znstitution of these Orders conferred upon the
Spanish people. In the third volume of his History.
of Turope—p. 43—Alison thus enwmerates some of
them :— .

«The charily and beneficence of the monks had
set on foot in every partof the country, extensive in-
stitutions, which were effecting more than any others
in-relieving the distresses of ihe poor. . The
{riars acted as schoolmasters, advocutes, physicians,
and apothecaries. They were considerate landlords,
and indulgent masters; peace-makers in domestic
broils, and the prop of support in family misfortune ;
they provided amusements and festivities for the pea-
sanis, advanced them funds when assailed by misfor-
tune, and furnished them seed, if the harvest had
failed. Most of the convants had fundaciones, or en-
dowments, for Professors who taught rhetorie, and
philosophy, besides keeping schools open for the use
of the poor. Superficial and free-thinking travetlers,
observing that the aged, the sick, and the destilute
were always to be found in numbers round the convent
grates, supposed that they cteated the sufferings they
were so insirumental in relieving ; forgetting that the
poor will ever be assembled round these establisi-
ments where their sufferings are relieved j and that
10 represent such beneficent instilutions as the cause
of this distress is just as absurd as it wonld be to de-
cry fever-hospitals, because their wards are generally
filled with typhus patients.”

Now let us look at the other sie of the picture,
and see what the suppressicn of the convents and Re-
ligious Orders has done for the poor. We copy from
a late Trench paper :— :

« In vain the venerable Bishepof St. Jacques, in the
presence of more than 600 unfortunates resembling
moving corpses,who daily besiege his gate,has sold his
mules and his carriage.  In vain has he redneed him-
self and his servants to the merest necessaries, in or-
der that lte might give the rest to those who perish of
hunger. All that ke or the other bishops and clergy,
all thal the government ean o, according to the £s-
peranza, is but a drop of water ta extinguish the cou-
flagration. When we speak of the Gevernment, how-
ever, we must remember that a lust contribution made
by it of 3,000,000 of reals had not been distributed. . .
rv.os .. Inthe Moantains, the starving die by do-
zens, and in many places fevers of the most danger-
ous charucter are joiued to the fumine. Hundreds of
sick expire for want of nourishment aud medicine.
The streets of our cities are encumbered with old inen
women and children, with the visages of corpses, cov-
eted with miserable rags, and even worse, troubling
themselves no longer except to die in quict, and im-
ploring with loud eries the succours of the public cha-
rity. At ihe gates of the Archiepiscopal Pulace more
than athousand people wait fordaily bread ; and I hear
that one day lately 4,500 poor assembled to receive
the alms disiributed in the city by one gentleman.”
There is nothing wonderful in all this ; nothiny new,
nothing but what might have been, from the begin-
ning, predicted as the inevitable vesuit of the sappres-
sion of the only institulions that ever have been, or
that ever can he, campetent to the relief of the suf-
ferings of the poorer classes of socicly in periods of
great or wide spread calamity. Tt was the same in
Lngland after the destruction of the monasteries dur-
ing the great apostacy of the X VI century. In vain
did the Legisiature, by the most sanguinary edicts
against poverty, atiempt to diminish pauperism. Pro-
testant Legislators slarved, incarcerated, flogged,
branded with hotirons, and putto death their vietims
by thousands: but still pauperism increased, and is
increasing until it threatened and does threaten, to
overturn the whole social fabric in every country,
whether nominally Catholic, or avowedly Protestant,
which, deaf to the voice of the Church, heedless of the
first principles of justice,and regardlessof the claims
of the poor,has Taid its unhallowed hands upon the funds
set apart by Catholic charity for the support of the
sullfering members of Christ’s body. Vainly has Pro-
testantism attempted to atone {or its misdeeds by Lie-
gislative enactments, and legal provision for the poor.
Cruel even in its philanthrophy, Protestaniism bas
but still more embiltered the wretched lot of those
whom it sought to reliel. Tt has destroyed the con-
vents, and it has given Poor-Houses—those foul dun-
geons, accursed of Gtod and man, from which the
voice of the poor man daily ascends to heaven for
vengeance upon his oppressors.  Let us take a peep
at the inside of an English Protestant Poor house.

