PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS, - \

Precisely at 12:35 Mr. Sullivan rose from
the seat which he had for the-moment taken,
and commenced hiis address, opening it in the
following words :—

Gentlemen of the Convention. In the name
and by the authority of the Irish National
League of America, we meet to fulfil the re-
quirements of its constitution; to convey to
our kindred the message of our steadfast de-
votion, and to receive the ambassadors whom
they have commissioned to acquaint us with
the progress of their struggle for self-govern-
ment. It is the auxiliary of the Irish
Nutional League of Ireland—the heir of all
the hopes, and the guardian of more
‘than the aims of that great social revolt which
lifted the Irish former from the earth to his
feet and cnst the English system of landlord-
ism in Ireland on its tace on the earth. The
Land League, the President continued, was
born in an hour of woe, when the spectre of
famine, resulting from artificial causes,
enabled the lundiord to deprive the people of
the food produced by their own labor. The
Irish National League is essentislly the spirit
of liberty, and its ﬁfc. no matter the efforts
made to put it out, is a8 endless as the life ofa
race. Hewarned theIvish farmersthatuntilthe
object of theleague is accomplislied—national
self-povernment, their own positionisstill un-
safe. They should, he said, extend to thelabor-
ers the help they have themselves reccived
The ingratitude of the former wwould
be more despicable and more dangerous than
the tyranny ot the landlords, because that in-
gratitude would be treason to a nation. Ha
pext touched upon the work of the League in
the United States, and affirmed that the re-
snlts of its labor are visible in the
sympathy of the American press with
the Irishmen .-at home in the struggle
for their rights, and thess results were
now frankly recognized by the press
of England. The intereste of the American
republic were identical with those of Yreland,
inasmuch as every ycar during which the
self-government of that country was with-
held, was a year of taxation upon a consider-
able portion of the American people for the
mointenance of the present order of things in
Irveland. Mr, Sullivan concluded an able and
telling speech by an eloquent reference to the
place in which the League in America hay
this year Leld its convention.
His words were :—** We meot in the historic
city of the republie, hallowed by the earliest
stroggles of the American people against the
foe whom Irelund shall yet winin terms of
peace—struggles in which our race was val-
iant in arms and diserect in council. (Cheers,)
We mect in the hall over which the genius of
Liberty prosides ;whose wolls have resounded
to the inspired words of him who stands to
all lants and all races and all ages as the
ideal of American citizenship—the lover
of Emmnet, the friend of 0'Coonell—
Wendell Phillips! (Loud applause.) The
proudest name to which we aspire we accept:
as he realized it with its bighest and fullest
significance, with ol its responsibilities snd
all ita duties- —the nage of American citizen,
(Renewed appliuse.) To ennoble it by our
character ns a race, and by our conduct as
individuals, is the resolve of every man who
is determined to zid his countrymen in the
achievement of national  self-governinent for
Ireland,” .

Mr. Sullivan, who had been specking for
about twenty minutes, resumed his seat amid
loud applause.

Then camo revess to admit of the several
delegations nominating officers. Each state,
upon the resalt of its nominations being made
kdown, was warmly greeted by cheers at the
wisdom of its selection, The most cordinl ac-
ceptance I was glad to see given by the can-
vention to the several ‘elections was that
tendered to Canada,when Mr. M. Donovan,the
chairman of that delegation, declared the
Canadian choice for the several offices, he re-
ceived » perfect ovation. - The nominations
ho handed in to the secretary were : Ou reso-
lutions, Jer.

MR. SEXTON'S SPLECH,

At the cvening session the committee on
credentials made a report sliowing over 400
delegates, At this point Mrs. Parnell and
Messrs, Sexton and Redmond entered, when
the entire body rose and cheercd. Sexton
spoke briefly. He suid “The chairman hus in-
troducerd me as Mr, Sexton, from Ireland, but
as I listened tothe generous cheer with which
yon received the introduction, I found it hard
to believe I was not Mr, Sexton in Ireland,
{l2ughter and applausc), because nowhere
upon the s0il of Irelwnd to-day could the ap-
pearance of any public man be greeted with
a cheer more evidently sprivging from the
Irish heart, more obviously uttered by the
Ivish tongue, more clearly proving that in-
destructable adliesion to one another of the
scattered fructions of the Irish race which
neither time nor circumstances nor calamity
nar distance haseverbeen able to Lreak down,
(Applause.) Itis :

