terious leaks beiween the -cootribotor and the ne<
tional exchequer, and we are. entirely free from sach
mysterions but powerful agencies a8 the potorjous
‘ whiskey ring.’. The inflaence of money iz England

Men,
woman and cbildren are rewarded indiscrimioately,
for skilt does not avail. Tasearch the bed of the
etrenm until a collectica of the muscles 1g discovered
is the firsl care, and this i8 often the most tedinua
part of the work. If these fresh-water sgell fish lny
in such extensive olustera a3 their bretkren of the
galt water, 8 bank of them miight be casiiy lighted
upop, but they congregate in comparatively small
numbers, and if the river have a muoddy bLottom tke
search ig almost hopeless. Once discovered, how-
ever the operation of fishiog them out iz easy. Tbe
fi:her wades into the river armed wirh a loug etick,
one end of which has a simple slit made with a knife.
This stick he pokes dows amopg the shellr, and
briogs ttem up fiemly wedged in the slit He tosses
the sbells aghore ne he geta them, anl usuvally does
got Ienve off until Lo bae smngsed a goodly heap.—
Someiimes be bas on'y to wada above the kaees, sod
can pick up the muscles by 8tooping ; bur more fre-
quently the water covers bia hips and at times he i3
immersed almost to the arm-3iig, on which occasion
te must dive with bia head below the curreat.

That, whether in Caoada, or n Treland, the
missions agaiost Popery are confined to the poor-
est aud the raost ignorant classes of seciety : that,
with few rare excepiions, only from amongst
these classes any converts to Protestanlism are
ever made, has long beer notorious, Now and
then indeed, we lear of a case of a litigious
potary 1 some s@all village baving had a dispute
with the preest, aod of baving 1o comsequence
embraced the truth as it is in Jesus: or we read
how a habitant has refused to pay tithes. end
has notified the priest accordingly of his change of
faith. But with the exception of a few isolated
cases such as these, and which are well appre—
ciated, the missionaries have no chance of suceess,
except amnogst the very lowest and most illtter—
ate classes of our population. Dlen of education
and high imtellectual cuiture do ndeed, unfor-
tupately, too often throw cfl their faith io tbe
teachings of the Catbolic Church: bu' 1o that
they are educated, i that taey are intellectually
reficed, it is morally impossible that they should
accept the teachings of the co/portewrs. In
ceasing to be a Catholic, the educated Freoch
Canadian Catholie, like the educated Catholic
everywhere, mevitably ceases to be a Christian
at all.

To the educated classes of their compatriots
therefore the colporteurs never address them
selves ; and 1o a discourse delivered at the late
anpual meeting of the F. C. M. Society this fact
was recogoised, and attempted to be accounted
for, by one ot the speakers—a Rev. Mr. Lafl:urs
who argued that it was not by the rulers and
learned, but by the poor and simple that the
teachings of Christ and the Apostles were cliefly
accepted. There 15, however, one little differ-
ence betwizt the two cases to which the speaker
did not allude— to wit, that the latter did not ap~
peal to the “reason” of their hearers, but to
& quthority,” in confirmalion of the truth of the
sunernatural dogmas—the Tocarnation, the Tri-
mty, the Resurrection, &:.—by them taught,
They appealed to the mighty works which they
wraught before the world as evidence of their
divine commssion ¢ an argument which the sim.
plest mind is as capable of appreciating as s the
most mghly cultivated.

Bt the boast of Protestant missionaries is that

it appeals fo the intellect only. WWhilst Popery
is a superstition, their religian is a reasonakle re-
ligion, % un culte raisonnalle” in the words of
al. Lafleur. 1t is to the natural reason Lhere-
fore of thewr hearers that they appeal o support
of the truth of all that they protess to teach, and
of the falsity all that they condemn. Now sure-
Iy no man will pretend that the natural reason of,
a simple uneducated Canadian fhabitant is com-
petent to determine the truths of such theologieal
prapositions as are tavolved «n the Confession of
Faith professed by the I. C, M. Society ; to
diseriminate betwixt the reascnableness of the
doctrine of the Incarpation, aod the un-
reasonableness of that of Transuostantiat.on ;
to sit in judgment acd to decide upon all
the questions which for the last three centuries
have exercised the ingenwmty, and called into play
the controversial tulents of the most cultivated in
tellects of Europe. Is it,in fine, probable that
after afew burried wstructions {rom a c:(parteur,
perhaps as illiterate lnmeelf, the utterly uoedu
cated hebitant is ablz to decide on questions
upon wtichafter years of patient study a Laebnitz
still found himself obliged to keep his judgment
in suspence !
But the other day a young map, the Marquis
of Bute, soon alier attaining his legal majornty,
declared himself a Catholic.  Ilereupon the
Loadon Times, which does but express, or reflect
the opioions of the mujority of its Protestant
readers, was siocked at the so great temerity of
$0 young a map :—

it Such o change of creed 13 very uncertain, and at
the snme time a serious matter, about which macy
wen have hesitated who aro twice the age of the
Marquis.

