London, Dec. 18.—One of the most
pressing questions with which the

troops to Canada. The matter is the
occasion for continuing the confer-
ences with the overseas military staff.

The Canadian Corps is occupying a
portion of Germany along the Rhine
and the disposition of this force, in the
main, must await peace developments.
But in"clearing the way for their re-
turn,  the military . authorities . are
carrying out extensive demobilizing
operations.. The extent ol this de-
mobilization is only  limited by the
transportation conditions. Ostimates
are that 20,000 Canadian soldiers will
g0 home this month, 20,000 in January
and thereafter 30,000 per month.

The sources from.which these dis-
persal drafts are obtained are reserve
battalions containing men who have
seen service and would be again
available for the field were this neces-
sary; non-combatant units and men of
category B or lower.

Toronto Power
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Democracy is Not Bolshevism.

It is not sufficiently appreciated by
men of the nineteenth century type
how much thé average labor man will
béar before he considers a strike as
a8 remedy. A strike is the last resort.
It is, truly, a form of civil war. It is
not the policy of the trades unions,
with their growing inteiligence and
their long experience, to precipitate
strikes.. Where strikes occur they
can almost invariably be traced to the
arbitrary and tyrannous policy of
some official head or other who does
mot understand labor of trades unions
or democracy in its later develop-
ments at all.

The police union would probably
mever have been thought of but for
the long-continued and oppressive
rule of the chief of police. The recital
of the police grievances is sufficient
to convince any reasonable person
that the men had no*alternative but
to combine to obtain a remedy. Com-
plaints from individuals were ineffec-
tive, and usually brought the com-

- plainant into disfavor.

A police union was  therefore - a
natural step. "Frades unionism means
organization with as keen a sense of
the mecessity of law and order as
anyohe. The trades and labor men of
Canada have as much at stake as any-
sone, and ‘their stake depends on the
security of their position. They are
mo more, likely to endanger it than
others in a similar position. The
efforts of trades unions and trades
councils have been entirely in ‘the
direction of seeking means to avoid
strikes, to establish boards of con-
ciliation, arbitration councils, and
other methods of solving economic
problems. ;

Employers are recognizing this tem-
per in the trades unions, and testify
to the reasonableness of the men’s

‘ representatives in all nvgotiz"ons. It
has remained for the Torontd police
commissioners to violate every sane-
tion of good faith and courtesy in the
arbitrary and “autocratic dismissal of
the men’s representatives on Tues-
day.

Col. Denison’s motives are and were
good, no ‘doubt, but in his statement he
shows that he makes the prime mis-
take of treating the men as tho he
distrusted “hem. He traces all
trouble to the distribution of g Bol-
shevis{ pamphlet to which we called

_ @’tention a couple of weeks ago, point-
ing out its errors and absyrdities. Col.
Denison lays stress on this pamphlet
and looks forward to the time when
the police may come under Bolshevig*
influences.

With all due respect to Col. Denison’s
Judement, we do not think he under-
stands the men to begin with, or that
he is taking the broper way to main-
tain their confidence and loyalty. In
the first place, Bolshevism is a re-
volt against the wery system Col.
Denison favors. Secondly, our men
are not of the type that desire dis-
order and plunder., The Bolshevis:
argument does not appeal to them at
all. But the policy Col. Denison be-
lieves in and has put in practice
simply drives men into ~he ranks of
the Bolshevists and gives them no
chance to do otherwise. ‘What can
these men, dlsmisseq by Col. Denison,
tell their friends but that “he Bolshe-

nation?

'RAPID PROGRESS
~ INMOSA FIELD

Castle Oil Company Has Big
Development Program in
Four Different Districts.

Rapid progress is being recorded on
the Mosa properties of the Castle Oil
and Gas Company, Limited, where a
big ' development campaign is under
way. The company holds approxi-
mately 2700 acres of well located
leases in this field, but of this only
some 100 acres have yet been drilled
upon. On this area are located four-
teen producing wells and three others
which are nearing comp.gticn. and
should be brought in any day now.

The oil at Mosa is very high grade
and commands a valuation, including
the government bounty of $3.30%
ents a barrel, so that the retuns even
from a small well are very satisfac-
tory. It is also worthy of note that
Mosa, so far as known at present, 1's
a shallow field and that as a result it
costs considerably less than $1,000 to
which, of course, is re-
markably small by comparison with
the majority of pro@ucing oil fields.

In the Shetland field, which is locat-
ed in Euphemia Township, (;ounty of
Lambton, some distance to the west of
Mosa, the No. 1 Castle well, which is
located on the Palmer lease, is. down
285 feet with the 8-inch casing set
at 250 feet. The company is running
two shifts in putting down this hole,
and the management counts on rapid
progress being made. The indications
are strikingly favorable and all.the
signs point to the fact that the well
eventually will prove a big asset' to
the company. . »

Pine Island Field.

In tRe Pine Island field of Northern
Louisiana, where the company started
its No. 1 well some weeks ago, the
casing was set in cement below the
200 foot level around the first of the
month, and ,the management .com-
menced drilling out the plug at the
end of last week.
