The output of our fagc-
tories, in other than food products, is
approximately $12,000,000,000,and no fires
have been extinguished. The railways
earn more than $2,000,000,000 and they
are all in successful operation. The pay-
rolls of our factories and railways ag-
8regate approximately $83,500,000,000, and
the scale of wages has not been ree
duced.

EARNS DUS3 POPULARITY

One of ‘Bandmaster’s Titles to Re-

Doubt is often expressed whether
the general public. appreciate high-
class in@nnenml music. 8o inveter-
ate is this attitude that it has come
to be regarded as beyond question.
Yet there is really no ground in na-
ture or reason for it, and the remark-
able popularity which has attended the
engagement at Hanlan's Point of the
Duss  Band is sufficient to shaw its
inaccuracy. Not the least. of. Mr.
Duss’ titles to recognition—and they

i e L
are numerous—is his faith in. the
musical instincts of the mass of ‘the

people.
Mr. Duss has been conducting

musical piigrimage thruout the Unit-
ed States and Canada for many years.
His band is known in all parts of the
continent-and has everywhere won en-
comiums which are thoroly deserved.
It is a well balanced and thorely comi-
petent aggregation, containing some

of the best solos instrumentalists

the world and under the thoro control
of a remarkably original and sympa-
thetic enterpreter of classical and
modern musi¢c. Mr. Duss, as is na-
tural, is an enthusiast, but what is un-
common in his walk of life ig that
personally he is one of thé most mod-
est and unassuming of men. - But he

This conception of his part as
musical interpreter gives peculia
freshness and depth to the work of his
band. As a conductor Mr. Duss has
few mannerisms. His leading
singularly firm and sympathetic an
is followed by his instrumentalists |
with unfailing precision and quickness
of response. Altho an outdodr en-
vironment {s not ‘conducive to refine-
ment of expression, Mr. Duss has
never been ‘tempted to exaggeration
for the purpose of overcoming them.
This makes his success during his |
fortnight’s engagement at Hanlan's |
Point all the more notable Fortun-
ately the Duss Band will be heard
further during this week under the
same auspices and has also been ens
gaged for the Canadian National Ex-
hibition, a step in which the director-
ate is to be congratulated.

ITALIANG USE RAZORG

Several blows are said to have |
been struck, when the Italian pulled
out a razor and struck at the Eng-
lishman. The latter was cut on_ the
back of the hand, but his injury-was
not serious, while the Italian cut two
of his own fingers.

There were no policemen present.  at |
the time, but shortly afterwards
Mounted Patrolman Hobson arrived”|
on thé scene and arrested the Italiam,
who is supposed to have been the prin-
cipal in the row. The other two es-
caped.

In the meantime the man who inter-
fered, and with whom the Italian had
the fight, was taken off in a carriage
and has not been heard of since.

When the Italian arrived at the po-
lice station his hand was bleeding bad- |
dy, but he would not let the sergeant
send for a doctor, and even did not
want him to get court plaster for fear
it would cost something. The wounds |
were dressed, however, and the man
locked up. An_empty razor case was |
found on the prisoner, but he did not |
have the razor. He gave his name as
Michele Fisher, 26 Mansfield-avenue.

“June 11, 1908,” Prints -
Story That “Strikes”

StopEvery Wheel.

NEW YORK, Aug, 18.—The Wall-
street Journal, the staid.and depend-
able daily that deals with financial
matters and that goes into the offize
of every concern or individual whose
business has to do with finance, waxes
humorous, or probhetic, or even pa-
thetic, as viewpoints may differ, In
its isspe yesterday ,and, following the
style of Edward Bellamy's *“‘Looking
prints under its stereo-~
typed headi—*Review and Outlook,”
an article of more than two columns
in length, entitled “The Great Strike
of 1908.” The article is regarded as
a thinly veiled threat of what capi-
tal may do or try to do some day.

The article is introduced, parenthet-
ically, as follows:

“The following has been reprinted
by request from The Wall-street
Journal of June 11, 1908, with the idea
that 1+ will throw light upon the dis-
tressing financial conditions existing
to-day " .

The first paragraph of the ‘‘reprint-
ed” article reads as follows:

Whole Country “Tied Up.”

