OSLER SHOWS UP TARTE'S FIGURES

S, R. Callaway of the New York
Central Believes in Railroads
and Not Canals,

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—(8pecial.)—The trans-
portation problem was again the all-ab-
sorbing topic in the House this afternoon.
Nothing new was elicited and the Gebate
was devoid of interest, except when E. B.
Osler projected his brains into the discus-
sion.

Many blils made thelr maiden bows before
the House this afternoon. A number relat-
ed to little railways'in provinces other than
Ontario. From the order paper five bills
were read a first thme.

A Voting Machine,

Mr. Britton's bill to amend the Dominion
Election Act advocates a voting machine,
The word “machine” was greeted by the
Opposition with laughter, and when Mr,

Mills asked, *‘Is it fire proof?’ the House
had a convulsion. Mr., McMullen wanted a
machine exhibition.

Mr. Britton also desires to amend the
Criminal Code, »o that there will be but
one Appeal Criminal Court In Ontario, This
Wil be the present Court of Appeal,

Mr. Campbell wishes to amend the Trade
Mark and Design Act,

Done to Please Yankecs.

Before the orders were called, Sir Charles
Tupper drew from Sir Wilfrid Laurier that
the restrictions placed on the cousling trade
last sesslon, by which the Canadian ship-
bers were Injured at the expense of the
American, had died a natural death, with
the close of the season. There was no in-
tention to revive them. ‘

$60 Too Little for a Good Horse.

A discusslon regarding the fact that Lord
Strathcona’s horse buyer was unable to
get cavalry monnts in the N.W.T., and had
to go to Montana, brought Messrs, Oltver,
Davin, Sproule aitd Rutherford to their
feet. ' Dr. Rutherford voiced the sentiments
expressed when he sald that the price, $60,
could not get a good horse, and that was
the only reason that the N.W.T. could not
supply the mounts., He thought the Gov-
ernment ought to reprimand Dr. McEach-
ern for spreading reports that did uot show
the true state of affairs,

The Transportation Question,

The debate on Mr. Bennett's resolution
regarding transportation was continued by
Mr. Dobell. He was not'very lucid, and fre-
qauently accepted amendations from mem-
bers of the Opposition. The trend of his
discourse was that he did not put much
store by the Port Colborne improvements,
but held that the 14-foot Nt. Lawrence
Canal system would be productive of great
good. His idea was that a consort system
of three vessels, carrying 8000 tons, going
from Port Arthur to Montreal,  would
answer. all demands. He Iinformed the
House that at present half a dozen steam-
ers to fit with this scheme were Dbe-
ing built in England. He regretted that
the 14-foot navigation would open, and that
Canada would have no steamenrs or barge
capable of taking advantage of it, e
could see no use in making Montreal a free
harbor, for it was that now, practicaly.

Mr. Reid followed and, altho, on the
Opposition side of the House, spoke a good
word for the Government canals, He did
not think there was need to spend a single
dellar on Port Colborne,

Mr. Casey frankly presented himself as a
booster of the Government canals, He
traced transportation of grain from the
Rockies to the Atlantie, diverging at stated
intervals to glorify the Government
scheme. The opening of 14-foot navigation
would give a boom to Canadian ship-build-
ing trade and wounld induce Amerjcan capi-
tal to spend jtself in Canada.

Mr. Osler Shows Up Tarte,

E. B. Osler made the speech of the after-
noon. He was brief, businesslike and bold.
In his opinion the House ought to go care-
fully, if for no other reason than because
Mr. Tarte, in his speech yesterday, had
strangely juggled figures. ~ For instance,
Mr. Tarte had sald the freight rate from
Buffalo to New York was 6 cents a bushel,
while in reality it was hut 214 centg a
bushel. He boldly stated that rajlways
would have to be looked to to satisfactori-
Iy solve the grain transportation problem,
The United States had adopted this plan
and Canada should alse, because it was
cheaper. Referring to the proposed expen-
diture of $150,000 on the improvement of
Port Colborne, he said he knew of his own
knowledge that owing to the pecullar for-
muation of the shores there, it wounld he im-
possible for this sum to build break-waters
far enough out to protect the large ships
that the port proposed to attract.

