“Berlin, Nov. 5, via Sayville—The
manifesto Assued at Wearsaw and

German- and Austrian Emperors had
agreed to establish an independent
state of Poland, with a hereditary
monarchy and a ccunstitutional govern.
ment, reads as follows:

“His Majesty the. Gem Emperor,
end His Mafesty the Empercr of Aus-
tria. and Apostolic King of Hungary,
inspired by firm confidence in a final
vietory of their arms, and prompted
by a desire to lead the districts con-
quered by their armies under heavy
sacrifices, from Russian domination,
towards a happy future, have agreed
to. form of these districts a national
state with a hereditary monarchy and
a constitutional government. The ex-
act frontiers of the Kingdom of Po-
'land shall be outlined later,

Glittering Promises.

“The new kingdom will receive the
guarantees needed for the free de-
velopment of its own forcesby its inti-
mate relations with both powers. The
glorious traditions of the ancient
Polish armies, and the memory of the
brave comradeship in a great war
of our days, shall revive in a national
army. The organization, ipstruction
and command of this army shall be
arranged by common agreement.

*“The allied monarchs cxpress the
confident hope that Polish wishes for
the evolution of a Polish state and for
the national development of a Polish
kingdom shall now be fulfilled, taking
due consideration of the general poli-
tical conditions prevailing in Europe,
and of the welfare and the safety of
their own countries and nations.

“The great realm which the western
neighbors of the Kingdom of Poland
shall have on their eastern frontier
shall be a free and happy state, en-
joying its own pational life, and they

IN IRISH SEA COLLISION

Retriever,

Coal Laden;, Hurled By Wave Into Larger

Steamer Connemara—Many Killed Instantly By
Boiler Explosion—Only One Survivor.

Belfast, Nov, 6,—\rhe death list as a
result of the disaster to the steamers
Connemara and Retriever Thursday
night is now set at 91. . Eighty-two
persons lost their lives on the Con-
nemara and nine on the Retriever.
Sixty-nine bodies have been recovered.

The collision occurred at 8.30 o’clock
in the evening a mile off the coast.
The sole survivor, one of the crew of
the Retriever, James Boyle, was in
the water half an hour clinging to an
overturned boat which was washed
ashore.

The disaster was due directly to a
storm.  The incoming Retriever and
the outgoing Connemara were stear-
ing the proper courses to pass each
other in the narrow channel of Green-
ore harbor. The vessels were nearly
abeam when a huge wave struck the

Retriever, laden with coal, altering her
course; Before she could recover her -
bow was driven amidship into the Cou-
nemara, which immediztely began to
settle, turning over five minutes later.
The Retriever was so badly damaged
that she sank in 15 minutes. .
Explosion Killed Many.

Tne collision was seen from the
shore, but the sea was too rough to
permit any assistance being sent to the
ill-fated crafi. - Scores of rockets
were sent up from the shore in the
hope of drawing® any ships in ‘the
neighborhod to the rescue, but ap-
parently none was near as there was
no response to the signals, The hoilers
of both steamers exploded after the
collision killing a great pnumber of
those on board, as was made evident
by the mutilated bodies washed ashore,

Thz British batteries terribly mauled
the poaitions of the Germans north of
La Bassee Canal, and about Bois
Grenier and Messines. The German ar-
tillery and trench mortars were en-
gaged in more firing than usual north
and south of the ¥pres salient.

The British aircraft continues ac-
tive, but owing to the strong westerly
winds, it is_difficult for them to work
their way back to their own lines. All
last night_ it rained heavily and the
ground was difficult for manoeuvring.

The British official communication
dealing with the operations on Sunday
on the Somme front says

“We attacked at several points along
the front, meking some progress ard
taking a few prisoners. On our ex-
treme right we cleared a pocket of
Germans.

“In the cefitre we progressed on a
front of over 1000 yards, securing the
high ground in the neighvorhcod of
the Butte de Warlegcourt. :

“The weather continues stormy.”

The following French official com-
munication was issued Sunday even-
ing:

“North of the Somme we made sev-
eral .successful attacks during the
course of the day, accomplishing a
series of appreciable advances between
the region south of Le Transloy aud the
district south of the St.. Plerre Vaast
Wood.

