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URGES IMPROVED 
CONTROL OF FUEL

Soldier-Labor Candidate Also 
Advocates Need of Fair 

Rent Court.

James Higgins .soldier-labor candi- 
late for Northeast Toronto, in an 
address delivered last night at the 
comer of Broadview and Danforth 
emphasized his opinion that there 
■was urgent need of a fair rentals 
court in Toronto as a means of cop­
ing with the rentineers. He did not 
believe that all landlords were guilty 
Of attempting to ç-et into the game of 
profiteering, but there could be no 
doubt that the law was such today as 
to permit of rentineerlng when op­
portunely was givèn. It was this 
class of landlord, said Mr. Higgins 
Who needed control.

In the course of his address the 
soldier-labor candidate pointed to the 
need of a better system of fuel con­
trol thruout the province. He advo­
cated a system of Control at the bor­
ders where a scheme of equitable dis- 

. tributlon could be inaugurated on a 
pro rata basis; so much to household­
ers, so much to factories, and so much 
to other concerns needing the coal. 
He was convinced- he said, that this 
was a matter which could be so con­
trolled as to give editable distribu­
tion, and distribution where most 
needed.

John Doggett, secretary of the 
building trades council of Toronto, in 
a strong appeal, outlined the history 
of the labor movement from the days 
when it was rather dangerous and 
always unpleasant to be a trade 
unionist. Times had changed. To­
day trades unionism was so much in 
the ascendant that millions of men 
and women in both Europe and Am­
erica w'ere proud to belong to 
cult. But, there was more at stake 
in Canada today, and that was the 
problem of labor representation in 
the provincial and federal legislatures. 
This was the problem of the present 
campaign in Northeast Toronto.

John Cottam, following in the vein 
suggested by Mr. Doggett,, pointed out 
that labor stood for the betterment 
.of conditions surrounding working­
men and working women, for .better 
pensions, for freer education and for 
easier opportunity for all children to 
icceive university education, and for 
those amendments to 
men’s
•would give a working man or woman 
a chance to fight against either in­
jury or disease gained thru employ­
ment.

“EARTHBOUND” IS
ARTISTIC PICTURE

Wonderful Photography and Re­
alistic Nature of Setting — 

Story Little Illogical.

“EarthbOund,” the screen drama in 
wonderful photography that had its 
first showing in Toronto at Massey 
Hall yesterday, attracts principally 
because of the exceptional character 
of the art shown in its production and 
in the realistic nature of the setting. 
The acting, too, is without flaw, and 
the plot is carried to a happy con­
clusion. It has, however, a weak spot 
which reveals itself as the picture un­
rolls before the audience.

Basil King's “unusual movie,” as it 
has been called, deals with the lives 
of those who set out with the philo­
sophy of ‘‘No God, no sin, no future 
life.’’ Jim and Dick were two men 
whose friendship was turned into bit­
ter hate, which ended in the killing of 
one by the other, because the man 
killed had won the love of the wife 
of his slayer. So far the story is qot 
unusual. The new phase is intro­
duced when the spirit of the dead 
man is seen hovering about his old 
associates, during the trial and in the 
various episodes succeeding his death. 
The wives of the two 
widow and the other the woman who 
had drawn the deaa man from his alle­
giance—meet in a church, when the 
widow points to the crucifix and says: 
“The only help for you and 
there.” Up to this point the story is 
logical; the weakness arises when the 
spirit of the man who, tho dead, is 
still bound to earth by his affection 
for sin, comes under the influence of 
a minister, who after a struggle in­
duces the spirit of the dead to turn 
to better things. Christianity, symbol­
ized by the cross, never teaches that 
conversion is possible after death, and 
to mix the idea of reincarnation with 
Christianity Is something incongruous.

The story ends with a meeting be­
tween the deserted wife and the shade 
of her husband, who, when she tells 
him she forgives, answers there is 
something more than forgiveness want­
ed for happiness, and that is love. This 
also sh£ freely promise’s, and she bids 
him go upwards, the closing 
having a beautiful setting in white 
marble, a cross in the distance and the 
kneeling figure of the woman watching 
the spirit of her husband as he as­
cends the hill, supported by her for­
giveness and VôVe.

For these things 
Mr. Wilson, rather than Mr. Hard­
ing, will be to blame, 
these conditions with which the new 
administration will have to deal.

II A few days ago The World ventured

Manufacturers are, therefore, not 
coming here, and it is ^affecting our 
credit. It was the great hope of our 
business enemies that the Chippawa 
Canal would not be completed so that 
we would be at their mercy. They 
did everything In their power to 
block it.”

