BOYERTOWN, Pa. Jan. 15-With the 
opening of the four improvised morgues 
in which lay the victims of Monday 
night’s hollocaust the inhabitants of this 
little village began to realize the awful 
extent of the tragedy. The hand of sor­
row has touched probably every family m 
the town and in neighboring village^. 
Where families were not directly affected 
by the terrible panic and fire through the 
loss of relatives they were mourning for 
•lost friends or acquaintance. The grue­
some scenes following the disaster bring 
a shudder tef the stoutest hearts, and 
many of the thousands who have come as 
curiosity 'seekers have gone away declar­
ing they never want to witness another 
sight like it.

The four buildings used as morgues 
contain 162 bodies. The three undertaking 
establishments of the borough were too 
small to accommodate the large number 
of victims so the borough officials decided 
to use the high school. Undertakers, from 
surrounding towns were pressed into ser­
vice to care for the bodies as they arriv­
ed from the ruins. To each body was at­
tached a «tag containing a number and 
with the corpse was laid any article o? 
jewelry or clothing that might have been 
in the possession of the victim. Coroner 
Strasser who has been on the scene since 
midnight, had expected ,to open the 
morgues for the identification of the dead 
yesterday afternoon, but the number of 
dead grew so large that the undertakers

people for approval. No officer or 
ploye of the city, elected or appointed 
k permitted to be, either directly or indi­
rectly, financially interested in any civic 
contract or one in which any public serv­
ice corporation is interested. The act fur­
ther provides for complete publicity of city 
affairs, requiring a monthly statement of 
receipts and expenditures to be given to 
the newspapers, and providing further for 
an annual examination of the books of the 

city.
An iinportant provision of the act is 

that establishing the right of recall; that 
is, it provides the ways and means by 

which a dishonest or incompetent mayor 
or councilman may be removed from office 
by a vote of the people. Still another section 
provides machinery by which, if the 
dl ' refuses to pass a needed ordinance, the 

people can compel its passage, 
provision is made by which the people 
may reject any ordinance passed by the 
council which is not satisfactory to them. 
If after a term of six years a city is dis­
satisfied with the commission form of gov­
ernment, the act provides a means by 
which it may return to its former plan.

Briefly, the strong features of this plan 

may be stated as follows:
Commission elected by', the people at 

large.
No franchise or other valuable rights 

transferred until the people vote upon it.
A responsible head for each department.
Non-partisan civil service commission.
Uniform system of accounting.
Machine politics Rendered well nigh im­

possible.
People’s rights protected by the refer­

endum, initiative and power of recall.

Mr. Foster went on to show that when 
the intermediate tariff was passed it was 
to be put in force by order-in-council. The 
intermediate was to be the means of ne­
gotiating short treaties by order-in-council. 
That was found impossible. The finance 
minister admitted that it was, and they 
had to fall back upon the treaty of 1893. 
But for the treaty of 1893 there would be 
no treaty now.

When Mr. Fielding offered the interme­
diate tariff to France, France said, “Away 
with it, we will have none of it.” And 
the 1893 treaty had then to be used as a 
basis for the present oqg.

Coming to the merits of the treaty again, 
Mr. Foster said that while France had 
the benefits of indirect shipments Canada 
had not. As to the actual result of the 
negotiations there were 152 items which 
we were allowed to enter France under 
certain conditions.

! MONCTON, N. B. Jan. 15-(Special)— 
I. C. R. goods, classed principally as junk, 
continue to disappear in som^ mysterious 
way from the 1. C. R. premises in this 
city, and it appears another effort is to 
be made to get at thé source of the leak­
age. The 1. C. R. police department ap­
pears to have had reason to suspect that 
a well-known employe of the I. C. R. 
electric light department might be able 
to give some information on the point if 
he could be induced to give particulars of 
business transactions with certain junk 
firms outside the city, and as a result of 
this suspicion the employe in question 
has been suspended pending an investiga­
tion which, it is understood, is to be com­
menced today.

A number of employes of the electric 
light department have been summoned to 
give evidence and it is rumored that 
there may be some interesting develop­
ments.

The employe suspended has been pur­
chasing a quantity of copper wire, etc., 
from time to tide from the I. C. R. but 
it is claimed his shipments are much 
larger than his purchases from the rail­
way. Consequently it is proposed to try 
and ascertain where the bulk of thé junk 
sold to outside parties has been coming 
from. The suspension of the employe and 
the investigation to be held has created 
considerable stir in the department con­
cerned and the outcome of the proceed­
ings will be awaited with interest.

A claim had been made that thé steal­
ing of junk from the railway had been 
stopped, but it now appears the police 
have awakened to the fact there was 
nothing more than a suspension of opera­
tions and probably not even that.

Passing on to two solutions of an op­
posite character and tending more to be­
nevolence than force, Professor Magill 
spoke briefly on oo-operation and a sys­
tem of profit eharing. These ideas, he 
said, were preached with glowing enthu­
siasm fifty years ago, but a review of the 
nineteenth century gave a more sober es­
timate. Co-operation played only a small 
part today, except in England, and pro­
fit sharing, while a success with a few 
firms, did not appeal to masters or mem.
The former did not want the men as part­
ners, and the men realized that they had 
at best only a small interest and were 
handicapped should they want to strike.
Whatever might be in the future, profit 
sharing was today no solution of indus­
trial war.

Taking up government methods for the 
settlement of industrial war, Professor 
Magill referred to compuleqry arbitration, 
first adopted by New Zealand thirteen 
years ago as the most familiar. The ma­
chiner)-, when first tried, consisted, he 
said, of a board of conciliation in each 
district, and a court of arbitration for the 
whole colony. The local boards proved 
failures. The court of arbitration con­
sisted df three members, one appointed 
by the masters, one by the employes and 
the third a judge of the supreme court, 
and sat for three years.

Authorities did not agree as to its use­
fulness. Trade unions were in favor of 
it, but among employers and capitalists 
some changes were wanted and opinion 
was divided. New Zealand had enjoyed 
remarkable prosperity" since the act was 
passed, and no fair test had been pos­
sible. At the same time the system had 
settled very many disputes and, after in­
vestigation, had been adopted in the 
Australian colonies.
