this morning. Throughout the night their 
discussions were continued, but still an 
agreement was not reached. In spite of 
their long confinement the jurors showed 
little evidence of th^ strain they have 
been under, save for red eyes and unshav­
en faces. All of them seemed to be in 
good spirits when they returned to the 
court building at 9 o’clock and reentered 
the jury room to resume their delibera­
tions. Juror Pink, who was 31 yesterday, 
seemed much improved this morning. The 
jurors spent a quiet night, according to 
the court officers who have them in charge 
but continued their arguments and ballot­
ing until breakfast time. Still there is no 
sign of an agreement and the feeling that 
a verdict will never be reached is growing 
stronger every hour that the jury remains 
out.

NEW YORK, April 12—Another long, 
comfortless ni&ht was passed at the crim­
inal courts building by twelve men who 
are to decide the question of Harry K. 
That’s guilt or innocence, and this morn­
ing found them all but worn out by their 
protracted wrestling with the grim prob­
lem. The room in which they were con­
fined is small apd contains only a long 
table and some chairs, 
meant added sleeplessness and fatigue. 
Now and then the doors were unlocked by 
the guards to allow one or another of the 
jurors to take some exercise in the hall 
way, but this was all the relief from the 
burden of decidiing for or against the pris­
oner’s life. A most hopeful sign is the 
fact that the jury has made no mention 
of a hopeless disagreement. That there is 
a deadlock is, of course, certain, but from 
the fact that the jury has not reported it 
or asked to be discharged on the ground 
that they cannot agree, is drawn the in­
ference that they have hope of getting to­
gether or they have determined to fight it 
out untjl physical endurance ig exhausted. 
Rumors were rife again during the night 
as to the probable result of the jury’s de­
liberations, but, as was the case yesterday, 
all we it; merely guesses.

As for Harry Thaw, his good spirits de­
spite the nerve-racking si&pense were 
sidered not far short of marvellous. He sat 
in the prisoner’s pen for many hours, but 
as the night went on and no word 
from the jurors, he did not lose any of 
the sanguihe air which characterized his 
demeanor almost from the time the jury 
began its deliberations. It was he who 
comforted his wife, and mother, although, 
ostensibly, it was they who were by his 
side to help him bear anxiety. They re­
mained with him until midnight, until 
there was'-no hope of a verdict. Thaw had 
suffered a dreary, tumultuous day, as the 
result of bis waiting, and the crowds that 
thronged in the streets about the court 
building.

District Attorney Jerome said today 
that the longest period of confinement 
he had ever known a jury to indure in 
this jurisdiction was 48 hours. The court 
of appeals has approved the course of the 
court in that instance.

It was persistently reported this morn­
ing that the member* of the jury are di­
vided 9 to 3, but ju»t what grounds the 
division is based on could not be deter­
mined. Some said 9 were for conviction 
of manslaughter with 3 for acquittal, 
while others declared it was 3 for con­
viction and 9 for acquittal on the ground 
of insanity. This report as to the 9 to 
3 division was lent a certain degree of 
color by the statements of persons who 
had watched the jury rooms early this 
morning. They said the jury was ar­
ranged for discussion in three groups 
with one man in the centre of each shak­
ing head and refusing to cope ur in the 
expressed opinions of the others. The 
stories went so far aa to name the three 
jurors who would not he moved by the 
arguments of their fellows.

Justice Fitzgerald, it developed today, 
had a long conference last Tuesday night 
with Messrs. David McClure and Peter B. 
Olney, who were members of the commis­
sion in lunacy which^ examined Thaw and 
declared, him sane. Bb was said the judge 
probably wanted to Consult with the com­
mission as to their views as to whether 
they would consider It wise to release 
Thaw in the event of a verdict of acquit­
tal on %the ground of insanity.

The courtroom was thrown open to the 
newspaper men it ML30 o clock today. 
Justice Fitzgerald reached the courthouse 
at mi.

The Thaw family arrived shortly before 
the courtroom was opened and entered 
the consulting room adjoining. Again hun­
dreds of persons on the street crowded 
around the doors in an attempt to get a 
close view of the woman in the case.

