Huge Reservoirs of

Union Oil Co. Are
Destroyed

FLAME MILE LONG

Tank Farm Containing Six Mil-
lion Barrels Abandoned
To Blaze

SAN LUIS OBISPO, Cal, April 8—
The 300-acre tank farm of the
Union Oif Company, a mile and a half
south of here, at which was stored
some 6,000,000 barrels of oil, was
abandoned early today to tie fire
which had threatened its destruction
since yesterday morning, when two un-
derground tanks were struck by
'lightning. s
Four .huge underground reservoirs
to which the blaze had been confined,

all day yesterday and last night, boiled
over early this morning, and flaming
oil, sweeping over a dyke that had
been thrown up, carried the fire to
two other reservoirs and ten surface
tanks. Other surface tanks!were rap-
idly ignited.
DAMAGE ENORMOUS

As the fire spread from tank to tank,
it created a flame a mile long. Dam-
age will amount to an unestimated

 number of millions of dollars. Even

" before the flimes spread beyond’the
bounds of the four reservoirs officials
of the oil company, estimated the loss
at perhaps as high as ten million dol-
lars and described the fire as the most
destructive in the history of the petro-
leum industry in California.

The fire was started early yester-
day by lightning. Officials of the oil
company, unable to understand how
the four lakes of oil could have been
ignited by one flash, have reached the
conclusion that two bolts struck si-
multaneously, causing two of the stor-
age lakes to explode and throw their
flaming board covers on to the other
reservoirs.

FRUITLESS BATTLE

With the reservoirs turned into
seething caldrons, hundreds of men,
employes of the Union Oil Company,
the Standard Oil Company and the
Southern Pacific Railroad, and others,
were pressed into service to throw
up an earthen embankment in an ef-
fort to isolate the blaze, but when
the crises came the embankment was
not high enough and the blazing fluid,
. spreading in all directions, rapidly ig-

" nited other sections of the tank farm.

The fire, flaring 500 to 1,000 feet into
the sky, could be seen for fifty miles
around. Rain fell in repeated show-
ers during the entire night, and with
each shower the blaze flared to its
greatest height.

LIVING COSTS ARE
HIGHEST l_N_'l'ORONTO

Survey Shows Figures in Excess
: of Any Other Eastern

City

TORONTO, Ont. April 8—That
Toronto had the highest cost of living
of any city in Eastern Canada was the
decision arrived at by the Ontario
Public School Men Teachers’ Federa-
tion, after a survey had been made
with a view to preparing a salary
schedule for federation members.

The figures which were presented at
the annual meeting of the federation
here showed that Toronto had an es-
timated annual cost of living of $2,309
for a family of five. Montreal is
figured at $2,163; Belleville, $1,987;
Moncton, $2,228; Truro, $2,151, and
Sydney, $2,216. Winnipeg, with $2,556,
was shown to be the most expensive
place in the whole of Canada, and the
only place more expensive than

. Toronto.

MONTREAL, April 8.—Rabbi S. J.

The child’s mother was born out
west; her father was Russian, who
married a Rumanian in Canada.

> What particularly rouses the resent-
ment of the bus owners and the public
is a suspicion that the ministry’s re-
strictions were imposed in the inter-
ests of the tramways, which are mainly
owned by a combine that also provides
London with underground tube rail-
ways. Neither the tubes nor the trams
pay nowadays because the motor bus is
infinitely more popular. However, the

ministry of transport appears to have
the law behind it and police actions
against the offending bus owners
doubtles will follow.

RECALLS DAYS OF
YUKON GOLD RUSH

Former Gold Commissioner
Speaks of “Sourdoughs,” Now
Dead, Fortunes Gone

OTTAWA, April 8.—The history of
the early rush to the Klondyke gold
fields in the nineties; of the trials, the
hopes and the tragic deaths of the
veterans of the “trail of ’98,” are all
recorded in cold figures in the records
of the Auditor General’s Department
in Ottawa  They are those of the un-
claimed estates of Yukoners who died
leaving estates which have since dwin-
dled to nothing by the depreciation of
the gold claims. Of the total of 54
estates recorded, the total amount ap-
proximates only $9,000. / ]

George P. Mackenzie, former gold
commissioer of the Yukon, now in
charge of exploration work and Arctic
expeditions of the Canadian govern-
ment, knows most of the “sourdoughs”
included in the records.

RECALLS SOURDOUGHS

Among those he personally recollects
are Oluf Olson, at one time Dawson
City’s wealthiest and most influential
citizen. His vast real estate holdings,
purchased with his profits, deteriorated
when the gold craze ceased. His un-
claimed fortune has been reduced %o
$2,300.

