
Mexican Delegates Say He 
Ready as Soon as Mexico 
Politically Pacified--More Hope­
ful Feeling at Niagara Falls

Niagara Falls, Ont., June 8—Atten­
tion of the mediators today was turn­
ed toward General Carranza. From him 
must come the next move which will 
determine whether or not Mexico will 
be pacified by diplomacy. The way has 
been opened by the mediators for Con- 
stititutionalists’ participation - in the con­
ferences if they care to come in. A note 
has been sent to Itafael Zuburan, min­
ister of the interior for Carranza’s cab­
inet, now in Washington. It paves the 
way for the entry of the Constitution­
alists in fact, according to those who 
are well'informed, it is difficult\to see 
how the Constitutionalists can refuse— 
so adroitly have the mediators placed 
their position before them.

The Mexican delegates have also taken 
a forward step in publicly announcing 
last night that General Huerta is pre­
paring to withdraw from the provision­
al presidency and will turn over the 
government to an administration con­
stituted so as to command the support 
of public opinion. The statement declar­
ed that Huerta would resign when Mex­
ico was politically pacified."

The peace plan- before mediators is a 
simple one. It readies into internal 
questions only m a general way. Sug­
gestions as to personnel will have to be 
agreed upon privately. The protocol, 
which will he signed here, will be a de­
claration of principles on agrarian and 
educational reforms, and advice to Mex­
ico to set up a provisional government 
having due regard to the interests of all 
factions.

The Mexican delegates were decidedly 
hopeful today that all internal problems 
would he worked out promptly if the 
Vnited States accorded the new govern­
ment recognition. The general feeling 
here is one of optimism. Upon the Con­
stitutionalists depend chiefly whether the 
trend of developments shall be for s 
peaceful solution or a continuation of 
the bitter cPpt strife.

Francis Edward Forward, deputy gov­
ernor and medical officer of Holloway 
JaiL Two .women armed with stout 
horsewhips sprang on to the doctor as 
he left the prison this morning and 
were thrashing him severely when a pol­
iceman came to his rescue and arrested 
his assailants.

The women declared their action was 
a protest against the “forcible feeding 
for which this beast is responsible.”

Doctor Forward refused to charge the 
women with assault but the police de­
tained thetn on a charge of disorderly 
conduct. Once before on October 11, 
1918, Doctor Forward was attacked in 
a similar manner.

THE KING'S BIRTHDAY.
Nothing that has transpired since 

King George ascended the throne has 
lessened popular regard for him, or 
weakened popular confidence in him as 
a constitutional monarch. He was so 
thoroughly schooled during the lifetime 
of his father and his distinguished grand­
mother, Victoria The Good, in the line 
of conduct which should be pursued by 
the occupant of the Britisli throne, and 
he is so desirous to maintain the lofty 
traditions of the monarchy under Vic­
toria and Edward, that his kingly dut­
ies are always well performed, and 
without friction between himself and 
his constitutional advisors. It is evident 
that he takes a keen personal interest in 
all affairs of state, and what the king 
might do or might refuse to do in re­
lation to great parliamentary measures 
during the past year has been the sub­
ject of a great deal of interested discus­
sion. If any political group entertain­
ed the hope that King George would 
Ignore the constitution to espouse their 
reuse they were entirely mistaken. It 
Is only by holding himself entirely free 
from partisanship that he can be of the 
highest service to his people.

It will be remembered that when Vic­
toria died there were some who feared 
her son would not be able to measure 
up to the expectations of the people, 
end that there was a like feeling on 
the part of some when King George 

to the throne. If he had proved to 
be of a despotic nature, and had insist­
ed too strongly upon royal prerogatives, 
trouble must inevitably have ensued; 
but in the case of King George as in 
that of King Edward, the supreme de­
sire lias been to uphold the constitution 
and to serve the best interests of the 

’ people under the system of responsible 
government so long and so firmly es­
tablished. Everywhere throughout the 
realm today the subjects of King George 
join heartily in the invocation:

“God Save the King.”

A .town-planning commission for St. 

John should be appointed without de­
lay.

$8360,000,000, the increase amounting to 
about $1621000,000- The effects of the 
efforts of fraternal insurance organiza­
tions to get on a sound basis, as defined 
by new laws for adequate rates of as­
sessments and the establishment of re­
serves, were indicated by the statistics 
of decreases of memberships and the dis­
ruptions of weak associations.
