Washington, April 7—Removal of all 

tariff from many articles of food and cloth­
ing; broad reductions in the rates of duty 
jm all necessaries of life; an increase of 
tariff on many luxuries; and a new income 
tax that would touch the pocket of every 
American citizen whose net income ex* 

ceeds $4,000, are the striking features of 
the new democratic tariff revision ‘ bill, 
presented today to the house.

Sugar would be free of duty in 1916, the 
bill proposing an immediate 25 per cent, 
reduction and the removal of the remain­
ing duty in 1916.

Raw wool would be made free at once, 
with a correspondingly heavy reduction in 
the tariff on all woollen goods.

All the other articles put on the free 
iet are:—Meats, flour, bread, boots and 

shoes, lumber, coal, harness, saddlery, iron 
ore, milk and cream, potatoes, salt, corn, 
commeal, cotton bagging, agricultural im­
plements, leather, wood pulp, Bibles, print­
ing paper not worth more than 2 1-2 cents 
a pound, typewriters, sewing machines, 
type-setting machines, cash registers, steel 
rails, fence-wire, cotton ties, nails, hoop 
and band iron, fish, sulphur, soda, tanning 
materials, acetic and sulphuric acids, 
borax, lumber product,s including broom- 
handles, clapboards, bribe for wheels, poets, 
laths, pickets, staves, shingles.

direct taxes levied through the tariff into 
a direct tax upon the incomes of individ­
ual citizens and corporations, exempts all 
sums below $4,000. Incomes in excess of

In a statement accompanying the bill,
Chairman Underwood said the measure 
would, in the opinion of its makers, re­
vise the tariff to a basis of legitimate 
competition, such as will afford a whole­
some influence on our commerce, bring 
reduction to people in the matter of the 
high cost of living and at the same time 
work no detriment to properly conducted 
manufacturing industries.

“In its tariff revision work, the com­
mittee has kept in mind,” he said, “the 
distinction between the necessities and 
luxuries of life, reducing the tariff burd­
ens on the necessities to the lowest points 
commensurate with revenue requirements, 
and making the luxuries of life bear their 
proper proportions of tariff responsibili­
ties.

“Many items of manufacture controlled 
by monopolies havç been placed on the 
free list.

“The idea of the large extension of the 
free list for the unmanufactured products, 
has been the fundamental conception. In 
an effort to improve the status of tihe 
manufactured lumber, sawed boards and 
other than cabinet wood have been carried 
to the free list, while sawed cabinet wood 
whioh was 12.75 per cent in 1912, is now 
10 per cent; casks, barrels, etc., which 
•were 30 per cent., are now 14.77 per cent,

New York, April 7—Dr. Friedrich Fried- 
resumed treatments with his anti-mann

tuberculosis vaccine on Sunday after a 
week’s interval. He inoculated sixteen 
patients in Seton Hospital in the presence 
of the government’s physician supervising 
the series of tests now in progress. All 
the patients were suffering from pulmon­
ary tuberculosis and in an advanced stage 
of the disease. His supply of vaccine be­
came exhausted when he treated his six­
teenth patient.

A woman brought in just after Dr. 
Friedmann had used tile last of his cul­
ture, was a decidedly advanced case. When 
her physician learned that the vaccine was 
exhausted he took Dr. Friedmann aside.

“He asked me to inject a bit of eter- 
lized water into the women to make her 
happy,” Dr. Friedmann explained after­
wards. “He said she had only a few days 
to live and it will let her die happy at 
least. I told him that I had a cure for 
tuberculosis and not against death,” added 
the Berlin specialist.

London, April 7—;It is expected that 
King George will soon sign a commission 
making the Duke of Connaught chief of 
the boy scouts.

scout’s commission in Canada, in spite of 
the labor entailed. For this reason there * 
arose the criticism:

Imagine the Duke of Connaught, the ■ 
uncle of the king, signing every commis­
sion in Canada with his own hand, while 
General Baden Powell uses a rubber stamp 
•on our commissions with a fac similie 
-signature.”

