Londoa Paper Says KitchenerWas

London, June 18—Lord Charles Beres-
ford, in a letter to the prese this morn-
Ing, strongly criticises the policy of reduc-
jng the British naval strength in the
Mediterranean and argues that the adop-
tion' of the programme which he submit-
ted three years ago, estimated to cost $340,-
000,000 would have prevented the present
scrigis. Lord Charles says:

“The government, having apparently de-
termined virtually .to abandon the naval
defence of the Mediterranean, what the
pation must decide quickly, is whether or
mot it will permit the weakening to the
breaking point of what is_the main link
of the defence of the empire.” .
‘ He contends that the gemeral strategi-
cal position has now as ite objeotive nei-
ther France nor Russia, but another for-
eign power, and that power alone. He
holds that the proposal that England’s re-
sponsibility in the Mediterranean should
be devolved upon France is ‘a gross and
palpable admission of weakness, adding.

R. M. Rive appeared for the de-
fendants and A. A. Wilson for the prose-
cution.

Several witnesses were examined #r the
defence, after which the case was ad-
journed until two o’clock this afternoon.

Justice McKeown in chambers this morn-
mg, to have Barlow, Mongemais & Co,,
of Montreal, booked with the rest of the
creditors. The application was refused.

Deuchais carried on a tailoring busiuess
in Chipman for the last few'years, and
last fall became insolvent, owing at that
time $600 to Barlow, Mongenais & Co., of
Montreal; $400 to Clayton & Sons, of Hali-
fax, and various amounts to other credi-
tors. In November, Clayton & Sons and
other creditors asked payment or secur-
ity, Duchais saying that he was nsol-
vent, and if he granted their request, it
would give them a preference over the
other creditors. A few weeks later, it
was said, he gave 8350 worth of goods to
Barlow. Mongenais & Co’s traveller, and
fifteen days after that he made an assign-
ment for the benefit of his creditors.

The creditors disputed the right of the
Montreal firm to rank for the balance of
their claim, and the assignee was instruct-
ed to contest same.

Could Mr. Copp ask for a stronger en-
dorsement of his policy?

It
geems unfortunate thaf there should not
be some system whereby the savings of a
community might be utilized to promote
agriculture. While we have large accumu-
lation of farmers’ savings drawing 3 per
cent., if the farmer wishes to borrow he
has to pay from 6 to 7 per cent. and some-
times 10 per cent.”

Frances Mead Was Never Able
To Secure Her Birth
Certificate

P

IS DEAD AT AGE OF 3

Seme $2,000,000 Held by English
Authorites, But Claim Was
Never Established and - Mrs.
Mead Died in the Werkhouse

London, June 14—A romance of the
Hackney workhouse was disclosed at the
inquest on Frances Mead, a widow of
ninety-six, who died in absolute poverty
although a claimant to a £500,000 for-
tune. .

The old lady, whp had been in the
workhouse for the last eignt vears, died
from the effects of a fall. She was a
cousin of Mrs. Helen Blake, the widow of
General Robert Dudley Blake, who died
in 1876, without issue and intestate, leav-
ing property now held by the erown
amounting to £360,000 realty and £140,-
000 personalty.

There were other claimants besides Mrs.
Mead to this fortune, which has now gone
begging for more than thirty years. She
expected to secure at least £250,000 of this
legacy, but a lost document stood be-
tween her and wealth.

“The old lady was very hopeful at one
time of proving her right to this fortune,”
said the master of Hackney workhouse.
“That she was actually the cousin of
Mrs. Helen Blake was as clear as day-
light, but it could not be legally proved.

Government Refuses City Request
Re Post Office—City Insurance
—The Dog Question

At the meeting of the civic commis-
gioners yesterday the recommendation of
the finance committee to place all the
city insurance with tariff companies was
allowed to lie over for a week, after two
of the commissioners had opposed the sec-
tion. The engineer’s report on repairs to
Silver Falls pump was referred back for
further details and the section of the re-
port of the water and sewerage board re-
port recommending the awarding of tend-
ers for water extension in Egbert street
‘was withdrawn, owing to the unwilling-
ness of the Norton Griffiths Co., Ltd., to
make the guarantee. A communication
from the secretary of the dominion office
department was read at the meeting in-
forming the commigsioners that the min-
ister had refused to grant the request of
the city council, the board of trade and
Arboriculture Society to set the building
back a few feet from the street line for
the purpose of allowing for a plov of
grass and shrubbery in front of the
building.

