Toronto, Jan. 9—Twenty-seven million
ounces of silver is the output for the
province for last year according to T. W.
Gibson, deputy minister of mines, who
has issued his annual report. One half
of the total mineral output of the domin-
ion comes from the province of Ontario.
In his report, Mr. Gibson says: “In mon-
ey value at the point of production and
in the form produced, the output of mines
and mineral work for 1910 was about thir-
ty million dollars while, if based upon
the refined metals, or products, the value
would be thirteen millions or forty-three|
millions in all. That there has been no|
diminution in the silver contents of the'
Ccbalt ores is proven by the analysis of |
the shipments/made during the year.

GETS STRADIVARIUS.
~ JBUT PAYS $16,000

. Vienna, Jan. 9—A sum of $16,000 has
just been paid by a wealthy Viennese
merchant for a Stradivarius violin. It is
the celebrated “Greffuble,” Stradivarius,
called after 1ts sometime owner Count
Greffuhle.

Antonius Stradivarius made it in 1709,
and bequeathed it with other instruments
to his son, Francesco, who sold it to a
priest named Brambilla for about £60.

It was sold ‘ater to King Charles IV,
of Spain and. afterward fell into the hands
of the English violin collector, John Blow,
Next it came into the possession of a
well known collector J. Adam, and then
was bought ‘by Count Greffuhle, in whose
family it remained many years.

The instrument is a magnificent speci-
men of old Italian work, and is in a won-
derfully fine state of preservation.

'Detroit Charities Council Will Give

; Special Attention to Recreative
i Plans

|

| Steps toward the creation of a compre-
hensive playground system in Detroit and
the establishment of a social legislative
commission which shall endeavor to secure
the enactment of the best social laws, were
taken at the annual meeting of the Cen-
tral Council of Charities in that city.

The social legislative commission, it is
proposed, shall scrutinize all social service
legislation proposed at Lansing and make
an investigation of laws along these lines
in other states, in order that Michigan
may secure the best laws.

As a starter in the work of systematiz-
ing the playground policy of the city the
council has secured the co-operation of the
National Playground association, which
will send its experts to Detroit this month
to conduct a week’s institute for teacher
training in playground activities.
| The council takes the view that the rapid
growth of the city and the  consequent
broadening out of the task of safeguard-
ing the youth of Detroit from crime, im-
morality, and disease, makes systematic
juvenile recreative activity of the very
frst importance. Detroit, they say, is sad-
ly in need of specialists in this  work,
which the institute this month is expect-
ed to supply.

Toronto. Jan 8 — “To counterfeit is
death.” This stern inscription appears on
"half a dozen slips of discolored paper-mon-
ey, more than a century and a half old,
discovered in a little tin box in the cross-
beams of an antique Jog cabin recently

torn down to make way for a more modern,
The interesting curios !

are now in the possession of William Hoo-
ley, 988 Shaw street.

All of the notes were issued during the
reign of George II. and III., for the States
of Pennsylvania, while the American Re-
public was still a part of the British em-
pire. The oldest, which carries the cur-
rency value of 15 shillings, is dated 1759,
and is guaranteed by the Royal seal of
(George 1I. The inscription’ on this slip
which was found fastened together by an
ancient stick-pin, is so finger-worn and
discolored as to be almost illegible, entit-
ling the bearer to the value of ten shil-
lings, is distinctly engraved as follows:

“According to the act of the general as-
sembly of Pennsylvania, passed in the nine-
teenth vear of the reign of his Majesty

George II1., dated the first of October,

Yii8.” i

Each of these glips of parchment, which
represented cash to th “ennsylvanians of
those days,” bears ink signatures of royal
officials and a small representation of a
plantation scene.

