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UNION IS ASSURED. SOLICITOR GENERAL RITCHIE.If any reader of the Gazette desires 
an explanation of the remarkable fact 
that a single article published in this 
paper, should so utterly demoralize the 
opponents to the St. John and Portland 
emergency bill that they should, one and 
all, hasten to declare themselves its sup­
porters, they will find a complete one 
in the consideration that every word of 
that article, so far as it related to what 
had occurred in St. Jolm.was strictly trne.

iliaThe emergency bill,postponing the civic 
elections in St. John and Portland, hav­
ing been passed in the House yesterday 
and assented to by the Lieutenant Gover­
nor, the union of St. John and Portland in­
to one city is now assured. The Common 
Clerk, whose knowledge of matters con­
nected with the charter and the acts in 
amendment of it is greater than that of 
any man living, is making good progress 
with the work of drafting the union bill, 
and the prospects are that it will be ready 
for the Legislature early next,week or by 
the time the franchise bill and the other 
government measures have been dispos­
ed of. Should the bill be introduced by 
the 3rd of April it should, unless very 
defective [inform, have passed both 
houses by the 10th, and if this can 
be accomplished the elections for the 
united city may be brought on at a very 
early day, possibly by the 30th April, 
which would lie a convenient time for 
all parties. It is the opinion of the Gaz­
ette that the sooner the elections are 
held the better and, in this view of the 
case, the public generally concur. The 
extreme desire the Gazette has shown 
for union.and immediate union,has been 
prompted by a wish to advance the in­
terests of St John and to see this city 
great and flourishing. It is a source of 
pride ^nd gratification to be able to say 
that the views of the Gazette 

matter have been the 
views of the people of St. John, 
and that they have been endorsed and 
carried out by the Legislature.

Fredericton, March 20.—In the House 
of Assembly this afternoon Dr. Alward 
commtted the bill to provide that certain 
civic election shall not be held in the 
cities of St John and Portland during 
April of this year, Mr. Moure in the 
chair.

Dr. Berryman said he had perhaps an 
advantage over his colleagues, so far as 
being able to guage public opinion in St.

The 
same hand that penned the article of 
which he complains, deposited a ballot 
for him at his first election, and although 
it has written many articles for the press 
never wrote one in which voters were 
asked to vote against the Solicitor Gen­
eral or any other man because he was a 
Roman Catholic. But when a canvass 
is made through a large city ward for a 
man who is a candidate for 
Alderman, on the ground that 
he is a Roman Catholic and when it is 
arranged that every Roman Catholic 
Voter in the ward is to plump 
the Roman Catholic candidate; when 
the candidature of this young man is 
made the moving cause which impelled 
Mr. Ritchie to impede and obstruct 
union; then it is time for those who are 
not Roman Catholics to be on the alert ; 
then it is time for a fearless and inde­
pendent newspaper like The Gazette to 
cry “To your tents, O Israel”; then it is 
right to warn the electors of St. John 
that their wishes are likely to be defeated 
by a petty intrigue originating in bigo­
try, and carried on for objects so 
contemptible that they are unworthy to 
lie named.

P. O. Box 454.Men’s 66 cents.Ritchie said the bill
intended to obviate the

necessity of holding two sets of elections. 
He was in favor of the bill, provided that 
the elections in the united city could 
take place about thirty days after the us­
ual time of holding civic elections in St 
John and Portland. He regretted to say 
that he observed a disposition in some 
quarters to create the impression that he 
was, or is, or might be opposed to this 
bill. He had been very much honored 
in this respect. He was at a loss to un­
derstand how any person desiring to be 
considered worthy of credit should have 
attempted to create the idea that he was 
opposed to this measure. The members 
of the municipality committee knew that 
for years he was in favor of nnion of St 
John and Portland. So did most 
of the members of this house and there 
was now within the hearing of his voice 
a gentleman, at one time mayor of Port­
land, who knew how strongly he was 
and is in favor of the union. F 
reason or another some persons seemed 
active in the attempt to misrepresent his 
position on this question. His views in 
reference to this bill were and are 
exactly in accord with Hon. Mr. McLellan 
and Mr. Quinton. They felt that it was 
unwise to have two sets of Mayors and 
aldermen if it were possible to have the 
scheme of union completed so as to bring 
on an election in the united city at an 
early date. They had agreed to support 
an emergency bill, provided there was 
fair evidence that the consummation of 
the union scheme would not be delayed 
beyond a reatsonable date. They had all 
agreed on that McLellan, Quinton and 
himself. That was before the Gazette’s 
first article misrepresenting his position 
had appeared, and before the self consti­
tuted committee had come Fredericton. 
Just as soon as the telegraph wires 
brought the news that the people 
John and Portland had decide 3 
of union, the government took steps to 
have the scheme consummate and the 
leader of tlie government said the legis­
lature would be held a week if neces­
sary in order that the final b might be 
considered and crystalized into law. 
He had held the opinion that if the 
union scheme could not be perfected so 
as to permit of holding the elections be­
fore the close of the year this bill should 
not pass, and he wished to say that 
that was his opinion now. Ho desired 
this information to go to the country 
for the benefit of those who considered 
it a right to misrepresent his position and 
call upon him to leave the government. 
He did not know whether or not he had 
displeased the self constituted 
committee that had come here from St. 
John. He had never yet allowed him­
self to be controlled by a clique, nor did 
he propose to do so now. (Hear, hear.) 
It was stated in a certain quarter that he 

pposed to this bill because he 
Roman Catholic and because lie 

wanted some young gentleman elected in 
a certain ward in St, John. Hon. mem­
bers of this house knew that he did not 
allow a matter of religion to effect him 
one way or another, and the mind that 
had put forward the different idea was a 
very narrow and contracted one. As he 
had said McLellan and Quinton were in 
accord with him in reference to this whole 
matter. Did they take their position on 
this question because of a certain young 
Catholic genteman running an election in 
Wellington ward ? Certainly not And 
still the charge could be made as 
truthfully against them as against 
himself. Dr. Alward and Mr. 
Qninton and himself had talked 
this matter over in St John on Saturday. 
They were then all in favor of the union 
scheme being consummated at the earli­
est possible di
other opinions. His views, favorable to 
union, were known to the editor of Tiie 
Gazette on Saturday last, andj e had 
expressed them to the latter that day. 
Notwithstanding all this, that paper 
comes out a few days later charging him 
with being opposed to this bill and 
ing upon him to leave the government. 
The fact of his being in the government 

med to be the trouble with the pe 
trying to misrepresent him.

A prominent Roman Catholic, who is a 

very active supporter of Mr. Ritchie at

Colonel O’Brien’s resolutions in regard 
to the Jesuits Estates bill were defeated 
last night in the House of Commons by a 
yote of 188 to 13.

While American women can hold their 
own in point of style and general suita­
bleness of dress with the same sex of 
other nationalities, yet in one respect— 
that of street toilets —they show far less 
good taste as a rule than do the women 
of other countries.

When it considered 
that this had been done, it would 
and allow the American government, 
with whom the contract had been made, 
to decide whether or not it had been 
properly performed.