“«1 am not going’—says a writer in the ZLondon
Times, under date of the 28th May last—%1 am not
going to write of the unnecessary eruelly that sepa-
rates the parent and the child—the husband and wife
of 50 years—ihongh I have seen very bilter tears
stream doswn furrowed cheeks at the prospect, and wit-
nessed Lhe aged mother’s strong arasp of agony on her
sickly child, as in hard set tones she said—¢ they must
nol scparate us.> Neither will [ write of the Kind of
aitendance bestowed on the sick and dying by the
nurses—women, respectable enough, it may be, but
of course wholly destitute of, thal genlle kindness which
in such need is {o be found, even in the most wrelched
home. It is true that Ihave shuddered af the leen looks
of terrified dislike withwhich a dying woman has walched
the retreating figure of tne turse from her bed-side, and
sickened at the husky sounds—¢ Hush, she will hear
you,? thal stopped me, when in answer to (he whisper—
¢ 1 wish I had not left my home—T Iried lo speok of
anofler, and a happier oue. These things are, I be-
lieve, inherent in the system, part olits very nature :*

And therefore not worth talking about, Cruelty
to the pootr, brutality te the sick and dying, are
“inherent in the system, part of its very nature,”
even by the confession of Protestant writers ; and yet,
be it remembered, that it is to this system that we
must come, if like Protestant England we tamely
submit to the encroachments of Protestantism, and
resist not, by every means that God has placed within
our reach, its threatened attack upon the private
property of our Religious—or rather, for they are but
the administrators,~~upon the property, of the poor.

Itis indeed the poor,rather than the Religious
Orders, who are the first sufferers by the robbery of

the convents——but .they will not be. the last; they
will yet-be avenged upon their spoliators. The day
of vengeance may be delayed—it may come neither
this year, nor yet the next—unforeseen civcumnstances,
the opening up of new sources of wealth—as for
instance the wonderful gold discoveries in California
and Australia_may, by furnishing employment to the

“14 classes dangereuses”’ postpone its coming for an-
other generation ; but come it must ; and though ter-.

rible will be its coming, who can contest the
justice of the retributionl—who will deny the
right of the poor man to say to his oppressor,—
% You have robbed me long encugh, it is my turn
now?? The great social problem of the XIX cen-
tury, begotien of the religious apostacy of the X VI,
yet awaits its solution ; and nv solution, save a bioody
one, is possible; unless indeed, God in His mercy
shall be pleased to briny back the wanderers to the
fold from whence they iave strayed, aad to turg theiv
hearts to obedience to the Pastor against whom they
have rebelled. ‘
Especially are the Trish Catholics of Canada in-
terested in resisting every atlempt to interfere with
our Catholic hospitals, and convents. Itisto these,
under God, that many of them owe, not only all that
they have, but their very being. But for these Po-
pisl institutions they would have been left to die
like dogs in the sireets; or worse, far worse,—~worse
both for body and soul—swould have beeu handed
over to the tender inercies of some government
institution, some Canadian Eanistymon or Kileush,
with—instead of the Sisters of Charity to tend them—
its murses like those deseribed by the T¥mes, as in-
spiring terror and hatred, and from whose foul pre-
sence the moaning wretch impatiently calls upon
death to deliver him. But for these Leligious Or-
ders, but for these Catholic inslitutions ol Capada,
the Trish immigrant well knows that he would have
xbeen left to die of sickness, to rot away with disease,
or the slewer tortures of starvation—unheeded, wn-
pitied, unlamented; that but for them, and their
gentle inmates, no kind hand would have been held
out to succor him in his distress—no voice would have
bad him, the stranger, to be of good cheer, and wel-
come to a foreign land—tbat no eye would have
dropped a tear over his agony—and that, bad he died,
no tengue have formed one prayer to Ifeaven’s mer-
cy seat in behalf of the passing soul. Remembering
then what they owe to these institutions, but which
are now meniced, it behoves the Trish Catholies to
be on the alert, and to make good use of the power
which the laws of the country put into their hands,
and which they will be called apon to exercise at the
next general clection; a period perhaps not very re-
mote, and at which the question of Icclesiastical pro-
perty will be made a test question.