THIS SOLIDITY OF TILE TRISH RACE,

this obstinate adherence of men and women
.of our-kith and kin to the hope, to the rights
of their race, that is making us in Ireland feel
that it is no longer with hope but with
absolute contidence that we regard the future
{vpplanse), becanse oppression 1s made to feel
as the world feels to-duy, that he has no
longer to deal merely in a small isolated
island with five millions of weak and disarm-
ed people, but that he has to grapple with
the intellect and force of public opinion of
five and twenty millions of the Irish race
scattered by his own evil policy all the world
over and affecting by their intelligence the
conduct of the greatest nations of the earth.
In the name of the Irvish people I salute this
great convention of our race. Iam here to
speak to the people of America, not only on
behalf of that party, which faces the op-
pression of our country on the floor of the
House of Commons, but also to uiter the
sentiments of that organization which trains
and organizes the resolution, the ingenuity,
the strengih of the Irish people for a struggie
upon the soil of Ireland, ~(Appluuse). lam
here as the representative of united Ireland,
(Great applanse nnd echeers,) Mr. Sexton
closed by urging.
UNION AMONG ALL IRISTIMEN,

Wm, Redmond then addressed the meeting,
speaking in much the same sirain as Sexton,
congratulating the Irish »ud lioping soon to
see Ireland freed from her English enecmies,

Mr. Redmond and Mrs, Parnell, both of
whom were gracefully introduced by the
chairman, followed, cuch speaking with much
vigorand emphasis. Nothing could be heartier
than the applause which greeted Mr. Hed-
mond, anfd the manper in which Mrs. Purnell
was received was touching in the extreme.
Every reference to her name aund to that of
her illastrious son clicited the warmest ex-
pression of the apprecistion of the large
audience.

Bosron, Mass., 14th August, 1884.
At the conclusion of the’ spéeches by
Messrs, Sexton and Redmond and Mrs. Par-
nell last evening, the routine proceedings of
the'convention were resumed. The report of
the committee on permanent organization and
rules was. unanimously carried, and Rev. P.
A. McKennu, of Massachuseits ; M..A. Dono-
van, of Caneda, and John F. Armstrong; of
‘Georgia, wore appointed ‘to’ conduct the per-
‘manent officers of the convention to the'plit-
form. The new president, Mr. Gannon, upon
.assuming tho office to which he had been gy’
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ment showinz the amounts contributed
by - each State and Canadn fo the
funds of the League, and also showing
showing thesums received in the shape of
donations for the purposes of the Nutional
TLeague. The statement pave as the total
amount of réecipts during the year and up to
the 9th of Angust, 1884, the handsome sum
of $43,529 for al]l purposes ; besides this §18,-
000 huad beent received specinlly for the Par-
well fund and -$10,093.76 as ‘ donations,”
The amouny remitted to Alfred Webb, the
netional treasurer of the League in Ireland,
was 924,397.50. The total amount scnt to
the Irish trepsurer and of the expenses of the
League in America was $20,734.21, leav-
ing a. bulance to date mentioned
of 813,000, The treasurer ndded that
the nctual  aggregate of receipts was
28  yet gratifyingly indeterminate inas-
much as since the opening of the convention
yesterday morning soveral thousand dollars
had reached him, A chegue of $1,000 wus
received from Jown yesterday ; and the sum
of $3,150.48 was also received from the estate
of the late Rev. Father Walsh, formerly na-
tionul trensurer of the Land League. Up to
this afternoon considerable sums have been
coming in including a handsome amount this
morning from Quebec for the Parliamentary
Fund. The acvounts of the treasurer were
then referred

to the -auditing com-
mittce, which this morning Treported
upon the treasurer’s work, paying a

high compliment to that official Tor the emi-
nently satisfactory and cfiicient manner in
which he had discharged the onerous and
responsible duties incumbent upon him.
Roger Walsh, of Chicago, in his report s
secretary of the League, stated that during
the past fifteen months there were 533
branches of the League in good stauding. OFf
these Canada is accredited with six brunches.

On the motion of Mr. Alexander Sullivan,
Mesars. Sexton and Redmond were added to
the committee en resolutions by unanimous
vole.