To the Tatbolic, the Protestant religion, that
15 to say dogmatie Pratestantism, appears the
mos! uoreasonable thing in the world ; the lowest
form of grovelling superstitior that evzr exer
cised dommion over the humar intellect. Nor
are Catholics alone in this view of the pheno-
mennn ; for amongst the vast majority of intellect-
ual and educated Protestants, 1t is now frankly
admitted that, if the authority of a living 13-
[allible Church be demed, 1t 15 the beight of un
to maintain any saperpatural
dogma whatsoever, As against the Drotestant
Trintarian  therefore, who appeais to reasin
agaiust the Papist, the Protestant Umtarian who
appeals to reason against the Trinitarian is in-
sincible.  The Rationahist who appeals to reason
against tbe euperpaturalism of Christiamty, and
the absurdity of an infallible book—just as the
Protestant appeals to reason agawst the supers
stitten of Popery, aod the absurdity of an in
fallible Church; who subjects the question of
the Tncarnation to the same tests as those to
which the evangelical Protestant subjects the
guestion of Traosubstantiation, must, whea reason
is the sole umpire, always cemain master of the
field.

EMIGRATION AND PavUPERISM,—According
to the Loodon Tinmes * every industrious work
1ng man 10 Engiand carries a pacper on his back.”
In other words—there are as many drones as
workers to the hive,anad (e workers have to
swpport not only themselves and their families,
but the dropes.

Where 1s the remedv to be touad 7 asks the
Times.  Io emigration, and in compulsory emi
gration, is the answer. As at presenl coosti-
tuted ¢ the law does wot expatriate any one
against ns will:” but ths must be altered, and
a new policy adopted, by means of which paupers,
as well as crimimals, may be legally ejected from
the tand.  We presume oot to call ia question
the wizdom, or the justice of such a pohey: but
we may be perimited to indicate it, as a conclu-
sive proof of the fearful strides that pauperism 1S
makwng v Lhe wealhiest country in Turope, It
must indeed have assumed fearful dimensions
when an Eeghsh paper finds itseif compelied to
recommend for 1ts suppression a policy almost as
severe as that which Ieary VIII, eaforced
agaipst the sturdy vagrants, and beggars whom he
bad reduced to the most abject misery, by his
suppression  and spolation of the Religious
Houses. We copy from the Zimes:—

But, whatlever mery ba the advantiges of Emigra-
tion, and however clearly they may b2 demondtrat-
ed. there i3 no doubt that many paupers both men
and women, fit for culounial life would, afier all re.
fuse to stir, anc remsin where they ara fn the work
house, urle:s moved by the arm of the law, At
present the law does nct expatrinte any one agrinat
his will. But it muy well be a queation whetber a
vew policy in this reapect might not be adopted.
For ourzelves, wo should not regret to see Emigra-
tion, within certain limits snd upoa proper condi-
tions, made the so'e formof relief cffered to paupe:s
There are only 1wo guiarters from wkich cijections
can fairly come~—the panpers themselves, and the
countried desigeated for their rteception. To take
the Intter first, we shculd not anticipate that either
the Uaited States or eny of oar own coloniai po3-
gessions would object to receive such sn jmportation.
Emigrant paopers are not to be confounded with
tranaported convicts, Paupers have not hroken the
iawa or dongpired sgainat socisty; they are not sent
out ag misdoers to undergo pucishment ; at the worst
they are voluntary parasites tolerated by tle State,
[t does not follow th+t they must ba in the new
country what they bave been in theold. Here they
canoot get work, or ave disinclined to whrk, or from
gickness or long disuse are unfit to wark, and there-
foro they are o mera chargs upna their indpatrial
neighboura. There, work will be ready to their
hends ; they will bave left behind them debasiog nB-
gociations, and will feel they have a fuir opportonity
in a new world, where wnost men are, Like themaelves
makiog a beginning, and where thz pa:h through in-
dustry to comfort lies cbvioua nnd unmistakable be-
fore all. Many a poor half-sterved sickly wretch
will pluck up health aud keart when he finda himse!f
in a pew conntry, with sufficiency of good food and
clothes, with shelter, occupatioa, aad Lope ia the
future, We sbould not eltogether despair that even
those gitls who now tear up their clothes and break
windows and are the terror of the workhouses, msy
turn aut useful bousewives and respectable matroaa,
Tbe repert of thoan families who have recentl keen
asgisted t0 enrigra‘e from tha east exd of Locedon are
decidely encouragiog. On the whole, a coloay
would bave little ro apprehend from en arrival nf
properly eelected Eaglish panpers; their labor would
bs valuable, and their indolence wonld probauly be
cured witkin a short period.