“WASHIN@GTON, D.C., June 10, 1908,
—~Capital has gone on strike. On Fri-
day, June 12, at 8 o'clock in the morn-
ing, practically every wheel in the
country will cease to turn.

Insurance Commission

-~ and Their Report

Anonymous Attacks Upon the Commission aad Their Consulting Actsary
—Mr, Dawson’s Crushing Reply.

Editor World: My attehtion has been
called to the following ungenerous at-
tack upon myself and over my should-
ers, upon the members and counsel of
the Royal Commission on Life Insur-
ance, which, appeared on July i1, in
Office and Field, published in Toronto,
in the alleged interests of life insur-
ance agents:

When the Dominion Government
decided fo appoint a commission,
some anxiety was felt by thougnt-
ful men as to who would receive
the position of actuarial expert ad-
viser to the commission. It was
realized that this appointment was
ligely to daecide the entire charac-
ter of the report, but it was hoped
that patriotic feelings and Britisi
preference of ‘the commuission
would. lead them to select either a
Canadian or a British actuary. So
far as Canada was concerned, the
number to choose from was limited,
and, in fact, it would have been
impossible to find an actuary of
high standing, not more or less in-
timately connected with some com-
pany. But this was not true cf
British actuaries. The Royal Com-
mission, however, went to New
York and selected a man whose ex-
perience and training were entire-
ly at variance with British ideals—
a man whose experience had been
largely amongst fraternal and as-
sessment concerns, and who, from
the very beginning, was practically
pledged to endeavor to foist upon
this country the straight-jacket
legislation he had been instrument-
al in saddling upon New York,
where, already, it has proved it-
self an intolerable burden—or, to
change the simile, a Frankenstein
monster, whose ravages have al-
ready, in one year, reduced the
insurance held by the people of tne
neighboring republic, for the pro-
tection of their wives and child-
ren, by over three hundred mil-
lion dollars, as a first instalment
of its operations.

The appointment of this Ameri-
can acutary, Mr. Miles Menandcr
Dawson, was the first great mistake
made by the commission, and re-
sults have shown that it was a
fatal blunder. ™Mr. Dawson's pro-
nounced sympathy with the Arm-
strong legislation was the final in-
fluence needed to turn our commis-
sion into the Armstrong rut and to
ensure that our Canadian. report
would be, both in : yle and in re-
commendations, little more than an
imitation of the New York report.

The president of the Life Under-
writers’ Association of Canada re-
cognized this danger in his first
circular of June 11, 1906, and in thg,
interview which the agents had:
with the Royal Commission, the:
same danger was alluded to, altho
one of the commissioners at tonat
time stated that we might “rest
assured that this commission is not
going to break any windows.” The
contrast between _ this assurance
and the nature of their report when
it finally appeared, is one of the
proofs which show how complete-
ly the commissioners were domi-
nated by outside influences and
how disastrous Mr. Dawson’'s ap-
pointment has proved. *“Not go-
ing to break any windows.” Oh, no,
but~in place thereof the suggested
act would rip out both the sashes
and window frames, the doors and
door-posts, and would delve down
to the very foundations and under-
pinnings of the structure and
threaten ' its complete dislocation,
and all this under the scientific in-
structions of Mr. Miles Menander
Dawson, whose destructive ability
is vastly greater than his construc-
tive faculty. *

Mr. Miles Menander Dawson is
reported, on good authority, to
have made an elogquent appeal to
the managers and actuaries of the
New York companies to use every
effort to have legislation similar
to that of New York passed in
every state of the Union. He made
a direct appeal to their selfish in-
terests, for he pointed out. that if
the companies subject to the laws
of New York were restricted and
handicapped (as they are) by the
Armstrong legislation, while fhose
not doing business in New York
were left unfettered, the New York
companies would not be able to
compete successfully with their
rivals. He, therefore, strongly ad-
vised the officials of the New York
companies to support the adoption
of the principles of the Armstrong
laws in all the -states of the Union,
and, of course, in Canada also. Do
we require further evidence to prove
what a stupendous blunder it was
to appoint such a man as the ad-
viser of the Royal Commission?
With Mr. Miles Menander Dawson
as the sole expert adviser of the
commissioners, the report could be
nothing but a slavish imitation or
a distorted reflection of that of tne
Armstrong committee. If the com-
missioners had only had the good
judgnient to appoint some high-
class British actuary, as for ex-
ample, Mr. George King, F. I. A,
F. F. A.,, what a difference would
have been made! Mr. King’'s detail-
ed opinions on the best principles
to adopt- in insurance legislation
were Submitted to the commission-
ers, but, like many other valuable
sensible suggestions presented,were
entirely ignored by them. They
were brushed aside in favor of
those of Mr. Miles Menander Daw-
son.