Tarte's Estimates Not Clear,

In his opinioa Mr. Tarte had not a clear
or correct estimate of the cost adequate
improvements would jncur. Hence the Gov.
“ernment should be Sure that they had a
desirable port before expending such a
sum. He guoted:the opinion of gh’, Calla-
way of the N.Y.C., who, in discussing the
proposed enlargement of the Erie Canal,
said that when the work was completed
the cost of conveying wheat to New York
would he equal to thtee cents a bushel on
the capital expended, while the rallways
could carry the wheat at three-quarters of
a cent less. Mr. Callaway was opposed to
canals. 'This was another reason why the
Government should go slow.

MeMullen Grows Scientific,

The latest Information In writing before

Mr. Rust: The delay is all owing to the
Hamllton Bridge Company not having their
material ready.

The Mayor: Can we not enforce the pen-
alty?

Mr. Rust: Certainly. I expect the ma-
terial in perhaps a couple of weeks; but it
may be the end of May before it Is erected.

Controller Frame: How long is the com-
piny under penalty?

‘Mr. Rust: Since the middle of January.

hurry on account of penalty.

Mr. Rust replied that he had no Informa-
tion about it, and if the thing had occurred
it was done without authority.

Is the Plumbing Defective ?

A letter was read from Ald. Denison, of
which the following were the opening sen-
tences: :

I have made an examination of the plumb-
ing at the new buildings and compared the
same with the specifications upon which the
several contractors tendered. In my opinion
the plumbing, as it appears in the building,
is not in any respect equal to the plumbing
specified. I, therefore, request tne Board
of Control not to accept the same till pro-
per investigation has been made, and rur-
ther I would request that no other
moneys be paid, either ty-the architect or
contractor, until after such investigation
shall be held. BSBome two years ago 1 mov-
ed in Council to this effect, but was over-
ruled by them. 'Phe followlag items will
be sufficient to convince your honorable
body that my request is a reasonable one:

(1) Closets as specified to be 20th century
Lest grade complete. Those provided are
“Acme” closets, worth about half as much
as the former. There are 107 of these,

(2) Fittings to the same: Of less value,
size, quality and quantity .sypecitied. The
plumbing is placed behind the marble and
not exposed as specified.

Ald. Denison asked for a.thoro inspection
by the plumbing inspectors of the Medical
Health Department.

James Sherlock, 72 Dundas-street, asked
permission to examine the plumbing. "l‘hlu
was in a letter read with Aid. Denison’s.

Matter Goes to Coupeil,

Controller Sheppard moved at the re-
quest of the letters beuéomplled with.

Controller Spence: The plumbing may be
complete from a sanitary standpeint, but
imperfect as to the specifications.

Controller Sheppard said Messrs. Kirk
and Meadows were perfectly competent to
report as to whether the specifications had
been complied with.

Controller Spence: I am not satisfled with
a man who is simply an inspector from a
sanitary standpoint.

A recommendation was passed that a
deputation bé appointed to walt upon the
Minister of Public Works in connection
with the waterway route between Lake
Ontario and Georgian Bay. The following
resolution passed by Council in 1806 was
recommended to this year's Council, ‘with
the additional recommendation that His
Ixcellency the Governor-General be asked
to appaint a special commission to examine
into and report upon the feasibility of the
'Toronto and Georgian Bay route, wltl} a
view to granting to the Georgian Bay Ship
Canal & Power Aqueduct Company sucha
financial assistance as the merits of the
enterprise may warrant:

“That, whereas the Parllament of Canada
has granted a sum of money for prelimia-
ary surveys and investigations into the
merits of a rival enterprise, viz., a proposed
canal between Montreal and the Georgian
Bay via the French and Ottawa Rivers,

““And, whereag :this Council is of the
opinion that the first-mentioned enterprise,
vlz., a capal between the Georgian Bay aund
Lake Ontario via the Nottawasaga River,
Lake Simcoe, the Holland River and fhe
Humber River would be less than one-quar-
ter the length of a camal by the French
River route, and would, it completed, give
deeﬂper and therefore more expeditious navi.

TREASURER COADY'S ESTIMATES.

His Draft Figures Were Handed
Out Yesterday—Increase
in Debt Charges,

City Treasurer Coady had ready yester-
day his draft estimates for 1900, The sum-
mary showed uncontrollable expenditure
to the amount of $988,181, as against $960,-
360 expended in 1809, and controllable ex-
penditure $252,381 as against $240,454 ex-
pended in 1809. Thus the totals are: 1900,
$1,240,562; 1899, $1,218,823, or -an increase
of $21,739,

In the controllable expenditure sheet the
sum of $14,600 is put down for salaries of
mayor and aldermen.