Between Les Boeufs and Sailly-Sail-
lisel we pushed our lines several hun-
dred metres in the direction of
Le Transloy, east of Sailly Sail-
lisel we cdptured a trench and con-
quered the greater part of the Village
of Saillisel, South of this village we
attacked from three -sides at once the
St. Pierre Vaast Wood, which is
powerfully organized, by the ehemy,’
and ‘'made an importéﬁt- advance, cap-
turing, . successively . ithree trenches,
which defended the northern horn of
the wood, and also taking the whole
line of the enemy’s Ppositions on the
southwestern outskirts,

“The fighting was particularly bit-
ter on that secticn of the front. Gei-
man counter-attacks mwere brilliantly
repulsed with the hahd grenade and
bayonet,

“In the course of these actions we
captured 522 prisoners, of whom 15
were officers,

“On- the right bank of the Meuse,
the artillery battle in the region of
Douaumont continues. We cccupy the
entire Village of Vaux.

“Relative calm prevailed on the re-
meinder of the front.”

The Germans on Saturday made a
determined effort to eject the French
from the Village of Sailly-Saillisel and
their attacks were numerous. The
French drove them off repeatedly and
they left many dead and wounded, ad-

LETTER OF LAW ALONE

Law Lords Gave Strictly Techni-
' cal Ruling, Says
Paper,

By a Staff Reporten,

Ottawa, Oni, Nov, B~—~In its edi-
torial columns on Saturday, Le Droit
makes the following comments on the
decision of the . privy council re
bilingual schools:

“It is plain that the letter only of
the law has been considered by the
supreme authorities in giving their de-
cision, and the final meaning of the
judgment js that the provincial legis-
lature can when it sees fit extinguish
the rights and privileges hitherto
guaranteed to the French language .in
Ontarid, just as the Norris Gevern-
ment did in Manitoba.

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Despite War, International -Spirit
of Salvation Army Remains

' ~‘Unbreken.

COMMISSIONER’S MESSAGE

Chief of Staff Delivers Inspiring
Address to Big Massey
Hall Audience.

That the international spirit of ‘the
Salvation Army will remain unbroken
despite the strain to which it is being
subjected by the war, and that national
loyalty of its workers has been demon-
strated thru the enlistment of téns of
thousands, many of whom have been
killed in'action, formed the keynote of
an infteresting address by Commis-
sioner Howard, chief of staff of the
Salvation Army on “How Goes “the
army?” before a crowd of 2500 ° le
at Massey Hall, yesterday afternoog’.

It was the second meeting of the
annual Salvation Army Congress of the
eastern division of Canada, and "in-
cluded in the attendance were 250
members of that religious body, repre-
senting ‘every part of this distriet.
_The meeting was featured by the
attendance of Premier W, H. Hearst,
‘of  Ontario, who presided and who
praised the work of the organization,
lauded ‘its efforts toward doing good
during war times, and paid a ‘tribute
to Commander Booth. Prolonged = ap-
plausg was given the mayor r a
brief speech. It had been 1 ed
previously that the mayor and council
had, favored a grant of $500 to the
Salvation Army, S

Commissioner Howard showed that
the Salvation Armiy was “a going con-
cern and a growing concern” by an-
nouncing 600 additional army corps 1200
additional officers and cadets, and the
establishment of 200 more social in-
stitutions in the last four years, He
sald statistical records would show in-
creases in many departmental matters
it they were examined. 4

In closing his address he appealed
for remembrance of the men and wo-
men of the Salvation Army, who are
heroic in their sacrifices that they
might save the derelicts with whort
they come in contact. He said they
were angels of mercy, and many of
them in making sacrifices paid for the
souls which they maved with their own
blood.

Cure of All HI.

. He said the halt, the blind and'the’
lame all came to the Salvation Army
for ald, seemingly under the belief that
it possessed a sort of Aladdin’s Lamp
for the secret cure. of all ills. He said

The commissioner interspersed ‘his
remiarks with occasional anecdotes and
witticisms. He told the story of an
instance in which a man was saved. A
telegram was: received by a certain
army ocorps which read: ‘“Husband
coming on next train. Meet, save, and
gend back on 38.50.” The order was
filled and the wayward husband was
sent back to his wife,

The Salvation Army has been es-
pecially affected by the war, the com-
missioner sald, because it was jnter-
national, not only in sentiment, but in
fact. He said, the international spirit
of brotherly love was under a great
strain, but would exist despite that
strain. The army had contributed 850
officers, who were working in various
ways, 100 huts had been’ built by that
organization and 80 motor ambulance
cars, five of them representing Canada’s

.| contribution, had been given to the

British army,

He lauded the late Generel Booth,
declaring that he was not only in-
tensely practical, but an idealist, and
that his ideals were becoming realities
in the progress being made in China
and elsewhere. Little headway had
been made in Russia, he said, because
of the government.