There appeared to be a tendency 
on the nart of some of the repre­
sentatives of smaller municipalities 
to malign Toronto. The Queen City 
was accused of “hogging” more than 
Its share qt power.” This cj^irge 
was emphatically denied by Con. 
Maguire and Mayor Church. *Sir 
Adam Beck said that Toronto was 
suffering just as much as the rest.

Ask Eight-hour Day.
An appeal by the wardens at the 

city jail was put in by Mr. W. Parry, 
attorney, who, accompanied by a 
turnkey, laid before the commission an 
application for an eight-hour day 
which it was stated had been approv­
ed by the governor. This would mean 
an increase of three more men per 
shift at the jail.

The turnkey stated that there were 
112 prisoners at the jail. They had 
lunatics as Inmates, who had usually 
been arrested as vagrants, the num­
bers being generally from two to five 
at a time. These lunatics were medi­
cally examined by experts on the day 
after they arrived, but It was some­
times from three to five weeks before 
the lunacy commissioners removed 
them.

paper’s consistent propaganda against 
the labor movement. He quoted on the 
other hand articles from the same pa­
per which extended recognition to 
national bodies and the O.B.U.

"You want to give recognition to 
the Canadian Federation to the O.B.U. 
to anything except the international 
.with which you are connected," he 
remarked, adding caustically: 
breeds solidarity. The movement can 
advance when you say to the non­
union man, «Come on in. It’s no use 
for you, but come on In anyway.”’

Conflicting Movements.
The speaker then passed the con­

sideration of the local agitation 
for the abolition of the Trades 
Congress in favor of the Independent 
Ijabor party. The labor movement, 
he declared, had worked for years to 
bring to the worker the realization 
that he had one Industrial and one 
political arm. But the present agi­
tation was that of the man who 
said to it: "Use only your political 
arm; it is the only one that can do 
you any good."

Concluding. President Moore plead­
ed for unity towards the objectives 
of the labor movement, the principal 
ones of which he enunciated as the 
universal eight-hour day, the ebo- 
day week, workmen’s Insurance and 
other measures alleviating the lot of 
the toller.

Milne’s Hollow, and had got the 400- 
pound safe taken from the United 
Cigar Store branch at the corner of 
Richmond and Bay streets, rifled.

It seems another safe, some nights 
ago, was also found off the Don road, 
adjacent to Donlands- Quite a queer 
crop for a simple milk farm. The rob­
bers must hâve known the locality. 

Series of Raids.
The cigar store robbers are a 

smart band, operating with a motor 
bar, and since last Monday they 
have broken into no fewer than six 
of these United shops, and out of 
three of them have safely got away 
with thé safe. On Monday night 
the gang broke into the store at the 
corner of Church and Queen streets, 
and removed the safe, on Wednesday 
night they did a double turn, by 
tering the store at the corner of 
Spadina avenue and -Queen street, 
and the shop at the corner of Bay 
and Richmond streets, and In both 
cases got away with the safe.

In the case of the other stores 
tered, the thieves were evidently 
frightened away as they left with 
only a few pipes and boxes of cigars. 
As all the stores of the company are 
on main, well lighted streets It is 
evident that the thieves are a dar­
ing gang, and that the police pro­
tection in the streets at night is not 
sufficient for the safety of property.

Four or More in Gang.
From enquiries "made by The World 

yesterday it appears that there must 
be at least four men in the thieving 
gang. . Mr. Gardner of the United 
Cigar Stores said that it would take 
as a minimum, three men to shift 
a safe from the store to a motor car, 
and It would take some time to con­
vey It from store to the roadway. 
This very-fact shows that the thieves 
must know the police routine pretty 
well as they seem to make their raid 
on a store when • the constable on 
duty is at the far end of the beat.

They nearly miscalculated this 
time, however, in their burglary of 
the Bay street store. Just as they 
were ready/ to start away with the 
safe in the car, P. C. Kydon came 
along. He fired two shots after
them, but the car was out of sight 
(before he could obtain any. further 
assistance. The entrance to all the 
stores has been obtained in the same 
manner—a crowbar has been used 
to force the front door open and
then, as any one knowing the lay­
out of the stores Is aware, the way 
is easy to the street.

The police, under Detective Inspec­
tor "Guthrie, on inquiring Into the 
case, believe the gang are some smart 
Yanks, and that they are operating 
from some neighboring town or vil­
lage. At present the authorities have 
no clue to work upon.

All the safes and their . contents 
were Insured, but the company do 
not care to make public the exact 
amount stolen in actual cash.