Mrs. Moses asked'who was 
there and in reply Mr. Sandail told her 
that it was a custom house officer and 
wanted to get in. Mrs. Moses admitted 
them. The customs official ask^d her if 
she had not some American goods in the 
house. This she denied, and a search fol­
lowed, which the plaintiff describee as be­
ing along rough lines. She declared t|iat 
George Morey in the course of the search 
got under the bed and upset it. She also 
declared that he put his hands om 'her and 
pushed her aside. No goods were found, 
and when Mr. Sandail inquired about a 
door that had not yet been opened Mrs. 
Mo** told him. that* ft lead t« flie «fit­
ments of another tenant, who was accord­
ingly looked up and, contrary to the 
plaintiff’s statement, said that Mrs. Moses 
had the key. An entrance was finally ef­
fected into the apartments referred to, 
and, after the three rooms had been 
searched a trunk full of goods was found, 
also a bundle. Mrs. Moses declared she 
had not the key, and when told the trunk 
must be taken away, said her son, who is

Siddall managed to get back into the boat, 
which was partly filled with water, but 
was unable to control it, so that it was 
immediately carried out with the swiftly 
running tide. Later, owing to the water 
in the boat, he had to abandoh it and 
got, on to the ice, from which he was res­
cued. While some had hopes that Fill­
more, too, may have been carried out on 
the ice floe, yet this morning all hope is 
abandoned.

Mr. Fillmore is the second son of W. 
Colpitis Fillmore of Westmorland Point, 
and with his wife and four children lived 
in tire same house with his parents. His 
wife is a daughter of Charles F. Hill of 
Amherst. He was a man of exemplary 
habits, a member of the Sackville, N. B., 
Baptist church, and was about 40 years 
of age.

A sad feature in connection with the 
accident is that today his father was to 
celebrate his 77th birthday, and deceased 
was proposing to make some fitting cele­
bration of the event. Besides the father 
and mother, wife and four children, the 
following members of the family survive: 
A. S. Fillmore, of South Hampton, N. 
S.; Fred S., of the Amherst Motor Co.; 
Mrs. George O. Siddall (mother of Mtir- 
ray) Westmorland; Mrs. J. H. Bulmer, of 
Winnipeg; Mrs. Robt. P. Dobson, of 
Jolicure, and Miss Emily at home. Un­
usual sympthy is felt for all. The scene 
of the accident is the same as where 
Richard Carter and the pastor of the 
Point D’Bute Mehodiet church, lost their 
lives in a similar manner, some years ago.

McConnell and Howard of the Board of 
Health went to the house, which is situ­
ated in front of the grist mill on City 
Road. There three women, sisters, named 
Gallagher, have lived for some time. The 
officers demanded admittance, but the in­
mates refused to allow them to enter, for 
three-quarters of an hour, and only then 
when the Board of Health officers threat­
ened to break in the door. The Gallagher 
sisters occupied three rooms, two bed­
rooms and a sitting room, but not a bed 
was to be found In the place. Instead 
filthy mats were lying in the corners. One 
of the sisters goes out working, and what 
she earns supports the other twç>. One 
of the women wears a dirty old rag about 
her head, and it is impossible to see her 
face. Not a strip of clothing, however, 
covered her body, when the officers saw 
her yesterday she simply put an old mat 
about her. The other sister had washed 
her' face a little before the officers went 
,in, but her neck and hands looked as if 
(they had been strangers to water for 
years. One of the officers stated that in 
all his experience, he was never in such 
a filthy place, and yet they denied that 

’they had not plenty to cat and any 
-amount of fuel. “We saw neither,* said 
the officer.

President of Canadian Manufacturers Association Delivers an 
Excellent Address on the Industrial Life of Canada at 
Canadian Club Luncheon.

After further referénce to the various 
resources of Canada, its possibilities and 
climate, the speaker went on to say that 
Canada was the brightest star of Brit­
ain’s forty-eight colonies, and that Can­
ada’s future depends upon the develop­
ment of her manufactures.

He did not think there was any room in 
Canada for the different interests to quar­
rel. While he did not believe strongly 
that employer and employe could walk to­
gether, he felt there Was a mutual ground 
upon which all could meet. The man who 
succeeds is the one who worked, and the 
man desiring to make his mark must have 
his natural abilities developed by educa­
tion to fit him for his calling.

Concluding, Mr. Cockshutt said:—
We woiild do well to remember that 

great privileges and advantages bring with 
them responsibilities. Let us see to it that 
as citizens of this glorious country we 
each live up to the responsibilities that 
are laid upon us. It may be that in work­
ing out our destiny mistakes will occur; 
that setbacks may come, as they have to 
other countries, but let us not be dis­
couraged, but take as our motto the words 
of Confucius—“Our greatest glory is not 
in never falling, but in rising every time 
we fall.”