Another was B. J. McGee, of White
Horse, miner, fighter, gambler and lov-
er, said to be the hero of many of
Robert W. Service’s poems of the Yu-

kon. His fortune has dwindled to $201.
The total assets of other famous
characters of the “trail of ’98,” includ-
ing Thomas N. Buchanan, Horace
Stewart and R. Anderson, have dwin-
dled to mere pittances. They all died
in recent years in the “Frozen North ”

Ocean Hawk towed her from the face
f the wharf into the stream. The
saptain of the tug had received orders
from the captain of the Lingan to cast
»ff Soon afterwards the trouble started.

LINGAN IN BALLAST.

The Lingan was in ballast and, being
high in the water, a southwest wind
took charge of the steamship. The
Lingan’s stern swung with great force
against the tug Wasson, which was
moored at the end of the South wharf.
With a loud crash the Lingan crushed
the tug against the face of the wharf.
Every pane of glass in the tug’s wheel-
house was broken and the house dam-
aged and her signal mast was broken
off short at the roof of the house. In
addition to badly straining the hull of
the tug, it is believed that the Lingan’s
propellar cut the side of the Wasson
open.

CREW JUMP QUICKLY.

The crew of the Wasson were obliged
{o jump quickly to the wharf for safety
as it was thought that the tug would
be crushed by the heavy steamship.
Immediately it was learned that the
Wasson was making water rapidly.
Her lines were let go and with con-
siderable difficulty she was hauled
round the corner of the wharf into the
Market Slip for the purpose of ground-
ing her.

The tug had hardly been pulled more
than 50 feet up. the slip when she sank
leaving only her smokestack, wheele-
liouse and the roof of-her deckhouse

Professor Wallace W. Charters, of
the University of Chicago, himself a
native of Canada and a graduate of
McMaster University, told the Ontario
Bducational Association last night that.
2o his opinion Canadians “are more apt |
to make good in the United States than
the people born there” “I think it is

» he said, “that it is better for a

Yoy to be born in Canada if he wants
to get ahead in the United States. In
' the last analysis, of course, he has to
make good; but I believe he can get a|
‘' firm foothold more casily if he is a

Canadian.” :
Doubtless this is flattering to our|
. sense of pride, and to the justified faith
_ fn themselves which marks most Cana-|

" dlans; but it can scarcely be accepted
. offhand as sound doctrine, and even
though the words are those of a Cana-
dian who has been highly successful in
sgetting ahead” in the neighboring Re-
public, it is an utterance of doubtful
utility at a time when this country is |
striving to devise ways and means to
stop tho exodus of brains and brawn.

N ONE of the new plays there is a Yine to the effect that there are three
great moments in a woman’s life. One is the thrill she gets when her
lover kisses her for the first time. The second is when she kneels with her
new-made husband at the altar. The third is
when 'she feels the downy head of her first-born
upon her breast.

Take it from me, the working
woman knows a fourth great moment—
when she gets her first pay envelope,
the money that she has earned with hee
own head and hands, and whea every
drop of blood in her veins throbs with
the proud consciousness that she is no
longer a measly, spineless, limp dishrag,
clinging vine, but is registering as a

¢  sturdy oak herself,

FOR the first time in her life she is standing

on ler own feet. For the first time in her
life she is free and independent.

s.HE is literally not bored into matrimony, like the society girl, who often
marries for something to fill in her empty life, for the working girl
has an absorbing occupation, a life brimming over with interests and
tense with the excitement of the race for success.
1 am not decrying matrimony. Far from it. Wifehood and motherhood
are the finest career that any woman cver followed, and marriage is a
womans best job when she gets the right man.

But between marrying for love and marrying for a living is
all the difference betwcen happiness and misery, between virtue
and vice, and I am just calling your attention to the fact that
being a self-supporting woman gives you the unique advantage of
being able to pick out your husband, instead of having to take any
makeshift of a man that happens along.

HEREFORE, I say to you, be glad and thankful that destiny has made
you one of the workers instead of one of the drones in life. Don’t

Queen’s Lunch—For each person cut
a slice of bread an inch thick, scoop out
the centre, leaving crust for rim. Have
prepared a cup of grated cheese, salt,
pepper and milk rubber to a cream and
spread this generously on the bred
rims. Line the cavity and build up the
edges with tomatoes (if fresh, cut cen-
tres out of slice), add salt and pepper.
Now break an egg into each cavity,
cover with bits of butter and grated
cheese and place in hot oven until eggs
are set and cheese toasted golden brown.