“Had she lived it would have been pos­
sible for Mrs. Heinze to discontinue this 
action.”

“She had only until April 17 to decide 
whether or not the decree would be ta­
ken.

ed on the New York World at the time 
Richard Harding Davis, the famous auth­
or, was a member of its writing staff, and 
he was familiar with the big men of the 
New York press, of a quarter of a cen­
tury ago.

Mr. Bowes, in addition to his job print­
ing work, has published a number of 
books, including Archdeacon Raymond’s 
History of the St. John River, Dr. Han- 
nay’s History of New Brunswick, The Life 
of Sir Leonard Tilley, H. L. Spencer’s 
Fugitives, and some others. During the 
last few years he has successfully con­
ducted on a small scale the industry of 
making paper boxes, on one of the floors 
of his building on Canterbury street. He 
was a man of versatile gifts, w,ho took 
an active part in the affairs of his time, 
and whose death at a comparatively early 
age will be regretted by many friends in 
the city and province.

John A. Bowes was for many years one of 
the best known newspaper men in this 
city. He began newspaper work while 
quite young and was for some years a 
member of the writing staff of The Daily 
Telegraph, beginning in Mr. Elder’s time, 
when he was associated with the late 
James Hannay, the late R. A. PaVne and 
other well known journalists of that per­
iod. Mr. Bowes went to New York, and 
was for some years on the staff of the 
New York World. Like many other men 
who have gone from St. John to New 
York and other cities, he made a good re­
cord. Returning to St. John he joined 
The Telegraph 'staff as city editor and 
later associated with F. C. Cooper he 
started the Evening Standard and after­
wards published the Saturday Standard, 
which was a very interesting paper, giv­
ing a good deal of attention to local 
affairs. Later he . established the Daily 
Gazette, which was published for a num­
ber of years and gained a very large cir­
culation. It was finally purchased by 
David Russell, and replaced by The Even­
ing Times, which took over the plant. On 
one day the Gazette was issued as usual, 
and the following day the first issue of 
The Evening Times appeared from the 
same press. Mr. Bowee retained his job 
printing plant and continued that busi­
ness.

Mr. Bowes was perhaps the beet all­
round man on the St. John press. Not 
only was he able to write clever editorials 
and gather news, but he could set type, 
make up forms and run the press. He 
was familiar with mechanical work, and 
took pains to make himself thoroughly 
acquainted with every machine on the 
premises. For a time in the eighties, Mr.
Bowes was foreman of the Daily Sun.

Mr. Bowes was probably the best city 
hall reporter of his time. He had a 
thorough acquaintance with city affairs, 
and had a knowledge of civic finances 
perhaps more complete than that of any 
other man outside of the chamberlain’s 
office, and no man could write a more 
intelligent article on the subject.

Few men had a more general knowledge 
of politics and political personages in this 
province than Mr. Bowes. He was a 
clever political writer, and could turn out 
an amazingly large amount of interesting 
matter in a political campaign. He was 
on intimate terms with members of gov­
ernment and opposition, and knew the in­
side history of many political changes that 
occurred in his time.

The question of a scarcity or surplus of 

labor in any province is not important 
except for the fact that Canadians in re­
sponsible positions come to England and 
tell completely contradictory tales. Quite 
naturally doubt will be thrown on all dele­
gates who come here for labor. Earlier 
in the year an official from Prince Albert 
was here encouraging workmen to go to 
that and other centres in western Can­
ada. The following letter which refers to 
western Canada generally is being extens­
ively circulated here, and I quote it in 
full in order illustrate the confusion 
which must arise on this side:

Dear Sir and Brother,—I am authorised 
by the trades unionists of Saskatchewan, 
Canada, to approach you in reference to 
the condition of the labor market in Can­
ada. Various agents are now in this coun­
try endeavoring by erroneous and mislead­
ing statements to attract mechanics to 
western Canada, where the labor market 
is already full. Large employers of labor 
are using every means in their power to 
create a surplus of labor, and the result 
will be a general cutting down of wages. 
Taking into consideration the high cost 
of living in the west, wages are none too 
high. The shortness of the building sea­
son makes it necessary for us to maintain 
our present wages «cale. I shall esteem it 
a favor if you will send me the address of 

; the secretary of any other trade union 
; you may haye in your district, also keep 
j me informed of any meetings dealing with 
I Canada which you may see advertised, 
j Please give this letter the greatest public- 
1 ity by placing it before your members, and, 

if possible, publishing it in your local 
papers.

The writer told of the terrible experience 

of the sick, many of them carried from 
their homes in boats, and said that 8,000 
people crowded into the factory of the 
cash register company for housing and 
there eleven babies were born to mothers 
who had been robbed of their homes by 
the inroads of the waters. In boats and 
attics, without the proper care or atten­
tion, many children saw the light of day 
for-the first time. Many people died from 
exposure. Some dung to telephone and 
telegraph poles, for safety climbing to the 
upper cross trees and remaining in some 
cases for two or three days, almost suc­
cumbing to exhaustion, but clinging to 
their only hope of safety.

Prominent in the work of rescue was a 
multi-millionaire, John Patterson, president 
of the N. C. Register Co. who the writer 
said forgot his wealth for the time and 
rushed to the work of rescue aiding in the 
boats, and in some known instances wad­
ing up to his neck in water to the rescue 
of some distressed people.

Supplies were now being rushed to the 
devasted city and they were welcome as 
the sunshine after rain, for many had 
been on the brink of starvation, there was 
little relief to be expected from within, 
and their friends in the big broad outer 
world were all that could be depended 
upon for thé time being. But from the 
way in which aid was being rushed to the 
unfortunate people it was certain that they 
would be firm believers in the doctrine of 
charity and fraternity, for food, clothing 
and money in generous quantities were be­
ing brought to the flooded township with 
all possible despatch. The letter, said the 
writer, was writing by lantern light, and 
it seemed like mockery to look at the 
elegant electric and gas fixtures all about 
for they were merely monuments to pre­
vious luxury, and it was difficult to say 
when they would be restored.

AT \An important change is to be put into 
effect by the Canadian Pacific Railway 
when the summer time table goes into ef­
fect in June. The timetable itself will 
be practically unchanged from last year, 
and the service will be the same as that 
in operation last summer. The change will 
be in the adoption of Eastern Standard 
time for the operation of the Atlantic 
division of the road.

This announcement is made by William 
Downic, general superintendent of the At­
lantic Division, who says that the change 
has been decided upon to simplify the 
operation of the railway. At present the 
Atlantic division is operated on Atlantic 
standard time and the change to Eastern 
standard time is made at Vanceboro. The 
company has decided that the complica­
tions arising from the change of time is 
hardly worth while for the sake of a 
stretch of about ninety miles of road be­
tween St. John and Vanceboro. Difficulty 
hag been experienced in keeping the two 
standards distinct in the despatching and 
operation of the trains and there is al­
ways the chance that a slight error might 
be the cause of a serious accident. The 
change from one time to another has al­
ways been an inconvenience and a source 
of confusion to passengers and trainmen 
alike, especially as all the connecting lines 
in the State of Maine also use Eastern 
standard time.

The management has decided that it 
would greatly simplify matters and add to 
the convenience and safety of operation to 
do away with the change in time on this 
division, and, accordingly* Eastern Stand­
ard time, an hour later than Atlantic 
Standard time, will be adopted on this 
division when the new timetable goes into 
effect. In order to lessen the chance of 
mistake on the part of the traveling pub­
lic both times will be shown on the time­
tables for the arrival and departure from 
St. John.

There will be no change of actual time, 
the only difference being in the timetable 
For instance, a train leaving St. John at 
six o’clock at present will be shown as 
leaving at five o’clock, Eastern Standard 
time, and so on.