In other respects the report of the com-
misesioners were adopted practically as
read. There was some discusison over the
recommendation for the withdrawal of
city insurance from non-tariff companies
and placing it all in tariff companies.
Commissioner Schoficid moved in amend-
ment to the section that 25 per cent of
the city insurance be allowed to remain
in non-tariff companies and the balance
be placed in the tariff companies. He did
not think it was fair to the non-tariff
companies to ignore them 'altogether and
it was well to remember that some tariff
companies could be as weak as any non-
tariff company. This amendment was sec-
onded by Commissioner Agar, but was
opposed by Commissioners Wigmore and
McLellan, who supported Mayor Frink in
the 1ecommendation. .

In defending the section, the mayor
said that the insurance on schools,amount-
ing to $250,000, over which the commis-

companies and that out of a total of
$750,000 on city property this proportion
in non-tariff companies was plenty large
enough. He agreed to let the matter re-
main in abeyance until the next meeting.

Permiseion was granted the Rubber Tire
Wheel Company tq, erect a projecting

Elliott and C. B. Lockhart to erect figh-
ing weirs at, Partridge Island bar and off
the Ballast wharf, respectively, on pay-
ment of $5, were withdrawn on advice of
the other commissioners who objected 1o

The by-laws providing that dogs must
be in leash when out doors between May
1 and November 1 was adopted. The pen-
alty for non-observance is death of tle
animal.

Doctor Leak, second in charge at the in-
stitution, testified that Thaw was ‘*‘con-
stitutionally inferior,” ’and could not re-
cover. Dr. W. A. White an alienist of
Washington, said that he did not think
Thaw insane, W. A. Stone gave similar
evidence. W. T. Jerome is opposing the
application for liberty.

(Eastern Labor News)
The Labor people of St. John and Monc-
iton must regret that the man whom tley
were 50 instrumental.in electing four years
ago, decided last month not to allow his
[name to come before the St. John con-
lvention as a candidate for the city repre-
sentation. From all we can learn it ap-
pears that several years ago Mr. Hathe-
'way, and a few others, urged the Tweedie
|government to appoint a Commissioner of
Labor who would be a member -of the
{[government. At that time the old govern-
*ment refused to do this. Largely for thut
|reason the labor people in St. John 'n
{1908 voted against the old government and
jelected Mr. Hatheway and his colleagues.
{We learn now in 1910 Mr. Hatheway again
ibrought this matter before the present
|government, and urged the establishing of
a Bureau of Labor with a commissioner
who would be from 8t. John. We know
that every labor -union in Moncton and in
St. John a few months ago sent letters ‘o
the government urging them to create a
bureau of labor, and that a commissioner
of labor should be appointed who would
have a seat in the government. The let-
ters from our own city, and letters from
St. John, specially mentioned Mr. Hathe-
way's name as this commissioner. Rumor
says that Mr. Hatheway was prepared fo
do the entire work of the commissioner
of labor without any salary. The Flem-
ming government, however, seemed, to dis-
regard these demands of the labo. in St.
John and in this city, and appointed Hon.
H. F. McLeod, of Fredericton, as the com-
missioner of labor. Many consider this
action of the government as a deliberate
slap in the face, to the labor societies. We
have not seen the letter which we under-

stand Mr. Hatheway sent to his colleagues.
ut from the statement made in the St.

ohn press we are lead to believe that M:.
Hatheway’s letter of withdrawal wae as a
protest against the unfair treatment of
abor’'s demands.

The great lumber interests of the
country are represented in the government
soecially by the Crown Land Commission-
er. The legal interests have been repre-
sented by two legal gentlemen of wll-
known ability. The businewjnterests were
represented by Mr. Maxwell dnd Mr. Mur-
ray, and it would seem only fair that the
libor people might have been given one
geat in the cabinet.

Mr. Hatheway’s record of work in pro-
roting the Compensation Act of 1908, in
amending and enforcing the Factory Act,
and aleo in opposing the tendency to grant
too complete powers to big corporations,
notably the damming of the St. John riv-
er above Iredericton, entitled him to much
consideration. at the hands of the govern-
ment. We do not know what the labor
people in St. John and Moncton will say
about the government’s refusal to give
tuem special representation in the cabinet.
Nor dg we pretend to prophecy. But we
are quite sure before another four years
roll by that either party seeking power
will be forced to place in their cabinet
some one man who will be the commis-
sion of labor, and whose duty it will be
to specially take care of labor legislation,
and to see that labor lawe are properly
enforced. The man today.to do that work
hould have been Mr. Hatheway. We con?
gratulate him upon his independence which
really says to the government: “My with-
drawal is a protest against your refusal
o givetthe labor people representation in
he cabinet.”” -