CITY GOVERNMENT

The present system of city government
In Montreal and Toronto is not eatisfac-
tory. Each city has a board of control
and a city council. In both the members
of the city council are elected by the ward
system. -There are only seven wards in
Toronto, but in Montreal there are no
lesa than thirty-one. There is now a for-
midable agitation in Montreal to reduce
the number of tvards to five. It is claimed
that under the ward system of annual
elections it is not possible to get a good
tity couneil, and it is felt that, if all the
members of the council as well as the
controllers and mayor were elected at
large, better results would be obtained.
Where is also the difficulty in Montyeal
and Totento that the aldermen and board
of eontrol do not always agree, and when
such a condition exists it is obvious that
important measures are likely to be Qe-
layed and much confusion arise. The ex-
periment with the board of control, so
far as may be judged from the evidence,
has been less satisfactory than that of
the commission plan of government. Not
only does it appear to be possible under
the latter to get better men, but there is
no clagh of authority and the sense of re-
sponsibility which rests upon every mem-
ber of the commission is a spur to urge
him to earnest and faithful work for the
benefit of the city.

A HEALTHY SIGN '

It was noted in The Times last week
that there had been a notable increase in
bank clearings in St. John during the
last year, and that they had more than
doubled in ten years. This is a remarkably
good showing. Fuller information shows |
that St. John stands well in the list of
Canadian cities in the matter of increase
in bank clearings. Taking the last four
years for example, while the increase in
Halifax has been slightly more than $2,000,-
000, the gain in St. John has been over

“THE CHILDREN'S HEALTH

Dr. Kiefer Sees No Necessity of
Installing Paper Drinking Cups
in Detroit Schools

~ “Detroit was the first city to install
sanitary drinking fountains in its public
echools,” said Health Officer Kiefer, “and
the work has progressed apd is progress-
ing =0 rapidly that it has not been thought
worth while to use other safety drinking
devices that are finding favor in some cit-
jes, where the educational buildings dre
not so well equipped as are those here.
The new school houses here all have the
new style bubbling well, and the older
structures are being equipped as fast as the
workmen of the board of education can do
the work, A

“The health authorities of Buffalo are
distributing paper drinking cups among
the school children. One hundred thou-
sand of them were recently received. There
are not so many public schools equipped
with sanitary fountains there as here. The
health officials spend about $1,500 a year
on paper cups for various buildings in the
New York town.

“As so many of Detroit’s public places
now have the new-fangled drinking ma-
chine. I don’t think it would be advisa-
ble to start buying paper cups for use
here, as they would only be needed a
ghort time at any rate. Those cups are
only good for one drink apiece.

“Tt wouldn’t do any harm, though, to
urge people to carry their own drinking
cups if they are not near a bubbler. 'The
fight for the people’s heaith will get on
better if the people help it along. All
they need is a little reminder now and
then.”

Influence of G. T. P.

Another point in the traflic question and
the consequent growth of St. John 1s that!

With the completion of the Canadian
Northern and its natural desire to have
the shortest and most direct haul to navi-
gable water, we must in a very short time
have a third transcontinental in here at|
| a harbor open for service 12 months in the|
| vear, something that cannot be said of any
| other city in Canada. In this connection

it must be borne in mind that a charter
has been granted and a bonus of $25,000
a mile has been voted by the Provincial _
and $6,400 a mile by the Dominion govern- g
ments for the St. John Valley Railway,
a line that will extend from this port to
near -the Quebec border in the northern
part of tha province and form a direct and
the shortest route to’tidewater for either
the Canadian Northern or the Grand
Trunk Pacific after it crosses the St. Law-
rence. Within a month the C. P. R. has
paid more than a quarter of a million dol-
lars for water front property here on the
eastern side of the harbor and has an-
nounced that it will spend $1,500,000 in
developments in addition to their extensive
holdings on the west side; and in the same
period seven large wholesale and manu-
facturing concerns have opened warehouses
here, two new banks have come in and
three more are looking for locations.

U. S. Capital

The past week has brought the news
that over $1,500.000 of American capital
has been subscribed for the erection of a
sugar refinery here, the plans of which
were prepared and the land for which
was given by the city some months ago.
At the same time we learn of the secur-
ing of land for a large paper mill to be
erected by English capital and the in-
corporation of a company with a capital
of $950,000,

Plans are now maturing for the enlarge-
ment of a local manufacturing plant
which will employ over 600 hands, the
only question in which is the detail of
location. This, too, in addition to the
evection of several other plants which is
now going on and the active negotiation
for the starting of several others.