CLERGY RESERVES.
We have reeeived a leiter from a gentleman in
Toronto—svho, from his situation, is well qualitied to
judge of the general sentiments of the Catholic body
of Upper Canada upon the subject of the « Clergy
Reserves®—in which we are bappy to find that the
writer perfectly agrees with the opinions of the Trur
WiTNEsS respecting the inexpediency of the minis-
terial proposition for % Secularisation.” We say inex-
pediency, because we do notintend toinvoive ourselves
in the question of abstract right. Whether the Colonial
Legisiature has the right to divert the revenues ac-
cruing from these Lleserves to other than the pur-
poses for which they were originally destined is not
so much a question of importance to Catholies, as
whether, even admitting that right, it be expedient, in
the interests of morality, and religion in general, and
of the Catholic Chureh in particular, to exercise it.
We may be singular in our belief that it would be
unjust on the part of the Canadian Legislature to dis-
turb a settlement which was made, and in good faith
aceepied, as final 5 but we think, and in this opinion
we are confirmed by our Toronto correspondent, that
many Catholies will agree with us as to the inexpedi-
ency of such a measare § will with us conclude that it
would not only be liable to the reproach of a breach of
faith, but, that in its consequences, it would be pro-
ductive of many, and serious evils to the cause of the
Catholic Church, and Catholic education, in Canada.
I'rom melives of sell-interest then—if not {rom the
higher motives of a love of justice, and fair play—
Catholics should pavse ere they lend themselves (o the
support of fa scheme whose avowed object is the
spoliation of the only endowment held by the various
Protestant religicus denominations in this county.
Spoliation, secularisation—call it by what name
you will—once commenced will not stop until tlicre
be nothing left to despoil or secularize. The Moloch
of democracy is insatiable : bis appetite will be but
sharpened, not glutted, with the paltry mouthful of-
fered him in the « Clergy Reserves:” he will swal-
low them, lick his tps, and then sing out for ¢« more,
more.”  Against this ery, it will be in vain to plead
the rights of property, or the sacredness of treaties:
never yet did democracy recognise the one, or bow
before the other. It knows no right, but might—es-
teems naught saered save the will of the majority —and
its last word is “ La proprieté c’est le vol.” ~ Canit
be expedient for Catholics to ally themselves with
such a power 7 Or do they think that their ally will
be more tender of the rights of Catholics, because the
tatter shall have shown themselves regardless of the
rights of their Protestant fellow citizens 7 He must
indeed be a very sanguine man, and a very inatten-
live observer of nassing events, who can expect that
the secularisation of the ¢ Clergy Reserves? will
stop the maw of Protestant democracy, or who fails
to perceive that the crusade, nominally undertaken
against Protestant endowments, is in - reality directed
against all ecclesiastical property whatsoever, ¢ Se-
cularisation” may commence with the ¢ Clergy Re-
serves,” but Catholics may be assured that it will not
| end there.

Nor is it only because the * Secularisation of the
Clergy Reserves” would afford a dangerdus prece-
dent, and a plausible pretext for an onslaught upon
Catholic ecclesiastical property, that we oppose it as
. inexpedient ; there are other dangers, still more me-
nacing, consequences still more disastrous, that would
inevitably follow the adoption of such a course.

The advocates of “ Secularisation ™ are hardly at
the pains of concealing their ulterior intentions. 17
-they ery out for the ¥ Secularisation ” of the © Re-
serves” as the prop of State Churchism, it is that they
may be appropriated to the support of State-School-
ism ; to the sirengthening of a system which the ex-
perience ol neizhboving countries has shown fo be
pernicious to morality and religion—subversive of ali
personal liberty—and which the Catholic Chureb,
speaking by her assembled Prelates, and by the voice
of the Sovereign Ponliff, bas clearly and emphatically
condemned. Ttis no secrel that the design of the
friends of ¢ Secularisation ” is to devote the spoils
to the purposes of State education; to endowing an
educational system from which, of course, the religious
element 1aust be climinated, and of which, 1t iy
equally certain, that no conscientions Catholie con
pessibly avail bimself.  We can understund why such
a system should hic acceptable to 2 Protestons de-
mocracy ; why the cnemies of the Cathalic Churel
should rally for its defenco—why greedy aspirants
after place and sulary shisuld long afler its establish-
ment: and why it should be readily adopted by
statesmen, whose power and influence it promises to
increase by means of the immense additional patron-
age that will be thereby placed at the disposal of
the government. \We can see, and approciate the
| motives of these advocates for # Seculurisation ;7
i but what we cannot understand, is how any Catholic
¢an look with faver on a prepesal to put a sword fute
his adversaries hands: aye! and a sword that will
be used with fatal eflect. As Catholies then we
oppose ¢ Secularisation” because it means State-
Schoolism, State Colieges, State Universitics, and
Godless IEducation.