TUE COMMITTEE ON RESOLUTIONS

submitted a report reaffirming the principles
adopted at the Philndelphin convention and
congratulating the people of Irelond and their
able leader Parnell on the heroic efforts and
uutiring zeal which huve so signally marked
the history of the past year, abounding in
cvidences of gratifying progress, in placing
the people of Ireland on a higher plane, and
securing for them and their natural rights
more adequate consideration from the intel-
ligence of mankind. We, the resolutions
say, renew the protest which tor seven cen-
turies has been uttered with every henrt-
throb of our racd against the cruel and unjust
usurpation of power bir a government alien
to our people in mll that distinguishes
onc natienmality from another, and pledge
our moral and materfal support to
every legitimate means for re-cstablishing
the (od-given rights of the people of Ircland
to the possession aud government of their
native land.  To this cnd we are firmly pur-
posed to direct all our efforts to the creation
in Ircland of a complete national life and de-
velopment of all the diversified industyies
which render the people sclf-sustaining and
prosperous, not merely hy the reduction of
rents, nor the change from idle proprietors to
working proprietors, but ulso Dy a rovival of
Trish manufuctures to the exclusion of Fng-
lish goods and the promotion of economic and
civil life by the development of the sincere,
noble and effectual cohesion of all her peaple
for the common welfare, In view of these
facts, be it resolved:

That the Irish Nutional League of America
hereby expresses its unqualified approval of
the course pursued during the past year by
Parneil and the Irish parlismentary party
under his lendership, and pledges itself to
support them by cvery moral and material
aid in the contest which they are waging
aguinst landlordism wnd on bebalf of Ivish
notional indepeudence, and to this end we
commend the parliumentary fund recently
opened by our executive for such purposes to
the generosity which characterizes our coun
trymen,

That we congratulate the Irish Nationnal
League of America un its success in stemming
the tide of Irish emigration of artificially im-
poverished people, aud in causing the United
States government to compel England to take
back those whose poverty is the direct result
of her misgovernment,.

That we record with satisfaction that op}
position of this league to land grabbing in
America'by non-resident aliens has been, by
the efferts of our executive, adopted as a doc-
trine of the American people in their politi-
cal platforms, and we. recommend that the
efforts of the league to end this evil do mot
ceuse until a complcte remedy has deen
enacted ih.the laws of tlie land. ‘

Telegrams were received from varfous parts
of the United States, conveying the good

SEXTON'S SECOND SPEECH.

Thomas Sextou, M.DP., was introduced and
vociferously cheerad. Ko thanked tho con-
vention for adhering to the policy originally
formulated by the league and for declaring
confidence in the Irish party and jts leader.
(Applause). We huve reached, he said, o
decisive mowment in the history of the Irish
struggle. The administration of, the Land
Act has been tested and we have found that
the benches of the land courts have been filled
with hangors on of the landlord cluss, with
men whose sympathics lie upon tho side
of that cluss and whose support hns been
gained by ndhesion to its interests, We huve
found that as a rule reductions made in the
rents of Irish tenants have not been such as
to materially alter their condition. The sense
of sceurity in their farins so long ns they pay
their rent may certainly count for something,
but the short expurience we have had of tho
Lund Act Jas convinced us that the final
point cannot long be postponed, and thnt
point will be upon what tertns .land shall be
transferred to tenants by holters. (Ap-
plause.) The landiords have Leen driven to
the wail's end. 'The land of Ireland is mort-
gaged to the tune of two hundred million
dollars, The Jews nre coming down upon the
embarrassed landlords. The movement for
the final descent of the Jews cannot he long
delayed, and when the movement comes it
will be {or the peqple to cousider and for us
to arrange upon what fair terms, in the lan-
guage of the original prograinme of the
leugue, the land shall be transferred from
men who have fyranmized over the people
to men who till the soil, (Applause.)
We are approaching the verge o n sottlement
which will free the tenant Efrown the will of
the Iandiord, which will niake fumn supreme
-over the fruits of his own.industry, which
will develop the nirket for honest lubor on
the soil of Irelund, and which will produce
such o measure of popolar comfort and sociul
independcuce as will vender the will of the
people irresistible and render it impossinle
for uny government longer to delny or defout
our cleim of mnational independence. (Ap-
planse.) The league has still upon its hawds
in Ireland men who sullered eviction because
of devotion to principle und the interests of the
people. These men have Leen evicted from
heir home. For some of them we have suc-
ceeded in obtaining a gettlement for which
three years sgo wo would not have dared to
hope. Many others are still without homes,
hecause some landlords in 1reland are allicted
with the obstinacy of imbecility, The income
ot the League from Ircland is 8,000 to 10,000
pounds, spent upon thesupport of these evict-
ed tenants, We do not intend solongasa
peuny remains in our collers to abaudon
the men who put themselves in the position
of victims in the hour of danger. Sextaon,
after payinga glowing tribute to O'Brien, con-
tinued : It is remnrkable what parlinnentary
representation was a few years ago. The
landlord marched the tenant to the polls ;
the landlord returned members of the House
of Commons; the government in return for
this corrupt and shameful service maintained
the ascendency of the landlord class in Ire-
land, Al that is over, und we are able fo
beat them out of the ficld. We have killed
hoth parties in Ireland. The next clection
will be fought, not between Cathelic and
Protestant, not between Orangeman naud
Nutionalist, but between Ireland avd Lng-
land. (Great applause).