The Zumes 1swe thiek too sanguine when it

poses to discharge upon their shores : an importa-
tion to be made up not only of those who, theugh |
able and williug to work are unable o find work
1o Great Britain—but of those as well who, *“are
disinchined to work, or from sickoess or long
disuse are uofit to work.”” For immigrants of
tbis second class we in Canada have as lntle
liking as had the people of Australia for the
felons whem they refused to receive, Able
bodied znd indusirinus emigrants will be received
giadly ¢ but they bad better remain at home,
who from % sickness and long disuse are bafit to
work.” Tue Colopies have no peed of any 1m
migrante, save suc as are able aad willing toearn
their Jaily bread, by steady and honest toil.

Stitl frem the constant and now alarming -
crease of paupensim in Enzland, from the daily
mereasing difficulty of finding remuneranve labor
for the rapidly increasing population—1t is pretty
certain that o process of depletinn aoalogous to
that which for some years has been in progresi in
Ireland, must soon set in in Eangland. There
are there more Lands than can be emp!oyed’
more mouihs than can be Glled, and the'coumry
15 keavily overpeopled. The earth however is
large : and the unabrogated commaed to go
forth to replenish it, has as yet been but very
imperfectly fulfilled. Ve are not of thase who
fock upen emigratinn per se, either asa sign of
misgovernment, or as an evil to be deprecated :
but rather as a faw of nature—that 1s to say of
God—whicl cancot be loug neglected with in-
punity. For many years this law has beeo re-
cogaised and cheerfully 2beyed by thousands zod
tens of thousands of the educated classes of so-
ciety in Great Britain; and if exiles be a proper
title to apply to those who from the constantly
increasing pressure on the means o! subsistence
in the Oid World, have been forced to seek em-
ployment and their means of livelihood n strange
lands—extles of Liondon, and exiles of Glasgow,

ard of Tinburgb, as well as of Enn,
have long swarmed both in the TUnited
States, and in all  the Brinsh depen-

dencies — to Canada and Australia, where
axe 10 hand, and without moamogs over the
hardships .of their lot, they bave cut out new
bomes for themselves, and built up the fortunes
of their famlies. In one word, the Briush
islands are all greatly over populsted: a large
area of the earth’s surface, by soil and chimate
weil surted for the growth of cereals, and there-
fore for the Aryan race, is still a vast sohtude .
whilst the law of God—** to replemish the earth?
—to go n and take possessicn of the land, re

maws unrepealed.  Tins law, which is quite at
variance with the modern democratic theories
that every man has a right to claim a living in
the land of his birth, co matter how hmsted its
area, an? that emigration is, if not a disease, at
least the symptom of political and social disease—1s
still iz force and man must obey «t. If ke will
aut do so, with a good and stout heart ; if foolishly
grumbling at the hardshp of s lot, he will per—
aist ia setting uimself in opposition to the Eternal
decrees of Ins Maker, he deserves to sufter. It
seems then that the wisest course for a Gavern-
ment to pursue is thal of stern non.interference ;
and sbstaming from opposing any artificial ob

stacles (o the emgration of its subjects, to ab

stamn also trom all legistation to accelerate their
gomng. As the knowledge of the fields of pro-
fitable labor that are open to them in America,
and Australasia extends amoagst the working
classes of Great Britain, acd as the facilities for
locomotion are increased, sr also, and without
State interference, will the stream of emizration
flow stronger aod strouger. We have already
had what is called the Irish Exodus: we are
about to see the commencement of an English
Exodus, and that in spite of the coal fields of
Eagland, ia which is to be found the secret of all
her material greatness, her commercial prospenty,
aod her means of bitherlo maintaining a large
popelation oa a very limited area.

The Times’ Madrid correspordent, freating of

If,as we often hear it asserted, French
Caoadians would do well to wmilate the enter-
terprise and energy of thewr British bora feliow.
subjects, the latter have still mueh to leary ip
courtesy from the French Canadiags: and we
cannot but blush to think that they have <o little
profited by the good example in this respect set
them by their neighbors.