But what have Canadian policyh:%d-
ers to say? Do they favor the idea
of Canadian companies being
brought under vicious New York
legislation, simply because New
York companies are subject to that
legislation and will not be able to™
compete with their Canadian rivals
unless .the latter are similarly
handicapped?

JUDGES TO THE TIME

 LEARN  AUTO DELIGHTS

Dresden Motorists to Give Magis-}
trates Annual Lésson About

Safe Sport.

BERLIN, Aug. 18.—Teach magis-
trates and judges the delights of mo-
toring and its freedom from danger
when rationally indulged -in and less
will be heard of harsh judgments
against automobilists. |

Such is the latest proposition of the
Dresden automobilists. They were
moved to make it by the frequency
recurring sharp punishments of both
club members and tourists in Saxony,
on evidence which, if adduced. before
judges possessing experience, would, it
is asserted, in many cases be rejected
as absurd.

The method suggested for avolding
the possibility of such errors is for
each member of every automobile club
to place the machine anfl his own ser-
vices for two days each year at the
disposal of the "judges. The learned
gentlemen, either in the course of Lneir
regular vacations or when the courts
are not sitting, would thus be afford-
ed: the opportunity of making a 48
hours’ trip, during which a certain dis-
tance must be covered and every kind
of obstacle met with in ordinary tour-
ing negotiated, such as hills and vales,
bad roads, villages where restricted
epeed .is compulsory by local regula-
tion and so forth.

Records are to be placed on file ag
authoritative documents for reference
when automobile cases are being tried,
and it is believed that they will be of
great assistance in checking the evi-
dence of witnesses,. who, according to
motorists, always exaggerate the rafe
of speed at which a machine was tra-
veling at the time of the accident.

Should the judges and authorities
fall in with the suggestions, motorists

are of the opinion that a great :tep
will have been taken to overcome- ex-
isting prejudices against the sport.

| Striking Plumbers ind’ Machinists

in Excellent Financial Shape
After Fourteg»n\ Weeks.

‘Nearly $4000 was distributed in strike
pay.to the plumbers and machinists

The executive of both organizations
report that notwithstanding the large
amount paid out ' weekly - they - nave
‘more money in the treasury and are
in better shape in ewvery way. than it
any - other period of their existence.

The plumbers’ strike started on May
15, when about 450 men quit work in
consequence of the bosses’ refusal to
comply with their requests for a close
shop, an increase of wages and a re-
striction of the number of apprentices.

The other employers are endeavoring
to import men and the union pickets
are working so-well that as fast as the
strike-breakers arrive they are sent
back again. The men's committee say
they are dealing  with an average of
ten a day. =

Both strikes are being conducted in
a most orderly manner, which reflects
great credit on the men.

Altho of such a long duration, the
men  are ag firm as on the day they
started. But the executives say they
are quite willing to meet the employers
at any time to arrange a settlement
and meet them in a just and reason-
able spirit.

On the other .hand, Secretary T.
Merrick of the Employers’ Association,
says: "All the talk of the men is mere
moonshine. The employers are get-
ting ‘along very nicely. ,and are fulfil-
ing their contracts without trouble.
Altho the large shops haye not got full
staffs they have sufficient men to meet
the .demands of the trade.”

ith regard to the employers who
have agreed to the men‘s demands, he
says: “They cut no ice. They are only
little. men, and no better off than the
men on strike. The big employers will
resist the demands of the unions to the
end, and would rather go out of busi-
ness than give up the right tp manag:
their own affairs. They are standing
firm for the open shop and they mean
to stick to that or nothing.”

‘Mr. Merrick says ‘the places of all
the electrical workers who went out on
strike ‘in sympathy with the. plumbers
have been filled, and he avers that the
men who filled these places “vere the
plumbers themselves, who consider,
he says, if they are working in ansther
trade . they are still loyal to their
union.