Increase in Debt Charges.

The city debt and charges therewith
connected show a slight increase from
$915,359 to $931,950, the increase appearing
particularly in the sinking fund rates,
amounting to $287,741. JNor the adminis-
tration of justice there is also an increase
from $30,973 to $381,550, Industrial schools
cost advances from $13,037 to $14,381. St,
Vincent de Paul Children's Ald Society
shows $100 increase, Board of Control
expenditure remains practically the same,
The expenses of the assessment depart-
nent advance from $24,786 to $20,934, the
chief explanation of the increase being
$1,200 put in for “notifying electors,”

As the Population Increases,

The- Treasurer must espect a siight ad-
vance in the number ot the city's poor
since he has raised the sum for “interment
ot poor persons” from $757 to $850. Mu-
nicipal  election expenses do not advance,
nor yet the cost of receiving distinguished
visitors. -

Mayor Denounces Vaccination,

The following letter was written by
Mayor Macdonald to School Inspector
Hughes: -

“1 am the guardian of Vera Wells, a
pupi in the kindergarten department of
Wellesley School. "The child was Sent
home yesterday with a note that she was
not to return until vaccinated. She was
vaecinated last summer, and a certificate
thereof in the form prescribed by the Pub-
lic School Board was duly filed with an
officer of the school, 1 am told that the
reason a new vaccination Is required is
that there Is no scar upon her arm. 1 am
glad there Is none and hope there never
will be one; but once the law is complied
with, as it has been fully in this case, I
will not have any child under my guardi-
anship vaccinated every few months mere-
ly at the caprice of the school authori-
ties, 'I'ne Legislature meets to-day, and
1 do hope that something will be done to
repeal this barbarous and “tyrannical act,
or at least make it optional,” I have suf-
fered in my own person, and 1 know
whereof I speak; and I would not undergo
this dirty and dangerous operation again
under any circnmstances conceivable. 1
hope there will be no further trouble with
this case.”

Certificates of Vaccination Enough,

To the foregoing Mr, Hughes replies: 1
am sorry that you have had any trouble
in relation to your ward Vera Wells, The
arrangements made with Dr. Sheard in re-
gard to vaccination are that hej will send
a medical representative to each school
to attend to doubtful c¢ases, Dr. Sheard
will accept certificates of vacclnaﬂgn n
the form preseribed by the Public School
Board, so that there need be no difficulty
in your case,”’

THE OLD L.A.W. ABANDONS RACING

Amateur Clause of Membership
Abelished—Assembly in
Philadelphia,

Philadelphia, Feb. 15.—The National As-
sembly of the League of American Wheel-
wen to-day relinquished control of racing,
and abolished the amateur clause of mem-
bership. All other references to amateur
wheelmmen were stricken from the constitu-
tion. -The amendments bringing about this
sweeping change in the conduct of the
league were offered by A. B. Iotter, These
questions and that of the establishment of
good roads occupied the attention of the
delegates until a late hour this afternoon.
There were but four votes against the abo-
lition of the racing and amateur clauses,

The early part of the session was occu-
pled by tne reading of various reports.

A thoroly organized band of Liberal work-
ers, known as the threshing machine,
traveled froni one constituency to another,
corrupting the electors and using criminal
force to secure the election of Liberal can-
didates. This machine was deliberately
organized for the expross purpose of steal-
ing the general election aund the bye-elec-
tions for the Government. It was caught
red-handed in the act. Nothing has been
more clearly established than this fact, The
machine has been proved guilty of stealing
property of imunense value to the Govern-
ment.

Whether the Government was or was not
cognizant of the fact that its majority was
obtained by the commission of larceny and
forgery, the fact remains that the Govern-
ment enjoys ¢he benefit of these erimes and
that it now is in power in 'virtue of them.
It has the stolen goods fn Its possession.

This Yact alone ought to be sufficient au-
thority to warrant the Opposition taking a
line of action that would compel the Goy-
crnment to drop ‘its plunder and give it
back to its lawful owners, But tlie charge
against the Government is not simply that
it has stolen goods in its possession, but
that it has come by them knowing they
were stolen. The Government had a gullty
knowledge of the crimes and it can safely
be regarded as accessory before and after
the fact.