Commissioner Richards appealed for
the help of more women in the manks
of the army. Mayor Church declared
that the Salvation Army 4in Toronto
had been one of the best recruiting
agencies in the city, The chief of staff
preached at the moming service and
the evening service, too. Massey Hall
was crowded at each meeting. Besides
the speeches, music was rendered by
300 musicians.

most competent help.

Windsor's Position.

Windsor, because of .its close prox-
imity to Detroit, follows the American
metropolis’ ways and habits as closely
a8 a city of its size can safely do. It
keeps up with the high rentals and
high cost of living. Rents are just as
high here as across the border; rood, in
pome instances, varies in prices, but
on the whole, Windsor in itself is a
miniature Detroit.

High Cost of Living Editor: Re-
cently we had soup for dinner and not
having any stale bread to use with it
(at ‘nine cents per loaf, who would
have?) we sent to the corner grocery
for a small package of Christie’s soda
biscuits. It cost six cents and cun-
tained only fourteen biscuits, long

past their best. No more sode bis-
cuits for us, at that rate, during war
time, ]

“Daintimaid Kake” at ten cents, was
not too expensive, for they are dainty
and not a crumb is wasted, but when
the price is raised to twelve cents, out
of which the grucer gets two cents,
viz. 20 per cent. profit, they are qyuite
out of bounds. They also are marked
off our bill of fare.

A grocer buys bacon at 28 cenis a
pound and sells it at 35 cents, thus
making a profit of 25 per cent. for
merely slicing it, for as we all kpouw,
there is no wastage whatever, even the
ragged edge is 35 cents a pound.

Grocer Says Re‘aﬂérs Make Less
Money Now Than Whén

\

That consumers will pay even high-
er prices for foodstuffs than those
now prevailing, is the prediction of
Willlam McKenzie, grocer, 1427 Yonge
street, North Toronto, who, in a state-

_He said@ that the abnormal condi-
tions of business caused by the war
created wcircumstances which, in the
natural course of events, boosted the
prices of food to some extent. But he';

Since wheat, flour, hread, potatoes
! and other necessities have advanted
} to an unprecedented height in cost,
« and the people have.paid the addition-

al prices with only an occasional pro-

test, Mr. McKenzie expressed his be-
lief that the cost would mount higher
and  higher. He was - unable to say
i what goal would be attained or what
i action could be teken to afford relief
; to the consumer. :

“Practically everything with a few,
very few, exceptions, in the grocery.
line, have advanced to a figure here-
tofore unknown in the business,” de-
clared Mr. McKenzie. ‘“Flour, butter,
eggs, potatoes, all canned goods, are
away out of sight.” i

Profit Gets Smaller. - |

“The profit to the' grocer who re-:
tails is getting smaller and smaller,
The wholesalers charge these inflated
prices, and the grocer must buy or the
consumer is forced to go without the
things he demands. The grocer can
do nothing but supply his trade with
the products they want.

“The prices are certainly meore in-
flated than. they should be. It is na-
tural, considering conditions, that the
cost of living should be higher than
in. previous gocd  times, ‘but there
should be only a reasonable advance.

“I don’t think the farmer is at the
bottom of these inflated prices,” con-
tinued Mr. McKenzie. “I think either
the manufacturer of the goods or the
wholesaler is responsible. The grocer
is merely the go-between, whose profit
has ‘shrunk until it is practically no-
thing. Grocers who are selling at the
regular prices.-are not getting wealthy.
The margins arc too low, .

“The profit in bread has been cut
in half with the recent advance’to 18
cents for a large loaf, and, consider-
ing that the grocer pays for the
string, for the wrapping paper, which
hasg doubléd in price, ard for the tele-
phone call or the delivery‘of the par-
cel, the profit he makes in selling a
loaf of bread is very, very small

“Sugar is another item wt;!ch has
increased. It is now selling for ten
cents a pound. In the past it has sold
for 5% and 6 cents a pound. The
operating expenses of a grocery have
increased, too, and it is the grocer
who has to meet them.