San Francisco, Nov. 4.—California, 
by a three to one vote Tuesday, passed 
the “Anti-Alien Land Law,” a measure 
Intended to restrict tenure of land by 
non-assimilable aliens. The measure 
recently was the subject of diplomatic 
exchanges between the state depart­
ment and the Japanese foreign office. 
Returns from 6,413 of the state’s 
6,154 precincts today showed 483,015 
voted to adopt the measure, with 
163,731 against it. The measure was 
initiated to halt what Its sponsors 
termed encroachment of Japan on 
California lanâs~thru leasehold! or ac­
tual purchase. It Is designed to re­
place the present alien land law, pass­
ed in 1913, which prohibits ownership 
of land or leases extending beyond 
three years by aliens ineligible to 
citizenship.

The new measure 'forbids purchase 
of leaseholds for any length of time 
by such aliens. Further provision 
is made against control of land by 
corporations in which they are domin­
ant or thru guardianship of 'their 
American-bora children who are elig­
ible to citizenship and therefore priv­
ileged to own land. ,

Japanese to Protest.
Tokio, Nov. 4. — The passage of 

the anti-Japanese legislation in Cali­
fornia was discounted in advmnce by 
the newspapers, which are finding dif­
ficulty in. saying anything new. The 
Yordzu Chono calls upofi the govern­
ment to protest formally against the 
aoiti-Japanese legislation.

OPEN NEW TORONTO STREET.
The opening* of Eighth street by 

Mayor Lovejoy was made the occa­
sion of a gay festival, a dance being 
held on the new pavement to excel­
lent music supplied by the Toronto 
Citizens’ Band, 
of ladies served refreshments.

Sinn Feinism was sternly denounced at 
a meeting held in Cooke’s Church last 
night to Jearn the true conditions in Ire­
land, and virile language was brought in­
to play in denouncing the Sinn Fein and 
its standards. Sinn Fein, according to Rev. 
W. J. Dempster, who has Just returned 
from Ireland, where he has been study­
ing conditions, means in the last analy­
sis, simply murder, anarchy, destruc­
tion. of the British empire and the over­
throw of Prdtestantism. Catholicism, 
from the ranks of which Sinn Fein is 
recruited entirely, was denounced toy his 
brother, the Rev. David Dempster, of the 
Presbyterian cnurch in Belfast, Ireland, 
who stated that in his" opinion the more 
priests and nuns there were in Ireland, 
the lower that country sank. “You will 
only break the Pope’s power when you 
have broken Popish hearts, hands and 
brains,” he summed up.

Knocks Separate Schools.
Rev. W. J. Dempster, in his address 

on ”Tihe Sinn Fein Movement in Ire­
land," stated that his mission, in addi­
tion to exposing this cult, was to aid in 
uniting forces in a league for religious 
and civil liberty. In this connection he 
administered knock-out 'blows to the 
separate or parochial school system. In 
his opinion the greatest remedy that 
could be prescribed for the Irish com­
plaint would be the abolition of this sys­
tem and one common public school es­
tablished for atl classes of the commun-

A.t the Empire Club luncheon yes­
terday Leo Weinthal, chief editor of 
The African World. London, gave a 
most enlightening address, with 
slides, on the vast territory under 
British rule in Africa, where, he said, 
the unlimited resources of the coun­
try were being opened up thru the 
medium of the Cape to Cairo Rail­
way.

The club expressed its interest on 
this subject by turning out in such 
numbers that overflowed the dining 
room at the King 
voiced their appreciation 
Weinthal by repeated applause. Mr. 
Weinthal is one of the men upon 
whom the British government calls 
for reliable information regarding 
Africa, and on the trip on which he 
took his audience he showed that he 
has the African situation at his 
finger tips.

In British Uganda the growth of 
vast quantities of cotton was, Mr. 
Weinthal said, with the Egyptian 
production, going to do much to solve 
the question of supplying the Lanca­
shire mills with that product, and be­
cause of the completion of the As- 
isusan dam, the cotton and sugar 
.produced would be worth 50 million 
pounds sterling. In the Belgian 
Congo, King Albert was proving that 
he was the man to carry out the re­
forms necessary, and an advanced 
and progressive system now existed 
there.