Let us not be narrow minded but help 
forward the wheels of progress. We can 
afford to be loyal and true looking for­
ward to the great future before us. I wish 
St. John every success and prosperity and 
may it come to all Canada. (Cheers.)

Hon. H. A- McKeown, in moving a 
vote of thanks, said they must all greatly 
appreciate the able address of Mr. Cock­
shutt and it would doubtless be read with 
interest in the columns pf the press.

T. H. Estabrooks seconded the motion 
and referred to the Canadian Manufac- 
tuters’ Association, of which Mr. Cock­
shutt was president, as one of the most 
important organizations in Canada. The 
fact, he said, that in the course of five 
or six years the membership had increas­
ed to 2,000 was an indication of its in­
fluence on the manufacturers of the coun­
try.

Canada’s industrial life possessed many 
attractions. Great changes had taken 
place and greater progress and material 
increase in wealth and population tnay 
be expected.

The first census of Canada was taken 
in the year 1665 and at that time there 

93% was a population of 3,251 people. The 
60?; next census was in 1763 (one hundred 

years later) when there was a population 
of 70,000. At confederation, in 1867, there 

95% was a population of 3,500,000. In 1901, 
60^ the last census taken, there was a popu­

lation of 5,371,000, and in June 1905, it 
175 was estimated that there were 6,200,000 

people in Canada. ,
If we look at it in another way—in the 

3f% year 1800 the United States had a popula­
tion of 5,308,000, and Canada, at that 
time, had a population of only 340,000, 
thus, one hundred years ago the popula­
tion of the United States was the same 

21% as Canada’s at the beginning of this new 
century.

As far as the increase in population was 
concerned during that hundred years, that 
of the United States increased 16 2-3 
times, while during the same period 
Canada’s population increased 17 times.

Referring to the transportation prob­
lem, Mr. Cockshutt spoke of the need of 

44% freight cars and locomotive power, and 
47% mentioned the fact that railroads

still asking Ottawa for more lines. Can­
ada, as a young country, had great reason 
to be proud of her advancement in indus­
trial pursuits.

In 1891 the factories of this country 
paid out $80,000,000 in wages, and in 1901 

1(y7 they paid out $113,250,000. The products 
of these factories increased during that 
ten years from $370,000,000 up to $480,000,- 
000, or, to put it more plainly, in that ten 
years the employes increased 26 per cent 
in numbers, and the amount paid out in 
wages increased 43 per cent. Wages have 
materially advanced as the prosperity of 
the country increased. The yearly aver­
age wage in 1881 was $233.12, and in 1891 
it had increased 15 per cent during that 
ten years. In 1901 the yearly average wage 
had increased 18 per cent over the pre­
vious ten years, or a total of 33 per cent 
in twenty years. This will go to show 
that as the country has progressed so has 
the rate of wage increased.

There are in Canada, at the present 
time, 14,650 factories (not including estab­
lishments employing less than five hands), 
making 264 varieties of products, and the 
total capital invested in these factories 
amounts to $447,000,000.

The A certain amount of home protection 
would be requisite and by continually de­
veloping Canadian industries it would be 
possible to produce sufficient for home 
consumption, thus keeping the money in 
the Dominion instead of using United 
States products. If it is impossible to 
equal home consumption, preference for 
the mother country and sister colonies 
would be desirable. This is the policy of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Association. 
If preferential trade be given it must come 
through Canadian ports, and in this re­
spect St. John must profit largely. Na­
tionalization of Canadian ports was also 
desirable.

the liquor license commission to deal with 
the applications for licenses. L. P. D. Til­
ley was present to watch the proceedings 
on behalf of the New Brunswick Tem­
perance Federation and he made it decid­
edly interesting for Inspector J. B. Jones.

At the opening of the meeting the in­
spector, at the request of Mr. -Tilley, 
read the list of applicants. He then said 
he was present to watch the proceedings 
in behalf of the temperance federation, 
and with the permission of the commis­
sioners, to ask a few questions on their 
administration of the liquor license act.

Under section 33 of the act, he went 
on, the inspector is bound about Janu­
ary each year to lodge with the provincial 
secretary a list of all holders of licenses 
in the city, together with the number of 
convictions, if any, against each, the 
to be available to the general public if 
called for. Mr. Tilley asked why this 
section had not been complied with. He 
had, he said, taken particular pains to 
ascertain if such lists were in the prov­
incial secretary’s hands, and had tele­
phoned before luncheon.