“The citizens of St. John have paid
out of their own pockets $1,500,000 for
wharves on the west side of the harbor
and work is now progressing under the
direction of the Dominion Government
which will mean the expenditure of near-
ly $5,000,000 for additional wharves in
the same locality. On this latter nearly
$1,000,000 has already been expended.
This development is entirely in addition
to any plans for development of what
was formerly Courtenay Bay. but now
known as St. John Harbor Kast.

Real Estate Not High

These are a few of the reasons why
real estate in St. John is increasing in
value. If a western city had the same
definite programme of advancement, or
were it merely rumored, we would see such
a boom as would make Winnipeg and Van-
couver Jook as though they were going
back.

There is not a thinking man in 8t. John
who does not realize that we are in for |
rapid growth and advancement in shipping,
manufacturing and as a distributing centre.
To those who remember theé days of wood-
en ship-building when St, John was the
third largest ship-owning vort in the Em-
pire and the fifth largest in the world,
when it ranked with Loundon, Liverpool,
Antwerp and New York, coming after the
latter, only, in its greatness, the future
holds great promise. Maybe those days
are to return with the advent of a dry
dock and the encouraging of steel ship-
building.”

Ottawa, Jan. 8—The financial statement
of the dominion for December, published
in the Canada Gazette today, is one of the
most satisfactory for a very long time.

The revenue for December was $9,790,-
387.14, an increase of $1,056,816.09, while
the expenditure for the month was $5,-
355,286.13, an increase of $683,726.36.

For the nine months of the fiscal year
ended with the last day of the calendar
year - the revenue was $85,665,833.83 as
against $73,300,080.97, betterment of
$12,275,752.86.

The expenditure for the nine months
shows anr increase of $5,596,003.53, the fig-
ures being $52,994,133.07 for 1010, as
against $47,398,129.5¢ in 1900,

The expenditure on capital account dur-
ing December last was $3,080.305.47, na
againgt $3,379,370.77, while for the nine

026,137.22 in the corresponding period of

Eliminating all the pretenders, whose
prowess exists more in the sporting col-
umns of the newspapers than in actual
ring performance, there are at least half
a dozen capable lightweights whose ring
records entitle them to a chance to con-
tend for the lightweight championship.

It would be too much to expect Wolgast
to meet all these challengers within a
year: i

The prominent challengers of Wolgast,
thosé who may be considered to have a
chance against the champion, are seven in
number. They are Owen Moran, Matty
Baldwin, Abe Attell, Packey McFarland,
Tommy Murphy, Pal Moore and Knock-
out Brown.

The men are not necessarily named in
the order of their merit, but rather in
the order in which the current opinion
of well-informed fight fans would place
them. It is within the bounds of possibil-
ity that Knockout Brown might defeat
Owen Moran, but sporting opinion as re-
flected by the barometer of betting, would
make Brown a very long shot. And so it
would run down through the list,

Moran the Leader

Qwen Jioran the great little English-
man naturally heads the list. Not so much
because he defeated Battling Nelson in
more decisive fashion than Wolgast did,
but because his entire ring record shows
his wonderful ability. He has yet to have
a decisive defeat recorded against him,
and he has met the best men of his weight
in America as well as in England.

Moran is the natural opponent for Wol-
gast without undergoing the further proof
of elimination contests. That he defeated
Nelson is enough to prove his right to a
Also, Moran has
fought Baldwin twice, losing a decision
to the Boston boy the first time, but re-
versing the verdict in the second. He has
vet to defeat Abe Attell, but in their sev-
eral meetings neither man has been able
to secure a victory that was in any way
decisive.

Moran is the natural opponent for Wol-
pinch he might reduce to the featherweight
limit, 122 pounds, but he would not be at
his best.