What is the great educational principle asserted,
and contended for by the Catholic Churel throuph-
aut Europe and America at the present day 7 Ts it
not, that the eduention of the child does not belong
to the State 7 and that the State has no right to in-
terferc therein?  What have the Catholics of Up-
per Canada, not unaided by their brethren in the
Lower Drovince, been struggling for, during the last
two years, if noifor ¥ Freedom ol Education”—{rec-
dom from 2l State trammels, and government in-
terference ?  And to-day they ave asked to suppert
a'measure destined (o give the State almost unlimited
control over the education of their children? It is
no use disguising the truth, Poor, and sparsedly seal-
tered over the face of the country, hardly can the
Catholics of Tpper Canada hold their own under tlie
present system, aoainst the wealthy Protestant com-
munity which surounds them. What then will be
their condition, when, by the ¢ Secularisation” of the
“ Clergy Reserves,” a permanent and prolilie source
of income shall have been placed at the absolute dis-
posal of the government for the support of the very
sysiem whicl they bave so long and painfuily {ought
against, and over which they have at last obtained
but, at best, a doubtful victory 7 It needs nota pro-
phet’s gilt to foresee the resuit. If the ¢ Seculari-
sation” of tue ¢« Clergy Reserves” menaces the in-
tegrity of the property of the Catholic Church in
Lower Canada, it is destived 10 be fatal toall « Free-
dom of Education” in the Upper section of the Pro-
vince. 'T'his slone shon!d suffice to convinee Cathol-
ics, and all {riends of ¢ I'yeedom of Iiilucation” of
the impolicy of joining with the Brownites in their
meditated crusade against Ecelesiastical endowments.

The British Canadian in criticising our narrative
of the eveats connected with the Gavazzi riots at
Montreal accuses the TRy WrrsEss of distorting
the facts of the case, in that it represented the first
acts of violence or rioling, on the part of the mob, as
subsequent to the advance of the police upon them,
and as not having commenced until they had been
driven away from the immediate vieinity of Zion
Chureb.

Now if they “ commenced” to resist at this point
it is clear that the mob did not resist before ; and
therefore the statement of the I'RUE WiTsEss is
fully borne out by the evidence of a gentleman to
whom even the British Cunudian must give the
credit of impartiality. Again, the same gentleman,
at the close of his evidence, anxious to prevent any
misunderstanding, corrected an expression calculated
lo give rise fo a false impression.  FHaving previous-
ly sworn that ¢ ke saw no attack maede on the church
by the people outside,” he added that, ke had scen
none even atiempling to get into the church.” 71t
would have been but honest on the part of the Brit-
ish Canadian if, whilst italicising ‘certain passages
from the narrative given in the True WirnEss, as
especially obnoxious to the reproach of distortion,
he had added that those passages were copied, verba-
tim, from the evidence of Protestant gentlemen,
examined at the Coroner’s Inquest,

"The logic of our Non-Catholic cotemporary is on
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a par with his candour. We had spoken sligltingly
of his friend and patron Gavazzi, as of a buffoon and
a blackguard—.citing his language, in justification of
the epithets we applied 1o him. « But it Gavazzibea
blackguard” argues our cotemporary, ¢ so must Pius
IX, for the latter was once very intimate, and on
friendly terms, with Gavazzi; therefore, upon the
faith of the axiom— noscitur a socits”—as Garaz-
zi, so Pio Nono.”

Bard—Psalm x1. 9. We advise our cotemporary
to overhaul his logic, and see il lis conclusion be a
legitimate deduction from his premnises.

The more bigoted of the Anti-Catholic press of
Cunnda are making a great outery against the School
"Trostees of Kingston, in that they have authorized
the establishment of a school, tanght by the Christian
Brothers, subject however, to all the rvegulalions
imposed upon all other schools deriving assislance
from the public funds. 1t would indeed be lard to
point ol the injustice of this conduct on the part of
the Trustees, or to show how any injury las been
thereby inflicted upon the Profestant portion of the
community : aad yet the (Hode, and others, who can
see no injusiice in compelling Cathalics to support
Protestant sehosls, pretend to fnd in it another en-
croachent of Popery.  Right or wrong, however,
it was by Protestant votss that this school, so much
objected to as Jesuitical, was established, as will ne
seen by the foliowing extract from the Niugston
Herald, vhich has a very excellent article wpon the