Father Cronin, of Buftulo, foliowed in an
impassioned address wherein he  ogsured
Sexton and Redmond that Amerien would
stand by Ircland to the last.

He was conducted to ‘the pre-
sident’s ¢chair by Father Cronin, of Buffalo,
el Judge Rooney, of New Vork; and inw
neat speech, which was warmly and frequent-
ly greetad with loud wpplause, expressed his
acknowledgments of the honor paid him and
his acceptanes of the ofice. In the course of
his speech lie spoke in the most complimen-
tury maunner of the services which his pre-
decessor had vendered to the canse of Ire-
Iand, und expruessed his deep regret that Mr.
Sullivan could not ho induced to accept re-
election, '

Tre Awmerican Bureau of Education has
gsued its annual repors for 1883, which con-
tuins facts of grentinterest. It shows that in
1882 there were 16,243,822 persons of school
uge in the United Stafes; that of these only
10,013,826 werc enrolled id the public schools,
and that the sverage daily attendauce was
6,118,331, 'This exhibit is not gratifying,
even when allowance is made for the large
number of children who are receiving in-
struction in private schouls. It is better, how-
cver, than in England and Wales, wher e, out
of & population of 26,000,000, there are 4,189,-

12 corolled in' the public day-schools. but
with an average wattendance of 3,015,151,

*Special returns as to the emancipated class in

the South show that out of & school popula-
tion of 1,044,572 colured children there were
ouly 802,982 cnrolled as in attendunce. There
are no less than 293,204 school teachers em-
ployed in the American public schools. Their
salaries range from $21.52 o month for Loth
sexes in Alabama, up to §76.73 for women in
Nevada, and $102.90 for menin Massachusctts,
The gross income of the schools for the year
was $94,327,18S, and the estimated valuo™ of
achoel property $2186,302,107, or anincrease of
aver thirty million dollars.
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Accorpixc to the returns of the agricul-
tnral departnent at YWashington, the present
wheat and corn crops will exceed those of any
year since 1880. The winter wheat is already
secured, amounting to about 82 per cent. of
the entire yield, and the spring wheat has
reached the harvesting stage in safety. This
year'’s wheat crop is now estimated atb 475,-
000,000 bushels, or 55,000,000 bushels more
thon last year. This will give the very fair
everage of about 124 bushels to the acre—a
larger ,average than in any year since 1879,
when it was 133 bushels, It is calculated that
260,000,000 bushels will be required for home
consumption and 53,000,000 fcr seeding the
next erop, This would leave a surplus of
over 160,000,000 bushels, Speaking of the
grain exports the report says that “of the
crop harvested in 1882, in wheat and flour, a
trifie over 147,000,000 bushels of wheat were
sent abrond. Last year this export had
fallen to 97,000,000. Upon a calculation based
upon these figures, we shall send abroad the
coming year a total of about 140,000,000
bushels, The .por ceat. of exportation to
product has been declining for some years, as
tho home demand increases, and our farmers
find that, except in casesof bad crops abroad,
they are obliged in foreign markets to com
pete with the half-starved luborers of Russia,
India and Egypt.” The corn crop this year iz in
a heulthy condition, and promises to give
an increase of nearly 20 per cent over last
yesr’s production, or the enormous total of
1,820,000,000 bushels. The estimated value
of the crop to the producer is put down at an
average of 45 cents per bushel. The surplus
corn does not find the same opening in foreign
markets as the wheat. Corn is so bulky and
so easily convertible inte pork and beef that
an extra crop is followed more readily by iri-
creased meat exports than by an appreciable
increase in the corn exports,

Brer is becoming more and mora & popular
beverage in Enrope. Its consumption last
year was no small item. A Vienna journa)
gives returns of the quantity of beer brewed
in the several countries of Europe during the
past twelve months. - The figures are quite
ijnteresting, England, of aourse, comes first,
with 27,050 breweries, which turned out
about 090,000,000 gallons, or an average of
30 gellons for every man, woman and child in
the TUnited XKingdom. Germany comes
next with 25,902 breweries and 900,-
000,000 gallons, These two countries are
far shead of oll the others, the third being
France, which has 3,000 breweries as against
only 2,094 in Austria and Hungary, though
the.quantity of beer brewed in Fraunce is only
157,000,000, as against 280,000,000 brewed in
Austrin and Hungary. *The other countries
of Europe are.thus summed up: Be.lgmm hag
1,250 breweries, which produced last" year

ARCTIC CANNIBALISM.