The evidence establishing the guilt ‘of the
Govesnment as accessory may be sum-
marized as follows:

Direct connection proved between certain
members of ithe machine and members of
the Government. Jack Thompson, for ex-
ample, was proved to have been out with

supervision of Hon. Mr. Dryden.

The Attorney-General refused to prose-
cute the criminals who had been charged
with operating the machine. He advised
the Clerk of the Assembly to disobey a
subpoena calliug .on him to attend as a
witness at the trial of one of the machine
criminals.

TORONTO UNIVERSITY,

In Lis letter resigning the chancellorship
of ‘Torounto University, Mr. Biake dAssigus
as the reason therefor his absence from
Canada and his consequent inability to pro-
perly discharge the duties of the office.
'lhe reason is-a valid one. The welfare oL
the provincial university demands that the

head of the institution shall be here on
the spot ready 1o advance the interests of |
the university and to protect it from the
attacks that from time to time are made
upon it. Mr. Biuke no doubt realizes this
fact, and bLe has apparently chosen the
prezent time for severing his connection
with the unmiversity in order that the in-
stitution may be better *prepared to figut
certain adverse legislation which it is un-
ticipated will be proposed during the pres-
ent session of the Legislature. Mr. Blake's
resignation jusk previous to the opening
of the Legisiature is not without signiti-
cance, He has apparently been advised
of the proposed legislation, and as he looks
upon it as deirlmental to the university
he has resigned in order to aliow of the
appointment of a successor who will be
able to give the legislation his personal at-
tention aud defend the university against
those who are wilng, it not anxlous, to
see it starved and despoiled of its prestige
and lufluence. This is no doubt the reason
underlying Mr. Blake's resignation.

There is no disguis-
Ing the fact that the present is a critical
time in the history of Toronto Unlversity.
The federation project, carried into eftect
some years ago, has not worked as satis-
factorily as was anticipated. 'The paca-
mountcy of University College, as pro-
vided for in the scheme of federation, is
threatened by attacks from the outside, an
the Government iteelf secius disposed to
wink at these attacks if not to actually
encourage them. The long and short of
the matter is that there is organized effort
to deprive University College of the privi-
leges it enjoys -as the recognized college
of the state and as distinguished from the
denominational colleges. The idea is to
| bring the state college down to:the level
fot the denominational colleges, or at least
| to equalize them. The Government s ap-
'purvutly prepared to sacrifice the people's
college, and it will do so unless the friends
of Toronto University come forward and
protest against any further violation of
ihe principle of federation as already adopt-
ed. It is a well-known fact that Mr. Blake
is opposed to any leglislation In the direc-
tion indicated. His resignation may be
aceepted as a protest against it. The uni-
versity authorities have asked for no legis-
lation. They do not desire any. What
they want Is that the scheme of federation
shall be allowed to proceed on its original
basis. No changes are asked for. If the
university makes any call on the Govern-
ment at all it is for funds to carry out
the project as defined by act of Parliament.

AMERICANS FIGHTING FOR BOERS

MHis Mail Was Censorized by the
British at Durban and There-
by Delayed,

Washington; Feb. 15.—A signed state-
ment was given out last night by Charles
E. Macrum, tnrm.erly U.S. Consul at Pre-
toria, In which he eays in part:

“The situation In Pretoria was such that,
first, as an officlal I could not remain there
while my Government at home was ap-
parently in the datk as to the exact ccn-
ditions in South Africa, Secondly, as a
man and citizen of the Unked State, I
could not remain in Pretorla, eacrificing
my own self-respect and that of the peo-
ple of Pretoria, while the Government at
home continued to leave me in the posi-
tion of British Comsul and not American
‘onsul. 1 want tp say right here that
there was not one isingle request made of
me thru the Depariment of Ntate lookiug
to the care of British interests in Pretoria,
which I did not fulii and report. upon
uccordlzg to my orders. Ou the other hand,
American interests in South Africa were in
thit condition which demanded that the
Departinent of Staté should be cognizant of
them, i

Americans Fought for Boers.