“Some action of some sort should
Lie taken, but I don't think the gov-
ernment is inclined to move in the
matter.” .

Strenuous objection is being made
by *consumers to the additional cost
of bread, which recently advanced in
price from 8 to 16 cents, to 9 and 18,
cents for a large and small loaf re-
spectively. The increased cost be-
came effective the other day and was
general thruout Toronto. Following is

staple foodstuffs prevailing in grocery
stores here. Some commodities are
practically unobtainable at any price.

The cost of living . has. not only
soared and ig soaring in the prices of
groceries, but clothing, coal and other
household necessitiés as well as rents
and taxes have advanced to unprece-
dented figures, Wages have decreased
almost propo : it is estimated.

Potatoes, beansy the best grade corn

A
New York despatch declares that the
price of eggs will move upward in a
few days. They are now costing twenty
per cent. more than heretofore.

Wholesale prices for fresh eggs in
New York yesterday ranged from
“gathered thirds” at 29 cents to “state
and Pennsylvania hennery whites” at
62 cents a. dozen. - The cold siorage
prices ranged between 26 cents and
29 1.2 cents.. New York refrigerator
men said they had on hand less than
three-quarters of their last year’s sup-
ply. New York dealers annuilly bid
against the Chicego jobbers for the
supply, and this year Chicago won.
Hence the most of the available supply
is in Chicago.. New York consequently
is 200,000 cases short of its normal
supply, or 72,000,000 cggs. This is
assigned as the cause for the advance
to be made soon.

A soft coal shortage in the United
States is causing a situation which,
unless relief comes soon, will mean a
famine in that particular kind of fuel
in Toronto. It has advanced to $9.50 a
ton, an unprecedented figure. It in-
creased $1 overnight.

Bituminous coal is selling at a high
price and anthracite is selling’ at $8.50,
a figure quoted in September, which
has remained unchanged. There s no
present indication that hard coal will
increase in cost.

There has been an immens» amount
of discugsion in the board ¢f educa-
tlon and elsewhere of the drilling of
pupils ab the public schools. A great
deal of the discussion has been utterly
wide of ;the mark, and a great deal
more of it has been concerned with
misa.ppre;mensionz and with apprehen-
sions that need not be entertained. A
great manty people talk about military
drill as 4 few people used to talk
about learning to write. Teach the
lower clagses to write, they argued,
and the fyesuit will be to increase
forgery tp such an extent that the
laws and ‘the police will be unable to
grapple wyth it. Nouthing can be done
with this 'frame of mind but to let it
exhaust itself. It can readily be

ranted that an evil use may bhe

~made of afl good things, but few sen-
“sible people imagine that instruction
in drill and the physical training that
accomparfies it will inflame the youth-
ful mind of the country to such an ex-
tent that the rising generation will
turn out to be a mass of revolution-
aries, mercenaries and paeu(fg-N:\vpol-
eons. 3 :

Will the United States Ever Try
the Experiment of Free Trade ?

In its November number Current

the United States after the war. It is
pointed out that t allied nations
will remain allies coﬁimercially long
after the war is over. Great Britain,
for example, may be exrpeéted to draw
her food supplies from her dominions
'overseas, and from Russia to the ex-
clusion of the United States. Already
Canada is preparing thru her co-opera-
tive export association to.reap the
benefft of preferential treatment for
her exports after the war, not only
from the mother country, but from
Russia, Fra.nce\-and Italy. as well.

It is taken for granted that the
central powers will establish o like
zollverein for their own protection and
prohibit or restrict imports from the
entente powers after the war is over in
much the same way as those powers
may be trusted to prohibit or vestrict
importations from the nations with
which they are now at war., How far
‘Germany and ‘Austria,”if defeated; may
be allowed to control their own fiscal
Dbolicies remain to be seen.