The methods employed in railroad 
construction, the 
encountered. and 
scenery and possibilities were flash­
ed on the screen, together with the 
truly great men, whose success had 
been Wrapped up in the dream that 
in Africa today was slowly assuming 
material shape. Cecil Rhodes, the 
speaker said, had the foresight, and 
it was left to men like George Pall­
ing, Alfred Beit, Robert Williams and 
others to carry on to its glorious 
elusion. Incidentally, a letter writ­
ten by Rhodes in- 1900 said that" 
Africa would toe cut in two by lines of 
steel. *

Botha and Smuts, Mr. Weinthal 
marked, had their place in the heart 
of Britain for the 
rendered, many of which would 

I main unkno wn to the public. The 
former had not only been instrumen­
tal in the subjugation of hostile 
Africa, but had been one of the most 
Outstanding figures at the peace con­
ference, and General Smuts was to­
day carrying out what Botha preach­
ed: “No British nor Boers in South 
Africa, but a great country filled 
with South Africans.’’

A determined effort to solidify itself 
against the criticism of the international 
labor movement which 
month past formed an undercurrent Jn 
local labor circles, was made when, at 
last evening’s meeting in the Labor 
Temple of the Toronto District Labor 
Council, the Butcher Workers’ and Retail 
Clerks’ Union were expelled from affilia­
tion. The action, which was taken in 
accordance with communications frqm in­
ternational headquarters, stating that 
these bodies were not in good standing, 
provoked one of the most spirited dis­
cussions that has occurred on the floor 
of the local council.

Secretary A. W. Mance, in reading the 
international’s communication, which 
stated that the butcher workers were in 
arrears with their per capita tax, pro­
posed at the same time to read a com­
munication from Louis Braithwaite, busi­
ness agent of the discredited body, which 
asked that he be given an opportunity 
at a subsequent meeting to place the 
position of his local before the body.

“Are we going to receive communi­
cations from that rat?" demanded Dei 
Grain of the Street Railwaymen’s Union.

•I move that We have read the cor­
respondence between Braithwaite and 
American Federation organizers. I want 
to show him also a traitor,” interjected 
Delegate James Ralph.

Further discussion was checked 
mentatily by President Jim Scott’s ruling 
that only the international letter calling 
for the expulsion of the unions should 
then be read, and that Mr. Braithwalte’s 
request should be considered separately. 
Upon a substantial majority, the butch­
ers were expelled from the council.

"I believe that if we refuse Louis 
Braithwaite à hearing we are taking a 
dangerous step," declared Delegate Jack 
McDonald, when the request again came 
up for discussion, and adding: ‘Tou can 
bee from the attitude of the international 
officers present tonight that they are 
worried about something. If there is dis­
sension in the ranks of the international 
movement we must meet it."

Delegatee James Ralph, William Varley 
and Jos. Gibbons pointed out that the 
butcher workers were not leaving the 
international movement because of a 
grievance, but because of their fa Lu re 
since March of this year to pay their 
per capita tax.

Further discussion, which was featur­
ed toy the free employment of personali­
ties between speakers, was checked by 
the moving of the previous question, 
after which the council decided by a 
vote of 77 to 65 to refuse Mr. Braith­
waite a hearing.

Following the action of the council in 
regard to the butcher workers, a simi­
lar course was followed in the nxtiter of 
the retail clerks.

Delegate O'Leary enlivened the coun­
cil at this Juncture by demanding a re­
port from the executive committee on 
Lhefc- action in Investigating the charges 
made by Local 1820 of the Carpenters’ 
Brotherhood to the effect that unauthor­
ized delegate® were holding positions in 
the council. He elicited the informa­
tion that the Butcher Workers' Union 
had sent over 40 delegates to the council 
at a time When they were entitled to 
only 16, and that the retail clerks had 
continued to send representatives when 
not entitled to do so.

The recent order of D. B. Hanna, 
president of the government railways,

The report 
considers the lack of facilities which 
the present system affords for the 
treatment of problem cases and re­
views briefly the advantages to be 
gained from a separate bureau, 
manned by returned then and with 
a staff of surveyors capable df locat­
ing work for veterans not yet wholly 
efficient and of giving careful con­
sideration to the specially incapa­
citated.

The report refers to the statement 
of J. Harry Flynn, president of the 
GA.U.V., that “employers roust bear 
their Share of the war toy taking on 
returned men, even when they were 
net equal, from an Industrial point 
of view, to civilian applicants for 
positions."

It is understood that thè labor de­
partment is giving consideration to 
the request of the veterans and en­
deavoring to evolve an alteration "in 
Its employment policy which shall 
create the organization which they 
suggest.

The aid of the provincial office of 
the G.W.V.A. has been enlisted in an 
endeavor to locate ex-Private Wil­
fred 'Shiletto, formerly a resident of 
Toronto. The office states as its ob­
ject in locating Mr. Shiletto the af­
fording of assistance to him in se­
curing a grant of land for which he 
was formerly anxious.