Mr. Jones in reply said that such 
port had never been sent in to his know­
ledge. He suggested it might have been 
an oversight.

Mr. Tilley said that it could not have 
been an oversight as Rev. Mr. Marshall 
reminded him about it a year ago.

Mr. Tilley then said that it was the 
duty of the inspector under the act to vis­
it the premises of the applicant for a li­
cense and he asked Mr. Jones if he saw 
lewd and improper pictures in a bar would 
he not take that fact into consideration in 
his certificate to the commissioners.

Mr. Jones said that it would depend 
on what one considered lewd and improp­
er pictures. Mr. Tilley said that he had 

them in a Church street bar while in

ulation the board had no right to grant 
any more than three licensee.

The Chairman—“Well, Mr. Tilley, to 
give you my private opinion I think that 
the more of these retail dealers you get 
together under the eyes of the police, the 
better.”

Mr. Tilley thought that if 50 licenses 
were issued the number would not be too 
small.

Before the end of the meeting Mr. Til­
ley and Mr. Jones exchanged some heated 
remarks. Mr. Tilley charged that Mr. 
Jones had not followed up the evidence 
in certain cases submitted to him by the 
temperance people and Mr. Jones retorted 
that the charge was false. Mr. Tilley said 
further that the temperance people could 
give information of places where liquor is 

'sold without licenses, of druggists selling 
on Sundays and selling in larger quantities 
than the act allows and also of violations 
of the beer license. He said that he would 
rather give the information to the coih- 
missioners or to the local government.

Mr. Jones—“Will this be available for 
use?”

Mr. Tilley—“Yes, it will be, we’re not 
going to keep it up, we’re not going to do 
your work, but will give you one case as 
a special sample of what we can do.”

The meeting then adjourned.

It has been found by 
experience that there is some difficulty in 
bringing that section into operation not 
because the act does not provide the ma­
chinery, but on account of the objections 
raised to it and also on account of the 
petitioners when asking for the act to be 
brought into force not fully understand­
ing it and making mistakes in the peti­
tion to save mistakes in the future. There 
U no alternation in the voting in order 
to bring the act into force and the manner 
of election is similar to that provided for 
by the Scott Act. It will still be neces­
sary to have a majority of votes in favor 
of the act in order to make it reasonably 
certain that the law will be enforced.

Under the act brewers were not allowed 
to sell ale in less quantities than ten gal­
lons at a time. I have had this altered so 
as to allow them to sell It not less than 
five gallons. It has been found that chem­
ists and druggists have been in the habit | 
of selling liquor illegally. The act pro­
hibits them selling greater quantities than 
six ounces without a medical certificate. 
Under the act they are absolutely prohib­
ited from selling any quantity whatever 
except by a medical certificate and a pro­
per record must be kept of all the sales 
made and the certificate filed and under 
no circumstances are ttiey to allow liquor 
to be consumed on the premises. In many 
licensed premises in small towns it has 
been the habit of proprietors to have slot 
machines and gambling apparatus on the 
premises. As this is a source of great 
temptation to the young men to spend 
their money it has been thought best to 
prohibit them altogether and make the 
proprietor liable to a penalty for having 
them on the premises.

Another provision is that in the case of 
liquor being confiscated it shall be sold 
and the proceeds given to the alms house. 
If there is no alms house or public hos­
pital it shall be paid over to the county 
treasurer to be used by him for charitable 
purposes.

The house then took recess.
The municipalities committee subse­

quently met and recommended the bill 
further relating to the town of Woodstock 
with an amended title.

The house met at 8 o’clock, and after 
amending the act respecting the munici­
palities, the bill to amend the Grand 
Falls Power Company’s Act was taken 
up, and' progress was reported.

A meeting of the local members of the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association was 
held yesterday afternoon to meet H. Cock- 
shutt, the president, and G. M. Murray, 
the secretary of the association. It was 
urged that a New Brunswick branch of 
the association be formed, and this will 
probably he done in the near future.

The chair­
man, however, replied that the act was 
satisfactorilv administered.

Mr. Tilley then turned his guns on the 
druggists and poured some hot shot into 
them.

Mr. Jones—“I do not think it is my 
business to stand around all day in drug­
gists’ shops to see what they sell, binder 
the act £C druggist can keep any amount 
of liquor on his premises and I can’t touch 
it, that is where the weakness of the act