Suvely these members knew what they
were voling for ; it is an insult to their intelligence to
say that they were biindfolded when they voted.
Then why this ery ? why this unseemly and bigoted
agitation 1 why this “ awlul suspense” as the writer
in the ddverdicer Judicronsly says, about the Commeon
Schools 2 where is the wrong ? where the evidenco of
Latholic aneroachment 7%

Qur cotemporary goes on to point out the natural
results of this agitation against one Catholic School.
Will Mr. Brown be better pleased with the alterna-
tive of ¢ several separate schools 3

« {t is to be hoped that the Protestant members of
the Board of Trusiees will act independently of this
agitation, and not permit themselves to do injustice
because it may please a knot of bigots and mercenary
favatics. [f they da, depend upon it, that the Comnon
School Inlerests of (e eity will suffer, and l}{eir zeal
for the suppression of one school because it s tanght
by the Christians Brothers, will only end in the estib-
lishment of hal! a dozen separate schosls, where Ro-
man Catholic doctring will be taught, and which mast
exist by an independent school fund.  And et it not
be supposed that this fund will be small. Why, at
the first sweep it wouid take away more than balt the
Governmen! Giant—for the money would have to be
appottioned according to the atlendunce of thechildren,
and it is known that the Catholic scholars form the
majority of the pupils schools. Thea let it be clearly
understood that in the events of separate schools, Ca-
thelies wounld escape assessment Jor school purposes.
But why sum up this—ihe evils to the Common
Schools of this city resulting from a break up of the
preseut Board must be patent fo every man having
educution at heart, Before we publish an extracl from
a colemporary, we noliee an asseition made in one
of the city papers, that the Catholics contribute only
one tenth of Uie assessment of the eity. Thisisapal-
pable falschood. We could name a half-dozen Ca-
tholic Grms whase united assessmeunt forms one-
seventh, nay one-sixth of the cily aseessment this
year.”?

The Taronio Leader has an excellent article on the
Maine Liquor Law. To the assertion that the sup-
pression of the traffic in fermented liquors is the only
means of preventing drunkeuness, he replies, ¢ by
pointing to the benighted peasaniry of European Catho-
lic eountries, where sobriety and cheap wines aund li-
quors are found side by side. It is not,”* adds our co-
temporary, ¢ the presence ot fermented, or aleohotic
drinks that canses mischief, but the absence of Lhe
habit of using them in moderation.”” Rightly reasoned.
The ¢ benighted peasantry” of Catholic Europe have
acquired that habit of ¢ moderation in the use,” from
the principles instilled into them by the Catholic
Chureh. 1t is to moral influences, and, above all, to
the influences of Catholicity, that we must trust for
the reformation of the people. Maine liquor Laws
may make 1ogues, smugglers, and hypoerites ; bot they
will never reclaim a single drunkard. We give the
couclusion of the Leader’s article, for the sake of the
bold stard the writer takes against the modern, slav-
ish, and soul-degrading doctrine, that the will of a
majority is to be absoluie over the minority ; as if the
individual had not the right of private judgment
amainst the whole world, as well as against the
Church ; our cotemporary continues:—

¢¢ ¢ Does the Leader deny the right and the will and
the power of the people 3” one very dogmatic gentle-
man asks. Sir, we do deny the right of ¢the peo-
ple’ to force their idea of righteonsness down the
throats of any of their namber.” We do deny the right
of “the people’ to rendet null and void the rights of
minorities,  We do deny the right of ¢ the people’ to
decree what we shall eat, what we shall arink, what
we shall wear, and how we shall work—just as we
deny the right of ¢the people’ or our interrogaior to
say what we shall write upon this very question. Aud
farther, we do deny the power of ¢ the people’ to sub-
vert by an act of patliament opinions and tastes which
are the growth of centuries, and which will be che-
rished all the more warmly the moment an attempt is
made forcibly to repress them. One word more must
be added for the information of the writer addressing
ns, and it is, that ¢the right and the.will and the
power of the people’ to do znylhing that the aforesaid
¢ people’ may please, is the essence of the worst forms

of Kuropean socialism. Hence the remark in our first

article, that the principle of a prohibitory liquor Jaw
‘is essentially a socialistic principle. We bow to no
.sach idol. :