TurRE can bé but one feeling for Lieut.
Greely and his other fellow survivors, over
the terrible recital- of cannibalism which the
Awmerican Press have so enterprisingly given
to the world, and that feeling is one of com-
passion and sympathy. Any one who w8uld
attempt to censure or cast odium on their ac-
tion, in extremis, would be nothing better
than a pharisce. Consider the desperate
straits in which these poor abandoned arctic
explorers were cast.  Their condition was so
forlorn and forsaken that if cver therc was a
case 'In which the use of human flesh for the
sustenance of life was both naiural and par-
donable it certainly was- in  the case
of Greely. I Doctors can take the
flesh and blood of living persons and
use them in restoring health to others, with-
out the world growing horrified over the
operation, why should starving creatuves be
refused the flesh of dead bodies to keep the
spark of life warm until aid should come?
Self-preservation jostifiess murder. Now, if
one can kill not. only the body but also the

soul of a ‘would-be murderer, to save
himself from  mortal injury, why
should the consumption of fesh in

such dire necessity ca_.use' g0 much horror ?
Unless he can boldly say that he would die
the most excruciating of deaths rather than

nourish life wupon the flesh of . his
dead comrades, mno man can raise

a finger of scorn against the .unhap-

py wretches rescued from the jaws
of death. The mistake which +was
made was, that a true and full account
of the experience of theparty in the Arctic
regions was not at once furnished either to
the public or to theauthorities. Theattempt
at concealment was wrong, as it imparted a
gravity and a character to their experience
which was undeserved, and which if fronkly
confessed at the outset would only have gained
for them deeper sympathy in the public
mind.

" BURNING THE DEAD.

The United Stotes Cremation Society will
erect in the course of the next three months,
in East Williamsburgh, a suburb of New
York, a ecrematory for buriing the dead.
This atructure, which will be 74 fest locg by
40 wide, will resemble a Grecian temple. We
are told that the facade and return walls will
be constructed of marble, ornamented with
Corinthian celums, and that the main portion
of the building is to be of brick, trimmed
with marble. The temple ia to contain an
office, reception rooms, a chapel and a
% Columbarium” for the storing of urns, An
American journal, with that peculiar ribald-
ry which so delights some of our cousins over
the line, says that the process is only equalled
by the celerity with which pigs are de-
spatched at Chicago, where & grunting, live
hog goes in ot one end of the building and in
an incredibly shert time comes out as bar-
reled, salted pork at the other end. In
the New York crematory a body on re-
ception  will be placed in a catafalque
in the chspel, and & curtain will conceal
it from view. During the gervices the
body . will sink to the furi4ce, .end
when they are ended an urn will be fourd in
the catafalque containing the ashes of the de-
ceased. The saciety states that this trans-
formation from flesh to nshes will be
done without the 'slightest -noise or
movement to indicate that .incineration is
going on, and by o peculiar system all the
smoke will be consumed and nothmg offensive
liberated in the process. - The-idea of crema-
‘tion is very popular in the multiform ranks of
infidelity, but hins taken no hold among Chris-
tians of any dedomination. - It was intro-
duced into the country about a ‘dozen
years ‘ago : by the ‘‘ Theosophs,” a sect of
exceedingly lax and singular ‘views both on

Arrivil of the Rev. B. J, Perry, §,J., in
Mortreal to Attend the Meellmg of (he
. British Associntion—HMis Impressions of
. Canadn—An Errongous Opinion that Pre-
vails Abrond—TheProgress of Catholicism

in Englamd.

Aniong thefvisitors to the British Association
meeting, who'arrived in this city on Saturday,
was the Rev. 8. J. Paxry, S.J., .R.S., F.R.A.
S., R.M.S., of Stonyhurst College, Laon-
cashire, Lngland, This distinguished English
scientist was appointed director of the Meteoro-
logical and Astronomical Observatory at Stony-
huist in 1863, He was elected o Fellow of the
Royal Saciety iu 1874 and has served for several
years in the counals of the meteordlogical and
astronomical societies. .