‘I issued the statement recelved from the
State Departient that Americans must re-
main neutral. In the face of this Ameri-
cans were continually going to the front
and taking up arms in the cause of the
Boers. ‘when affairs had reached that

state, my vice-consul, Mr. Van Amerlngen,'

closed up his business, took the oath of
allegiance to the Hepublic, and weut to
the front as a burgher, I thought the tlme
had come when I should make a report of
these conditions, o

No Word From Home,

“It was over four weeks fronr the time
the war opened before I received 8 single
mail despatch from my Government or a
personal letter. The mail for the Trans-
vaal had been sll stopped.at Cape Town
by order of the High Cowmmis:ioner. When
this mail was tinally forwarded to me, the
envelopes bearing the: official seal of the
American Government were opened and of-
ficlally sealed with a sticker, notifying me
that the contents had been read by the
ceusor at Durban,”

Delayed Cable Correspondence,

Mr. Macrum then |relates his experience
in delayed cable cotrrespondence with the
Washington authorities relating to his de-
Sire for leave of absence from his rost.
He says he finally, on Dec. 8, recelved the
following: “You miay come. - Put Attas
brry temporarily in charge, Department

Rather Damp for Magcrum,

RATHMULLEN TO SHIP MARCH I5.

Much Trading in War Eagle, Payne,
Republic and Virtue — Closing
Quotations on Exchanges.

Within the past few days a very satis-
factory report upon thelr property has been
recelved by the Hammond Gold Reef Min-
ing Company from Mr. A. E. Hogue, the
eminent engineer, This report was nead
and action taken upon it at a meeting of
the directors of the company held at the
head office, Yonge-street, yesterday.

PROVINCIAL BOARD OF HEALTH.

Remarkable Decrease in the Num-
ber of Deaths in Ontario From
Diphtheria—After Sweat Shops.
The Provincial Board of Health continu-
ed its meeting yesterday. Dr. Bryce said
the diminuition in the number of deaths
from diphtheria had been remarkable,
I'rom this cause in 1899 the deaths were

only about oene-third of those in 1897, and
haltf of those in 189% as a result of the
conditions insisted upon by the board. Ke-
ports were received that the smallpox cases
In. Brantford, Sarnia, Caradoe Township
and Sharbot Lake were all at an end.
Wiarton’s Water Supply.

The Wianton waterworks was discussed
by the board at length, and It was ordered
that the water pipe be relaid and made
large enough, In order that the use of the
shore valve would not be requirerd, except-
ing in an emergency. In the event of pollu.
tion, such steps as the board directs mast
be taken. The sources of the water ®up-
ply should be, in the opinion of the boamd,
other than the lake, except at a long dis.
tance, if the lake was to be increasingly
usged for sewage purposes.

Artesian Wells,

The board approved of some samples
from artesian wells near Aylmer, as prop-
er for the town. water supply, it being
shown that the wells were free from sur-
face pollution.

Sweat Shops.

There was some discussion regarding
“‘sweat shops,” and workshops generally,
not covered by the factory act, and it was
resolved that the need of inspection or
these places be laid before the Government
with special reference to the danger of dis-
ease from crowding, ventilation, ete.

demeanor will make every militia man
who knew him or came in contact with
him feel that he has lost a friend.

: The General’s Reply,

Yesterday the secreiary of the Institute,
Mr. H. M. Mowat, received the following
reply from the Major-General:

Ottawa, Feb. 14, 1900.

Dear 8ir,—I beg to acknowledge the re-
celpt of the copy of the resoiuiion passed
by the committee of the Canadian Military
Institute, which you bave been so good as
to send me this day.

The regret which the officers and the
committee of the Canadian Military !nsti-
tuie have so kinly recorded are, I wish to
remark, cordially®reciprocated by me. No-
thiug short of direct instrucions to take
part in active service would have indaced
e at this crifis in the affairs of Canada to
avandon the command of the Canadian
militia,

It will always be one of ‘the greatest
bleasures and gratifications of my military
career, the 1det which your address
stutes, and which 1 have very reason to
believe is correct, to the effect that by
Iy departure my militia comrades wiil
feel that they have lost a frined.

I can nevepr forget the loyal support and
enthusiastic energy of my brother officers
in Toronto. The military zeal and energy
of Toronto aund the Province of Ontario
were factors upon which I feit I could al-
ways rely in carrying out essential mill-
tary reforms, or making a success of any
muitary efiort.

I have the hope that I may some day be
able to renew the friendshlp and acquaint.
ance of the officers and members of the
Canadian Military Institute of Toronto, al-
tho, judging by the presemt critical condi-
ton of military affairs in Seuth Africa,
the exact time appears doubtful,