But assuming ' that two powerful
groups of nations divide Europe into
two hostile camps commercially, = it
must almost of necessity- follow that
they will oppose high tariff barriers
against neutral mations. A preference
to Canada as against Germany¥, for
example, would evidently be worthless
unless  coupled. with a similar pre-
ference as against her principal rival
in the export trade. Hence it may be
eagily seen that American manu-
facturers seeking entrance into the
markets of the entente powers, will
have to form <Canadian corglorations
and establish plants in Candfla, The
American exporter of agricultural pro-
ducts, however, could resort to no
such device, for evidently the C ian
farmer could not benefit by the pre-
ference afforded him in- Europe if
grain and other products grown in the
United States could be shipped into
Canada, lose their original identity and
then be transhipped to any of the
entente powers.

Canada, as one of the entente pow-
ers, would have to maintain a stiff
tariff against neutral as well as on-
emy nations and especially aguainst
the United States.

United States observers fear that
both groups will go after foreign trade
with determination and success. They
will start with the advantage of state
owned railways, with infustries mo-
bilized under state control, and with
the disposition to subsidize shipping.
The United States, they say, will be
tairly driven out of the South Amer-
lcan market, a task by no means diffi-
cult in view of the slip-shod manner
in which United States exporters hav:
been carrying on their trade with
Latin America during the war,
Scarcely any weapon of i'eprisal
seems to suggest itself to our ncigh-:
bors except the old device of raising
the tariff. In this way they may
constitute a zollverein among the
states of the union, but while that,
tu some extqnt, might placate the
manufacturer, it holds out no promise
of hope to the producer and exporter
of food.

Some slim consolation is extragied
from the philosophical reflection that
trade should be governed by econcmic
laws and not by sentimental or rol-
itical considerations. That, however,
would bring the United States peril-
ously near the experiment of free
trade. Something like free trade
might enure to the advantage of the
United States altho it would certainly
be a revolutionary reversal of the
policy to which, up to this time, she
has attributed her wealth and  pros-
perity. But sv many changes are
being wrought by the great war ‘that
We may yet see Great Britain heading
the column of nations adhering to a
high protective tariff - while the
United States harks back to the teach-
ing of Cubden and Bright and tries
the desperate experiment of free trade,

It is evident from what Mr. Mec-

golutely to the legal question involved
and refraining from considering the
question of difficulty of framing a sta-
tute which would give the commis-
sion power over only those functions
which the recalcitrant board refused
to fulfil and only for such a time as
the board refused to fulfil them. It
would appear that the statute's legal-
ity might have been saved if it had
confained some provision whereby the
board should have regained its powers
2utomatically as spon as it conform-,
ed to the requirements of the law.

It is probably within the truth to
£ay that the decision of the privy coun-
cil ‘makes it clear that in this country
a government cannot abrogate tha
powers of an elective body to an up-
pointed body save for the period dur-
ing which and to the extent to which

the elective body refuses to comply
with the law.

OLD UPPER CANADA BOY
DIES ON THE SOMME

Lieut. D’Arcy Wadsworth, Late of
the Bank of Montreal, is
Reported Killed.

When each day bringa its new
record of the splendid young lives that

bave closed in France, an individual
loss can be singled out only to stand
as typical of a multitude, These
youths died with the whole adventure
of life still before them, yet in one
gense their lives are singularly com-
plete, They had one supreme purpose,
and the éhoice they made was abso-
lute and final. The vunly thought of
self that ruléd their decision was to
preserve their self-respect, and to se-
cure this, they preferred to ease an
length of years, hardships and wounds
and death.

Lieut. Wadsworth waz the son of
Mr. W. R. Wadsworth, the well-known
panker. Educated at Ridley and Upper
Canada College, he entered the Bank
of Montreal at seventeen. Five years
jater he resigned to qualify for a
commisgsion. He was appointed sub-
altern in the 84tli Battalion which
was in the summer of 1915 training
at Niagara. He accompanied them as
scouting officer into their winter quar-
ters at Brantford, coming later to
Toronto for & machine-gun course.

The town hall
was filled to the doors, and for once the
big crowd was absolutely of one mind,
especially in the'latter ggtages, as evi-
denced py adoption of a resolution, Every
man present urged- better transportation
on Yonge street, and Mayor Church, Con-
trollers Foster and Cameron, and Ald. H.
H. Ball, Ramsden and Risk concurred in
the demand for better facilities. The one
exception was Ald. Maguire, and the lat-
ter only in the manner of arriving at a
solution.