4 The principle, we are reminded, is an old one.—
It ¢ has been advocated and tried, and tried again and
amain, before it was dreamed of in the State of
Maine.” Of course it has. The principle was tried
in the times of the Puritans, when Cromwell rebuked
it with his strong sense. It was-tried in the days of
the Covenanters, with what success history tells. [t
was tried in the infancy of the New Engiland States;
and now lies entombed in the musly records of the
antiquated Bloe Laws. [t was tiied in England in the
reign of George 11., and wus abandoned because the
prohibition proved a failure. It was tried during the
progress of the first French revolution, and gave birth
to tyranny more outrageons than that which Mirabeau
any Robespierre arraigned. Beyond all, it was tried
¢again and again’ by the republies of ancient Enrope,
which enacted sumptnary Jaws ever and anon, al-
ways, however, 10 abandon them as ineffectual and
worthless, Giant, then, that Maine only revived in-
tolerance, and what then? lirevived « theory which
men had thrown into the Iumber-room of the past, as
a thing {it 1o sleep with laws against witcheralt. And
this parnding ot an exploded worn-out thing is com-
mended to Canada by politicians aod preachers who
claim to have taken ali that is pregressive under their
specinl care.  They imitate the motion of the crab,
aud call it progress 1

The Quebec Gazcife asks a question, which was
asked long ago—¢ What is good, and what is true 7
anil, in despair of receiving a satisfactory answer,
alaims for kimself the < nnfettered right of private judg-
ment,’ todecide.  Good ; but is our eolemporary ready
to aceord this right to others?  No, he s not; and no
Protesiant is, ever was, or ever will be. His elamor
for the *¢ nufettered right of private judgment® is a
piece of eant and humbug on a par with all the other
Iying pretensions of Protestantism, to liberality and
freedom. The “right of private judgment” is a
right thatis, and must be, if sociely is to hold to-
gether, violated every day. [t is violated every time
a Protestant judge passes sentence on a prisoier—it
is violated by every law enacted by a Protestant legis-
lature—it is violated by every vestriction which society
imposes upon the passions of the individual, If, in
the “private judgment” of the True Witsess—
Christ were an impostor— His worshippers a parcel of
silly fools—His law a miscrable cormpound of folly
amd fanaticism—Tfornication commendable—adultery
a thing to be practised—obedience to the laws of the

Why
then shonld they be prohibited from exercising their
right of ¢ private judgment.” Or is it, alter all, a
richt but to be heldin abeyance ; to be used as Johuny
daes the drom which Papa gave him, upen the condi-
tivn that he wasnot to beat it? Bah!—When we
hear @ Protestant prate about—« Jiberty of speech—
ficetlem of conscience”—or the ¢ unfettered right of
private judazment,’? we know that we wie listening to
a fool, or a hypoerite.  Atall events, this is our ¢ pri-
vate judgment,’? and as against the Gazelte, and all
Protestants, we claim the ¢ unfettered?? exercise of
that right.

Qur eotemporary alse asks—¢ Have we got in Lower
Canmada a correct administration of justice?” No,
Sirree—most eertainly we have not, and cannot have,

PROVINCIAL PENITENTIARY.

The ¢ Report of the Inspectors of the Provincial
Penitentiary, for the year ending on the 31st Decem-
ber, 1852, has been published. As we shall proba-
bly have to refer to thiz docament at a future period,
we wil! for the present confine ourselves to gleaning
therefrom the following statistics :—

The total nnmber of convicts remaining in the Pe-
nitentiary, on the 31st of Decomber, 1852, was 463,
of whom 16 were soldiers confined for offences against
military discipline. ‘

The total number of conviets committed to the Pe-~
nitentiary during the year 1852, from the whole Pro-
vince, was 13S.  Of these, Lower Canada, with a po-
pulation of §90,17). furnished 38 ; and Upper Canada,
with a population of 952,004, furnished 100. Of these
138 convicts, 60 were Catholies, and 78, Non-Catho-
lics 5 the latter belouging to the following seclig—

Anglicans,
Baptists, e 3
Methadists, . 18
Preshyterians, - 1L
Miunr Non-Cathelio sects, . 1
78

Deducting the 16 soldiers confined for military offences,
we have 447 remaintng as the total nuomber of con-
viels in the Penitentinay on the 31st December last;
of whom 176 are put down as Catholies, aad the re-
mainder, 274, os belonging to the following Non-Ca-
tholic sects :—

From these statistics, we learn that, 914,560 Catholies
have furnished, during the year, 60 convicts to the
Penitentinry— and 927,950 Protestants bave furnished
73 and that whilst the Catholic and Non-Catholic
portions of the communily are almost equal in point
of numbers, the latter supplies by far the greater por-
tion of our eriminals at present eonfioed in the Peni-
tentiary—the numbers being 271 1o 176.