He is an honorary wernber of *La Socidlé
Scientifique do Bruxelles,” and corresponding
member of ** LaSocidté Geograpliiqued” Anvers,”
In 1868-69 ho made magnetic surveysof the
Waest and Jnst of France, and in the summer of
1871 a sL.nilar survey of Belgium, the results of
which, toguther with other papers by the same
autior, on Terrestrin]l Magnetism, were pub-
lished in the **Yhilosophical Transactions,” and
in the proceedings of the * Royal Society.” He
has been chosen by the British Goverument as
thelead uf severnlacientificexpeditions toforeign
cowntries, and is acknowledwed by uli to be cne
of tie leading scientists of the day.

Father Perry publishes annnally a bosk en-
titled ‘“*The Results of Meteornlogicnd :ind
Magnetical Observation at Stonyhurst College,”
which has a wide circulation among astrono-
mers all over the world, -

“Yseurecly think there will be time,” replied
Father Perry, “but I read ono before the
Ameriean Society for the Advancement of
Science, which meets at Philadeiphiz on the 5th
of September, the title Leing, 'Pheunomena
Observed on the Solar Surface fron 1851 to 1884.°
My chief visit to the New World,” he continued,
13 to examine the various observatories and to
enjoy a holiday. On Monday evening next at
cight o'clock 1 shall give a free locture in the
hall of St. Mary’s College on ‘The Present
Knowledge of the Salar Surface,’ which will be
illustrated by means of the eicciric light. ™

After some conversation on things in general,
Yather Perry was asked as to the progress of the
Catholic Church in England.

In fact,” snid Father Perry, ¢ all the
old prejudice existing against Catholics in Eng-
lanJ is fast dying out, aud Catholics now stand
on an even footing with Protestants.”

Father Perry leaves this evening for Niagara
Talls and the West, and will reburn to Montreal
in time for the opening of the meeting of the
British Association.

During the month of
June the averago number of persons daily ta-
ken up by the police for being *‘drunk and
incapable” was 170.

DEATH OF DUNCAN McRAE, OF
GLENNEVIS. :

It is my sad dutyto record the death of
Duncan McRue, second youngest son of the
late  Alexander McRne, Esq., who died
March, 1882, The deceased was born iu
1828 and died in Colorado (where he had
gone for the good of his henlth), 9th August,
1684. For some time the family had hopes
of his recovery, and up to March last there
wag considerable improvement in his health,

The remains were encased in a richly-draped
casiset nnd suitable trimmings, the work of
the good Nuns of Colorado.

The deceased won the
reepect of all who had the pleasurc of kuow-
ing him, a8 was fully testified Ly the large
cungregation, composed of different crecds,
which filled the ehwreh of St. Murgaret’s at
an carly hour on Friday morning The
business men and farmers of the surrounding
eountry closed their husiness until after
the funeral was over.

WEEEKLY REVIEW—WHOLESALE
: MARKETS,

The state of affairs in the business world
has continued satisfactory. There is no rush,
but a healthy foundation appears to be es-
tablished, ond the chicf branches are fairly
progrossive. Fresh life and spirit has been
infused by the splendid appeurance of the
country in this provinee, which still shows
the polden grain in 'the fields. In
ntario the harvest implements have
done  their work and the crops
have been largely cleared away. 'The
demend for currency to aid in the export of
grain has made the money market more active
and we expect to see a good steady movement
in it and in all staple goods nlso from this
out. Prices of farm produce are lower than

European hurvest could not always continue
to be a failure, Producers, we fancy, will
henceforth have to be satisfied with a lower
range of values for most of their surplus than
the last few exceptional yenrs have given
them. Live stock, grain, roots, cheese, butter,
and eggs huve been until recently selling all
over the country at prices unknown in former
years, and the lLmsbandwan in noting the
tendency to lower prices ehould not forget
past experiences.

Guroceries,—The sugar market was flat
and easy, the demand having fallen off greatly.
Granulated is at 6%c to 63c, but round
amounts could be purchased on more favor-
able terms. Yellows 5je to 5fc. Syrup is
dull at 25c to 35c. Molasses is neglected,
with holders refusing to accept bids made on
the basis of present prices. We quote :—

tea market has.been more active and firm.
The demand from the country has visibly im-
proved and o géod many orders have been re
ceived.