R. L. Baker, president of the North |fi

Toronto Ratepayers’  Assoclation, at
whose instance Mayor Church called the
meeting, presided, and, while ready for
interruption the big gathering was or-
derly. By a prior arrangement, the first
part of the meeting was given over:to a
recital of the needs and grievances of'
the northern part of the  city, and, inci-
dentally, Sir Adam Beck was subjected
to some friendly criticism for the delay
attending the negotiations, together with
the failure to report progress of negotia-
tions, if any, between the Provincial Hy-
dro Commission and the Metropolitan.

COMMISSION ORDERS
NEW TOLLS FOR CARS

Charges Increased on Refrigerator
Cars Going West of the
Great Lakes.

Special to The Toronto World.

Saskatoen; Sask., Nov. 4—New tolls
for heated refrigerator cars over and
above frezight rates between eastern
Canada and all points west .of the
great lakes are ordered by the Board of
Railway Commissioners, according to
an official communication which
reached the Saskatoon Board of Trade
today.

From west of Fort William, Ont., to
the Pacific coast the country has been
divided into sections, new tolls per car
varying from $10 in most easterly
zones to $25 pt the coast. .

Under the mew ruling tolls on per-
ishabhle goods requiring protection be-
tween easterr points and Saskatoon,
Regina, Movse Jaw, Prince Albert and
Viceroy the rate, in addition to ordin-
ary freight rates, will be $15 per car.
New tolls cover protected freight
traveling either way. The order in-
volves rescindmeni of a general order
issued Nov=mber of last year, author-
izing railways to charge certain tolls
for usge of refrigerator cars for the
carriage of vegetables in carloads oa
mileage basis.

Against Alleged lIrish Influ-
ence at Rome.

VATICAN MILLIONAIRE

His Holiness so Referred to By
Infuriated Writer in That
Paper.

Montreal, Nov. 4.—Le Pays is out
today with the statement that the re-
cent papal letter “is the most formid-
able blow to French-Canadian in-
fluence ever given in this country, as
well -as being the greatest triumph
ever placed to the credit of the Irish
clergy in Canada. It could not have
been worse,” continues the same paper,
“had the document been signed by
Fallon, Doherty and Fitzpatrick.

Le Pays says in effect that the Pope
has been deceived cruelly by the Irish
Catholics and influenced by their pow-
erful friends in Rome and elsewhere,
The article contends that the papai
declaration claiming that the French-
Canadian ‘priests are not well enough
versed in English to look after their
Irish parishioners, adding that the very
contrary is the case, It also claims
that the Pope intimates that the
French-Canadian children should learn
English perfectly, while the smallest
knowledge of French is quite icient
for their wants. It continues: “Think
of the perfection to which. English is
taught and then of the small bone
thrown t{o the French-Canadians and
one realizes the crying injustice of the
Pope’s letter, which speaks of perfect
English tnd passable Frenchs”

“To combvlcte the Pope’'s goodncss,’
says the writer, “his holiness asks the
kishops, those who caused all the trou-
ble, to settle the conflict. What zeal
Mgr. Fallon will employ in rendering
justice to the French of his diocese!
He will enjoin ' silence upon journal-

BOLL WEEVIL SPREADS

Pest this Year Dutroys Two Mil-
lion Bales of Cotton Thru
Southern States.

WORST YEAR EVER

Ravages of Dreaded Insect. This
Season Reach Districts Never
Before Affected.

New York, Nov., 4—Approximately
2,000,000 bales of cotton, valued at
about $200,000,000, has been destroyed
by the boll weevil, and about 79 per

by the insect this season, reports .J.
A. Taylor, president of the National
Ginnmers’ Association, who has just re-
turned from an extensive trip thru the
cofton belt,

“Therc has never been a year in the
cotton idustry whem the weevil' has
done so much damage,” said Mr. fay-
lor. “The pest has spread greatly. 1
cstimate the Jamage at 34 per cent.
greater than last year, all of it in now
ferritory, where the boll weevil has
never been known. Tbe weevil this
year reached the Atlantic coast for the
first time.”

Mr., Taylor said that he had received
reports from the south, showing the
pest had covered more counties this
year tren during the last four years :
combined. Alabama, Tennessce, Mis-
sissippi, Georgia, Arkansas, and Ok-
lahoma, were most seriously affected.