The Paris Bourse has exhibited almost a panic,
almost every description of securities having fallen
and closed with a downward tendeney.

The Paris correspondent of the Z%mees writes as
follaws an T'uesday evening :—

% The Turkish gevernment, harassed by the con-
duct of QRussia, and having exposed tothe world
the injustice of that power, has determined to act
with vigor. A note, in the form and swith the cha-

DENMARK.

From the 25th to the 26th ult., there were an-
naunced 303 new cases, of whom 133 died, making
altogether 4,134 cases with 2,174 deaths. Themost
{frequent passengers in the streets are the carpenters’
people carrying home the coffins ; omnibuses convey
full loads of corpses to the burying grounds, where
hands are insufficient to dig the graves, and Clergy
are wanted to read the burial service. On Sunday
weel 170 coffics were lying in one churchyard, ex-
posed to the broiling sun, and had Jain there since
the Thursday previous.

RUSSIA.

1t is said that Mea-
toen boasts’ his intention of driving us into the sea,
and that the Burmese Government have still faith in
his promises.

tion of Commadore Lambert. By the Intest accounts
the Burinese were evidently anticipating the advance
of our truops on Ava, and all their measures were for
defence.

Tur Cuvese Resernvton.—Iongkong letters
of May 24th state that mivices had heen received
(rom Shanghaito the 10th., "U'he aceounts of the re-
bellion in the north and south are extraordinary, and
for the future full of interest. “L'he insurgents declared
they never bad any intention of attacking Shanghai;
their object was 1o advance 1o Pekin.  They were
in possession of Nankin, which they were fortifying,
itaving a foree there estimated at 8,000 original re-
bels, and about 25,000 from Honan, Hopib, and other
provinces, on whom they can depend, to which may
be added the rabble who join them at the capture of
towns for the sake of plunder. ‘Fhey also possess
Chin-kiang-foo on the south, and Yan-chang-foo on
the north side of the Yang-sve-kiang, commanding
the Grand Canal.

AUSTRALTIA,

Accounts bave been received from DNelbourne
(Victoria) to the 27th April.

The miners were doing remarkably well, but the
newly-arvived emigrants experienced great inconve-
nience, many of whom are totally unfitted for such a

Many deaths and other acei-
dents are recorded from the heat and subsequent light-
ning, indifferent partsot the States, Thirty-four deaths
are reported in Albany and Troy,

Yelow fever is making great havoe at New Or-
leans: 1,277 persons perished of thiz disease last
week, . Amongst the names of the victims, we find
those of several Catholic Priests, and Sisters of Cha-
rity, who, at New Orleaus, a3 elsewhere, manifest the
same hercic self-sacrificing spirit, of which Protest-
auts prate, bat which the Catholic Chureh alone fur-
uishes examples.

The average number of weekly deaths in Lowell,
with a population of about 35,000, since the lstof
July has been eighteen—about the sume as last year.

Tur Porato Ror.—From almost every direction

Some fields are pudially and some entively gone.~—
Several farmers are ploughing vp the ground withont
pretending o save any potwmives. Thoese in rich soil
ate the worst. The erop on the islatd must be a very
light one.  In Cenmtral New Yurk we hear the same
complaint.  The late hot weather and showers will
not help the mavter any. —N. Y. Dribune.

The opinion having been prsuv exten-
gively propogated, based, it is said, ou declarations
made by members of the Legislature, and by gentle-
men of the Legal profession, that the law is inefficient,
and that no fine can be exacted under it, the natural
consequences have resulted therefrom. The sliops
that formerly sold under a license, as well as nearly all
the 1averns, tiow sell without one, as well as a host of
others. The consequence is—Iliquor is more abundant
than formerly, and in the town of Chatham more 1jot--
ing and dissipation is to be seen by day and uight,
than has been witnessed for many years past.” T
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Pire.—0n Wednesday evening, about 8 o'clack,
a fire broke out in some back sheds, in rear of the
premises oeenpied by Mr. Conway and Mr. Durochier,
Main street, St. Lawrence Suborbs.  Far some time
the appearance wus threatening in the extreme : but
owing to the promptitade with which the Fire Com-
pauies came upon the spot, and the energy with which
they worked, the flames were soon got under.
